Audit finds 'major 
weaknesses' in Johnson 
attendance records

Kentucky Auditor Crit 
Luallen· office has found 
'·major weaknesses·· in the 
anendancc records for an 
Ea tern Kentucky school 
district. 

A report from Luallen's 
office Monday stre sed that 
no evidence was found that 
Johnson County school dis­
trict's attendance records 
had been manipulated. 

But the report described 
as "very unusual'' a practice 
in which attendance figures 
collected by teachers at two 
elementary schools were 
logged into a database by 
principals, in tead of school 
support staff members. then 
discarded, leaving nothing 
to verify the figures. 

The Johnson County dis­
trict ha more than 3,700 

students. 
Attendance data is used 

to determine how much 
money chools receive 
from the state. For the past 
four years, Johnson 
County' elementary 
school and high school 
reported attendance above 
the state average of 94 per­
cent. 

Lisa Gro s, a spokes­
woman at the state 
Department of Education, 
said the findings are being 
revtewed and could affect 
the district's funding. 

The U.S. Department of 
Education's Office of 
In pcctor General received 
a complaint about the dis­
trict's attendance and per­
sonnel practice~ and 
requested the investigation, 
which LuaUen 's office

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New law sets residency boundaries for sex offenders

FRANKFORT Sex 
offenders across Kentucky will 
be unwelcome neighbors to 
schools, public playgrounds 
and day care facilities, under a 
new state law in effect this 
week. 

Advocates say new residen­
cy boundaries - which pro­
hibit sex offenders from Living 
within 1,000 feet of those loca­
tions - . hould help protect 
chlldren from sexual predators 
who may stalk them from their 
nearby homes. Others. howev­
er, caution the law may be too 
restrictive and ban sex offend­
ers from living in large . waths 
of commumties throughout 
Kentucky. 

Some also worry it may 
prompt some to live in hiding, 
under law enforcement·~ radar. 

Lili Lutgens, an attorney for 
the American Civil Libertie 
Union of Kentucky, said 
Kentucky'. new law targets 
ex offender. whose chances 

of re-offending are considered 
low nsk while over-regulating 
those more likely to trike 
again. 

"It 1S good for the General 
Assembly to want to regulate 
the risk that registered sex 
offender pose on the commu­
nity, but the problem i this 
doesn 't seem to be a very 
effective risk management that 
they've created," Lutgen sru.d. 
"And it's gomg to be the non­
compliant offenders who are 
precisely the ones who wiU not 
register." 

Previously, sex offenders in 
Kentucky were prohibited 
from living within 1.000 feet 
of schools and day care facili­
tie . The new law, which takes 
effect Wednesday, expands the 
measurement of the boundary 
to property lines and adds pub-

off-limit places. 

Among other things, it also 
·ays that if. in the future, any 
of those facilities should open 
near where an offender lives. 
they would have 90 days to 
move. First-time violators of 
the boundary requirements can 
be charged with a misde­
meanor, while econd offen. es 
are felonie . 

State law already requires 
sex offenders to register with 
law enforcement and that 
information is available to the 
public on an internet registl)' 
maintained by the Kentucky 
State Police. 

Authoritie aren't precisely 
sure how many sex offender. 
will have to move because of 
the change. Justice Cabmet 
spokeswoman Stacy Floden 
estimated about 1,000 people 
- including about 170 in 
Fayeue County and nearly 300 
in Jefferson County - may 
have to move by Oct. I I. 

. Numbers fluctuate. but 
there are more than 5,000 reg­
i~tered sex offender in 
Kentucky. 

Maj. Lisa Rudzinski, a . tate 
police spokeswoman. said 
every registered sex offend~.:r 
was sent a letter warning them 
of their responsibilities and the 
October deadline. 

Louisville Metro Police 
Capt. Steve Thompson. com­
mander of the Crimes Again t 
Children . ection. said his 
agency is working to identify 
specifically which offenders 
must move. However, if up to 
them to determine if they're in 
compliance. 

··we don't want to wait until 
something bad happens that we 
name a law after someone else 
who lo. t their life,'' Thompson 
said. "'I have the opinion that 
whatever you can do to protect 
children. let's do it." 

on their own," Lanning said. 
States throughout the coun­

try -including Iowa. Indiana 
and Mississippi- have passed 
laws preventing sex offenders 
from living within a certain 
distance from school' or other 
places common to children. 
Georg1a recently passed a law 
preventing them from living. 
workmg or loitering withm 
1,000 feet of such places, 
includmg schools, churches, 
gyms and swimming pools. 
Iowa's law prevents people 
from living within 2,000 feet 
of places where children gath­
er. 

Lutgens, the ACLU attor­
ney. said the boundaries raise 
constitutional i sues and arc 
tantamount to additional pun­
ishments. 

"lt does eventually become 
banishment, regardless of what 
the legislature says their intent 
is." Lutgcns said. 

Chief Deputy Don Vrotsos. 
of Jowa·s Dubuque County 
sheriff's office, said sex 
oftender may not live in most 
parts of his commumty That's 
caused police to lose track of 
many ex offenders because 
they're not registering. 

Before Iowa's prohibition 
went into effect more than 95 
percent of offenders registered, 
Vrotsos said. Now, it's down to 
between 70- to 75 percent, he 
said . 

"The intent of the law is 
good. but it's causing a lot 
more problems than I think 
they thought it would."

Emergency regulations approved 
for tnine safety in Kentucky

The emergency clause 
means the regulations take 
effect on July 12. at the same 
lime a~ the ~tate's ne~ mine 
safety laws passed by the 
General Assembly earlier lhis 
year. 

Fletcher hns heen pushing 
mine safely this year because 
of an increase in the numher of 
miners killed on the job, 
tncluding fiye who tlh::d in a 
smgle cxplo,.ion in a Harlan 
County minC; in May. 

'The regulations ure anoth­
er critical 'itep lor 1mproving 
mine safety 111 the state.'' 
Fletcher said m a -;tatemcnt. 
·• o miner shnuld bc placed in 
danger of injury or death. and 
for the fir.~t time \\ c can nssesJ> 
penalties that shtlUIJ 'crve as a 
deterrent to tho. e who would 
violate nunc rnor control or 
ventilation plans." 

Proposed regulations go 
through an intensive legislative 
review proces~. whtch includes 
public hcanngs anti comml'nts.

Area high school basketball teams 
will play under !>ome new rules during 
the 2006-07 season. Beginning with the 
2006-07 season in high school basket 
ball. only one warning will be given for 

t!i any or the four delay situations before a 
technical foul is assessed, including the 
newly approved delay situation for water 
on the court following a time-out. 

This change was one of five mles 
revisions approved by the National 
Federation of State High School 
Association<; (NFHS) Basketball Rules 
Committee earlier this yea.r. The rules 
changes subsequently were approved by 
the NFHS Board of Directors. 

In addition to the new delay situation 

for water on the court following a time­
out, the other delay situations in Rule 4-
47 arc for throw-in plane violation-.;, for a 
huddle by either team and contact with 
the free thrower, and for intcrtcring with 
the ball following a goal. 

Previously, a team could receive a 
warning for each or the other three delay 
situations before a technical foul was 
assessed and two free throws awarded to 
the opposition. 

In another major change. the exact 
time obscrvcJ by the referee may he 
placed back on the clock when an obvi­
ous mistake i~ made by the timer in start­
ing or stopping the clock. 

T\\-o equipment changes were 
approved by the committee. In Rule 3-5-
