PRINTER - A Printer resi­
dent wisely looked a gift hor e in 
the mouth this week and avoided 
a scam aimed at cleaning out her 
bank account and collecting the 
proceed from stolen checks. 

On Monday, she received a 
letter from a company calling 
itself "Premier Lotto." The outfit 

claimed to be based in 
Switzerland, though the letter 
wa postmarked from Canada. 
The letter claimed to be a certifi­
cate of award notification and 
informed her that she had won 
$95,000. Along with the notifica­
tion was a check for $2,950, 
drawn on a CaJifornia bank 
account, to pay for the taxes that 
would be assessed against the 
award. 

The letter also included a sep­
arate form to be filled out after 
depositing the check. The victim 
was to fill out the form, which 
asked for the routing number of 
the account she was using which 
could be for a savings or check­
ing account. The instructions 
noted that she could even use the 
check to open an account and

Stumbo seeks ouster of Personn Board chair

FRANKPORT - The state' top 
prosecutor is asking a judge to oust the 
chairman of the Kentucky Personnel 
Board. 

Attorney General Greg Stumbo 
filed a complaint in Franklin County 
Circuit Court on Wednesday, asking 
that Jack C. Smith Jr. be removed from 
the board, which hears personnel com­
plaints involving state employees. 

Stumbo alleged in the complaint 
that Smith profited from his marketing 
of Unbridled Spirit merchandise sold at 
Kentucky State Parks. His company, 

Hunter Manufac[Uring Group, Inc., 
al o known as Blackwater, Inc., has 
received more lhan $33,000 in pay­
ments from the state since June 2005, 
Stumbo said. 

"'The law is very clear that a conflict 
exists when a board member does busi­
ness with the state," Stumbo said in a 
written statement. "This law ensures 
impartial and fair hearings for state 
workers." 

Smith, who was appointed to the 
board by Gov. Ernie Fletcher on June 
23, 2005, could not be reached imme­
diately for comment. 

Fletcher spokeswoman Jodi 
Whitaker declined to comment. 

Smith has been involved in the 
Personnel Board's inquiry into allega­
tions that Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
administration violated state hiring 
laws. 

Dougla · W. Doerting, a former per­
sonnel oft1cer for the Kentucky 
Transportation Cabinet. filed a 276-
page complaint with the board alleging 
that the administration had engaged in 
an "illegal political patronage" scheme 
to fill hourly state jobs on the basis of 
politics, not qualifications. 

The Personnel Board has more than 
20 other pending cases related to aJie­
gations of political patronage by the 
Fletcher administration. 

In addition to the Personnel Board's 
ca es. a special grand jury has been 
inve tigati ng for more than year 
whether Fletcher's administration ille­
gally rewarded political supporters 
with stale jobs. 

The grand jury ha · issued 29 indict­
ments, including one against Fletcher. 
who is charged With conspiracy, offi­
cial misconduct and political discrimi­
nation. 

The Kentucky Court of Appeals, in 
an opiruon issued Monday, held that 
most of the indictments can't be pro e­
cuted because the people named in 
them are covered by a blanket pardon 
Fletcher is ued in August.

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Fletcher says 'time will tell' whether he'll face GOP challenge··

LOUISVILLE - Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher on Wedne day attributed 
Republican concerns about his re­
election bid to "growing pains" with­
in the GOP and said "time will tell" 

~ whether he faces a challenge in next 
year's primary election. 

Fletcher, who is facing misde­
meanor charges that he conspired to 
reward political supporters with state 
jobs, boa ted of accomplishments on 
a broad range of policy issues in a 
luncheon speech to the Louisville 
Forum, a nonparti an i sues group. 

"When all the dust clears from all 
this politics of destruclion, I think 
you'll find that this state is better 
off," the Republican governor said. 

During a round of questions, 
Fletcher gave a glimpse into a sec­
ond-term agenda if re-elected. He 

e mentioned updating tax incentives to 
lure business, expanding a health care 
initiative aimed at small businesse 
and improving education. 

His political problems came up in 

some que tions from the audience. 
Fletcher's appearance came just days 
after Jefferson County GOP 
Chairman Jack Richardson IV pub­
licly broke with Fletcher and urged 
him to abandon his re-election bid. 

Other Republicans have distanced 
themselves from Fletcher. Lt. Gov. 
Steve Pence withdrew from the ticket 
with Fletcher. Senate President David 
Williams ha said he and fellow 
Republicans have "seriou doubts" 
about Fletcher's re-electability. U.S. 
Sen. Mitch McConnell recently 
declined to endorse Fletcher's candi­
dacy, aying "I really haven't given it 
any thought.'' Kentucky's other 
Republican U.S. senator, Jim 
Bunning, this week refused to say 
whether he would support Fletcher 
for re-election. 

Fletcher, the state· s first 
Republican governor in a generation, 
was asked about such reservations 
within the GOP. In his response. he 
summed it up as the evolution of a 
party long out of power that now 
finds itself in control. 

"We're a maturing party," Fletcher 

said, adding that the GOP has gained 
unprecedented power in the state. 
"We are trying to use it responsibly, 
but we're going to have our growing 
pains." 

Fletcher acknowledged that his 
administration has made "missteps,'' 
but said "we are moving this state 
forward." 

"Whether we'll have an opponent 
in the primary, time will tell," he said. 
"But I think our record will speak for 
itself when we tell that story, and I 
think we will have the support we 
need." 

Fletcher said some politicians 
focus more on politics than policy, 
but said such thinking won't pull 
Kentucky out of its poor national 
rankings in educational achievement, 
per capita income and public health. 

"Politics is not going to get us out 
of that hole, good policy is," he said. 
"And we've got sound policy." 

Before fielding questions, Fletcher 
discussed what he viewed as his 
administration's accomplishments. 
He said a revamped state tax code 
took low-income Kentuckians off tax 

rolls and reduced income taxes for 
most otherli. He cited more education 
funding and efforts to reshape 
Medicaid. the state-federal health 
insurance program that covers poor, 
elderly and di~abled Kentuckians. 

For more than a year, he has been 
dogged by a special grand jury probe 
into whether his administration ille­
gally rewarded political supporters 
with state jobs. The grand jury has 
issued 29 indictments, including one 
against Fletcher. who is charged with 
conspiracy, official misconduct and 
political discrimination. 

Fletcher issued a blanket pardon 
for anyone charged in the grand jury 
probe but didn't extend the pardon to 
himself. Fletcher told the Louisville 
group Wednesday that issuing the 
pardons was "the right Ehing to do." 

Fletcher received a polite wel­
come from the audience. Some stood 
and applauded when he was intr(r 
duced, while others stayed seated and 
clapped politely. 

Among those in the crowd was 
GOP legislative candidate Corley 
Everett, who said Republican leaders 

need "to be fair to the governor." 
'The facts aren't aJI in, and I think 

the responsible thing to do is to let the 
governor do his job," Everett said in • 
an interview. 

Bverett. who is challenging 
Democratic Rep. Tom Riner of 
LouisviLle, said he would have ItO 
problem campaigning with Fletctler 
but admitted the governor's appear­
ance wouldn't be received well by 
majority Democrats in his district. 

"I respect the governor, but I do 
believe his political problems would 
probably overshadow any positive 
things," he said. 

Louisvi Ue Metro Council member .. 
Kevin Kramer, a Republican, said he 
was "a little bit surprised" by 
Richardson's plea that Fletcher pull 
out of next year's gubernatorial race. 
Kramer praised Fletcher for deliver- .. 
ing transportation money and state 
backing for a new arena for 
Louisville. But when asked if he sup­
ports Fletcher's renomination for 
another term, he sidestepped the 
question.

A fourth manufacturer, 
Pittsburgh-based Mine Safety 
Appliance Co., no longer 
makes self-re cuers, though its 
products still are found in U.S.

Only Draeger and CSE 
generate oxygen from a chem· 
ical reaction. Ocenco relies on 
bottled oxygen. 

CSE is widely considered 
the top brand. West Virginja 
officials estimate six out of 10 
U.S. coal miners carry the 

company's SR-100 model 
underground every day. 
NIOSH has long considered 
Ocenco the second most wide­
ly used brand, followed by 
Draeger. 

Accounts by survivors of 
the Jan. 2 Sago Mine e~tplo­
sion in West Virginia that 
killed 12 miners have raised 
questions about how well CSE 
air packs work. The company 
and the federal Mine Safety 
and Health Administration say 
tests show the devices worked 
at Sago and at the Kentucky 
Darby No. 1 Mine accident in 
May that killed five miners.

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Eight glasses water a day good 
rule of thumb 

350 pound .• it would not be appropri­
ate to drink 175 ounce of water 
daily. Conversely. if you weigh 100 
pound. and are 5 feet 6 inches tall, 
you are severely underweight and 
probably need more than 50 ounces 
of water per day. So this method 
works primarily for people with a 
body rna ·s index (BMI) between 18 
and 25.

If you exercise enough to break a 
sweat, you should add about 20 
ounces of water to the daily intake to 
balance out your perspiration loss. 
People who exercise in a very warm 
environment need to add even more 
to replace their exercise loss. In gen­
eral, people who live in very hot and 
dry climates, need more water than 
those who don't. 

Now, this may sound like a lot of 
water. Most Americans probably 
don't drink as much water a they 
should.

Another thlng I've puzzled over 
for several years now is the increase 
in poison ivy. 

I have loved working in gardens. 
as well as walking in woods or along 
country roads for most of my life. 
something I suspect r picked up from 
Mammaw. 

I've also had to be on the lookour 
for poisonous plants. I long ago mem­
orized the admonition. Leaves of 
three, let them he Nevertheless. I've 
more than a few rimes been almost 
covered by the aggravating, infuriat­
ing, itchy blisters, sometimes to the 
point of being a big. oozy . cab. 

To say I attack. poison ivy plant. 
with a vengeance i~ to put it mildly. I 
would have been pretty well off fwan­
cially now, if I'd invested in weed 

er, to learn that you can count serv­
ings of fruits and vegetables toward 
your target number of glas es per 
day. That is, five large servings of 
fruits and vegetables could count as a 
glass or two toward your daily goal. 
Remember that water constitutes 
about 90 percent of most fruits and 
vegetables. 

On the down side, if you consume 
cnffeinated drinks such as coffee and 
many soft drinks, or alcoholic bever­
ages. you may need to add additional 
water consumption to your daily rou­
tine. This is because these beverages 
have a diuretic effect. 

You can drink too much water and 
cause a very serious medica] condi­
tion called water intoxication. This 
occurs when you take in enough 
water to create an imbalance in your 
electrolytes. That can lead to death if 
not promptly identified and correct­
ed. So more water is not always bet­
ter.

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Ultimate fighting finding its legs after a shaky start

NEW YORK - Shortly after a 
group of inve. tors bought the nearly 
bankrupt Ultimate Fighting 
Championship in 200 I, the company 
put on a pay-per-view bout. 

But the fight ran over ils allotted 
time. Angry viewero; didn't get to sec 
the conclusion. 

"It wa~ a very bad start." UFC 
President Dana White acknowledged. 
"ll took us a long time to rebuild." 

UPC ha since found its legs and 
it' making money. The privately 
held Las Vegas-based company has 
been ~lowly bolstering it brand, 
forging a successful relationship wilh 
cable network Sptke TV and reshap­
ing attitudes about the violent sport. 

More importantly to the bottom 
line. UFC has begun to attract 

pressive auuiences with each of its 
pay-per-view fights, appealing to 
young men who yearn for a good 
sl ugfest in the absence of a strong 
heavyweight boxing card. 

"This thing isn't going anywhere," 
White ·a1d. "This is the new combat 
sport." 

UFC is mixture of manial arts. 
boxing and wrestling. The best fight­
ers have mastered elements of all 
three sports. The combat takes place 
over three rounds (championships are 
five) inside the UFC's caged ring,­
named 'The Octagon"- wilhjudges 
coring the bout. 

But th1s is not Wrestlemania. The 
punches and kicks are real. The tight­
ers are dead serious. The top one 
train year-round to give the boister­
ous crowds a bone-crushing good 
time. The atmo phere at the fights 
rivals boxing matches. It' a port. 
albeit a bloody one. 

·•You have to be able to wrestle, 
strike and do submission," UFC light 
heavyweight champion Chuck 
Liddell . aid. "You have to be good at 
aU three or you won't last long. The 
lighters have evolved." 

Already sanctioned in more than 
"0 states, UFC has ambitions as big 
as the casinos in which its fighters 
duke it out. 

The organization want to legalize 
the sport nationwide, including New 
York, one of the biggest and most

Out went bloody head butts and 
other viciou blow that could cause 
serious harm. rn came a skilled and 
conditioned fighter. 

''The biggest misconception that 
I've seen is that some people still 
think it's anything goes and there are 
no rules." Ratner said. "These guys 
are tremendous athletes."

And he doesn't fight in podunk 
towns. His last fight was in Las Vegas 
in front of 12,000 people. 

"I can't complain," the 36-yeac­
old Liddell aid. "The TV show bas 
helped us grow." 

For Spike, the series brought in 
serious advertising dollars targeting 
men between the ages or 18 and 34, 
the network' prized demographic. 
Burger King, the U.S. Army and Taco 
Bell are among the advertisers. 

Kevin Kay, Spike's general man­
ager, said "Ultimate Fighter" wa the 
network's nighest-rated program and 
biggest revenue generator. 

But like Ratner, Kay worried 
whether UFC would repel advertising 
instead of attracting it, given its vjo­
lent image. 

"There was a lot of consterna­
tion," he said. "Is it gonna work? Are 
advertisers going to run away from 
it?" 

The reality o;;bow. along with other 
UFC programming, has allowed the 
UFC to create and market its stars. 
the fighters who will ullimately 
decide the company's fortunes. 
Crowd pleasers such a~ Chris Leben 
and Forrest Griffin have become big 
draws. 

"We've given thl!m a huge televi­
<;Jon platform, and we helrcd them in 
their pay-per-view fights," Kay said.

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Is safety causing complacency, aggressiveness in NASCAR?

NASCAR has made significant 
safety trides since the death of Dale
