Best to keep 
Stumbo off case 

Ajudgc ha. han·ed Attorney General Greg S1umbo 
from having any active part in the pro ecution of charges 
against Gov. Ernie Fletcher. but he denied a request by 
the govemor's legal team to disqualify other prosecutors 
from the attorney general's office from continuing their 
involvement in the case. 

The decision removes a political lightning rod-
Stumbo from the ca. e without barring tho e who have 
l;>een most closely involved with a special grand jury's 
14-month investigation or a! leged violations of the state 
merit system law by members or the Fletcher administra­
tion. If Special Judge David Melcher had di qualified all 
those employed by the attomey general's office from 
active involvement in the pro ecution of the misdemeanor 
charges again. t the governor, it would have effectively 
brought an end to the case. That's what the governor and 
his legal team were hoping for. Since its inception. they 
have done everything they could to short-circuit the 
probe. 

Supreme Court Chief Justice Joseph Lambert appointed 
Melcher to the case in an order entered on Ftiday. 
Melcher is a family court judge who serves in Harrison, 
Nicholas, Pendleton and Robert on counties. 

The judge's ruling .. makes no difference in the pro. ecu­
tion of this case," said Vicki GJass, spokeswoman for the 
attorney general's office, and she is probably right. From 
the start, members of Stumbo's staff have been in charge 
of the day-to-day pursuit of this inve tigation. Even if 
Melcher had not disqualified Stumbo. one would a. ume 
members of his . tuff would have handled the prosecution 
'>f this ca ·e. 

Fletcher has always tried to portray this invc ligation as 
being politically motivated by an ambitious attorney gen­
eral.

A Bulgarian vampire puts the bite 
on some ··way out" Californians in 
this pair of thrillers from the 1970s, 
which feature stilted dialogue, awful 
clothing and a surprisingly acute 
sense of menace. 

The first film begins with a pack of 
groovy intellectuals gearing up for a 
seunce that is being orchestrated by 
the newest addition to their new age 
thmk tank, Count Yorga. After the rit­
ual. the count bums a ride home with 
one pair and soon puts them under the 
fang. 

Meanwhile the 
couples' buddies 
begin to suspect. 
that Yorga may be 
a vampire and 
decide to scope 
out his house. 
Here the film 
kicks into gear

comfort as the dapper count turns out 
to be a ruthless adversary. Their plan 
to expose him turns out to be some­
what lame and involves dropping in 
on him unannounced and trxing to 
keep him up tiJI dawn. Suffice to say 
they are in for a very long night. 

The vampire attack sequences are 
well executed here. Director Bob 
Kell iJan employs old tricks to great 
effect. such as moody locations, slow 
motion photography and inspired 
tnUSIC. 

He also gets sturdy work from his 
cast which is anchored by Robert 
Quarry a<; Yorga. Quarry' Yorga is 
old-fashioned in temperament but 
dresses in red velvet smoking jackets 
and plays a mean piano. In fact, the 
characterization eems modeled on a 
strange cross between Liberace and 
Hugh Hefner. with the Playboy mogul 
being the inspiration for the Coum's 
vampire harem of underdressed 
lovelies. 

The cast also includes Roger Perry 
as an intense doctor who chain­
·mokes and hands out edative like 
they were party favors. You also get 
the requisite hulking henchman. Here 
he' called Brudal1 and he's one tough 
hombre. if somewhat cosmetically 
challenged. One actor tinds out the 
hard way that Brudah is not to be tri­
lled with and winds up being on the 
wrong end of Brudah's favorite 
wrestling hold. ''the back breaker." 

The succe. s of Yorga took every­
one involved by surpri~e. The ha tily 
put together sequel is more of a 
remake that wa. mshed into theaters 
and actually plays heUer than the orig­
inal, hut audiences had to suspend dis­
beltef a tad as most of the characters 
returned despite bl!ing killed in the 
original.

"Like it or not. and I like it, 
that's the highlight of my life." 
Strug aid of her dramatic role 
in helping the U.S. beat Russia 
for the gold medal in the team 
gymnastics competition in 
Atlanta. 

Strug's final vault assured 
the win. but only after she fell 
on her first attempt, injuring 
her ankle. The drama rose as 
she hmped back for her final 
try. 

Strug stuck the landing, 
despite having two tom liga­
ments in her ankle. Then, after 
raising her runts in victory as 
fans in the Georgia Dome 
cheered, the 4-foot-8 Strug 
-collapsed to the floor and was 
carried away by her famous 
coach, Bela Karolyi. 

For Slrug, then 18, it was a 
c.lifficuH highlight to follow. 

'T m not going to be in 
another situation where the 
world is watching me and I'm 
going to do something extraor­
dinary,'' she said. 

Strug also won a bronze 
medal in the 1992 games. 
when at 14 she was the U.S. 
teant's youngest member. 

Following the Atlanta 
Olympics, she was featured on 
the covers of People and Time 
magazines. She visited 
Pre. ident Clinton with her 
teammates, and she made the 
TV talk-show circuit. 

Then it was time to plan the 

Strug began the transition 
by competing as a profession­
al gymnast for two years 
before enrolling at UCLA. 

''I'm not going to say I did­
n't have a lot of hard times in 
co11ege wondering 'What 
now?"' she said. "That's why I 
transferred from UCLA to 
Stanford. I wanted to put all 
my focus on my education.'' 

Strug worked in San 
Francisco as an elementary 
school teacher before moving 
to Washington. Last year, she 
joined the Justice 
Department's Office of 
Juvenile Justice and 
Delinquency Prevention staff. 
Through that office, she 
speak · to youth groups, helps 
arrange mentorships and does 
other work targeting at-risk 
youth. 

The vault from teaching to 
the Justice Department sur­
prised even Strug. 

"It' important to serve 
something larger than myself," 
she said. "For so long I wa<; 
focused on myself. l think 
everybody here is passionate 
about making a difference and 
helping as many children as 
we can." 

Strug says she thinks she 
relates well to children 
"because of my stature and my 
voice." Her celebrity, howev­
er, sometimes is lost on her 
younger audiences. 

"I Jove going out and 
speaking to the youth, but 
that's very humbling," she 
said. "When I go talk to third 
graders. I bring my video 
along because I know they 
were not even born in 1996. 
But they are impressed when 
they learn I won a gold 
medal." 

Johnson's time in the spot­
light covered the full decade 
of the 1990s. He was at the top 
of his sport in 1990 and 1991 
but food poisoning limited 
rum to one gold medal in 1992 
on the 400-meter relay team. 

Nothing would stop 
Johnson from obtaining 
unprecedented double gold in 
the 200 and 400 in Atlanta, 
etting a world record with a 

time of 19.32 seconds in the 
200 and an Olympic record in 
the 400 at 43.49. 

Johnson's unorthodox. 
upright running style in his 
famou gold Nike shoe made 
his records appear almost 
effortless. He added two more 
goJd medals in the 2000 

Johnson, 38, was inducted 
into the USA Trdck HaU of 
Fame in 2004, and he is 
regarded as the top 200/400 
sprinter in history. Perhaps his 
most impressive accomplish­
ment was his career record of 
19 gold medals- with no sil­
ver or bronze - in interna­
tional competitions, including 
the Olympics. Goodwill 
Games and World 
Championships. 

Johnson is not ready to fade 
into the background. He plans 
to open a new training center 
next spring near Dalla<>, where 
he was born, for kids, adults 
and professional athletes in 
track, baseball, football and 
other sports. 

"I really felt like I did 
everything 1 could possibly do 
in my career," Johnson said. 
"lt's a great feeling. I want to 
help these other professional 
athletes to do that too, to expe­
rience a much more successful 
career and happiness with 
their career. 

"A lot of athletes don't 
experience that. They don't 
ever reach their full potential. 
Tbat's why you see athletes 
retire and try to come back 
again." 

Johnson also has calle<l for 
radical changes in the way 
track events in the U.S. are 
organized. He plans to conduct 
more streamlined meet~; in the 
new 4,000- eat stadium at his 
training center near Dallas. 

Johnson says meets now 
attract interest only from die­
hard track fans. He says wilh 
track and field events going on 
at the arne time and meets 
lasting several hours, the sport 
can't attract new fans. 

"My idea of how I'm going 
to run those races, those 
events. is certainly more 
treamline<.l, more focused on 

gaining new fans and bringing 
more fan interest to the sport 
as opposed to catering to the 
more traditional die-hard track 
and field fan like myself," he 
said. 

Added John on: "We have 
not as a sport put enough 
emphasis on growing the fan 
base, which is the only way 
the sport will actually sur­
vive."

That's roughly what Sinclair Broadcast Group wants to charge Suddenlink 
(formerly Charter) cable TV customers for the right to watch two Charleston TV 
stations - WCHS (ABC) and WV AH (FOX) - through 2008. That figure works 
out to be about the same as the annual programming cost of 75 cable channels, 
and it's simply not fair to you - not for two TV stations that are broadcast over the 
air for free. 

At Suddenlink, we are doing everything in our power to convince Sinclair to be 
reasonable. We are communicating directly with them, with the Federal 
Communications Commission, and with Members of Congress. 

We are also working to find alternative ways for you to enjoy your favorite ABC 
and FOX programs, just in case Sinclair refuses to change its position. 

Sinclair already forced us to drop WCHS and WV AH in the Beckley area. 
Fortunately, we had an ABC alternative there, and we have secured a FOX 
alternative, while we continue to negotiate. Sinclair tried to interfere and get the 
FOX alternative removed, just hours before the Major League Baseball All-Star
