If we are what we drive, then most of us are not as up et 
as we say we arc about U.S. dependence on fore1gn oil, 
global wanning or the high cost of gasoline. 

The Environmental Protection Agency's annual analysis 
of average fuel economy reported no improvement in 2006 
model year vehicles over 2004 or 2005. The estimated aver­
age for 2006 ''light-duty vehicles" stayed constant at 21.0 
miles per gallon. Mo t U.S. car buyers and carmakers do not 
put their money where their mouth is, no matter how much 
we grumble about being held hostage by Mideast oil or 
gouged by volatile fuel pnccs. 

EPA's calculation provide a sobering reality check to the 
Enquirer Editorial Board's summer campaign urging readets 
to share ways they are trying to move the supply-and­
demand needle by "Easing Off the Gas."' The market on its 
own won't rescue us. Informed consumers can make a dif­
ference by smarter car-buying and driving practices. 

Cunent mpg averages in fact have slid back 5 percent 
from a peak average fuel economy of22.J mpg in 1987-88. 
That's not to say carmakers haven't been making fuel- av­
ing technological improvements. They have. But heavier 
and higher-performance vehicles have rno tly wiped out 
those gain . EPA says 2006 models on average are the heav­
iest, fastest and most powerful since the agency began 
reporting such data. Other factors being equal, heavier vehi­
cle weight and raster acceleration decrease a vehicle's fuel 
economy. Average light-duty vehicle weight increa ·ed from 
3,220 pound · in 1987 to 4,142 pounds in 2006. Light trucks, 
including sport utility vehicles, vans and pickups, have 
accounted for about 50 percent of the light-duty market 
since 2002. Model year 2006 SUVs average 18.5 mpg. pick­
ups, 17.0 mpg. 

At a time when Mideast violence is widening. U.S. ener­
gy security is not just some wonkish policy matter far 
removed from how much fuel we burn up daily in our vehi­
cles. Light-duty vehicles account for about 40 percent of aU 
U.S. oil consumption, and much of that oil is imported. 
Whatever you may think of Al Gore's warnings about global 
warming. the EPA says light-duty vehicles contribute about 
20 percent of all U.S. carbon dioxide emissions. 

Hi disheartening to see how U.S. carmakers' fuel econo­
my averages lag behind those of Asian automakers. Honda 
(24.2 mpg) and Toyota (23.8 rnpg) led the fuel economy 
rankings, but even their averages slipped some from model 
year 2005. as those companic • too. have started bulking up 
with larger vehicles. 

Honda' Civic (49.8 mpg) Jed the compact cars, Toyota's 
Prius (55.3 mpg) Jed midsize sedans, and Ford' hybrid 
Escape (33.3 mpg) led midsize SUVs. Those who want to 
do their part for healthier air or a healthier planet can check 
the 2006 model scores for how low-cmis ion vehicles are at 
www.epa.gov/greenvehicles. 

We can't blame it all on terrorists, Big Oil or smokestack 
industric . Motorists could exert some control in the choices 
we make as to vehicles, fuels and trips we take.

'Black 
Gestapo'

The 1970s were the golden age of 
exploitation movies. The demand 
from drive-ins for triple features 
(dusk till dawn shows) meant distrib­
utors were willing to try aJJ manner of 
films from other countries and often 
led to small scale filmmakers given a 
bankroll to make their own features. 
This created a ripe atmosphere for

They create 'The 
People' Army," which attempts to 
bridge social gaps by creating an all­
black police force composed of ex­
military men from the neighborhood. 
Command of the group is given to 
General Ahmed, who begins to make 
a djfference with his well-disciplined 
men, until the mob moves in and 
transforms the area into a cesspool of 
vice.

His second in command, Kojah, 
gets the duty and begins training a 
cadre of police using military meth­
ods picked up during his stint in 
Vietnam. The paramilitary training 
stands the group well and they flush 
out the mob and scare them back to 
New York (the ftlm implies that there 
are no homegrown mobsters in 
California- hah). i 

This earns the new group a ton of : 
street cred, which quickly goes to 
their heads. Pretty oon they have 
picked up all of the mob' tricks and 
it' time to quote The Who, who sang. 
"Meet the new boss, arne as the old 
bo s." It's left to Ahmed to undo the 
monster he's created, and he eventual­
ly mu t invade the group's headquar­
ters and single-handedly go Rambo 
on them tiJI they say uncle.

A a driver, that s omcthing 
that sticks out and i~ something I 
want to be a part of." 

Her current contract with Rahal 
Letterman Racing expires at the end 
of the season, and she toyed with the 
idea of joining NASCAR- a possi­
bility she left open for the future. 

"NASCAR is not out for good," 
she said. "'It's out for right now.'' 

Patrick said at a news conference 
her "heart and sour· are with the 
IRL, l>O she's staying. She will start 
driving for the te:oun led by Michael 
Andretti in 2007. 

Patrick burst on the scene in 2005 
when she nearly won the pole at the 
Indianapolis 500 as a rookie, then 
went on to become the lirst woman 
to lead laps at the Brickyard and fin­
ished fourth. She was also named 
JndyCar rookie of the year. 

"She has made it very clear that 
one of her goals as a driver is to win 
the lndianapoli SOO," Andretti said, 
"and we are looking forward to giv­
ing her a great opportunity to do 
that."
