Judge denies

Martin man who allegedly 
attempted to skirt a traffic 
check near Jenny Wiley 
State Park last week was 
denied a lower bond 
Friday. 

The attorney for Robert 
Gregory argued that her 
client had no serious 
crimes on his record and 
could not afford the 
$10,000 cash bond that 
was issued, but could 
come up with 1 0 percent of 
that amount. 

County Attorney Keith 
Bartley opposed the 
motion. saying, "This man 
ran from police and when 
they caught up with him, he 
struggled with them.' 

Bartley went on to note 
that Gregory had wrecked 
his veh1cle in a ditch and 
tried to escape on toot. He 
also pointed out that 
Gregory lett two minors in 
the car and was driving 
under the influence. 

Gregory is also facing 
additional charges of pro­
moting contraband that 
were brought against him 
after incarceration, when 
officers found that he 
allegedly had several 
Lorcet tablets in his pos­
session which were not 
surrendered to authorities 
before his arrest 

Gregory's girlfriend 
attended the hearing and 
later complained that the 
drugs were not hidden in 
his underwear, as previous­
ly reported. She insisted 
that the contraband was 
merely stuffed in his side

A Beaver man pleaded 
guilty to three counts of 
trafficking in marijuana 
Friday upon a 10-year 
sentencing recommenda­
tion from the common­
wealth attorney's office. 

Wendell "Dougie' 
Vance, 34, entered the 
plea alongside his attor­
ney, Tim Parker, and 
admitted that he had old 
marijuana on three occa­
sions in 2004. 

Vance was expected to 
enter the plea months ago, 
but suffered a etback 
when be appeared in court 
under the influence of 

drugs last February. Judge 
Danny P. Caudill hnJ 
Vance and three codefen­
dants screened for drugs 
when their condition was 
reported to him and 
Wendell and two others 
tested pos1tn·e for 
methadone. 

Vance was offered <~ 
chance to explain his con­
dition on that occa,ion at 
a hearing two weeks later. 
He did not fare well at the 
hearing and he could not 
explain how he got a pre­
scription for methadone. 

A codefenuant 
explained that she got the 
drugs by going to an mil­
of-state physician . She

Fletcher's top spokesman claimed 
Friday that the Kentucky GOP 
chairman ts part of a faction that 
"wants the governor out." 

Fletcher spokesman Brett Hall 
aid the group includes some 

Republican Party officials, and 

despite overtures from the gover­
nor's office "the signals . we get 
from them are that bastcally we're 
on our own and they're not there for 
us." 

"There is a faction - and 
Darrell Brock seem to be in the 
middle of it - that wants the gov­
ernor out and has heen working on 
this for some time," Hall said in a 
phone interview.

BISMARCK, N.D. - A 
batch of Medicare prescription 
drug benefit applications was 
stolen in a car burglary, rich 
with information that can be 
used to defraud the people 
who filled them out, Insurance 
Commissioner Jim Poolman 
said. 

Dick Brown. a spokesman 
for the Humana health insur­
ance company. said 268 
Humana Medicare benefit 
application were in a comput­
er case that wa filched from 
an in urance agent's vehicle in 
Brooklyn Park, Minn., last 
month. 

James Theiss. Humana's 
chief privacy official, said in a 
letter to affected customers 
that the forms included appli­
cants' names, addresses, 
Social Security numbers and 
bank routing information. 

Brown said 44 of the appli­
cations were filled out by 
North Dakotans. Almost all of 
the rest were Minne ota cu -
tamers, he said Thursday. 

Brown declined to identify 
the agent, or the agency he or 
she works for. He aid the bur­
glary was reported May 5. 
Brooklyn Park police could 
not immediately locate the 
theft report Thursday. 

Poolman said the applica­
tions would be valuable for a 
thief who wanted to assume 
someone else's identity to 
obtain credit cards and loans. 
He said Humana ha not treat­
ed the theft with the serious­
ness it deserved. 

"They need to display ... 
concern for the consumers. 
because identity theft is 
incredibly dangerous for peo­
ple," he said. ''In my opinion, 
they've shown a complete dis­
regard for the consumers that 
they're suppo ed to be erv­
ing." 

Brown called the theft "an 
unfortunate incident for which 
we have apologized to the 
members who were affected.'' 

Humana, based in 
Louisville, has more than 9 
million members. lt admioi -
ters health insurance coverage 
for companies, government 
and individuals. 

The company is one of the 
nation's leacling marketers of 
Medicare prescription drug 
benefit plans for the elderly, 
according to the U.S. Centers 
for Medicare & Medicaid 
Services in Washington, D.C. 
More than 2.4 million benefi­
ciaries have enrolled in the 
drug plan, which i called 
Medicare Part D. 

Humana sent a Jetter to 
affected customer aying they 
could sign up with a credit­
monitoring service nt 

Humana' expense until July 
31. lt invites customers to call 
or e-mail the compan}' with 
questions. The Associated 
Pres obtained a copy of the 
letter, signed by Theis,. which 
was dated ~1ay I 9. 

Poolman aid Thursday that 
he did not believe the compa­
ny wa being forthcoming 
about tbe e tent of lh data 
lo s. He suspect:-> cu~tomer 
information was aLo stored on 
a tolen computer inside the 
case, Poolman saiJ. 

Humana did not notify 
insurance regulators about the 
incident. and dawdled for two 
weeks before telling it cu'­
tomer . Poolman said. He 
learned of it when customers, 
curious about the signitican~c 
of Humana's letter. called his 
office. 

"We don't know if thi. 
affects 40 orth Dakotans or 
4,000 1\lorth Dakotans,'' he 
said. "If they're not being up 
front with us as regulators ... 
about what information was 
stolen, and what wa n't, it 
makes me think there is omc­
thing else there.''

"He's fairly devastated," said Kenr 
Hendrickson, a Harlan attorney rep­
resenting Ralph Napier, a co-owner 
of the mine. He declined to elaborate 
on what lus client was asked. 

Napier was the last witness to be 
questioned in the state's preliminary 
interviews which began Wednesday 
and wrapped up Friday. Miners said 
questions from state investigators 
focused on protective seals designed 
to contain combustible and poisonous 
gases underground. 

Paul Ledford said at first he 
thought his air pack malfunctioned 
after he started to escape with fellow 
miners Roy Middleton, Pari Thomas 
Jr. and Bill Petra. 

Ledford aid that investigators 
have told him his air pack worked 
properly while he was unconscious 
and up until he was rescued. 

He said when he regained con­
sciOusness, he saw rescuers 
approaching and that he flashed the 
light on his hard hat tO get their atten­
tion. 

Ledford aid he wa not subpoe­
naed to talk to inve tigators from the 
U.S. Mine Safety and Health 
Admini tration Friday and that he 
had given te timony already to state 
and federal investigators last week. 

Napier and John North. the other 
owner, haven't spoken publicly since 
the explosion. 

The miners interviewed by The 
Associated Press have defended 
Napier, saying their boss was a stick­
ler for safety. "I thought it lasted about 10 min­

utes," he told The Associated Press in 
an interview outside a federal mine 
safety office in Harlan where federal 
investigators were holding closed 
door interviews with mine employee 

Two others miners, Amon 
"Cotton" Brock and Jimmy Lee, were 
killed in the May 20 explosion at 

Ledford said he believed the vic­
tims' families should be allowed to 
observe the interviews of coal com­
pany employee . 

The inve tigator from the state 
Office of Mine Safety and Licensing 
and the .S. Mine Safety and Health 
Administration have declined to 
comment on the interviews. It's 
unclear whether North, who was not 

"He's a good man," said Stacy 
"Scooter" Huff, an 18-year veteran of 
coal mines who was interviewed 
Friday. "Ralph had the best mine I 
ever worked for." 

"They need to know what's going 
on," he said. 

Governor 

Hall's corrunents came on 
the eve of a Republican state 
central committee meeting 
that will cap a turbulent week 
in which Lt. Gov. Steve Pence 
announced he wouldn't seek a 
second term, declined to 
endorse Fletcher and dug in 
his heels when the embattled 
governor demanded ~is resig­
nation from office. 

Pence's announcement 
came a few weeks after 
Fletcher, Kentucky's first 
Repubhcan governor since 
1971 , was indicted on misde­
meanor charges alleging he 
broke state law by rewarding 
political supporters with state 
jobs after he took office in 
2003. Last summer. he issued 
a blanket pardon for anyone in 
his administration who might 
face charges in the probe -
except lumself. 

Since a Franklin County 
special grand jury began its 
work last June, it has returned 
29 indictments in the case -
14 of which remain sealed. 

Brock, who himself defied 
Fletcher's demands last year 

that he resign as party chair­
man, responded that Hall "has­
n't bothered with the facts" 
and chalked up the remarks to 
a ''vivid imagination or politi­
cal paranoia." 

Last month, Hall said he 
agreed With Fletcher Chief of 
Staff Stan Cave who claimed 
that Democratic US. Rep. Ben 
Chandler was behind the crip­
pling investigation into the 
Fletcher administration's hir­
ing practices. 

Fletcher defeated Chandler 
in the 2003 governor's race. 

Chandler dismissed the 
claim a "bizarre" and a sign 
of desperation. 

"I can only hope that once 
again Brett Hall i speaking 
for himself and not Governor 
Fletcher," Brock said 

Hall said Fletcher still has 
broad upport among many 
rank-and-file Kentucky 
Republicans, creating a "dis­
connect" with some 
Republican officials. 

"You have certain higher­
level officials in the party who 
are at odds with the gra sroots 

and their support of the gover­
nor," he aid. 

He said the governor's 
office has heard from some 
local Republican officials con­
cerned about the rift. 

The GOP central committee 
meeting comes amid height­
ened speculation about 
whether Fletcher, who has 
announced he' 11 seek a second 
term, will face Republican 
opposition in 2007. Fletcher 
has been on vacation in 
Florida amid the fallout from 
Pence's decision again t run­
ning a Fletcher's sidekick 
next year. Pence did not rule 
out a future run for political 
office. 

State Rep. Lonrue Napier. 
R-Lancaster, said Friday he 
thought Fletcher would likely 
face opposition in a primary 
but didn't know who the chal­
lenger might be. 

"We all know right now 
that the governor's popularity 
is very low," Napier said. "But 
pohtics are funny in Kentucky 
- you never can predict 
them." 

Former highway engineer 
pleads not guilty in hiring probe

FRANKFORT - Former 
state highway engineer Sam 
Beverage, indicted last month 
on a perjury charge related to 
the state hiring investigation, 
pleaded not guilty Friday in 
Franklin County Circuit Court. 

Beverage was indicted by a 
special grand jury that has 
been investigating whether 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher's adminis­
tration broke state law by bas­
ing personnel decisions on 
political considerations. 

Fletcher also was indicted 
on misdemeanor charges that 
he illegally rewarded political 
supporters with state jobs. 
Indictments have been returned 
against 13 other current and 
former administration officials 

meanor counts. In addition, the 
grand jury has issued 14 indict­
ment under seal. 

Fletcher announced in 
August that he had pardoned 
his entire administration -

other than himself - for any 
charges that could result from 
the hiring probe. In his pardon, 
Fletcher named nine people 
specifically and offered blan­
ket amnesty to everyone else.

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It shouldn't take a tragedy. such as the explosion that 
claimed the live. of five coal miners in Harlan County, to 
force government to make coal mining safer. Unfortunately, 
though, it seems that norhing captures legislators' attention 
like death. and a string of mining accident this year has 
pu. hed Congre s into action. 

The Senate pa . ed a bill recently de igned to improve mine 
afety. The House ver ion stalled, however, because 

California Rep. George Miller want. the bill to require no less 
than a two-day upply of oxygen for underground miners, 
instead of the two hours in the Senate bill. 

Miller al o wants to put communication and tracking 
devices in mines within 15 months. instead of no later than 
three year as the Senate ver ion states. And he wants to 
direct MSHA to regularly inspect breathing devices. 

While it appears MiiJer has the , afety of miners in mind 
with his proposed changes. time is critical to prevent more 
disasters. 

It was only a few months ago that members of the current 
administration in Washington. D.C., were trumpeting their 
safety record in the mining industry when only 22 people 
were killed in the coal mines during 2005- down from 47 
in 1995. 

An admini tration that liked to promote it elf as industry 
friendly before the disaster. now appears to have been ju t 
lucky then and reckless now, according to a report in the 
Philadelphia Inquirer: 

• The number of major fines over$ 10,000 has dropped by 
nearly I 0 percent since 200 l. The dollar amount of those 
penalties. when adjusted for inflation, has plummeted 43 per­
cent to a median of $27.584. 

• Fewer than half of the fines levied between 2001 and 
2003 - about $3 million - have been paid. 

• The budget and staff for the enforcement office also 
have declined, forcing the agency to make do with about 100 
fewer coal-mine-enforcement personnel, a cut of about 9 per­
cent 

The Louisville Courier-Journal reported that 10 citation 
issued against the Kentucky Darby Mine No. 1 in Holme 
Mill in the days before the fatal accident May 20 included one 
for a malfunctioning . prinkler over a conveyor belt and one 
for accumulation of combustible materials on a roof-bolting 
machine. 

Tony Oppegard. former general coun. el to Kentucky's 
mine safety agency, aid of the citations: ·'There's nothing 
that jumps out at you that might be connected to a methane 
explosion," according to The Courier-JournaL 

But he said the " ignificant and substantial" violation for 
accumulation of combustible materiaL "just show. an inat­
tention to ·afety when they don ' t take time to clean up on the 
section." 

Cracking down on violators is crucial for the safety of min­
ers. Coal operator who don' t pay fines or addre s their vio­
lations should not be able to stay open. 

It' s time to staJ1 erring on the side of caution if there are 
questions about safety. and that tarts at the top with enforce­
rnent of current and future regulation . . The mine-. afety bill 
being debated by the House could be an important step in 
placing the lives of miner · ahead of production and profits.

DESTIN, Fla. - Southeastern 
Conference football coaches speot 
part of last year's spring meetings 
getting to know one another. 

With three new coaches and 
another returning to the league after a 
three-year hiatus, there were intro­
ductions, handshakes and pleas­
antries galore. 

No need for any of that this time 
around. 

Every football coach in the league 
kept his job after last season. some­
thing that hasn't happened since 
1988. Has the SEC finally found . ta­
bility after 36 coaching changes in 
the last 17 years and numerous high­
profile debacles that included the 
tenures of Mike DuBose, Hal 
Mumme, Mike Price and Ron Zook? 

"Tt's just a down year for firing," 
South Carolina coach Steve Spurrier 
quipped. 

Maybe so. In fact, every confer­
ence coach agreed that the Jack of 
turnover in 2006 has nothing to do 
with increased job security, espectal­
ly in a profession that has developed 

little patience for rebuilding and even 
less tolerance for losing. 

"Job security? There ain't none," 
Auburn coach Tommy Tuberville 
said. "There's pressure, but we knew 
tt getting in this busine s, especially 
our conference. It's very competitive. 
You can have a real good team and 
lose two or three games. That's our 
business. We thrive on it, just like 
athletes thrive on competition. It's no 
different any year. You try to play 
yow· best and coach your best and 
take the consequences - good or 
bad." 

Nine of the league's 12 schools 
have replaced their football coach 
since the 2000 eason, wtth Alabama 
making three htres in that span 
(Dennis Franchione, Price and Mike 
Sbula). 

The conference had Its biggest 
turnover last year, with Urban Meyer 
(Florida), Les Miles (LSU), Ed 
Oregeron (Ole Miss) and Spurrier 
taking over programs. 

Despite a shake-up of hts assistant 
coaching staff, Tennessee coach 
Phillip Fulmer remains in the top spot 
after a disappomting 5-6 season. 

Fulmer hired a new offensive 

coordinator, David Cutcliffe, who 
was a Vols assistant for 17 years 
before he left to be head coach at 
Mississtppi. 

Ole Miss fired Cutcliffe after a 4-
7 season m 2004, even though he was 
just one year removed from being 
named SEC coach of the year. 

Fulmer fired receivers coach Pat 
Washmgton and offensive line coach 
Jimmy Ray Stephens. Running backs 
coach Trooper Taylor moved to 
receiVers; former Ole Miss assistant 
Matt Luke replaced Stephens; and 
Kurt Roper, a former Ole Miss and 
Kentucky assistant, now coaches run­
ning backs. 

"Obviously it is a very tough 
league, and turnover has been a major 
part of it," Kentucky coach Rich 
Brooks said.

"! don't necessarily know 
that I need to (come back) or 
that I want to, but I'm commit­
ted." Clemens said. 

Clemens should be. 
because the Astros are certain­
ly committed to him. They'll 
pay him about ··120,000 a day 
for the rest of the season once 
he join~ the team. and the best 
part 1s he only has to work 
every fifth day or so. 

That's not bad as part-time 
jobs go Beat. fighting other 
retirees for those 7 an hour 
gigs as Wal-Mart greeter ... 

The bQttom line, ~h9ugh, i. 
that Clemens. who retired 
twice before. believes he can 
still pitch. So do the Astros. 
Yankees, Red Sox. and other 
teams who were trying to lure 
him back onto the mound. 

Not many athlete, who are 
Clemens' age get that kind of 
a!lention. Usually if club!> call 
past the age of -t.O. it's to invite 
you to shake hands on a cruise 

or indulge some beer-belly 
wannabes in fantasy camp. 

The altention is flattering, 
to be sure. But the thought that 
he could stave off Father Time 
for yet another year eems to 
be what really appeal· to 
Clemens. 

He said ru. much when he 
made it clear he wa n 't signing 
on for a sentimental retirement 
tour around the league. 

''I'm not riding around m 
the back of a convertible. wav­
ing my hat and selling tickets." 
Clemen said. "They expect 
me to gel on the field and win 
ballgames and do it the way 
they're used to seeing me do 
it.

Clemens will 
be 44 in August, an age at 

which both ~kills and muscles 
are inexorably in decline. 

"1 can get into a game situ­
ation and my body not respond 
like l want it to," he acknowl­
edged. 

Still. you have to like 
Clemens' chances. Though he 
faded in the playoffs i!ml 
World Series last year. giving 
up 10 runs in 16 inmng-. his 
ERA for the regular sea ·on 
was a ridiculou I .87, the best 
in the league and half the aver­
age of pitchers who were half 
hi age. 

And with just little more 
than a half a season left by the 
time he takes the mound, 
Clemens can pace himself in a 

way he couldn't through an 
entire season. 

Be ides, this deal was too 
sweet to tum down. 

Clemens was not only able 
to e. cape spring training and a 
good chunk of the season, but 
he 'II begin his comeback in 
Lexington. for the Class A 
team where his olde t son, 
Koby, plays. 

If all goes according to 
plan. he'll take the mound for 
the first time June 22 at home 
against the Minnesota Twins. 
A suming he stays healthy, he 
ftgures to make about 18 tart 
the remainder of the season, 
which for tho e keeping score 
at hom~ CQWe~ out to ~bout 
$666.000 a start. 

With Clemens. though, it' 
not all about money. He's 
made more than the gross 
national product of some third 
world countries already. and 
another $12 million or so isn't 
going to change hi life tyle. 

Clemens wants to win more 
games, and he wants to get 
back to another World Series. 

He believes he can help a .500 
team get there and, judging 
from the calls urging him to 
return from his former tea m­
mates, they bel ievc. too. 

Clemens has 341 wins, a 
lifetlme ERA of 3 . 12 and 
4,502 strikeouts. He'll go 
down as on~ of the greatest 
pitchers of all time. 

He's just not ready to go 
just quite yet. 

"I know it's going to be 
stre sful, I know f' m going to 
be tested, I know l'm going to 
have orne lows going through 
thi ," be said. 'Those are the 
questions I had to ask myself.

Earl Woods died lay 3. and his son 
has been understandably mum ahout 
his golf schedule since Tiger did, 
however. squeeze in a practice round 
at Winged Foot in Mamaroneck. '. Y., 
on Saturday. as revealing a hint as any 
that he will be back there June 15-18 
for the U . . Open. 

But since litlle in his life happens 
by accident, on or off the golf course, 
there was a reason Woods used a ques­
tion from the crowd at the Alotian 
Club out ide of Little Rock to conlinu 
he was tailoring his practice e:-.~ions 

to meet the exacting demands of a U.S. 
Open course setup. 

" You can' t win a U.S. Open dri\ ing 
the ball poorly,'' Woods said. ··work on 
my driving and really work on my 
iron:s. distance control." 

And the reason he answered that 
que tion became clear not long alter. 
in Woods· response to another 4ucst inn 
about what me. ... l>age he had for young 
golfers. 

" I think the greatest advice i~ to 
care and share,'' Woods said. "My dad 
was so adamant ahout thut line. He 
said if you care about something. 
you' II hare iL .. 

One pan of Earl Wood!>. legacy is 
on dhplay every time Tiger tees it up. 
Though he was a fair player, the father 
realized about the time his boy grew as 
talJ as a 4-iroo there wa~ nolhing hl' 
could teach him about the wing. But 
Ute intense concentration. his ... upernat­
ural calm. his fierce competitive drive 
- tho e are all things Earl \\ illcd his 
on, or else imbued in him so exhaus-

tively that they became . ecoml nature. 
Teaching Tiger to share. though. 

was different. That ~art did by exam­
ple. Clinics like the one Tiger staged to 
coincide with the inaugural Jachon T. 
Stephens Charitable Golf Toumamcnt 
were pan of [:arl'. grand plan for his 
precocious son. ami he steered Tiger 
down that path early. 

The tirsr time 1 sat in the crowd for 
one was on a warm unday afternoon 
in llJ93, when Earl was 61 and Tiger 
just 17. It was held at an inner city golf 
course on the south side of Chicago. a 
couple of dot.en par-5:-. from thl! m.:ar­
est country club, with threadbare !'air­
ways and pockmarked greens. Cars 
zoomed past on one side and rap musiC 
spilled over from nearby picnics. 
Housing projects were \ i~ible in Lhe 
distance over one of Tiger's shoulders 
and downtown skyscrapers over the 
other. 

And the day before thi -their ixth 
inner-city golf clinic in the past few 
month. - Tiger had three-peared as 
U.S. Junior Open champion with 
birdies on the last two holes and a par 
to stan Lhe playoff. Some 250 kid and 
grown-ups politely arranged in a senu­
circle at the back of the Jackson Park 
dnving range had already watched the 
teenager curve 5-iron shots around 
trees to one target. then bend 9-ironl> 
right and left and high and low to 
another for almost a half hour. 

No one needed to be told they were 
~eeing ·omething '-pecial, and o rather 
than hype his son's obvious talents, 
F..arl slipped in me -sage about staying 
in school and off drugs. Then. as they 
~ay in show busine s. came the pure 
entertainment. The big fini, h. 

Tiger pulled the head cover off his 
metal driver and Earl put the bullhorn 
bacl~ to his I ip . The distinctive 
"thwack" of a golf ball beginning a 
Yery long tlight wa<; followed by his 
booming voice. 

'"I hope nobody live back there. 
Otherwise." Earl paused. pomting to a 
!>tand of trees beyond the 250-yard tar­
gel, ''they've gol trouble on the way." 

Tiger almost certainly believed by 
then that he would rule the golf world 
one day. But on that one. he was just 
an obliging son, following a script his 
father had drawn up and enjoyed 
d1recting. 

PGA player Lee Elder and Calvin 
Peete. and everal other black teaching 
pros who were not quite as successful. 
had pioneered similar program for 
kids. But none of the golfers - black or 
white - who had gone before Tiger 
wa-. so clearly marked for stardom. 

There were a thousand other things 
a I 7-year·old phenom could he doing 
\\ ith what little time he had away from 
the golf cour.e. especially the day after 
winning the biggest tournament in the 
junior orbit. But Tiger sto d around 
afterward and autographed every pro­
gram. hal, golf ball and slip of paper 
thrust in hi!> direction. lt was hi. day to 
learn about haring. 

Plenty of things have changed 
since. not Lhe least of them Earl's pass­
ing. From 1iger' opening tee hot at 
the U.S. Open on June 15, to his tina! 
putt that Sunday on Father's Day. we'll 
he reminded countless times by the 
announcers that he's playing through 
this tough time in his life because 
that· what Earl wou ld want him to do. 

That's true, of cour, e. But showing 
up at Tue. day's clinic would have 
meant every bit a.; much to his fother. 
kno\\ ing that the son he left behind has 
become a man who k.now how to take 
dire{;tions.

Dear Tom and Ray: 
How should I respond to drivers 

whose cars are equipped with the 
new blue headlights? Unlike the tra­
ditional headlights that most cars 
have, the e are often blinding and are 
clearly un afe. When I remind them 
by blinking my own headlights, the 
driver then flashes his already-bright 
lights, making things worse for me 
and others. Should I simply join them 
and leave my brights on full time? 
What should 1 do? And where are the 
regulators?- Richard

RAY: NHTSA is particularly inter· 
ested in hearing from you if you've 
had an accident or near accident that 
you attribute to oncoming HID head­
lights, or if you know someone who 
has.

TOM: The regulators are in 
Washington, Richard, where they're 
busy with crucial matters of national 
importance, Jike how to refer to 
french frie . 

RAY: So far, government regula­
tors have declined to do anything 
about these HID (high-intensity dis­
charge) headlights - even though 
many people have complained. 

TOM: Now, you might say: "Of 
cour'e they're causing accidents! 
They're blinding people ... like me!" 
But before NHTSA will issue a regu­
lation, it needs to have hard evidence 
that associates the e headJights 
directly with accident . ·In other 
words, it has to have te timonial or 
reported documentation of incidents 
in which cars with these headlights 
have blinded other drivers, causing 
those other drivers to era b into 
something. And apparently. the evi­
dence is not there. Or not there yet. 

RAY: And we all know that you 
can't make something illegal just 
because it's annoying. Otherwise, my 
brother would be locked up for life. 

T have a 1972 Chevy 1/2-ton pick­
up that's been parked for quite a 
while. I got it started and took it for a 
pin down the street. It does tine in 

first gear, but when its hift · into ec­
ond gear, the engine cuts off. If L let 
off the gas. it idles just fine. Could 
this be a carburetor problem? The 
ignition sy tem eems to be fine. The 
engine idles great and revs tine while 
stationary. Help! -Big Kahuna 

TOM: 1f the prob­
lem isn't weak spark, 
then it IS the carburetor. I'd bet on 
plugged jets. You say the truck was 
sittmg for a while. II 's probably got 
the same gas in there that it had when 
you parked it in 1983. That means 
there's enough varnish there now to 
plug up the jet AND recoat the hull 
of the Andrea Doria. 

RAY: In which 
case, you'd need a carburetor rebuild, 
Mr. Kahuna. Or you can park the 
truck again, and pretend none of this 
ever happened. 

TOM: There are several theories 
a to what can be done to reduce the 
glare from HID headlights. Some 
have suggested that lights of that 
intensity need to be mounted lower 
so they don't shine right into the eyes 
of oncoming drivers. Others suggest 
that lhe wavelength of blue light is 
simply more irritating to the human 
eye than whiter light. 

TOM: I would not encourage you 
to flash your bright lights at drivers 
w1th HID lights. You'll just blind 
THEM and increase the chance that 
they'll crash into you or the next 
innocent person behind you. And, as 
you've discovered, it usually just 
leads to retaliation" on the other dri­
vers' part, when they flash their even­
brighter bright lights back at you. A 
better fonn of protest would be to 
write to NHTSA. 

RAY: Well, it could be the carbu­
retor, B.K. But before you spend your 
next eight weekends trying to rebuild 
it, try the stmple thing fir t. 

RAY: You actually have three sets 
of jets on your carburetor. You have 
the idle circuit, which, as the name 
implies. provides enough gas to run 
the engine at idle. Then you've got 
your low- peed jet , whiclt, a the 
name implies, provide enough addi­
tional gasoline to the engine for low­
speed operation.

Each year thousands of people 
hike all or part of the 2,17 5-
mHe-long AppaJacllian Trail 
from Maine to Georgia. 

And for each cleared foot­
path, clean toilet or comfon­
able shelter, the hikers should 
thank the network of volun­
teers who help maintain the 
trail. 

The AT is technically a 
nationaJ park, but volunteers 
organized through lhe 
Appalachian Trail 
Conservancy and hiking clubs 
keep it open. 

A small exhibit at the Great 
Smoky Mountains National 
Park. which contains 71 of the 
most-traveled miles on the AT, 
is hoping to educate visitors 
about the importance of volun­
teers.

Mountains Hiking Club. 
"Anybody can experience the 
AT no matter what age." 

Henry helped put together 
the AT exhibit at the 
Sugarlands Visitor Center near 
the Gatlinburg entrance to the 
park. It is . cheduled to remain 
open through October. 

The exhibit, while covering 
only two walls in a corner, dis­
plays a pair of worn-out boots 
used by a ''thru-hiker,'' the 
term for someone who hikes 
the entire trail. It also notes 
that it would take 5 million 
steps to walk the whole trail. 

A imilar exhibit i located 
m the Shenandoah National 
Park in Virginia, and vi itor 
can earch the archives or see 
a giant relief map of the trail at 
the ATC headquarters in 
Harper Ferry, W.Va. 

The Smokies exhibit 
include · a portion on volun­
teers with pictures. 

''I ju t don't think a lot of 

folks know it's maintained by 
volunteer . They have this 
mi. conception that the park 
serVIce take care of it," Henry 
said. 

Last year more than 5,500 
people volunteered some 
195,000 hours on the trail. In 
the Smokie , trail "maintain­
ers" pitched in 11,000 hours. 

The AT gets a big pu h on 
1 ationaJ Trails Day. held this 
year on June 3, when volun­
teers work all day on certain 
sections. 

"Even with all that help 
there's still lots more to do," 
said Morgan Sommerville, 
ATC' regional director in 
Asheville, N.C. 

"There's a lot of backlog of 
work to be done. We're work­
ing as quick a we can to do it. 
Almost all of the work is done 
by volunteers o we have 
many year~ of work left to do 
to bring the Appalachian TraiJ 
in the Smokie up 10 a reason­
able SlaDdard." 

The trail portion in the 
Smokies i plagued mainly by 

erosion caused by heavy rain­
fall and a steep terrain -
C1ingmans Dome on the 
Tennessee-North Carohna line 
is the AT's highest point at 
6,643 feet. 

Volunteers, either working 
one day a year or for days or 
weeks at a time a part of a 
crew, install and clean water 
bars, which are used to keep 
water off the trail. They trim 
overgrowth, clear fallen trees, 
pick up trash and help build 
bridges or steps. 

Remote sections are even 
harder to maintain because 
they may require volunteers to 
spend all day hiking there. 
Sometimes material has to be 
flown in by helicopter. 

And somebody has to tend 
to the backcountry toilets and 
keep them stocked with mulch 
to compost the waste. 

"It's not as unplea ant as it 
sounds." Sommerville said, 
"but it's omething we'r 
a1ways seeking volunteers 
for.''
