Lawsuit challenges rule restricting 
judicial candidate comments

LOUISVILLE A 
Kentucky Supreme Court can­
didate has asked a federal 
judge to strike down a rule that 
he says prohibits him declar­
ing his views on uch legal 
issues as abortion, gay mar­
riage and the role of religion in 
schools. 

Marcus Carey, a candidate 
for the 6th District seat on the 
high court. argues that the rule 
puts a chilling effect on judi­
cial candidates' free-speech 
rights. 

In his lawsuit, the northern 
Kentucky lawyer seeks an 
order striking down other rule 
that he contends keep him 
from seeking endorsements 
and personally soliciting cam­
paign funds. He al o wants to 
tell voters his party affiliation. 
He contends those prohibitions 
also violate free-speech rights. 

The lawsuit, filed late last 
week in U.S. District Court in 
Frankfort, names members of 
the Kentucky Judicial Conduct 
Commission as among the 
defendants. 

The suit also seeks injunc· 
tions to prevent the rules from 
being enforced. 

Carey's suit, if successful, 
could drastically alter tradi­
tionally staid judicial cam­
prugns this fall, allowing can-

didate to more fully discuss 
their view on legal issue!>. 
This year's ballot include 
numerous judicial elections. 

Stephen Wolnitzek. chair­
man of the Judicial Conduct 
Commi sion. did not immedi­
ately return a phone call 
Monday seeking comment. 

Carey is challenging a rule 
that says judicial candidates 
must not "intentionally or 
recklessly" make a statement 
that could be perceived "by a 
reasonable person" as commit­
ting them to rule a certain way 
on an is ue they could hear. 
The new rule was drafted after 
a judge struck dov.n a previous 
regulation that barred judicial 
candidates from making state­
ments that "commit or appear 
to commit'' to positions on 
cases they I ikely would hear. 

Legal officials have said the 
new rule gives judicial candi­
dates more leeway in what 
they can ay. 

However. Carey's lawsu1l 
says the rule is vague and 
infringes on free-speech 
rights. He want to announce 

his views on "di puted legal 
and political issues" by po t­
ing hi respon es on hi· Web 
site, the suit ay . He also 
wants to query other judicial 
candidates on the same is ucs, 
his su1t says. 

The suit said the current 
rule "requires judicial candi­
date. to withhold essential 
information·· from the voters. 

Carey al o wants to pro­
claim his political affiliation. 
seek endorsements from other 
political officials and person­
ally solicit campaign contnbu­
tions - other activitie that 
the suit ay are being improp­
erly hampered. 

The uit says Carey wants 
to answer such questions as 
whether the state Constitution 
recognizes a right to aboruon 
or legal recognition of same­
~ex marriage. Other i ues he 
wants to discuss include what 
recogmtwn God should 
rece1ve in historical displays 
or discussion of American 
law in such places as schools

Let the end 
game begin 

It is impossible to know how the last phase of the U.S. 
incursion into Iraq will end, but it probably began 
Wednesday evening when U.S. planes dropped two 500-
pound bomb and kiJied terrorist leader Abu Musab al­
Zarqawi. Eighteen hours later, an elated Iraqi parliament 
finally filled three key security position in its government. 

If Iraq can't start making it on its own now, it may never 
be able to. 

Of the two events, the appointments hold more long-term 
significance than the death of a single terrorist, even one as 
vicious as al-Zarqawi. For six months, since December's 
first-ever parliamentary elections, Iraq's government has 
been paralyzed over its internal security problems. Who 
controls security control the country, a fact not lo t on 
rival Shiite. Sunni and Kurdish factions. 

Iraq's army is less a national force than a collection of 
sectarian militias owing their allegiances to religious or eth­
nic leaders. Its interior ministry, which controls the national 
police, has been penetrated by Shiite death squads who 
have used their official cover to as a inate Sunni Muslim . 
The national security mini try is broadly charged with com­
bating terrorism and corruption, both of which are rampant. 

Parliament's inability to agree on security ministers led 
to the resignation in April of Prime Mimster lbrihim aJ­
Jaafari. His replacement, Nouri aJ-Maliki, got most of his 
ministers in place very quickly, but the ministries of 
defense, interior and national security went unfilled until 
smart bombs (guidance systems made in St. Louis) fell on 
al-Zarqawi 's safe house 35 miles north of Baghdad. 

Suddenly, peace broke out in parliament. Al-Maliki 
quickly got approval of Gen. Abdul-Qader Mohammed 
Jassim al-Mifarji. a Sunni Arab, to head the defense min­
istry. Ju t days ago, Shia members of parliament had vowed 
to block al-Mifarji's appointment because of hi previous 
membership in Saddam Hussein's Ba'ath Party- even 
though Saddam later threw him in jail for seven years. On 
Thursday, al-Mifarji said, "I will be only an Iraqi and will 
spare no effort." 

Jawad al-Bolani, a Shiite. was sworn in to head the inte­
rior ministry. And Sherwan al-Waili, also a Shiite, was 
named to head the national security ministry. Interestingly, 
the Kurds - the group perhap least committed to the goal 
of a single Iraq - were shut out. Rea suring them must be 
an immediate goal for both al-Maliki and U.S. Ambassador 
Zalmay Khalilzad. 

The death of Zarqawi, a Jordanian and self-proclaimed 
head of "al-Qaida in Me opotamia" is an important mile-
tone for the Urtited States, at least symbolically. Pre ident 

George W. Bush and Defense Secretary Donald Rumsfeld 
were right to downplay suggestions that hi death would 
cripple opposition in Iraq, which comes from many direc­
tion . 

But al-Zarqawi was clearly Target No. 1, not only for the 
horror of the attack he has orche trated, but for his arro­
gance. That he could be tracked to his lair, with the aid of 
Iraqi collaborators, offers a ray of hope for both Iraq and 
the United States. Would that the rest of the U.S. mission in 
Iraq, however long it lasts, go so well.

LEXINGTON - Ga. oline prices, 

which have so far resisted the hroad 
decline in tock and commodity price of 
recent weeks, could soon be moving a bit 
lower, AAA aid today. 

The nation's large t organization for 
motori ts aid Tropical Storm Alberto may 
have propped gasoHne prices up during the 
last week on the omewhat remote possi­
bility that energy industry operations 
would be disrupted.

AUGUSTA- Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher revtved a campaign 
slogan of "Restoring Hope" on

Fletcher also told a group of 

nearly 70 people gathered at a 
river walk along the banks of 
Lhe Ohio River he would over­
come the "politics of destruc­
tion" that has disrupted his 
admmistration and ldt the gov­
ernor facing mi demeanor 
charges for allegedly illegally 
doling out state job to political 
supporters. His admini tration 
would continue focusing on 
new job creation and economic 
opportunity, Fletcher said.

"We ran on restoring hope 
and opportunity and we contin­
ue to focus on that," Fletcher 
said during a press conference 
to hand out ceremonial grant 
checks. "It would be easy to get 
di couraged when you look at, 
sometimes. the politics of 
destruction.

"It shows that the governor 
is still gomg to fight the fight 
and 1 the race," Rudolph said. 

Fletcher pleaded not guilty 
last week to misdemeanor 
charges of conspiracy, official 
mi. conduct and political dis­
crimination. 

Fletcher war; left with a run­
rung mate opening late Ia t 
month after current Lt. Gov. 
Steve Pence announced be was 
pulling off the 2007 ticket. 
Pence al o announced he would 
resign as bead of the state's 
Justice Cabinet on Aug. I, but 
lac;t week Fletcher expedited the 
mov, b} replacing him with 
Bng. Gen. Norman Artlack of 
the Kentucky National Guard. 

The governor has also called 
for Pence's re ignation as lieu­
tenant governor. a request that 
Pence refused.

However, he left 
n his junior year without a 
Iegree. Rudolph srud. 

Nevertheless, he eventually 
vork his way up to managing 

and then owning a Goodyear 
store in Murray. That led to his 
ownership in four Goodyear 
franchise stores, before he later 
sold them to start his current 
wholesale tire company, 
Rudolph Tire. 

Rudolph and his wife. Lisa, 
met at Murray State University. 
They've been married for 27 
years and have two children. 

Since he' worked in 
Frankfort, Robbie and Lisa 
have had to adjust to commut­
ing to see each other. Robbie 
Rudolph stays in a condomini­
um at a Frankfort hotel, Ltsa 
Rudolph said. 

While the Rudolphs may 
have always followed politic , 
the man did not ha\'e his own 
political ambitions.

Several Grants Pass High 
seniors did not get their diplo­
ma Friday because they were 
suspected of disrupting the 
graduation ceremony by oat­
ling beach balls around. 

The school told the seniors 
that they had to clean the foot­
baH field for four hours 
Monday or erve detention for 
eight hours to earn their diplo­
mas. 

But after a heated debate 
among parents and school 
leader , at least 1 0 tudent 
walked out of Principal Aaron 
Anderson's office with diplo­
mas Monday morning. Several 
parents said the incident was 
not disruptive and not worthy 
of the punishment. 

Anderson said that about 20 
pink lips were handed out 
among the graduating class of 
more than 400. He did not 
know how many students 
would end up being punished. 

"It' a case-by-case situa­
tion." he said. 

He said students were 
warned beforehand that dis­
rupting graduation could result 
in detention: "We believe stu­
dents who are graduating, their 
moment in the limelight, 
should be a pecial time with 
no distractions." 

• TOKYO - Soccer is for 
birds here -more specifically 
the crows. 

A flock of the birds dressed 
in soccer jerseys showed off 
their dribbling and shooting 
skills at a Japane e zoo as 
football fever gripped the 
nation. 

The four young camon 
crows at Tolcuyama Zoo in 
western Japan used their beaks 
to dribble a m1niature ball 
toward a occer goal, some­
times tackling each other for 
possession before scoring, 
according to head zookeeper 
Satoru Tanaka. 

The crows get tidbits every 
time they score, Tanaka said. 

"We tried to coach owls and 
falcons as well, but the crows 
were the be t. They're such 
intelligent creatures," he said. 
The birds have only received 
about a month's training, he 
added. 

The zoo is now trying to 
teach the avian team to pass 
and take free kicks, according 
to Tanaka. 

• NEW MANCHESTER, 
W.Va. - Oak Glen High 
School has a message for its 
tudents: Please pull up your 

pants and button them. And 
they better not have holes. 

The regulations about pants 
are part of the school's new 
dress code. It bars pants with 
holes in the seat and thighs, as 
well as gym shorts and short 
skirts. It also requires that 
shorts be no shorter than 3 
inches above the knee. 

"It's been a battle over the 
pants, but there's a reason why 
we are starting a no-hole poli­
cy," Assistant Principal 
Barbara Logue said. "We want 
our students to be well 
groomed, and we're trying to 
get them prepared for adult­
hood." 

The code says that violators 
will be ent home to change, 
though Logue estimates that 
90 percent of students caught 
breaking the rules have a 
change of clothes. Repeat vio­
lators can face additional di -
cipline. 

Not all pupils are pleased. 

"You sometimes have to go 
in the boys' section just to find 
shorts to wear at school," stu­
dent Kara Dray said. "We 
don't want to wear boys 
clothes." 

KENAI, Alaska - A 
brown bear killed by hunters 
last weekend turned out to be a 
big one. 

Jeff Selinger, a biologist 
with the Alaska Department of 
Fish and Game, received the 
carcass and its removed hide 
from the two bunters who shot 
it. 

Selinger said that after his 
initial inspection of the kiU 
site, he spent the rest of his 
weekend removing the meat 
from the bones of the bear. He 
then tallied the weight of the 
remains. 

'The meat, heart and lungs 
weighed in at 465 pounds," he 
said. 

Selinger combined this fig­
ure with that of the hide, 
which weighed 200 pounds; 
bones, which weighed 85 
pounds; and the gut pile, 
which he estimated at I 00 
pounds. He came up with a 
combined weight of roughly 
850 pounds. 

"That's big, especially for a 
spring bear," he said. 

• ClNCINNATI- Police 
at the University of Cincinnati 
say it's hard to be an imposing 
force when they're driving the 
cutest car on campus. 

Police officers are tooling 
around in a white Volkswagen 
Beetle that sports a ladybug 
cartoon figure on its side, 
imploring smdents to "bug" 
them for information.

Ross proving an invaluable addition

ClNCINNATI - When the 
Cincinnati Red traded for 
David Ross during spring 
training, there were questions 
about whether he'd have a 
place on a team that already 
had two established catchers. 

Ross was wondering the 
arne thing himself. 

"There's always questions," 
Ross aid Saturday. "You're 
corning into a ituation with 
two other good catchers that 
have established themselves in 
the big leagues. You want to try 
to fit in as best you can." 

He's done more than fit in. 
He's helped the Reds win. 

Ross has turned into an 
invaluable addition. He was 
behind the plate for the 20th 
lime on Saturday night, look­
ing to extend a career-best hit­
ting streak of I 2 games. 
OveraJl, Ros was h.itting .354 
with six homers and 18 RBis­
numbers no one expected 
when the Reds got him from 
San Diego on March 21. 

"If you look at his history. 
it's definitely a pleasant sur­
prise," manager Jerry Narron 
said. 

It's also kepr him in the 
lineup more than anyone 
expected. Jason LaRue has 
caught 25 games, and Javier 
Valentin - the top backup last 
season- bas caught 17. 

LaRue's knee surgery dur­
ing spring training - he tore 
cartilage on a swing - gave 
Ross a chance to play at the 
outset. Narron decided to let 
him catch Bron on Arroyo, 
who has won eight games, has 

the NL's second-best earned 
run average and has formed a 
nice tandem with Ross. 

'That helped a lot," said 
Ross, who has caught all 13 of 
his starts. "When you know 
you're going to play every five 
days, at least you have that 
ecurity that you're going to 

play this day for sure. When 
you're sitting around wailing 
and you're not sure, that's 
tough.'' 

With LaRue in a deep 
slump -only one hit since May 
19 - Ross is getting a bigger 
role. He caught left-bander 
Brandon Claussen on Saturday 
for the second time thjs season, 
a sign of Narron's confidence 
in him. 

"He's done a great job," 
Narron said. "He's been out­
standing.'' 

Ross, 29, hasn't played 
more than 70 games in the 
majors. He got his first promo­
tion in 2002 with the Dodgers. 
He made it to the playoffs with 
Los Angeles in 2004, and again 
with San Diego last season. 
Narron likes having players 
with playoff experience. 

"When you're on a winning 
team, you figure out what it 
takes through a whole season,'' 
Ross said. ''You reaJjze you 
can't get too excited about a 
winning streak, and you can't 
get too down about a losing 
streak. You just kind of ride the 
wave. 

"As simple as that sounds, 
it'd kind of hard to do. You 
start winning and you start 
looking ahead." 

Ross is taking the same 
approach to his personal suc­
cess this season. A .217 career 

hitter, he is playing far better 
than at any point in his career. 

"I'm enjoying hitting the 
ball well right now," he said. 
"But I know how thl game is. 
I try not to get too excited over 
it. This game can change. In a 
week, you can go from hero to 
zero fast." 

JERRY'S BACK: Narron 
was in North Carolina for his 
daughter's high school gradua­
tion on Friday night, but his 
attention was riveted on a wild 
ninth inning in Cincinnati. 

The Reds had the bases 
loaded, no one out and a one­
run deficit against the Chicago 
Cubs. Despite all of that. they 
wound up losing 6-5, ending 
their eight~game winning 
streak. 

"Il's not easy listening to a 
game,'' said Narron, who was 
at a family party when the 
game ended. "I had a friend 
call me who had it on (a cable) 
package. and be let me know -
pitch by pitch - after about the 
seventh inning." 

KEARNS RETURNS: 
Right fielder Austin Kearns 
was back in the starting lineup 
Saturday, a day after he slight­
ly strained his left hamstring. 

Keams lost Aramis 
Ramirez's fly ball in the lights, 
then awkwardly bent his leg as 
he lunged for it.

Edwards wins Nashville Busch race

year ago, Carl Edwards 
skipped the Busch race in 
Nashville because of a rain 
out, ruining his chances to win 
a serie title. 

Carl Edwards led 124 laps 
at Nashville on his way to win­
ning the Federated Auto Parts 
300. 

Edwards made up for it 
Saturday night with a dominat­
ing win in the Federated Auto 
Parts 300. He unofficially led 
70 of the last 85 laps, and beat 
Clint Bowyer to the finish by 
.920 econds. It was Edwards' 
second win in the last three 
Busch races. 

Points leader Kevin 
Harvick was third, followed 
by Denny Hamlin. Paul 
Menard, the highest-fini hing 
non-Nexrel Cup regular, 
rounded out the top five. 

Edwards took the lead for 
good when he passed Bowyer 
with 37 laps to go. He tried 
twice to pa on the outside 
b fore taking the inside line. 

"Clint got ahead of us in the 
pits and it made me nervou 
but we were just a tick faster," 
Edwards aid. "I just worked 
on him and worked on him. It 
was really rcward.tng and real­
ly fun. He races clean and is 
such a great competitor.'' 

Edwards entered last year's 
race here as the series leader 
but was forced to skip it in 

favor of his Nextel Cup ride 
when rain postponed the event 
for a day. Edwards went on to 
win at Pocono, where he will 
start 40th on Sunday. 

"Last year was a little dis­
heartening," Edwards said. 
"We had such a great racecar 
but everything happens for a 
reason. I won the first time I 
ever came here and I've run 
terrible ever since. So it's nice 
to win in the Busch Series." 

Following Saturday's win, 
Edwards praised Hank Parker 
Jr., who practiced the car while 
Edwards tended to his Cup 
duties at Pocono. 

"Hank did a great job," 
Edwards said. 'That was the 
best car we had all year. We 
made some minor adjustments 
and it kept getting better and 
better. I told PK. [crew chief 
Pierre Kueuel) to give Hank a 
kiss on the cheek and he said 
he already did " 

Bowyer had the lead fol­
lowing all three pit stops but 
was unable to hold on. He led 
for the final time after pitting 
under caution with 52 laps to 
go. 

"The guy in the pits did a 
great job,'' Bowyer said. "We 
just weren't rotating and get­
ting back to the center like I 
needed to." 

Only two full-time Nextel 
Cup driver started in the top 
10, but it didn't take long for 
them to make their presence 
felt 

By Lap 40, Bowyer, 
Edwards, Hamlin and Harvick 
were in the top four. Twenty 
laps later, Cup drivers had the 
top five positions, with the 
next three slots nailed down by 
drivers from Roush Racing. 

FuU-tirne Nextel Cup dri­
vers have won all 15 Busch 
races this season. 

"Without the Cup guys and 
Cup team you probably 
wouldn't have as big a crowd 
and probably not enough cars 
to make the race," Harvick 
said.

Hamlin impresses 
with win in Pocono 500 ~

LONG POND, Pa. -Denny 
Hamlin earned orne hand­
cramping bragging rights in 
the garage with the way he 
beats other drivers playing rac­
ing video games. 

Turns out, the rising rookie 
can handle himself on the 
track just as well he can handle 
a game pad. Instead of enter­
ing his initials for the high 
score, Hamlin's entering his 
name as a candidate for the 
Nextel Cup title. 

"We're just showing the 
potential of the race team," 
Hamlin srud Sunday after win­
ning the Pocono 500. 

There was nothing virtual 
about the realities of this win. 
though: Fir t, a blown tire sent 
Hamlin spinning. Then, 
NASCAR's elite drivers 
pushed him hard down the 
tretch. 

But he never lost his poise, 
showing Tony Stewart, his 
champion teammate. that he 
might have some company in 
the points race. 

"I think he's on the verge of 
orne thing big down the road," 

Stewart said. 
The 25-year-old Hamlin 

overcame the early blown rub­
ber, surged late and held on to 
sohdify his spot as NASCAR' 
top rookie. He owe orne 
credit for his first career 
Nextel Cup win to the makers 
of his video game. 

"I'd like to think I'm pretty 
good," he said of his. gan1ing 
skil1 . 

Hamlin was even better 
taming Pocono. He never 
turned a lap al Pocono 
Raceway before this weekend. 
then went out and captured the 
pole and the win. 

"I honestly didn't think it 
would be this easy," Hamlin 
said. 

Hamlin's introduction to 
the 2 1/2-mile triangle- which 
he said was like driving on salt 
flats- came Friday. But he had 
logged enough virtual hours to 
get comfortable, playing video 
games for three hours a day to 
familiarize himself with the 
comparatively flat Pocono 
track. 

"It help with track aware­
ness," he said. 

Hamlin held off the chal­
lenger - including Stewart -
on the final five tenuous laps 
after the caution came out late 
following Jeff Gordon's har­
rowmg accident. 

Nothing slowed down 
Hamlin in his No. 11 Joe 
Gibbs Chevrolet- not even his 
tire problems - winning a race 
in hi ~ lst career &tart ap.d 
jumping from II th to ninth in 
the points standings. He's the 
third driver to win from the 
pole thi season and he led 83 
of the 200 laps. 

'"We're trying to get into the 
Chase and this is a great way 
to do it,'' Hamlin said. 

Hamhn is trying to become 
the first rookie to qualify for 
the Chase in its three-year his­
tory. Hamlin i only the thlrd 
driver to win bis fir t time out 
at Pocono. The other two: 
Richard Petty and Carl 
Edwards. 

"I knew right from the get­
go we had a very strong car," 
Hamlin said. "We just needed 
to fmc-tune it and do some­
thing really small to make it a 
race-winning car. 1 knew when 
we took off and started pulling 
away that we had a really 
strong car." 

Kurt Busch, who won here 
last July, was second. 

Stewart. driving all 500 
miles two weeks after break­
ing his right shoulder blade, 
gutted his way to a third-place 
finish; he completed 38 laps at 
Dover lntemational Speedway 
last week before using Ricky 
Rudd as a relief driver, but had 
no such plan Sunday. 

Stewart felt clo e to full 
strength, with no soreness. 

"I feel like I could run 
another 500-mile race right 
now and still feel the ame,'' 
sa.td Stewart, who moved up a 
pot to fourth in the standings. 

Brian Vicker. and Matt 
Kenseth rounded out the top 
five, Points leader Jimmie 
John on was lOth. Hi overa11 
lead was sliced to 48 points 
over Matt Ken eth. 

Gordon was knocked out of 
the race - and the points top 10 
- by a late, frightening wreck. 

Hi brakes failed, sending his 
car hard into the wall with LO 
laps left and destroying his No.
