Hatfield-McCoy Trail 
ready to become W.Va.'s 
top tourist attraction

LYBURN, W.Va. - The 
Hatfield-McCoy Trail is 
becoming West Virginia's 
largest economic development 
project and could soon take' its 
place as the state's No. 1 attrac­
tion for outdoor enthusiasts, 
the system's executive director 
said. 

Since its start nearly six 
years ago, the system bas 
grown from 300 miles in two 
counties to more than 500 
miles in five counties. The goal 
is to eventually expand to 
2,000 miles of trails throughout 
nine southern coalfield coun­
ties. 

"This is an economic devel­
opment project," said 
Executive Director Jeffrey 
Lusk. "It's about bringing jobs 
and money to southern We t 
Virginia. 

"This is not a state park, this 
was something that was put 
here for the purpose of helping 
businesses." 

A recent report shows the 
trail system has sold 73,229 
user pennits in the past five 
years, with 81 percent of them 
sold to out-of- tate residents. 
The annual permits cost $25 
for residents and $75 for out­
of-state residents. 

Trail riders also now have 
the choice of staying at one of 
52 lodging businesses or tiling 
advantage of four outfitters 
that provide guided and 
unguided all-terrain v~hicle

tours. 
On average, trail users 

spend $113 a day and stay an 
average of three days. Between 
Oct. 1, 2000 and June 30, 
2005, it is estimated that trail 
users spent $24.8 million to 
enjoy their sport. 

To get a truer picture of the 
system's economic impact, 
Lusk said Marshall University 
has been hired to conduct a 
survey of trail riders. Trail sys­
tem official know how many 
permits are sold, but not how 
many times a permit holder 
uses the trails. A permit is good 
fof a year and a user has unlim­
ited access to the trail system 
during that time. 

"When they start looking at 
everything these folks are 

pending, we're having a 
tremendou impact on the 
econ'omy of West Virginia," he 
said. 

To ensure the trail system 
continues to grow. Lusk aid it 
will need a commitment from 
the state for guaranteed annual 
funding. The system also will 
need a five-year financing 
plan. 

Lusk predicts the trail will 
continue to grow because it can 
be ridden year-round and any­
one who owns an ATV is a 
potential customer. 

"There are three to four mil­
Lion machines nationwide," 
Lusk said. ''lf we can get 2 to 3 
percent of the machines nation­
wide, we can get 150,000 to 
200,000 on the trail."

Dakota fmished first in his 
group. which included stu­
dents from pre-kindergarten 
through first grade. and won 
the grand prize - four tickets 
to the track's annual Nextel 
Cup race last August and a 
photo :ession with Busch, the 
2005 Cup rookie of the year­
by reading 880 books over a 
four-month period.

Maturity 
making 
difference for 
youngster

A year ago, Kasey Kahne 
was mired in a sophomore 
slump and the conventional 
wi dom was that. besides 
struggling to figure out the new 
Dodge Charger. the kid simply 
was too impat1cnt. 

~ Kahnc, "'ho had great suc-
ec~s on the wa} to becoming 
the top rookie during the 2004 
NASCAR Nextel Cup season. 
wa~ getting more and more 
frustrated a 2005 went on. 
pushing too hard with cars that 

weren 'r as good as he was and 
making mistakes he hadn't 
made the year before. 

Team owner Ray Evemham 
knew something needed to be 
done to get Kahne back on 
track. 

A key move was putting 
Kenny Francis in charge of 
Kahne·s No. 9 Dodge Charger 
a, team director, moving him 
and most of his crew over from 
Jeremy Mayfield's No. 19. 
which made the Chase for the 
championship and finished 
ninth in the points. 

The personnel change cer­
tainly ha worked for Kahne. 

Heading into Sunday' 
Dodge/Save Mart 350 on the 
road course in Sonoma, Calif .. 
Kahne lead~ the Cup series 
with four victories - including 
last Sunday at Michigan- and 
i third in the standings, trail­
ing leader Jimmie Johnson by 
240 points and runner-up Mart 
Kenseth by 170. 

A year ago. coming off an 

18th-place finish at Michigan, 
Kahne was 20th, 573 behind 
leader Johnson and 203 away 
from the I Oth-place cutoff for 
the Chase. The struggles con­
tinued and he finished the sea­
son 23rd overall and more than 
a little di heartened. 

Evernham said he i n't sur­
pri ed by Kahne' resurgence. 

"He·. definitely grown a a 
race driver," the owner aid.

Question: I am expect-
. ing my first child - my 

mother's first grand­
child- in a few weeks. 

My mother is so excited, but she 
is also full of lots of advice, and 
some of it doesn't seem quite cur­
rent. Yesterday she told me to put 
my baby to sleep on its stomach 
to keep it from getting a flat spot 
on its head. I know this is wrong. 
Perhaps if she sees it in writing 
from you, she will believe me. 

A nswer: First of all, con­
gratulations on your 
upcoming bundle of 
joy. Your mother is 

well meaning, but you are right not to 
listen to her on thls issue. Babies 
hould always be put to sleep on their 

backs to decrea e the likelihood of 
sudden infant death syndrome 
(SIDS). This is a relatively new find­
ing, but there is good data to support 
the claim. 

In the 13 year since American 
Academy of Pediatrics (AAP) first 
advocated back sleeping for babies, 
the number of SIDS deaths in this 
country has decreased by more than

50 percent. Over the years this advo­
cacy evolved into the "Back to 
Sleep" campaign. which i now 
endorsed by a number of agencies 
concerned with baby-care is:mes. In 
addition to the AAP, these include the 
National Institute of Child Health and 
Human Development, the Maternal 
anci Child Health Rt1reau, the SIDS 
Alliance. and the A 'SOciation of 
SIDS and Infant Mortalit) Programs. 

Your mother's concern about tlat 
spots, while real, i a bit exaggerated 
Flat pots generally aren't a problem 
if the child i given adequate time out 
of the crib or carrier seat when he or 
she is awake. 

Some mother, have taken the 
"Back to Sleep" campaign and mor­
phed it into a "Back at all times·· pro­
gram. These mothers go to the 
extreme of never putting their babie, 
on their tummies. The truth is that 
bab1es need "tummy time•· to develop 
strength in their neck and upper back 
mu cles. This tummy time should be 

supcrvL ed and only occur while the 
baby is awake. 

Though back sleeping is the nlle. 
your doctor may recommend side 
sleeping in certain situations. 
However, you mu:.t be instn1cted m 
proper positioning to assure that the 
infant will not accidentally roll over 
onto its stomach. 

There are also some other things 
you can do to make sure your baby' 
time in the crib i~ safe. Here are a 
few tips: Be sure to keep the crib 
clutter free - just the needed blan­
kets. no toy:, or pillows. Make sure 
the mattress fits snugly in the crib 
and never tie objects to the crib that 
can be pulled down by the baby. 
Don't u e that antique crib unless the 
slats ru·e no farther apart than 2 and 
3/8th inches. Use snug fitting crib 
sheets that won't pop off the comers. 
Don't overdress or over-cover your 
baby ar night. The room should be 
comfortable for you. 

As for the grandmother-to-be, take
