PRESTONSBL'RG -A candidate for 
Huyd County jailer who was temporarily 
barred from the ballot after a hearing in 
circuit court last week has filed a motion 
to have his respnnse heard to charges that 
hi · declaration of intent form was 
improperly completed. 

James Isaacs, oJ Daniel's Creek, noti-

tied the court with a handwritten letter 
this week. that was mailed to Circuit 
Judge John D. CaudilL who then ordered 
that Isaacs could combat the temporary 
injunction barring hirn from the hallol at a 
hearing scheduled for March 15. 

In the letter, Isaacs argues that the 
deputy clerk who accepted his form

PRESTONSBURG - A 
Salyersville tuan who was arr~st­

Larry Wayne Davidson, 46, 
w~ts ordered to attend a pretrial 
conference on May 10 and taken 
to the Floyd County Detention 
center, wht:re he will remain 
incarcerated unless he can post a 
$10,000 cash bond. 

Davidson was arrested in 
October foHowing an investiga-

They were 
initially contacted by the sWI at 
Mountain Metal when they dis­
covered that a new employee had 
accepted several grave marlers 
as scrap, not realizing that the 
company's policy was to never 
accept such materia I. 

Davidson was picked up 
alongside his wife. Thelma. after 
a trip to Mountain Metal 
Officers determined that the cou­
ple used Thelma David on's 
maiden name, Cole::, to sign 
receipts when they sold the 
markers for $15 each. At a pre-

liminary hearing held a week 
after their arrest, an officer 
reported that they used the alias 
so that the income wouldn't di~­
rupt their Social Security bene­
fits. 

The hearing also saw an offi­
cer testify that Magoffin County 
is charging the couple for the 
actual thefts, while each fact:!'

Legislators stir in some lighter issues, too

FRANKFORT- Below the high pro­
ftle buzz about things like where to build 
'a Louisville arena o~ whether lawmakers 
should give teachers more money, anoth­
er debate is simmering in the Kentucky 
General Assembly: Exactly where is the 
burgoo capital of the world? 

At least two House lawmakers dis­
agree. 

Stare Rep. Milward Dedman, R­
Harrodsburg. thinks it's Anderson Counry. 
just south of Frankfort But Rep. Tommy 
Thompson says it's in his western Kentucky 
town already known for its barbecue. 

Their two proposals are some of the 
lighter issues tloating around the legisla­
ture this year, largely hidden amid the 
more contentious headline-grabbing ini­
tiatives. 

"It's the people's business and nothing 

is more important than doing it serious­
ly." Thompson said. "But al the same 
time I think it's important from Lime to 
time 10 look on lhe lighter side and rec­
ognize lherc are other things besides just 
the budget." 

Still, barbecue is serious business in 
Kentucky. 

Thompson's proposal would name 
Daviess County "The Mullan and 
Burgoo Capital of the World." 
Meanwhile, Dedman offered making 
Anderson County simply, "The Burgoo 
Capital of lhe World." 

Dedman says the concoction - a 
slow-cooked meat stew with varying 
ingredients -is part of his area's tradi­
tion. 

It's found at mo t conm1uniry galher­
ings. he said. And. area citizens stage a bur­
goo festival in Lawrenceburg each year. 

"Burgoo is a big deal in Anderson 
County,'' Dedman said.

Parent responds 
My name is HoJiy Kidd and, yes, I've 

had my problems wirh the authorities 
here in Floyd County. But that was years 
ago and, yes, I'm a recovering alcoholic 
and a recovering drug addict, and the 
charges on me for fust-degree robbery 
were dropped because I didn't do it. But 
why are my kids paying for the l.hings l 
did? I paid for my crimes a long time 
ago. 

The teacher at John M. Stumbo didn't 
get away with her crimes, so how does 
lbc principal get away with child abuse'? 
And, yes, my kids were laken from me 
for nine monrhs, but it wasn't becau.~c I 
hit them or put bruises on them. It was 
because l took a pill. 

But I've been recovering from alcohol 
and drugs for over five years now. Why 
does the county attorney think this 
should be brought up? I drdn't get away 
with being a drug addict or an alcoholic, 
so why does the principal ger away with 
child abuse'? 

And, yes, I was arrested for menacing. 
This happened the day I was on the pick­
et line in front of the Floyd Coumy cour­
thouse. I got a phone call to get to the 
school about my daughter. When [ got 
there, my daughter was standing there 
crying and had a scratch down her arm 
and she told me lhal a teacher was saying 

things to her about what was being said 
in the newspaper. The teacher made my 
daughter cry so my daughter ran to the 
bathroom and 1he principal came in there 
and was calling her names and when my 
daughter started to leave the bathroom 
the principal grabbed her hy the arms and 
scratched her. 

I was in the office (not in lhc parking 
lot) and l did tell the principal that she 
would never put her hands on my kids 
again and she would never bruise my 
kids again. I told the lady in the office to 
give me my kids' records, I'm withdraw­
ing them from this school. I did tell Mrs. 
Ray thar I wish she would follow me to 
lhe car like she did Peggy Carroll. I did 
not threaten her in any way. 

So is that a reason for me to go to jail for 
defending my daughter? No, it's not! The 
authoriues won't protect my kids. so who 
is'? Me. I'm their mother. That is my job. 

So the authorities bring up my past 
and try to use that against me. I signed 
papers with social services that I would 
not put my children in any kind of abuse 
or danger. Now if I send my kids back to 
school to .John M. Stumbo Elementary. I 
would be sending them back lO be 
abused. And, no. I'm not sending them 
back to that. What kind of mother would 
l be to send them back to that environ

If loving my kids and defending them 
from child abuse is a crime, well I guess f 
I'll go to jail every day. lt's the mother's 
job to keep her kids oul of danger ud 
away from child abusers. 

I do want ro add 1 want to say that I'm 
sorry to some authorities in Floyd 
County. I did not mean to point fmgers, 
bur r m only a housewife with little edu­
catioo, trying to defend my kids. 

Keith Bartley is a man with the 
authority and the education who can 
write anyone a warrant on lies. But if a 
parent goes in with suspicion of child 
abuse, we can't get any warrants to tty lo 
defend our children. What started out as 
a parent trying to defend her child of 
child abuse now has turned into a battle 
with the county attorney Keith Bartley 
trying to make himself look good in the 
eye. of the readers of the press. After all, 
I'm just a parent of trying to protect my 
children.

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Aclvo s seek g r funding 
for 111ental health services

LOUISVILLE - A few 
years ago, David Block emerged 
from a prolonged battle with 
severe mental illness that ftrSt 
struck in college. 

He wrote a locally acclaimed 
play about mental illness and 
campaigned for better mental 
health services. Then, a year ago 
- in the midst of deepening 
psycttiatric problems - he dis4 

appeared. 
On Feb. 17,2005, Block was 

pulled unconscious from the 
Cumberland River in Nashville, 
Tenn., after a witness saw him 
jump off a bridge. He died three 
days later at 44. 

Now, Block is the inspiration 

behind a push for expanded 
mental health crisis service in 
the Louisville area - services 
his father, Bernie Block, 
believes might have saved his 
son's life had they been avail­
able the night David Block dis­
appeared. 

Last week, the Kentucky 
House budget committee 
approved $500,000 over the 
next two years to operate a sec­
ond mental health crisis center 
in Louisville - a center Bernie 
Block'has pledged to help raise 
money to build. It would be 
named for David Block 

"It is so needed, it's unbe­
lievable.'' said Bernie Block. 
who retired as executive vice 
president of The Courier-

Journal in 1997. 
He and other advocates say a 

single center isn't enough for 
the region with the state's heav­
iest demand and highest popula­
tion. 

"We should never, ever have 
anyone who takes their own life 
because they couldn't find ser4 

vices," said Rep. Jimmie Lee, 
D-Eiizabethtown, chairman of 
the House human services bud­
get committee. 

The day before his son disap­
peared, Bernie Block tried to get 
him into the single eight-bed 
mental health crisis unit that 
serves Jefferson and six sur­
rounding counties. 

The center is staffed 24 hours 
a day, ha a part-time psychia-

trist on duty and provides a 
homelike atmosphere where 
people spend an average of 
eight days attempting to recover 
from severe psychiatric 
episodes. His son was willing to 
go. But that day the center, 
housed in a brick Victorian 
home in downtown Louisville, 
was full - as it is most days. 

"It might have saved my 
son's life," said Bernie Block, 
who ha.<; worked a.'i a mental 
health advocate with Kentucky's 
chapter of the National Alliance 
for the Mentally Ill since his 
retirement. 

He has started a foundation 
to pay to build a second center, 
known as a "crisis stabilization 
unit,'' in Louisville. The mea­
sure now goes to the full House. 

If it reaches the Senate, Sen. 

year, has the heaviest usc and 
highest occupancy rate, said 
Steve Perkins, executive direc­
tor of Wellspring. a private, non­
profit mental health agency that 
operates the crisis center in 
Louisville. 

"There's definitely a need,'' 
Perkins said. "You just have to 
go down to University Hospital 
emergency psychiatry service 
and see the people lined up."

"These things arc very cost­
effective," he said. "l think 
everybody recognizes the 
need." 

Kentucky has 1 4 crisis cen­
ters. The Louisville center,

Dr. Gordon Strauss, medical 
director of emergency psychia­
try at University. said demand 
for crisis services has risen in 
recent months. The hospital reg­
ularly refers patients to the crisis 
center and would welcome an 
expansion, he said. Strauss said 
the public mental health system 
was already insufficient and has 
been strained by the growing 
number of people with no health 
insurance. 

The crisis center costs about 
$300 a day per person. com­
pared to thousands of dollars for 
a psychiatric hospitalization. 
Perkins said. And evidence 
shows that it works - most res­
idents report a reduction in 
symptoms, including suicidaJ LEXINGTON - Central 

Kentucky Blood Center. which 
manages the blood supply for 
two million residents in central 
and Eastern Kentucky. today 
issued a rare emergency appeal 
for blood donors. The last emer­
gency appeal was in June 2005. 

Although blood collections at 
donor centers and mobile blood 
drives arc at the same level a.<; 
last year, blood transfusions at 
the 67 hospitals CKBC serves in 
the region are up four per cent. 
Blood transfusions arc running 
more than 500 ahead of the pace 
set in 2005. Organ transplants. 
especially liver transplants, 
account for much of the increase. 

"The community needs all 
blood types, but there is an espe­
cially critical need for 0 posi­
tive and 0 negative blood, the 
most commonly transfused 
blood types at our hospitals,'' 

said Dan Dickson, spokesman 
for Central Kentucky Blood 
Center. 

Regular blood donors and 
first-time donors are urged to 
visit a donor center or mobile 
blood drive in their area. 

CKBC has two donor centers 
in the local area. The 
Prestonsburg office i located at 
200 North Lake Drive in the 
Prestonsburg Municipal 
Building and is open Monday, 
Tuesday and Wednesday. from 
10 a.m. to 6 p.m. The Pikeville 
office is located at 685 Hambley 
Boulevard, Suite lA, and is 
open Monday through Friday, 
from 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. 

Donors may also check for 
the nearest mobile blood drive 
at a business. school. church or 
other facility . by visiting the 
blood center's website ckbc.org 
or th\!Y may call CKBC at 888-

775-2522. 
"This appeal will remain in 

effect until we see an improve­
ment in the number of pints of 
blood we're collecting in the 
region," said Dickson. "Lives 
are at stake here. The communi- ' 
ty must respond to this appeal,'' 
he added. 

Central 
Kentucky Blood Center is a 
non-profit community blood 
center providing blood to 67 
hospitals and clinics serving 59 
eastern and central Kentucky 
counties. CKBC operates four 
donor centers in Pikeville, 
Prestonsburg, Lexington and 
Somerset and holds five to 
seven mobile blood drives each 
day.

thoughts. and avoid hospitaliza­
tion, said Katharine Dobbins 
Wellspring's program director. 

Most return to the communi­
ty and continue treatment with 
local therapists. 

Mental health advocates say 
they support the goal of expand­
ed crisis services but al8o are 
imploring lawmakers to find 
more money for community 
mental heaJth overall. 

They point out that the state's 
community mental health ser­
vices haven't received any fund­
ing increase for more than a 
decade. That means it takes 
longer for people to get an 
appointment with a therapist 
there's less money lo help pay 
for medication and many people 
go without mental health treat­
ment. they said. 

"Our concern is for the safe­
ty net of core services that keep 
people out of the hospital, from 
being jailed inappropriately or 
from killing themselves in des­
peration." Sheila Schuster, 
executive director of the 
Kentucky Mental Health 
Coalition, recently told a leg­
islative committee.

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~ Etnergency tnine rule to go 
into effect this w-eek, agency says

WASHINGTON -The gov­
cmmcm warned coal companies 
Tuesday they have one month to 
comply with an emergency rule 
aimed at helping miners escape 
deadly accidents like the one 
that claimed a dozen lives at the 
Sago mine in West Virginia. 

The .Jan. 2 explosion, and 
one that killed two miners at the 
Aracoma mine two weeks later, 
prompted the agency that over­
::;ecs mine safety to develop the 
,.mergency safety rule. 

It will go into effect 
Thursday. Mine Safety and 
Health Administration officials 

Board 

said. 
Coal operator.;; must buy the 

equipment needed to comply 
with the rule within 30 days, 
according to agency lawyer Ed 
Clair. 

Miners arc currently required 
to wear oxygen packs that pro­
vide about one hour's worth or 
air, but the new rule requires 
companies to give miners an 
extra air pack and to store more 
along escape routes in some 
cases. 

Coal companies also will 
have to make sure miners have 
"lifelines" along all primary and 
alternate escape routt.:s. Those 
arc guides, such as ropes with 
cones. lhat help steer miners 

toward the surface during an 
ex pins ion. 

"We think that in a dark, 
smok.c-ri lied atmosphere that 
this wiii go a long way to ensur­
ing the successful evacuation of 
the mine." Clair said. 

The new rule also would 
rcquiJc companies to notify the 
mine agency within 15 minutes 
after an accident occurs. This 
part of the ruh! would affect all 
mines. not just coal mines. 

It LOok ahoul two hours for 
MSHA to he notified of the 
Sago mine accident and it took 
rescuers more than 40 hours to 
bring the victims to the surface. 

The emergency rule will 
remain in place for nine months, 

after which the agency is sup­
posed to replace it with a per­
manent, final rule. 

Public bearings on the emer­
gency rule arc scheduled for 
April II in Charleston, W.Va.; 
April 24 in Denver, Colo.; April 
26 in Lexington, Ky.; and April 
28 in Arlington, Va. 

The mine agency has issued 
emergency rules twice before, 
following accidents in 1987 and 
200 l. Neither of those emer­
gency rules was as broad as the 
new one. 

The standards the agency is 
putlmg in place are based on 
lessons learned from the 
January accidents, Claire said. 

''These were the ones that the 

agency felt addressed the haz­
ardous conditions that were 
encountered at Sago and' 
Aracoma," Clair said. "They are 
proven. They rely on reliable 
equipment." 

Cecil Roberts, president of 
the United Mine Workers of 
America, said the emergency 
rule was a good start. However, 
he said coal companies also 
should be pressed to invest in 
better communications equip­
ment and technology that could 
help locate trapped miners dur­
ing accidents. 

"This is another step forward 
for miner safety, but there is 
much more to do," Roberts said. 

National Mining Association 

chief executive Kraig Naasz 
said the mine agency "is headed 
in the right direction." 

In West Virginia, a statewide 
emergency rule governing mine 
safety is in effect. 

In addition, the state's acting 
mine safety director has until 
Wednesday to appoint a Lask 
force to study how to best 
implement a new state mine 
safety law. The panel will have 
90 days to make recommenda­
tions. 

The new West Virginia law 
requires mining companies to pro­
vide communication devices and 
extra oxygen supplies to miners 
and to consider installing emer­
gency chambers and shelters.

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Supporters of 'right to 
work' rally in Capitol

FRANKFORT- Supporters 
of Gov. Emie Fletcher's push 
for legislation that would open 
union-represented workplaces 
to nonunion employees renewed 
thei.r efforts at the Capitol 
Monday. a day before thousands 
were planning to rally against it. 

Supporters tout the idea as a 
way to give all employee the 
choice whether they want to Join 
a union and pay dues. 
Opponents, however, view the 
effort as a way to hurt and 
undermine labor unions. 

The proposal. sponsored by 
Republican Rep. Stan Lee of 
Lexington. was expected to 
come for a vote before a House 
panel on Thesday. the same day 
of the rally. 

''All we're doing is giving all 
Kentuckians the full and fair 
opportunity to be heard on this:· 
Lee said at an afternoon rally 
supporting the so-called ''Right 
to Work" legislation. 

Fletcher has made the issue 
one of his legislative priorities 
during the 2006 General 
Assembly. The governor has 
said Kentucky would be more 
attractive to businesses looking 
to relocate. 

However, Democratic lead­
ers in the House have been 
opposed to the plan. Some 
Republicans in the GOP-domi­
nated Senate have also been 
lukewarm toward it. 

Louisville businessman Bill 
Stone, one of the speakers at 
Monday's rally, called 
Kentucky's labor laws "archa· 
ic." Stone said many workers 
want ro have an option when it 
comes to joining a union.

"If we are to guarantee the 
right of our workers to organize 
and participate in unions - and 
we should - we believe it is 
only fair in our state to guaran­
tee them the right to join or not 
to join," Stone said.

"It would absolutely eventu­
ally destroy the strength of the 
union and. you know. when you 
do that, they have no more abil­
ity to deliver - whether it be 
wages, working conditions, 
fringe benefits or whatever for 
their membership." said Gray, 
D-Benton. 

Gray predicted the proposal 
would not get the committee's 
approval. 

Bill Landrigan. head of the 
Kcmucky AFL-CIO, agreed, 
saying the plan would "go down 
in flames." Landrigan said the 
plan was "a cover" intended to 
destroy unions. 

''Their mterests are diametri­
cally opposed to the people 
they're supposedly represent­
mg." Landrigan said of the plan's 
supporters. "They have not been 
elected to represent anybody, and 
!:heir interest is more profit for 
corporations, not to raise wages 
for working families."

8.

Why Capitalism is better for 
Women than Communism

Editors foreword: In honor of 
"Women J History Momh," we offer 
rhe following from BSCTC Prof Phyllis 
Pr~f[er. In her usual "seemingly" obliv­
ious manner. Prof. Puffer brings her 
unique and humorous l'ieupoint to the 
mundane rask of laundering. 

lt was in the Czech Republic in 
1996. a small country just over the bor­
der from Germany and just 
emerging from under 
Communist govern­
ment. As a teacher 
of English. I was 
partly paid by 
my Czech 
employer with 
a rent-free. one­
room apart­
ment. Included 
in the apartment 
was a "washing 
machine,'' which 
taught me much 
about the Czech 
woman's life and 
clearly demonstrat­
ed the superiority of 
capitalism. 

The washing 
machine was a mar­
vel of low technolo­
gy, simplicity. practi­
cality, and physical 
exercise. I came to 
think of the contrap­
tion as machine-assist­
ed, hand washing rather 
than a true washing 
machine. 
Technologically it was 
an improvement over 
washing at the river bank 
with other village 
women, but unfortunately 
lacked the social stimula­
tion. 

The machine stood 
about two and a half to 

; · three feet high and was 
maybe three feel long by 
two feet wide. It had two 
equal-sized compartments 
which opened at the top and 
were covered by lids. Both 
compartments were oblong boxes, 
deeper than wide. One was for wash­
ing. It bad a large plastic disk set into 
one side of the box. The disk had a 
ruffled surface, much like that of the 
old-fashioned washboard. which 
turned round and round. This was the 
clothes ''scrubber." The olher com­
panment held a cylinder balanced on a 
single rod. It was covered with holes 
and could spin rapidly. This was the 

l drying section. As the cylinder spun 
round and round. water was flung from 
the clothes. The water collected at the 
bottom of the compartment and 
drained out through a hose. 

This was not a major industrial 
operation. The washing compartment 
held exactly one pair of small blue 
jeans comfortably or one single sheet 
if it were cranuned in. 

The setting for this contraption was 
the bathroom. European bathrooms, in 
my experience, were literally "bath" 
rooms. That is. all the facilities found 
in a US bathroom were in two separate 
rooms, or in my case of small space, 
two sections of the same room. The, to 
be blunt. toilet, was 

. behind a partition in a space just large 
enough to hold it and my kitty's litter 
box. The bath section held a minia­
ture, triangular wash basin set into one 
comer. On the opposite wall was a 
r~sed shoulder. It was about two feet 
off the floor and about three feet wide 
and four feet long. The space was 
filled with a large. shallow pan 3 or 4 
inches deep. This was the bonom of 
the shower. The shower head was not 
fixed into the wall but was attached to 
a long flexible hose which rested in a 
bracket. The bather picked up the 
shower head and waved it over the 
body. High on one wall, another 
bracket held a thin wooden rod to 
which were attached four thin clothes 
lines on a handle. When needed, the 
clothes line set was lifted out of the 
bracket, strung above the shower bot­
tom and attached to a bracket in the 
opposite wall. When not needed. the 

whole thing was reeled back to its 
original position. 

Putting the washing contraption 
into action was simple but required 
attention and coordination. Fiist. two 
hoses from the washing compartment 
were attached to the shower's cold and 
hot water faucets. Next. one or two 
pieces of clothing were put into the 
washing compartment. The faucets 
were turned on. The compartment was 
filled with water. Detergent was 
added. The rotating disk was turned 

on. Then came five to ten 
minutes of 

Jeisrne for the human involved as the 
machine washed the clothes. 

After the short pause. an unrelent­
ing sequence of human actions begins: 
Tum the dial for the "scrubber'' off. 
Tum the dial for "drain" on, and the 
water flows from the washing com­
partment through the hose, onto the 
shower bottom and down the drain. 
Tum the shower faucets on, and clean 
water flows into the washing compart­
ment. Tum the rotating disk on and 
rinse for a few minutes. Tum the drain 
dial and the rinse water flows into th('. 
shower. This water is always slightly 
grey and soapy, showing the need for a 
second rinse. After the second rinse. 
the human hopes the water will be 
clear, but again it never is. As the steps 

· are repeated through the week's pile of 
clothes, the judgment of whether the 
water i clear enough becomes the 
meeting ground of increasingly lower

standards of cleanliness and increas­
ingly higher levels of fatigue and bore­
dom. 

When the critical level of rin~c 
water clearness appears, the human 
part of the system pulls the clothes out 
of the washing compartment, stuff 
them into the drying cylinder and turns 
the dial which starts the cylinder spin­
ning. At this point the washing steps 
gather speed and coordination of 
actions be-comes more importanl. 
Failure of coordination can lead to for­
getting one important action. and that 
can have serious consequences. 

In ~ddition to a hose which emp­
ties water from the 

washing compart­
ment. it will be 
remembered that 
another hose 
empties water 

from the drymg 
compartment. When 

the machine is not in 
usc. the open end of 

thc drying hose is held 
facing up by a special 
hook. but when the 
clothes arc spinning, the 
hose must bc lowered to 
drain water into a pail. If 
nol, watcr sprays upward 
all over the place. 
Furthcm1orc, the human 
mu L be careful to keep the 
pail emptied or she will 
.soon be Manding in a lake. 
You don't need to ask me 
how I know. 

While the first load is 
spinning dry, the human 
fills the washing compart­
ment again, and gets that 
stage started. Then the 
water flow from the drying 
compartment slows. drips. 
and ceases. The operator 
pulL out those clothes and 
hangs them on the clothes­
line. remembering to start on 
the back-most line. In 
between, the operator must 
make the rinse water judgment 
and fill and wain the washing 
compartment. After onJy a few 
cycles of this process, some of 
the clo!.hc. will be dry. As prim-

itive a the spin-dry mechanism 
i.;. it is effective and the clothes <lfl.! far 
drier aftern:ard!<. !.han the spin cycle of 
our machines makes them. The clothes 
complete drying rather quickly and tak­
ing them down is an additional step. 

At its height. this operation 
requires nearly constant physical 
activity and watchfulness. Put clothes 
in. tum faucets on. till with water. tum 
faucets off. tum scrubber on. tum 
scrubber off. drain. pull clothes out 
and put in cylinder. empty pail. take 
clothes out of spinner. hang wet 
clothes up. take dry dothes down. 
The separate steps weaw in and out 
among each other as Lhc process con-

tinues. As the Last clothes are 
finished, the steps then emerge 
in clear sequence again as the 
operation ends. 

Altogether it took me from 
ftve to six hours of labor to do 
one week's wash for one rather 
small person. The thought of 
doing a wash for a family or a 
baby in diapers leaves me pale. 
On top of that, I learned that I 
had one of the more deluxe 
models. My friend had one with 
no drying compartment and no 
clothesline in the shower. He 
had to wring his clothes out by 
hand and bang them on the bal­
cony where they became cov­
ered with soot from the passing. 
wildly polluting automobiles. 
Not only that, there was another 
model even farther down the 
food chain of washing 
machines. The explainer drew 
pictures and explained and 
explained, but it was too over­
whelming to understand. 

To be fair, some fanlllies had 
"real" automatic washing 
machines. They were just like 
ours, with doors in the side 
through which you could watch 
the clothes as they were washed. 
These machines did not tum 
round and round as ours do, but 
turned halfway to the right and 
then halfway to the left as early 
models of our automatic 
machines did. And it took one 
hour for one small load. 

Two lessons remain to me 
from this experience. One is 
that extra rinsing makes clothes 
really white with no bleach 
whatsoever. Watching for clean 
rinse water at the end of that 
hose evidently assured a much 
cleaner wash than is usual in US 
machines. Evidently our rio es 
aren't as clean as we might 
think. I now give extra rinses in 
US machines and there is no 
need for bleach at all on even the 
most persnickety whites. 

The second lesson is deep 
appreciation for the American 
washing machine. How do I 
love thee? Let me count the 
ways. My lovely, lovely 
American washing machine. 
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make il out the door and I con­
stantly cleaned up after him, 
even though he was crate 
trained. He just couldn't help 
himself. Even so. I loved him 
enough to keep fresh buckets of 
mop water handy both upstairs 
and down for his "accidents.'' 

J noticed one day that he was 
limping on one of his back legs. 
Diabetes affects circulation in 
the extremities. Eventually. he 
walked not only on his foot. but 
also what you would consider 
his "ankle." ln time, both feet 
were affected. The diabetes was 
talcing its toll on Willie' body. 
What would I do when he was 
down in his front legs, too? I'd 
heard of diabetic dogs living a 
normal lifespan with a proper 
diet and insulin. I was sure 
Willie would be no different. 
After alJ, I wa.o; a good Mommy. 
r would do anything I could to 
help him live a good long, qual­
ity Life, however, Willie became 
insulin resistant. Within a 6 
week period, he developed 
cataracts and was almost totally 
blind - and he was only 8 1/2 
years old. The diabetes made 
him old before his time. By 
now he couldn't see a piece of 
food in front of him. He could­
n't . ee the front door to our 
house standing wide open to let 
him in. Instead he pawed at the 
wall next to th!! door so I could 
let him in. He began to make 
his way hesitantly up and down 
the stairs because he couldn't 
see them. He ran into things and 
he was constamly under my 
feet, resulting in me stepping on 
him. I knew it was a matter of 
time before I couldn't let Willie 
out of the house for fear that he 
would either get lost or be hit by 
a car. He developed an infection 
in one foot that wouldn't heal. I 
counted one night that he urinat­
ed 10 times during a four hour 
time period. I knew it wa<; just a 
matter of time before his kid­
neys quit functioning. I had to 
make that dreaded decision 
sooner than I expected - a deci­
sion I have never had to make 
before. It was hard to say the 
words. but l knew J would have 
to put my faithful and beloved 
pet down. 

My vet was very kind 'and 
understanding. He told rue a 
few weeks prior that when I felt 
the time was right. he would 
give Willie a shot and he would 
simply fall asleep. Willie was 
very much attached to me and I 
just couldn't leave him. I owed 
it to Willie be with him when 
that lime came. On February 7, 
2006, I made the painful deci­
sion. I was up at 6:00 a.m. the 
next morning - in tears. My 
husband, Mike, told me to do

whatevct I fel t was right. l felt 
that this was the nght ll11ng to 
do. I wa ... n' t rcadv for it, but I 
knew it had to be- done. Mt kc 
said good-bye to WiJlie before 
he went to work and reached 
inside his crate and patted hts 
head for the last time. 

The next morning. Withe and 
l took our last car ride together.

''bye-bye.'' This Lime, I knew he 
couldn't sec me gather up his 
blanket and leash - a sure <;ign 
that he was going for a ride. lie 
didn' t know he wa<: going "b. c­
bye" until 1 snapped the len h on 
him. Then he became excited. 
He couldn't <:ee where to JUmp 
into the van so I ptcked him up 
and sat him on his blanket in the 
pao;senger seat. On the way. I 
thought of the movie, "The 
Green Mile," referring to the 
stretch from the cells in a pru on 
where the pri·oner lived to the 
execution room. I felt Li ke this 
was Willie's "green mile." 
except he dido 't know what was 
at the end of the treteh. 

We were called into a room 
and I placed Willie on the exam­
ining table and palled his hl.'ad. I 
told him I loved him and that he 
wa.-; a good boy. By now I wa., 
very emotional as Willie mo>cd 
closer to me. The vet hrought 
out a syringe. I held Willie 's face 
in my hands and ki cd him and 
told him !loved him. If he ~:uuld 
sec anything other than light and 
shadows, then I ·was the last thing 
he Sa'-". mellcd and touched. As 
I held his head in my hand and 
kissed his muzzle. the lilc simply 
left him. The vet and his assi -
tant left the room so I could vt it 
one Jac;t time. 

Willie was a true and loyal 
companion who \Happed h1s 
nubby linle tail around my heart 
8 l/2 yrs ago. I miss him terri 
bly, but I take comfort in know­
ing that diabetes no longer rav 
ages his body. 

Of course, losing a beloved 
pel can hardly compare 10 that 
of losing a child or other loved 
one. but nonetheless, it hun · 
and the pain is real.
