The $11,000 
lemon 

Americans pay the world's highest prices for pre­
scription drugs, hospital stays and clinic visits- an 
average last year of about $6,000 for every single per­
son in the country. For businesses that offer health 
insurance to their workers - and fewer and fewer are 
doing so - the high cost of care translates into high­
cost prenriums: roughly $11,000 annually for each fam­
ily covered. That's like buying a new car every other 
year. But along with the world·s highest prices. we get 
the world's finest care, right? 

No. In fact, Americans get appropriate medical care 
just 55 percent of the time, according to the most com­
prehensive study of treatment quality to date. If we 
extend the analogy a bit, that's like paying for a new 
car every other year, but winding up with a lemon that 
spends half its time in the shop. 

The study, conducted by the RAND Corp. think tank 
and published earlier this month in the New England 
Journal of Medicine, focused only on the testing and 
treatment regimens that have been researched and 
shown to be effective. This what the medical communi-
ty refers to as the '·standard of care.'' Yet the care actu­
ally received by American patients met those standards 
- the standards medical professionals set for them­
selves- only about half the time. 

This finding may surprise a lot of Americans, but 
most researchers already knew about significant prob­
lems with the quality of American health care. Five 
years ago, the Institute of Medicine, part of the National · 
Academy of Science, published a report on efforts to 
close "the quality chasm." The study was undertaken 
after an earlier report by the Institute concluded as 
many as 90,000 Americans might be dying each year a 
are ult of medical mistakes. 

In a different study a few years ago, researchers at 
Dartmouth College found that Medicare was spending 
about twice as much on elderly patients in Miami as on 
those in Minneapolis. Yet the Minnesota seniors lived 
just a long - and, more significantly, with the same 
quality of life- as the seniors in Florida. Just weeks 
before the RAND study was published, another group 
of Dartmouth researchers examined the regional costs 
and outcome of treatments for heart attack around the 
country. Their conclusion: The more money spent per 
person on heart attack care, the less likely patients were 
to get recommended tests and treatments. 

Under the pressure of skyrocketing health care costs, 
businesses and government at all levels are cutting 
back on coverage and shifting the burden to patients. 
But there's a sobering lesson in the e studies: Yes, it 
costs money to provide people with good medical care. 
But sometimes, poorer care costs even more.

Senate passes 
bill to toughen 
penalties for . 
sex crtmes

'Ill FRANKFORT - A bill 
ain1cd at toughening penalties 
for sex crimes and improving 
the tracki ng of sex offendets 
won unanimous approval Friday 
in the Senate. 

The bill. a top priority of Lt. 
ov. Steve Pcn<:e. also would 
akc sure that police have access 

o jnvl;!nilc records. It also would 
improve public access to certain 
records of juveniles accused of 
tno~t violent and sexual crimes as 
well as all burglaries. 

The measure sailed through 
the Senate 38-0 and now returns 
to the House. 

"Tllis legislation will help us 
protect the most vulnerable 
members of our society," said 
Pence, who doubles as the 
state's justice secretary. 

If the bill becomes law, regis­
tered sex offenders would be 
barred from living within 1,000 
feet of a school, playground or 
day-care facility. Violators could 
be locked up for a year on a first 
offense and 1 to 5 years for sub-

. within a lew days of residency. 
•.And the minimum time many 

offenders arc listed on the reg­
istry would be doubled, from 10 
to 20 years. The most serious 
offenders will be listed on the 
registry for the rest of their lives. 

Another t...ey provision would 
make sure law enforcement 
agencies have access to all juve· 
nile cou1t records as part of their 
criminal investigations. ·

absolute truth: George Mason is 
going to the Final Four of the 
NCAA tournament. 

The II th-seeded Patriots are 
headed to Indianapolis as the 
Washington Regional champi­
ons after shocking No. l seed 
Connecticut 86-84 in overtime. 

"Yeah. we expected this," 
George Mason freshman Chris 
Fleming said, flashing a huge 
grin. ''Honestly. we came in 
thinking. what do we have to 
luse? Everyone else thinks

can beat this team." 

And they did. Using the same 
five players over the final 10 
minutes ol regulation and 
throughout overtime, George 
Mason (27-7) stunned the Big 
East regular-:eason champion~ 
and became the first No. 11 seed 
to reach the Final Four since 
LSU in 1986. 

The Patriots will face 
Florida, which advanced by 
eliminating No. 1 seed 

1; Villanova on Sunday. 
George Mason's win over a 

Connecticut squad that spent 
five weeks as the top-ranked 
team in the nation will be 

remembered as an up ct. But 
given the fashion in which the 
Patriots have played over the 
past two weeks. combined with 
UCoru1's inexplicable failure to 
play up to its potential this 
month. the outcome wasn't out­
landishly surprising.

They fell behind by 12 
before beating Albany. then 
squeezed past Kentucky. On 
Friday, Connecticut beat 
Washington in overtime after 
Rashad Anderson nailed a 
game-tying 3-pointer with 1.8 
seconds left in regulation. 

Alas, the Huskies (30-4) had 
no comebacks left against 
George Mason after forcing 
overtime on a last-second layup 
by Denham Brown. 

"We were kind of playing 
like that the whole tournament. 
Rashad saved us last game and 
Denham saved us today," 
Adrien said. '•It was a matter of 
time for us to break. out, but we 
just didn't do it. We haven't 
been able to put teams away." 

The Patriots, meanwhile, fed 
off the enthusiasm of their 
quirky coach, Jim Larranaga, 
who told his players during 
timeouts that UConn didn't 
know George Mason played in 
the Colonial Athletic 
Association. 

'That's a little bit of disre­
spect," guard Tony Skinn said. 

"Coach told us the CAA stands 
for 'Connecticut Assassin 
Assoctation.'" 

It sure did Sunday. 
Add UConn to an impressive 

list of George Mason victims that 
include Michigan State and 
North Carolina.

And no 
school. outside the power con­
ferences ruled by the likes of 
Duke and UConn had done it 
since 1979. 

But from Larranaga's per­
spective, that history wasn't 
daunting. It was simply fresh 
materiaL 

Mter the Patriots slipped 
past Michigan State, but before 
they played defending champi­
on North Carolina, he turned 
the Tar Heels' tradition and 
trappings- all the way down to 
their regal sky blue uniforms -
into a rallying cry. The green 
jerseys his kids donned in the 
locker room might not have 
looked like much when laid out 
alongside Carolina's; but just 
before they headed for the 
floor, he asked, "What color is 
kryptonite?" 

Against Connecticut. 
Larranaga went back to the 
same theme. making sure his 
kids knew they weren't just 
playing the best team in the 
country from the best and 
biggest basketball league, the 
Big East. With two national 
titles in the last even years -
and four, and maybe more, 
NBA fliSt·rounders in its lineup 
_ he doubted the Huskies had 
even bothered to find out which 

conference George Mason 
played in. 

"Coach told us," guard Tony 
Skinn revealed afterward, ''the 
CAA stands for 'Connecticut 
Assassin Association."' 

And after the Patriots fin­
ished the deed, 86-84 in over­
time, Larranaga turned up on 
CBS for a postgame interview 
surrounded by his smiling 
accomplices. 

··1 told our players, I don't 
know bow many times," the 
coach recalled, "that we repre­
sent a lot more than a basketball 
team.''

Those two qualities in tan­
dem are what makes recruiting 
McDonald's All-Americans 
season after season a reality, 
and that parade of talent, in 
tum, is what makes the final 
ruogs of the tournament the 
province of the big guys. By the 
time the field is cut to eight, all 
those intangibles the little guys 
have in abundance - hustle, 
heart and cohesion - usually 
add up to good memories and 
not much more. 

Plenty has changed since 
Penn and Indiana State (led by 
a pretty fair player named Larry 
Bird) became the last little guys 

to crash the Final Four party in 
1979. The be t high school 
players still choose UConn , 
Duke and North Carolina -
they just don' t stay as long. 
And plenty of the kids who 
used to sit behind them. waiting 
for their chance, have trickled 
down into the mid-major ranks 
in search of a chance to play 
right away. 

Larranaga cashed in on both 
and rode the trends like a wave. 
He's got two senior guard with 
NBA kills and range. if not 
quite the size -Tony SkiM is 6-
foot-1, and Lamar Butler 6-2-
and he played both of them. 
along with senior post man Jai 
Lewis and sophomores Will 
Thomas and FoJarin Campbell, 
the la'lt l 0 minutes of the game 
and throughout the overtime 
period . 

They played harder, smarter 
and with more poise than their 
UConn counterparts and this 
time - after spotting double­
digit leads to Albany and 
Washington. and playing list­
lessly against Kentucky - the 
Huskies couJdn 't raise their 
level of play in time to make a 
difference. 

The win will do wonders for 
George Mason. and it will give 
the NCAA tournament commit­
tee plenty of ammunition the 
next time it reaches down into 
the mid-major mnks to fill out 
its brackets.

North Carolina anu UConn in 
succession might take another 
perfect storm.

Michael Matz: P ane crash survivor, 
Olym ian, trainer of unbe en De y contender

BOYNTON BEACH, Fla. -
As he embarks on the road to the 
Kentucky Derby, trainer Michael 
Matz is asked not about his 
horse. Barbaro. or his Olympic 
silver medal in equestrian or his 
selection as the U.S. flagbearer 
for the closing ceremony at the 
1996 Atlanta Games. 

lnstead, he is asked to relive 
lhe horror of United Airlines 
flight 232, which cartwheeled 
down the runway and broke 11part 
in un Iowa cornfield 17 years ago. 
Of the 296 passengers and crew, 
184 somehow survived. 

"I feel very fortunate and 
thankful that we were OK," 
Matz said recent.ly at Palm 
Meadows Training Center, 
where he is preparing Barbaro 
for next Saturday's $1 million 
florida Derby at Gulfstream 
Park. "That's all you can be. 
You go on with life." 

When the flight from Denver 
to Chicago crashed in Sioux 
City on July 19, 1989, Matz w~ 
upside down in the middle sec­
tion. strapped in by his seat belt. 

Pilot AJ Haynes. hailed as a 
hero for maneuvering a plane 
with virtually no controls, had 
rold the passengers they were in 
for a rough landing: "I'll count 
4-3-2-l before we hit,'' Matz 
recalled him saying. 

"I looked out the window 
and at '2' we were still really 
high," he said. Just before "1," 
the right wing dipped and hit the 

ground. flipping the plane over 
and over before it broke into 
three pieces. 

''Everybody unbuckled their 
seat belt~ and feU" to the ceiling, 
Matz said. 

His ftrst thoughts were for 
the three children sitting near 
him who were traveling alone. 
His fiancee. D.O. Alexander. 
was sitting six rows ahead. 

"We have to take care of the 
kids," Matz said. 

Groping through thick smoke 
and a tangle of wires, Matz told 
the kid to hold his belt as he led 
them out an opening in the fuse­
lage. Whc:n a fellow pa senger 
heard a baby crying. he and 
Matz ran back into 1he horror 
from which dozens of people 
still were trying to escape. They 
followed lhe sound to a luggage 
compartment and pulled out an 
11-month-old baby girl. 

Outside again, amid the 
burning wreckage and dead 
bodies, Matz searched frantical­
ly for Alexander. The smoke 
grew thicker and Matz feared 
there would be an explosion. 
Forty-tive rrunutes passed, and 
Matz. hanging onto dwindling 
hope. looked up a!> a rescue 
truck passed. There, sitting with 
the three children he had led to 
safety. was AlexAnder. 

•·seemed more Like four 
hours," Matz said. 

"It was very gut-wrenching 
and painful and scary,'' 
Alexander !'aid. "It was huge 
sense of relief to find him." 

One of the top equestrians in 

the world. having competed in 
the 1976 Olympics, Matz was 
on his way home to 
Collegeville, Pa .• at the time of 
the crash. Two weeks later, he 
was competing again and would 
win the $75,000 Hampton 
Classic Grand Prix later that 
summer. He and Alexander mar­
ried and had four children, but 
things were not quite the same. 
nor would they ever be. 

"When something like that 
happens. you really realize not 
to sweat the small stuff,'' 
Alexander said. 'Family and 
friends are the most important 
things in life. Both of us have 
always been pretty focused on 
what we do and have done 
things pao;sionately. But it really 
makes you realize there are 
things you deal with on a day­
to-day basis that get you upset 
but are trivial.'' 

Matz, who won his silver 
medal in team jumping at the 
'96 Atlanta Games. retired from 
riding four years later. He 
turned to training full time and 
is ba. ed in Fair Hill, Md., and 
Delaware Park. His biggest suc­
cess was K.icken Kris, who won 
the 2004 Arlington Million. 

Then along came Barbaro, an 
undefeated 3-year-old colt who 
has won all four of his races. 
The strapping bay colt is owned 
by Roy and Gretchen Jackson, 
who, like the Matzes, live out­
side Philadelphia in the horse 
counuy of Chester County.

Winning 
an Olympic medal was reward­
ing, but the closing ceremony 
will stay with him forever. 

"What a way to end an 
Olympic career, to carry the flag 
into your home stadium," Matz 
said. "All those great athletes, 
Michael Johnson and Carl 

Lewis. And I was chosen. A 
great honor." 

As the Derby draws closer, 
Matz will face more and more 
questions about those terrifying 
moments in Iowa. There's a 
movie based on the crash, and 
survivors have written books 
about their experiences. 

He keeps in touch with the 

children - all from the same 
family- bur has tried to put the 
tragedy behind him. He talks 
about it reluctantly. 

"I try not to think about it, 
but the times you do is when 
you're on a plane and you hit 
some turbulence," he said, "And 
you say, 'Geez, I hope this does­
n't happen again."'

who starred at Western 
Kentucky before coaching bas­
ketball at Minnesota.

remain untouched. 

Wayland Wasp King Kelly Coleman remains one of the nation's greatest al -time high school basketball players. 

"You know." Coleman srud in 
a recently published book about 
his life, "I did a terrible job of 
growing up. but I think I've done 
a good job of growing old." 

Coleman is profiled in "King 
Kelly Coleman: Kentucky's 
Greatest Basketball Legend," by 

j,J3owling Green-based writer 
';'Gary P. West. Coleman. a noto­

riously private man, decided to 
talk to West after he learned 
West was trying to track him 
down for a "whatever-hap­
pened-to'' story. 
.. ~ That story quickly -turned 
\alto a book, which was debuted 
late last year in Floyd County, 
where Coleman grew up, and in 
Owensboro in Daviess County, 
\\here Coleman played at 
Kentucky Wesleyan. 
~ In 1999, Sports IUustrated 

To promote the book. 
Coleman made an appearance at 
the 2005 high school Sweet 16 
tournament in Lexington, and his 
introduction brought the thou­
sands of fans at Rupp Arena to 
their feet. That was a sharp con­
trast to what happened in 1956. 

In the early-to-mid-1950s. 
the Wayland Wasps, from a 
small coal mining community, 
became a statewide sensation. 
In an era when other mountain 
teams like Inez, Hazard and 
Carr Creek won state titles. 
Wayland grabbed its share of 
headlines as the 6-foot-3, 210-
pound Coleman averaged 19.3 

points per game as a freshman. 
26.1 points as a sophomore and 
32.6 points as a junior. 

Wayland won a region title 
during Coleman's senior season, 
thanks in part to his whopping 
46.8-point scoring average. 
Before the state tournament a 
plane flew over Lex1ngton and 
dropped leaflets declaring that 
"Wayland's 'King Kelly' 
Coleman Is In Town" and 
included a brief description of 
his exploits. 

But if the goal of the leaflets 
was to encourage support for 
Wayland, it back.frred. Fans at 
Memorial Coliseum booed 
Coleman from the.openiRg. tip, 
of the Wasps' frrst-round game. 
against Shelbyville. 

Coleman still led Wayland 
into the semifinal'>. Wayland's 
quest for a title ended when Carr 
Creek's Freddie Maggard hit a 
shot at the buzzer for a 68-67 

win over the Wasps. 
But before Carr Creek won 

the championship game. there 
was a consolation game 
between Wayland and the other 
semifinal loser, Bell County. 
Coleman made his last prep 
game one for the record books, 
finishing with 68 points in a 
122-89 win. He finished the 
tournament with 185 points in 
four games and set another 
record with 28 rebounds against 
Carr Creek. 

Coleman didn't stay to 
accept his all-tournament trophy 
- in the book, he said he went to 
a Lexington bar after the conso­
laticn game and had ':a couple 
oHishbowls of Michelob'' beer. 
His sister, Linda. instead picked 
up his award. 

Kentucky and West Virginia 
both unsuccessfully recruited 
him <~nd he went to Eastern 
Kentucky, only to leave after a 

few wee~;l~. 
He en dt!d up at Kentucky 

Wesleyan, and cored 2,077 
points in rhree seasons. The New 
York Km,dc.s picked him in the 
second r< und of the 1960 NBA 
draft, but Jne never made the ros­
ter, in pa t because of excessive 
drinking. he said in the book. 

He pla:yed two seasons in the 
short-livfl d American Basketball 
League ·Ut never got another 
chance t( make a NBA roster. 

His jc bs since have included 
running ; service station, teach­
ing at a high school. working in 
the circt :lation department of a 
Detroit n1~:wspaper and owning a 
motel. H:e now lives i.n Tre~a •• -
Ohio, al ough he also main~ 
tains re :idences in Michigan 
and in " ayland. 

TbroL gh the years. his bitter­
ness abo tt his treatment in 1956 
remainecd. In 1989. he was voted 
into the lCentucky High School 

Athletic Association Hall of 
Fame. but he refused induction. 

West's book served as a sort 
of catharsis for Coleman, allow­
ing him to tell "his side of the 
story." Doing so has broken 
down some of Coleman's per­
sonal barriers, too. Among the 
people who came to the 
Prestonsburg ceremony cele­
brating the book's release were 
John Brock, the Bell County 
player who guarded Coleman in 
the 1956 consolation game, and 
Maggard of Carr Creek. whose 
shot beat Wayland and Coleman 
in the semifinals that year. 

Du~~ng ~ the ceremony, 
sOOools...fr~m·the 15th-Region­
in which Wayland competed 
before it closed in 1972- retired 
Coleman's No. 66 jersey. 

''He's really reconciled with 
himself." said Doug Sikes, the 
book's publisher. "His book has 
healed up a lot of wounds."

dogs, but when we can get our 
pet dogs to assume a lower pos­
ture on request, we reinforce our 
position as leaders of the family 
"pack" The assumption that we 
have to be the leaders may 
sound arrogant at fir ·t, but in 
reality dogs live in the human 
world. and their instincts don ' t 
equip them to deal w1th it We 
are the ones who under. tand 
how the system works, so we 
have the leader's job by defaulL. 

The old school of thought on 
handling dogs said that we had 
to "teach them who's bos " . 
This outmoded approach 
implied that we had to usc force: 
otherwise the dog would never 
respect us. In contrast, we now 
know that wild canines only use 
force when necessary, and that 
we gain much more respect 
when we behave like a benevo­
lent but consistent leader. 

Once you have taught the 
"sit'' on command, you can 
begin to really explore its use­
fulness. A dog that will sit for a 
second as the food i being low­
ered is preferable to one that is 
"on springs" and threaten to 

Standing by the fence they 
heard, "One for you, one for me.
