Martin finds dr am job after 50 years

For 76-year-old Floyd 
County resident Mary Martin, 
fmding her dream joo took a 
few year -50 to be exact. But 
now that she has found it. she 
bas no intentions of Jetting go. 

"I now have omething to 
look forward to each day rather 
than just sitting there looking at 
the four walls," said Martin. 
"Th.is job wa the best th.ing that 
could have happened to me. 1 
love working for the Red Cro. s 
and helping people." 

While in her 20s, Martin and 
her husband moved in 1955 to 
Columbus, Ohio, where she 
accepted a position with Ohio 
Bell a, a long distance operator, 
a job Martin says she was well 
suited for. "I love to talk," she 
satd laughingly. 'Tve been 
known to bluff my way through 
a lot of things by talking so 
much!'' 

Martin worked for the phone 
company for nearly four years 
before attending Columbus 
Beauty School. She graduated 
in 1959 and subsequently oper­
ated her own shop off and on for 
the next 28 years. In between, 
she also worked as a health care 
aide, deli manager. per. onal 
care assistant, gave birth to a 
daughter, divorced, and moved 
back to Floyd County in 1996 to 
care for her former husband 
John, when he developed brain 
cancer. Following hi death in 
1997. Martin helped care for an 
elderly invalid lady before she 
too dietl in July 2005. 

"In the summer of 2005, I 
found myself with no job and 
nothing to do," recalled Martin. 
"My retirement income was not 
much, and I bad plenty of bill . 
Also, I had gotten into the habit 
of eating regularly! One day 1 
was talking with my daughter 
Barbara, and she suggested I go 
to the employment office to see 
what they had available." 

While at the Prestonsburg 
Office of Employment and 
Training, one of the workers 
suggested that Martin contact 
the Big Sandy Area Community 
Action Program to see if she 
was eligible for the Senior 
Community Service 
Employment Program. 

''I decided I had nothmg to 
lose, so I went," noted Martin. 
"The lady who helped me with 
the application proces was 
Janet Howard. She was just 
wonderful to me, and I found 
out that I wa eligible for the 
program. J was assigned to a 
work site at the Red Cross 
office, and rve been there since 
August 2005. They must have 
liked my work, because they 
hired me on a a full-time 
employee in March of thi 
year.'' 

Martin describes being hired 
at the Red Cross as one of the 
more memorable highlights of 
her life.

'I was thrilled to be working 
again:· said Martin. "I had been 
going through a difficult time. 
My pet Chihuahua. Sandi Lou. 
died in November. I had her for 
nine year and loved her like a 
child. I still rni s her very much. 
Working for the Red Cross 
brought purpose to my life at a 
time when f desperately needed 
it. 

''I didn't knov,. anything 
about the Red Cross except their 
name:· aid Martin. "I oon 
learned that there was so much 
to know about the organi.t:ation 
and the tremendous amount of 
work they do for people." 

In her position. Marrin as ists 
fue and disaster victim as a 
ca eworker, coordinates other 
relief effort and act al> the 
office secretary and receptionist 
for the thrrd largest Red Cross 
chapter in Kentucky. 

··r love people. and as a 
Christian. it is my duty ro help 
everyone that I can. The Red 
Cross helps me do that,'' said 
Martin, who was baptized in the 
River Jordan on a trip to the 
Holy Land in 1986.

When political leaders tried 
to displa) it again in 2000. the 
ACLU went to court, claiming 
the monument wa. an unconsti­
tutional cndor emenl of reli­
gion.

It's a scandal if coal miners died because a federal mine­

safety official knowingly put coal production above safety, 
as The Pittsburgh Post-Gazette reports. 

An employee of the U.S. Mine Safety and Health 
Administration told the newspaper that a federal mine 
inspector told him he tried to close part of a Massey Energy 
mine in West Virginia because it was unsafe. 

The inspector reportedly said he was overruled by a 
supenor who told him to back off. A fire broke out in that 
prut of the Alma No. 1 mine a few days later on Jan. 19, 
killing two men. 

If the Republicans who control Congress really want to 
know the truth about enforcement of mine-safety laws, they 
would convene a real investigation, complete with subpoe­
nas and sworn witnesses - the kind that Rep. George Miller, 
D-Calif., is demanding in the wake of the latest revelation. 

A real investigation might embarrass the Bush adminis­
tration and Labor Secretary Elaine Chao, who oversees 
mine safety and is married to the Senate's second-in-com­
mand. Mitch McConnell of Kentucky. 

But it cou]d also low the loss of life in the coal mines-
26 dead underground so far in 2006, including five in 
Kentucky. Two of the Kentucky dead- Rick McKnight, 45, 
of Cumberland and David Chad Bolen, 28, of Harold -
were killed in a two-day period last week. 

"There is no way that the Bush administration can be 
trusted to investigate itself in this very, very serious mat­
ter," said Miller, the enior Democrat on the House commit­
tee that over ees worker safety. 

"If this article is accurate, and MSHA knew about the 
risks at that mine, then the agency's actions are totally inex­
cusable. We need to determine if this is, in fact, what hap­
pened." 

According to the Post-Gazette, Danny Woods, a former 
mine inspector who now works in an MSHA educational 
field office, said that inspector Minness Justice told him 
tHat he tried to i. sue a clp~ure order because of the large 
buildup of flammable coal waste along the mine's conveyor 
belt and because of concerns about the flre suppression sys­
tem. 

"He was told to back off and Jet them run coal," Woods 
said, ''that there was too much demand for coal.,. 

Wood said that the in. pector told him this during a wake 
for one of the dead miners: "He came up and told me he 
was told to do certain things and the inspectors before him 
hadn't done a proper job." 

Justice did not respond to the newspaper's requests for 
comment. But he gave a lengthy statement to federal inves­
tigators. 

In addition to the MSHA investigation, the U.S. Justice 
Department has opened a criminal investigation into the 
mine fire, amid evidence that someone repeatedly reset a 
monitor after the fire first broke out, thereby shutting off 
the alarm that should have warned those underground to 
tlee. 

There also is evidence that the fire suppression system 
ent out only a useless trickle of water, according to the 

Pittsburgh paper, and that rescuers were given an inaccurate 
map. 

Massey Energy has long been known for putting produc­
tion ahead of safety. CEO Don Blankenship even sent out a 
memo to !hat effect last fall, warning mine superintendents 
that their No. 1 priority was to "run coal." 

Congress should make sure that running coal isn't 
MSHA's No. 1 priority as well.

Why should 
we use tax dollar so that SUV-buyers 
can drag-race?

FRANKFORT - On the surface, 
droughts might appear to be bad for fish. 
Droughts lower lake levels. Weedy 
shorelines become wide brown strips of 
dried mud. Small treams run dry in 
spots. Trees wither. 

But droughts, such as the one that 
occurred in 2005, can actually help fish. 
"Last year's drought helped rivers and 
streams tremendou ly," said Gerry 
Buynak, as. istant director of fi heries 
for the Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. "We had a good 
pawn for had in the Kentucky River 

and the Ohio River last year. We had a 
good largemouth bass spawn and an 
excellent white bass spawn in those 
rh ers. The hybrid striped bass and 
striped bass are in great shape in the 
Ohio River.'' 

The low water of la t ummer and

Reds Hall of Fame opens 
1919 World Series exhibit

CINCINNATI- The scandal­
ridden World Series of 1919 
between the Cincinnati Reds 
and Chicago White Sox is rhe 
topic of a new exhibit, Edd 
Roush and the 1919 World 
Series, to open May 13 through 
October 1, 2006 at the Red Hall 
of Fame and Museum. 

The exhibit will examine the 
most controversial World Series 
in all of baseball, from the per­
spective of the Cincinnati Reds 
and their star center fielder, Hall 
of Farner, Edd Roush. 

The centerpiece of the exhib­
it collection is the final out bao;e­
ball, hit by "Shoeless" Joe 
Jackson of the Chicago White 
Sox, who later was banned from 
baseball for his role in the bet­
Ling scandal. The ball is valued 
at more than $100,000. 

"This the first time that the 
final out ball has been on dis­
play anywhere," said Greg 
Rhode , executive director of 

the Reds Hall of Fame and 
Museum. "Having it here at the 
flail of Fame gives fans a once­
m-a-lifetime opportunity to see 
a piece of baseball history." 

Also included in the exhibit 
will be excerpts of a taped inter­
view with Roush, in which he 
di cu es the 1919 World Series 
and the scandal. 

The exhibit also hopes to dis­
pel another myth, that the White 
Sox were an invincible team that 
lo r only because they threw the 
Series. In fact_ the Reds were lhe 
tronger ream on paper. They had 

a better ea on record. a deeper 
pitching staff, and an offen e that 
wa comparable to the White 
Sox. But when news of the fix 
emerged the next sea! on. the 
Reds victory was forever tainted. 
Eventually, it was found that 
eight members of the White Sox 
conspired to throw the games. 
All eight eventually were thrown 
out of organized baseball. 

Also included in the exhibit 
are 1919-era eats from 

Chicago's Comiskey Park, rare 
film footage of the World Series. 
a jeweled commemorative tick­
pin given to Edd Roush for wic 
rung the World Series. and repli-' 
ca 1919 Red uniforms from the 
movie. "Eight Men Out.''

Daly's book a walk on the wild sid'i

CHARLOTTE, N.C. 
Typical of how he plays, John 
Daly holds nothing back in his 
new book. 

There are torie of how he 
lost 60 pound in college by 
drinking a fifth of whi key and 
smoking three packs of ciga­
rettes a day. One of the Ionge t 
chapter i devoted to sexual 
exploits with his four wives and 
a woman he call "Almost Ex 
No. 4." In a harrowing account, 
he writes about the time his 
father put a gun to Daly's head 
in a drunken rage. 

But all anyone really need to 
know about Daly is this _ he 
named his second daughter after 
a rehab center. 

That would be ''Sierra," as in 
Sierra Tucson, the Arizona clin­
ic where Daly spent three weeks 
in January 1993 after trashing 
his Colorado house so badly the 
police were called. 

Clearly, this isn't the stock 
variety of PGA Tour player 
autobiographies. 

"John Daly: My Life In and 
Out of the Rough" will be in 
bookstores Monday, and no one 
will mistake it for Ben Hogan' 
book on the fundamentals of 
modem golf. 

"It's the truth. I'm not going 
to side tcp anything," Daly said 
Tuesday. "It brings back memo­
ric of tupid stuff I've done in 
my life, and good stuff. It wa 
honest." 

And it is sure to enhance hi 
grip-and-rip-it reputation. 

Some highlights: 

-He got disqualified from a 
junior event in Atlanta when 
officials found a bottle of 
whiskey in his bag. 

- Forced to Jo c 60 pounds at 
Arkan a if he wanted to play 
on hi coUege team. he once 
went three day without hardly 
any food, drinking four bottle 
of whi key until he passed out 
in hi room and had to be taken 
to the emergency room. 

"But you know what? My 
cigarettes-popcorn-whiskey diet 
worked." Daly wrote. ·'The 
pounds just peeled right off. By 
Chri tma . I'd lo.t 65 pound . I 
probably ought to have written a 
diet book or omething." 

- He aid he ha lost between 
$50 million and $60 million 
during 12 years of heavy gam­
bling, and owed $4 million to 
casinos until he won the 1995 
British Open which enabled 
him to pay off the debt. Daly 
says Callaway Golf took care of 
a $1.7 million gambling debt 
when he signed an endor ement 
deal in 1997, aft r hi second 
tint in alcohol rehab. 

The second trip to rehab was 
the Betty Ford Center. For tho e 
wondering, Daly' next child 
was a boy. 

No doubt, the book is caus­
ing great consternation at PGA 
Tour headquarter . where com­
missioner Tim Finchem rarely 
mi se the chance to talk to 
players about upholding their 
clean image. Fiuchem called 
Daly on Monday to discuss the 
book. Daly called their conver-
ation "po itive," whatever that 

means. 
''It's tough to match what the 

tour wants with what the pub­
li her wants." Daly aid. 

Finchem said Monday that 
nothmg in the book vLolates 
PGA Tour regulations. The only 
violation in que. tion falls under 
"conduct unbecoming a profcs­
swnal " although uch conduct 
isn't pelled out in the players' 
handbook. 

Even if it were. Daly ha an 
answer for that, too. 

"My life is unbecoming of a 
professional." he said. "It' hard 
to tate it in anybody el e · 
word ." t 

Daly' life tyle borders on 
depravity. His action lie orne­
where between irrational and 
irresponsible. 

He ha trashed hotel room in 
South Africa and Florida, and 
stood in the kitchen of hi. 
Colorado home brealang every­
thlng he could touch. Given 
hand orne appearance fees to 
play around the world, he ha 
rewarded tournaments by tank­
ing round or getting di quali­
fied. It is rare to ee him without 
his gut hanging over hi belt 
a cigarette dangling from hi · 
lips. 

Yet he remains one of the 
more popular figure in golf 
Perhap people relate o well to 
Daly because everyone ha 
tlaw . and everyone knows 
about his. In an era when 
celebrities deny anything that 
might be remotely di paraging, 
Daly hide nothing. 

Will the book co l him any 
fan ? 

"l hope not." Daly said. "I

Fletcher, university president reach accord on Louisville projects

FRANKFORT - After some 
i mtial uncertainty. the 
University of Louisville will 

' host its basketball game at a 
•. planned arena along the city's 

riverfront, President James 
Ram cy said Wednesday. 

Some other U of L projects -
uch as a practice facility and a 

residence hall - that Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher vetoed from the state 
budget would also continue, 
Ram cy said. Fletcher and 
Ramsey met behind closed doors 
in the governor's office for about 
an hour and a half. before cmerg-

ing with the announcement. 
"We're always ready and 

willing to find creative way of 
doing the e projects - whether 
they're projects that I vetoed or 
not," Fletcher said. 

The projects in question were 
approved by the 2006 Kentucky 
General Assembly as part of its two­
year, $18.1 billion budget. However. 
Aetcher vetoed them last month. 

Last week, a visibly frustrat­
ed Ramsey criticized Fletcher's 
budgetary cut to U of L and 
said the school would have pre­
ferred funding for its other pro­
jects rather than the downtown 
arena. Ramsey said at the time 
that it was uncertain whether the 

Cardinals basketball team 
would become an arena tenant. 

Aetcher said before his meet­
ing with Ramsey that the pro­
posed downtown arena hinged 
on the university's support. 

"If it doesn't, the financing 
plan that we have doe n 't work," 
Fletcher aid ... We either have to 
crap the whole project or come 

up with a new financing plan." 
But after meeting with the 

governor, Ramsey said the 
chool ''reaffumed'' its couunit­

ment to pla)' in the proposed 
arena, which will al o be used 
for other events. 

School officials would also 
carry on with plans to build a 

new practice facility for its 
men's basketball pro-
gram. 

Lawmakers in a 
previous legislative 
session had autho­
rized U of L to 
spend $9 mi Ilion 
on the practice 
building. The 
project was 
approved again ...,_,...... 
during the la t 
session, for $16 mil-
lion. Now, the school would use 
the previous authorization com­
bined with $7 million in private 
donahons to finance the build­
ing, Ramsey said. 

School officials would use 
other funding to pay for a new 

parking garage. Ramsey said U 
of L would look for a pri­

vate contractor to build 
a proposed resi­
dence hall, and the 
school would next 
year ask the legis­
lature to authorize 
spending on a 
medical and dental 

research facility. 
Lawmakers have tout­

ed the new arena as an econom­
ic engine for both the city and 
state. 

Ramsey said he had spent the 
past week looking for ways to 

finance the projects that 
Fletcher had axed. Officials in 
the Fletcher administration 
helped during Wednesday 's 
meeting, Ramsey said. 

"We're convinced that there 
is a way for us - a fmancial way, 
a legal way- to move foiWard 
on that project," Ramsey said 
about the practice facility. 

The building would al o 
house the U of L women's vol­
leyball and lacrosse teams, 
Louisville Athletics Director 
Tom Jurich said. 

"From our tandpoim, and 
from a very biased one, it really 
helps our athletic program," 
Jurich said.

CONCORD. r.c. - Mark 
Marlin doesn't like racing at 
Talladega Supcrspecdway. and 
he's prelty sure most of his 
rivals feel the same way. 

"If you take a poll, and the 
guys weren't being politically 
correct and were telling you Lhe 
truth. then only about five or si.'{ 
of them would say they had a 
good time racing at Talladega," 
Martin aid Thesday, a day after 
he was caught in a 15-car pileup 
at Talladega. 

Restrictor-plate racing is 
volatile. to ay the least. Getting 
to the finish requires as much 
luck a it does skill, and driver 
are con tantly on alert trying to 
avoid the eventual "B1g One." 

in Monday's rain-postponed 
race, it came ridiculously early. 
Only nine laps in, to be exact. 

It happened when five dri-

• rac1ng 
vers decided to line up door to 
door aero the track and jostle 
for position. Five-wide racing is 
never a good idea. no matter 
what the track. 

But at Talladega, where the 
cars ust: horsepower-sapping 
rc trictor plates to keep speeds 
under 200 mph, it's pruticularly 
dangerous. Drivers can't sepa­
rate from one another, so every­
one is in a tight pack and one 
slight bobble can wipe out half 
the field. 

So when Brian Vicker • Carl 
Edwards, Kyle Busch, Ryan 
• ewman and Martin Truex Jr. 
met in one solid line, it took just 
second for disaster to strike. 
One of them bobbled - replays 
looked like it was Busch - and 
the demolition derby began. 

Martin was collected, lead­
ing to his third-straight finish of 
33rd or worse at Talladega. 

"It's just so stupid. Beyond 
stupid.'' he fumed. 'The b1ggest 

problem I've got is the last three 
races, I didn't even make it to the 
first pit top before I was 
wrecked - and none of which J 
had anything to do with other 
than trying to stay out of trouble." 

Sterling Marlin certainly 
knows how to get around 
Talladega. with two of his five 
plate wins coming on the Alabama 
superspccdway. But he, too, was 
caught in the early accident and 
placed the blame squarely on 
NASCAR's younger drivers. 

"These guys get out there 
and act like its a 10-lap shootout 
every time the green flag 
waves," Marlin said. "It's the 
stupidest trung I've ever een. 
You should never be five-wide, 
probably should never even be 
four-wide. But these idiots just 
don't care. 

"I guess they are ju t young 
and dumb and don't want to 
learn." 

Marlin might just have a 

point. Toss out Newman's four 
years of Cup experience, and the 
other four drivers in that crash­
causing line combine for just 
four full seasons of track time. 

Even Tony Stewart, who has 
finished second in six of the last 
11 Talladega races, was frustrat­
ed with the foolish on-track 
actions of NASCAR 's newest 
stars. To make it to the fmish, 
Stewart made a mental checklist 
of which drivers to avoid. If he 
closed in on that driver, be faded 
far back in the field for his own 
protection. 

"There were two or three 
guys in particular that were up 
there that are frurly young, that 
were guys I did not want to be 
anywhere near on the race 
track," he said.

"But there are a bunch of 
lho e guys who just beat them­
selves to death up there all day 
and end up putting them elve 
in bad position ." 

That's the trategy Jimmie 
Johnson finally learned after 
several Talladega bobbles near­
ly ruined his reputauon. Blan1ed 
for three accidents last year, 
Johnson watched tape of Dale 
Jarrert's victory last October and 
noted how the veteran laid back 
the entire race. 

Only in the clo ing laps did 
Jarrett make a run at the front. 
Because he had stayed away 
from trouble the entire race, his 
Ford had nary a ruck on it as he 
barreled past the battered cars of 
hi rivals. 

Johnson then realized he did­
n't have to lead ev::.ry Lap, so 

long as he led the final lap. Hi 
new strategy helped him win 
Monday at Talladega, giving 
him a second plate-race trophy 
to go along with his Daytona 
500 victory. 

But Martin isn't convinced 
any one strategy is correct. Af1 
all, he's been \.\reeked running at 
the back of the pack and at the 
front Although he acknowledges 
youth play~ a huge role in the 
accidents - "it"s not the veterans 
out there causing the wrecks,'' he 
said - his biggest complaint IS 

the plate environment. 
And that, he lamented, can

Those closest to Kyle Busch 
acknowledge be's not been per­
fect, and has brought a lot of the 
scrutiny onto himself. He has 
made foolish on-track mistakes, 
and Stewart twice had conversa­
tions with him that left the vet­
eran frustrated and feeling as if 
he couldn't get through to him. 

And Kyle Busch did himself 
no favors following his win in 
Phoenix last November when he 
angrily stormed out of his post­
race news conference because 
he was being questioned about 
hi brother's reckless driving 
arrest two nights earlier. 

''Yes, that was immature of 
him,'' Kurt Busch said. "But if 
you look at it from his point of 
view, it wa his moment to shine 
and he's sitting there being 
forced to talk about me. That's 
not fair to him, and it upset 
him." 

Kyle Busch readily acknowl­
edge he handled things incor­
rectly in Phoenix, and now 
knows that retaliating against 
Mears was wrong. But he insists 
it's going to take time for him to 
learn how to handle him elf in 

volatile situations. 
Based on his brother's suc­

ces , he was snapped up very 
young and put on a lightning­
fast career track. He was entered 
in his first NASCAR Truck 
Series race when he was 16, and 
was in the Busch Series hy 18. It 
left little time for learning from 
life experiences or social situa­
tions with people his own age. 

''The hardest part for me is 
probably my age," Kyle Busch 
said. ''I'm so used to being able 
to win races and things like that 
at the local short track ranks. 
Now you've got so many tough 
competitors out there, that it's 
so difficult to win and get the 
respect you want to gain.'' 

His supporters insist he is 
trying. And there may be hope 
for him _ just six months after 
he was the most vilified driver 
in the sport, Kurt Busch has 
taken steps toward improving 
his image and his efforts have 
been recognized. 

Now it's up to Kyle to do the 
same.

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I just had an oil change. and 

the dealer recommended that I 
pay an extra $10 to have a 
.. good oil change." This 
involved Bushing out the old oil 
rather than ju~t draining it and 
replacing it with new stuff. The 
dealer claims it will increase the 
life and operating quality of the 
engine. 1 have never done this 
v. ith my cars in the past, and 
have never lost an engine in 
action yet. Was I taken, or is 
there some merit to the claim? 
-John 

TOM: Yes. and maybe. You 
were probably taken, John, 
although only for 10 bucks. This 
guy i obviously an amateur! 
And yet there might be some 
merit to his claim. 

RAY: This is sort of the auto­
motive equivalent of an enema. 
John. 

TOM: ln fact, we understand 
that the product they use is man­
ufactured by the Ex-Lax 
Corporation. 

RAY. Not really. For 10 
bucks (three bucks retail), he 
was probably using a bottle of 
Motor Flush. made by Radiator 
Gunk Company, or some similar 

gaming device. The game 
allows the player to assist the 
Dark One, Satan, as he wreaks 
havoc in an urban environment. 
Lieberman lets us know that this 
mom is not plugged into her 
son's life early by having her to 
admit to her phone friend that 
he smoked a doobie before 

leaving the house. Mom then 
engages in a ribald conversation 
during which sbc laughingly 
refers to her son ·s crush on his 
si teras broaching on incest. It's 
pretty clear that this parent 
won't need to dust the mantle 
for a "mom of the year" trophy 
anytime soon. 

The pair arrive at the Ferry 
and receive si ter Jenna. but she 
isn't alone. having brought her 
boyfriend Alex along. This 
doesn't sit well wilh Dougie, 
who thought he'd have his sister 
to himself for trick-or-treating 
that night. 

When they get back to the 
house, Dougie runs off in a huff 
and spies a man in a satanic 
mask propping what appears to 
be a dummy (it's actually a 
corpse) up on a neighbor's 
porch. Dougic assumes it's the 
Satan character from his game 
and asks if he can tag along and 
offer a ·sistance. The Satan guy 
is only too happy to have some 
help and agrees with a nod, but 
never utters a spoken word 
throughout the film. 

The pair are an urban night­
mare together and turn an outing 
for Halloween supplies into a 
deleted scene from "Death Race 
2000,.. as they use a shopping 
cart to mow down customers in 
the parking lot It's a smart 
scene that deftly illustrates 
Dougie's impending divorce 
from reality as he excitedly yells 
out the point totals they are 
receiving through thi activity. 

Dougie enjoys himself 
immensely and is obviously 
lacking in quality time with his 
folks, but he eventually bridges 
the gap back to reality when he 
witnesses his new buddy gut his 
dad like a 11 0-pound codfish. 

The film culminates with a 
Halloween party where the fel­
low in the Satan mask poisons 
the punch and generally misbe­
haves as the family hunts him 
down. Things appear to go their 
way when a helpful guy in a 
Jesus costume lends a hand.

In theory, it 
could do what it claims to do. 
But there are two things that 
make u wary of using this stuff. 

RAY: One is, if you change 
your oil on a regular basis, you 
shouldn't HAVE any meaning­
ful sludge or deposits built up in 
your engine. And two, while it's 
working, this stuff dilutes your 
oil and interferes with the lubri­
cation process, so you might 
even be banning your engine 
while you're supposedly clean­
ing it. 

TOM: In fact, on the bottle of 
Motor Flush, you are warned 
not to drive the car while this is 
in your engine. That suggests to 
me that they're at least aware 
that damage can occur. 

RAY: So, unless you know 
that you have a problem with 
sludge or deposits, or your 
engine's on it last legs and 
you've got nothing to lose, I'd 
stick with the good old "bad" oil 
change, John. This is a case

They allow him into their home 
just as the final credits roll, but 
why doesn't this guy speak? 

Lieberman paints a grim pic­
ture of where society is beaded 
with this effort, but it's worth a 
watch if you have a strong stom­
ach. Some of the imagery is 
super disturbing even if the mes­
sage is well-intentioned. 

Lieberman gets good support 
from his actors, which include a 
deft tum by Amanda Plummer 
as the clueless mom. I hate to 
pick on kids but one must allow 
that Alexander Brickell, cast as 
Dougie, is not in the same 
league as say, Lawrence Olivier, 
but he does manage a few 
believable moments. 

What's most important here 
is the mes age that technology is 
fun but we should note that it 
ought to be used sparingly and 
should never become more 
powerful to your children than 
we are as living examples of 
how one should behave. Truth 
be told my 5-year-old son is 
often 10 minutes into his latest 
game before my my wife bonks 
me on the bead with the side of 
the box which proclaims that it 
is only suitable for teens. 
Luckily I started getting better at 
scanning the box before I saw 
this film. Lieberman does go a 
little overboard with his theme. 
Setting the film on a remote 
island is overkill and boarders 
on sledge hammering the theme 
of isolation ad nauseum. 

Lieberman bas always 
included messages in his films 
and this one comes close to 
rivaling his first feature, "Blue 
Sunshine." That one, from 1976, 
just got a DVD release and is 
also worth your time. It targets 
the use of recreational drugs and 
follows the fates of six friends 
who dropped some homemade 
acid in college. Thms out the 
stuff never leaves your system 
and 10 years later you lose all of 
your hair and quickly proceed to 
the next symptom of becoming a 
full-fledged homicidal maniac.

12 volts, two engineers and 
one Ignorant teacher 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I am a junior in high school. 

In my pby ics class, the teacher 
claimed that you could be elec­
trocuted by touching a car's bat­
tery tenninals. I started laughing 
and said I know from experi­
ence that there is no way you 
could die from a car banery. She 
said I must have been very 
lucky. It makes me mad, 
because everyone believes her 
just because she's the teacher. I 
even asked my dad, and he said 
maybe it would make your heart 
flutter if you touched both ter­
minals to your chest while pour­
ing water over yourself. Who is 
right? - Duell 

TOM: You and your dad are 
right, Duell. While a car banery 
has enough amperage (electrical 
power) to kill you, it doesn't 
have enough voltage (electrical 
force - to push the electrons 
through your body) to do the 
job. Your body is just not con­
ductive enough to be fned by 12 

• 

volt . 
RAY: If you were made of 

metal, like C-3PO, 12 volts 
would crisp your circwts. But 
the human body's resistance is 
much higher than that of metal . 

TOM: The danger from car 
batteries is not so much electro­
cution as it is explosion. If you 
touch both terminals with a 
metal wrench, for instance, you 
can create a spark that can ignite 
hydrogen gas in the battery. 
That can send pieces of banery 
and battery acid flying every­
where. 

RAY: Which is why my 
brother's face looks like it does. 

TOM: Now, what you've just 
seen in action in the classroom, 
Duell, is the difference between 
theoretical physics and applied 
physics. Your teacher knows all 
about electrical theory - that's 
theoretical knowledge. 

RAY: Your father, on the 
other hand. has tripped off his 
shirt, laid hi bare chest on a 
pair of battery terminals, and 
turned the ho e on himself. 
That's applied physics - and

RAY: Now, my brother and I 
both have degrees from MIT, 
one of the finest engineering 
schools in the world. And we'd 
both taken electrical engineer­
ing courses. But we sat there for 
an hour as it got darker and 
darker, unable to decide if we 
should attach the dangling wire, 
or if doing so would electrocute 
us and bum down the house. 

TOM: As we sat there in the 
dark, debating the possible out­
come , some knucklehead who 
lived downstairs carne bounding 
into the room and asi':ed, "What 
are you guys doing sitting in the 
dark?"

Now you need to learn the theo­
retical, so you can explain to 
your teacher exactly WHY he 
doesn't know diddly squat. And 
then you can go back to using 
your practical knowledge with 
the principal to try to get your­
self out of detention for that one. 
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
