Gas or education? 
by LEE S. WISHING Ill 

Gas prices, as everyone knows, are on the rise. The jump has affect· 
ed just about everyone, certainly anyone with a car. Yet, the rise has 
also had an impact on the mo t unexpected areas, such as, of all thing , 
private Christian education. 

Families who are paying for private Christian education are feeling 
the pinch of high gas prices. The rise comes at a time when private K-
12 schools around the nation are re·enrolling children for the upcoming 
academic year. My guess is that most schools have had to raise the cost 
of tuition due in part to the rising costs of energy. Many moms and dads 
are feeling the pain at the gas pump and in their heating bills and are 
asking themselves, "Is it worth it?" My wife asked me this question. 

My wife, my wonderful partner and mother of our four children, 
knows that our core beliefs are important because they have ramifica· 
tions for all of life. Persons with a truly well-rounded education will 
possess an education based on their faith (a Christian faith in our case) 
and that education will measure the influential ideas of the ages against 
the presuppositions of their faith. Why is this important? Christians 
believe that as sinners we fall short of God's standards for living, yet we 
eek to lead lives in conformity to God. Christians will be much more 
uccessful in this pursuit, and less prone to spending years wandering 

down the wrong paths of life, if their education is based on the princi­
ple of their faith. 

This, of course, has implications beyond the personal live of those 
possessing a rigorous Christian education, because the lives of tho e 
Christians will affect others. A few Christian-educated children, I hope. 
will ri e to position of leadership - with like-minded spouses at their 
side - because our lives in both the eternal and temporal worlds are 
profoundly important. 

In a recent Wall Street Journal article, Bernard Lewis, the preerrunent 
Western scholar of Islam, compared the era of World War II to today. 
Lewis is a Brit who erved in British intelligence during World War 11. 
He said: 

''In J 940. we knew who we were, we knew who the enemy was, we 
knew the danger and the is ues. In our i land, we knew we would pre­
vail, that the Americans would be drawn into the fight. It i different 
today. We don't know who we are, we don't know the issues, and we 
still do not understand the nature of the enemy. .. . II may be that 
Western culture will indeed go: The Jack of conviction of many of tho e 
who should be its defenders and the passionate intensity of its accu cr 
may well join to complete its destruction. But if it does go, the men and 
women of all the continents will thereby be impoverished and endan· 
gered." 

Of course, radical Islam i just one enemy and one struggle we face 
in this world. We face many others that wreak poverty and danger. Read, 
for example, Heritage Foundation Vice President Rebecca Hagelin's 
book, "Home Invasion: Protecting Your Family in a Culture That's Gone 
Stark Raving Mad," or New York Times writer Ja on DeParle' 
"American Dream: Three Women, Ten Kids, and a Nation' Drive to 
End Welfare." But the point i this: I believe that Christian education i 
the best tool to prepare children to be good tewards of their own lives 
and of this world because, as Proverbs states: ''The fear of the Lord is 
the beginning of knowledge.'' What we base education on is important. 
Chri tian education gives children hope and clarity of mind. 

A Christian education gives children hope because they learn that 
God loves them. They learn that they are valuable, because they are 
made in God' image and that He has a purpose for them and for their 
friends. They learn that they are not perfect and that sin and evil do 
exist. They learn that they should live unselfish lives in service to others. 
They learn that there is purpose to life because God is present in all of 
life - we find God in math, the sciences, economics, languages, litera­
ture and history. They learn that they have an obligation to make the 
world the best it can be. And they learn that freedom is important 
because, when men and women are free to use their God·given talents, 
they are best able to contribute to their well·being and to that of others. 

Moms and dads, grandfathers and grandmothers, gas prices are going 
up ... and Bernard Lewis says we don't know who we are. Clarity of 
mind comes at a high price, but our children and our nation are worth it.

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Unsweetening our students 
Kid are fatter today than they once 

were. Lifestyle change are doubtless to 
blame. One such change involves the 
ready availability of sugar·rich soda in 
many schools, where formerly the choic­
es were just water and milk. 

Happily, that trend may be reversed. 
In a deal brokered by former President 
Clinton and the American Heart 
Association, the big makers of soft 
drinks have agreed to a strategic retreat 
from the nation's schools. The pact ban­
ishes almost all soft drinks from ele­
mentary and middle schools and per­
mits only diet soda, sports drinks, tea 
and flavored water in h.igh chools, so 
long as they don't exceed 100 calories 
per bottle. 

Both ides deserve credit for hammer~ 
ing out this deal, which will be phased in 
over four years ~ to give a chance for 
soda contract to expire. True, the sacri­
fice isn't likely as great as it may appear 
at first blush for the soft drink compa· 
nies. They do make low.calorie drink 
that still would pass muster. Thus, they 
could keep their brand names in high 
school . Accustoming kid to the brands 
seems to have been the chief motive for 
the sale of carbonated beverages in 
school in the first place. 

But ales. enlightened industry, taking 
umbrage at any attempt by outsider to 
meddle in its affairs, would have. circled 
its delivery trucks and tried to fight off 
change. So give the soft drink industry 
plaudits for its farsightedness. No, this 
step alone won't work magic. The ale of 
soda in chools is but one of many fac­
tors behind the outbreak of obe ity 
among children. Super-sized fast food 
has helped to create a super-sized gener­
ation. Also, kid ju t don't get the exer· 
cise they once did. 

The agreement will hardly banish 
soda from children· diets. They likely 

drink the beverage at home and else­
where. And, as high school students told 
the Journal Sentinel, banning the sale of 
soda at schools means that many kids 
will simply buy the beverage at nearby 
stores. Still, not having the drinks within 
as easy a reach as they are now should 
cut down to some extent on consump­
tion, at lea t during chool hours. 

At the same time, schools ought to 
consider mounting educational cam­
paigns for students and parents to 
encourage healthy diets, including the 
avoidance of ugar, for children. Don't 
looks matter to teens? Perhaps computer 
software could project from current pha. 
tos of tudents the unhealthy blobs they 
could become on a sugar diet and the fit 
and trim figures that a healthy diet, along 
with exerci e. could produce. 

And, yes, schools have a role to play 
in exerci e. They must reverse two fat-

tening trends: the elimination of both 
outdoor recess and physical education. 
Schools ~ grade and middle schools espe­
cially - can also insist that children not 
bring soda from home for educational 
reasons. After banning soda sales three 
years ago, Wisconsin's Appleton Area 
School District noticed that tudents 
reported fewer headaches, had fewer di -
cipline problems and appeared more 
attentive. Soft drink companies often 
gave cash·strapped schools a good deal 
of money for exclusive vending machine 
rights. How the deal will affect tho e 
contracts is hard to say now. But to it 
surprise, Appleton didn't lo e money 
when it got rid of its oda machines. The 
school substituted the sale of healthy 
snacks, which proved popular • a tack 
other districts may want to follow.

Special Judge William J. 
Wehr scheduled a hearing for 
9:30 a.m. EDT on Fnday. 

Fletcher aid last month that 
he no longer has an e-mail 
account, opting in~tead for text 
mes ,aging on a BlackBerry 
device paid for by his campaign 
committee. 

E-mails are at the core of an 
ongoing special grand jury 
investigation into allegations 
that the Flercher administration 
rewarded political supporterf, 
with state jobs after he took 
office two years ago. 

A grand jury bt:gan investi· 
gating tasl May after a 
Transportation Cabinet person­
nel officer tumed oYer hundred~ 
of internal admini rration e­
mails. and memo!> t\) the auome) 
general's office. 

So far, the special grand JUry 
has indicted 13 current or for­
mer administration Qfficial· and 
a sociates for violating ~tate 
personnel law!.. Retcher issued 
a blanket pardon for everyDne 
who has been or might be indict­
ed in the case with one excep· 
tion - he did not pardon him­
self.

Fletcher had the BlackBerry 
until they read about it in news­
paper articles, White:, ·aid. 

Whites said the gm'ernor 
began ur.ing the BlackBerry la~t 
year. at about the same time he 
was subpoenaed to testify before 
the special grand jury. He ~aid 
the device is paid for by the 
Kentucky Republican Party. 

The grand jury was expected 
to disband next week. but 
Whites said Monday that may 
no~ happen. 

"We've been cautioning the 
governor's lawyers f01 a week 
or two that if they fail to turn 
over thi evidenc:e. we may have 
to extend the term of the grand 
Jury," he said.

1. Voter completes the "Voter Assistance Form" (SBE-31) com­

pletely, including the reason assistance is needed, and signs 
name. 

2. If any person other than the election judges assists the 
voter, that person must complete the portion of the form 
which is an OATH that the assitor will operate the machine 
as directed by the voter AND this OATH must be attested by 
the Clerk signing. 

3. If the election judges assist the voter, the Democratic and 
Republican Judges must sign the OATH at the bottom, 
BOTH JUDGES will enter the machine with the voter, where 
in the presence of each other, the machine is operated in 
accordance with the directions of the voter. 

4. Election officers should list the name of each assisted voter 
on the 'Record of Assisted Voters' (SBE-31 A) form which 
should be returned with the election material as instructed. 

VOTER MAY MAKE APPLICATION FOR 
PERMANENT ASSISTANCE TO VOTE 
There is a portion of this form where the voter may request the 

Board of Elections to certify the voter as needing permanent 
assistance due to blindness or other physical disability. If the 

Board approves the voter's request, voter will have permanent 
certification, relieving the VOTER ONLY from the responsibility 
of completing the oath. Even if a voter is certified for permanent 
assistance, the assistor(s) must still complete and sign their por­
tion of the Oath. 

Violations of the laws regarding Assistance to Vote should be 
reported to the Board of Elections immediately, and noted on 
the "Precinct Election Sheriff's Post Election Report" (SBE-53) 

ELECTIONEERING 
Electioneering is PROHIBITED WITHIN 300 FEET* of any 
entrance to a building in which a voting machine is located, if 
that entrance is unlocked and used by voters on election day. 

Electioneering is defined by law as: 
1. Display of signs 
2. Distribution of campaign literature, cards or 

handbills

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Unbeaten Barbaro takes the Derby with

"Good horses make good rid­
er and good horses make good 
trainers:· \1ichael Matz said. 

They also make good tories, 
and this certainly is one. 

A hard-charging Barbaro gal­
loped inlo the lead at the top of 
the stretch and won the 
Kentucky Derby by a stunning 6 
I /2 lengths Saturday. giving 
Matz his first Derby victory and 
jockey Edgar Prado his first 
winning ride. 

The trainer's joyous day 
came nearly 17 years after he 
led three children to safety with­
in minutes after United Airlines 
flight 232 from Denver to 
Chtcago cartwheelcd down a 
runway, caught fire and kidded 
to a top in an Iowa cornfield. 

The two brother and their 
sister, now grown, joined Matz 
in the grandstand at Churchill 
Downs. where they cheered the 
strapping bay colt onto his sixth 
consecutive win. 

"There's always anxious 
moments, but Edgar's ridden 
him beautifully every time,'' 
Matz said. 

Given a masterful ride by 
Prado, the Barbaro beat a full 
field of 20 3-yea.r-old -con id­
cred one of the toughest in 
years. 

With Sinister Minister and 
Keyed Entry etting the pace. 
Barbaro settled in right outside 
the leaders after his brief stum­
ble out of the No. 8 gate. He 
made his powerful move around 
the far tum, just as he had in 
winning his first five races. 

And even though he was 
making only his fir l start in five 
weeks. the Florida Derby win­
ner had plenty left in the tank as 
he lengthened his lead over run­
ner-up Bluegrass Cat and helped 
Prado into the winner's circle on 
his seventh try. 

After the hor. e righted him­
self after the stumble, Prado 
said. "1 was very confident and 
it was just a matter of time when 
I could turn him loose. And 
when I turned him loose, he was 
like a rocket. 

"[ didn't have any doubt 
about the kind of horse he is." 

Steppenwolfer was third, and 
there was a dead heat for fourth 
between Brother Derek and 
Jazil. 

Barbaro became the sixth 
undefeated winner, following 
Smarty Jones in 2004. 

Trainer Bob Baffert had three 
horses in the tield. but failed in 
his attempt to wm his fourth 
Derby: Point Determined was 
ninth, Sinister Minister was 
16th and Bob and John was 
17th. 

Sent off as the 6-l second 
choice by the crowd of 157,536 
_ the econd largest in Derby 
history - Barbaro covered the 1 
1/4 miles in 2:01.36, well off 
Secretariat's record of 1:59 2/5 
in 1973. 

The margin of victory was 
the largest since Assault won by 
a record-tying eight lengths in 
1946. There other Derby win­
ners won by eight lengths. 

The son of Dynaformer, 
owned by Gretchen and Roy 
Jackson's Lael Farm, returned 
$14.20. $8 and $6. Bluegrass 
Cat, trained by Todd Pletcher, 
returned $28.40 and $15.40. 
Steppcnwolfer paid $7.80 to 
show. 

Showing Up was sixth, fol­
lowed by Sweetnorthernsaint, 
the surprise 5-1 favorite, Deputy 
Glitters, Point Determined, 
Seaside Retreat, Storm 
Treasure, Lawyer Ron, Cause to 
Believe, Flashy Bull, Private 
Vow. Sinister Minister, Bob and 

John, A.P. Warrior, Sharp 
Humor and Keyed Entry. 

Barbaro earned $1,453,200 
to boost his career earnings to 
$2,302,200. 

If Barbaro goes on to win the 
Preakness in two weeks, the 
stage would be set for a fourth 
Triple Crown try in the past five 
year at the Belmont Stakes on 
June 10. War Emblem in 2002, 
Funny Cide in '03 and Smarty 
Jone in '04 each won the Derby 
and Preakness, but came up 
short in the last race. 

"He's a very nice horse," 
Prado said, "and hopefully we 
can win a Triple Crown."

Matz also became the fourth 
straight fJ.r t-time Derby trainer 

to win the race, following Jolfu 
Shirreffs with Giacomo, John 
Servis with Smarty Jone. and 
Barclay Tagg with Funny Cide. 

"It's a great, great, great feel~ 
ing," Matz said.

Breathing natural gas Is not harmful as long as there 
is adequate air to breath along with it. Natural gas will not burn by itself. Combustion can occur only wheh there is a mixture of gas 
and air containing between 5 percent and 15 percent natural gas and between 95 percent and 85 percent air. Because of its unique 
qualities of being lighter than air with a narrow band of combustion, natural gas is one of the safest energy sources available. It is 
also one of the most economical sources. Understanding and following safety procedures will make natural gas an even safer choice. 

THE POTENTIAL HAZARDS OF NATURAL GAS 

Gas accidents can be avoided if you understand the potential hazards. 
{1) FIRE 
Natural gas can be a fire hazard, if you let it. Don't let it. A very hot stove, open flame or pilot light can ignite any combustible 
materials that happen to be near. Keep paper, curtains, paints, solvents, etc., away from gas applicances. 

{2) EXPLOSION

To our knowledge, these dangJ~ous uncoat· 
ed brass connectors have not been made for more than 20 years, but many of them are still in use. The older these connectors get, 
the greater the possibility of failure. 

Although not all uncoated connectors have this flaw, it is very difficult to tell which ones do. Therefore, any uncoated brass con­
nector should be replacced immediately with either a new plastic-coated brass or a new stainless steel connector.

The work of America's 2.9 million 
registered nurses to save lives and to 
maintain the health of millions of indi­
viduals is the focus of this year's 
National Nurses Week, celebrated annu­
aUy May 6-12 throughout the United 
States. 

"Nurses Strength, Commitment, 
Compassion" is the theme for 2006. 
National Nurses Week opens on May 6, 
the traditional National Nurses Day. 

Annually, National Nurses Week 
begins on May 6, marked as RN 
Recognition Day, and ends on May 12, 
the birthday of Florence Nightingale, 
founder of nursing as a modem profes­
sion. During this week, registered nurses 
in (your city, tate, or district) will be 
honored by (list activities here, such a 
rallies, community health screenings, 
childhood immunization efforts, dinners, 
receptions, hospital events, etc.). These 
public events will be held (list locations, 
dates and times). 

In honor of National Nurses Week and 
RN Recognition Day, registered our es 

around the country arc encouraged to 
wear the official "RN Pin." The pin can 
be purchased by calling (800) 445-0445. 
In addition to wcanng the RN Pin, nurs- · 
es will be asked to dress in uniform on 
that day. 

ANA, through its 54 constituent mem­
ber associations advances the nursing 
profession by fostering high standards of 
nursing practice, promoting economic 
and general welfare, promoting a positive 
and realistic view of nursing, and lobby­
ing Congress and the regulatory agencies 
on health care issues affecting nurses and 
the public. 

Traditionally, National Nurses Week 
is devoted to highlighting the diverse 
ways in which registered nurses, the 
large t health care profe sian, are work­
ing to improve health care. From bedside 
nursing in hospitals and long-term care 
facilities to the halls of research institu­
tions, state legislatures, and Congress, 
the depth and breadth of the nursing pro­
fession is meeting the expanding health 
care needs of American society.

Apparently, a bill 
for a National Nurse Week was 
introduced in the 1955 
Congress, but no action was 
taken Congress discontinued 
its practice of joint resolutions 
for national weeks of various 
kinds. 

• 1972 -Again a resolution 
was presented by the House of 
Representatives for the 
President to proclaim "National 
Registered Nurse Day." ll did 
not occur. 

• 1974- In January of that 
year, the International Council 
of Nurses proclaimed that May 
12 would be "International 
Nurse Day." (May 12 is the 
birthday of Florence 
Nightingale.) Since 1965, the 
ICN has celebrated 
"International Nurse Day.'' 

• 1974 - In February of 
that year, a week was designated 
by the White House as National 
Nurse Week, and President 
Nixon issued a proclfimation. 

• 1978 - New Jer ey 
Governor Brendan Byrne 
declared May 6 as "Nurses 
Day." Edward Scanlan, of Red 
Bank, N.J., took up the cause to 
perpetuate the recognition of 
nurses in his state. Mr. Scanlan 
had this date listed in Chase's 
Calendar of Annual Events. He

• 1982 In February, the 
ANA Board of Directors formal­
ly acknowledged May 6, 1982 
as "National Nurses Day." The 
action affirmed a joint tesolu­
tion of the United States 
Congress designating May 6 as 

"National Recognition Day for 
Nurses." 

• 1982- President Ronald 
Reagan signed a proclamation 
on March 25, proclaiming 
"National Recognition Day for 
Nurses" to be May 6. 1982. 

• 1990 - The ANA Board 
of Directors expanded the 
recognition of nurses to a week­
long celebration, declaring May 
6 - 12, 1991, as National Nurses 
Week. 

• 1993 -The ANA Board 
of Directors designated May 6 -
12 as permanent dates to 
observe National Nurses Week 
in 1994 and in all subsequent 

years. 
• 1996-The ANA initiated 

"National RN Recognition Day" 
on May 6, L 996, to honor the 
nation's indispensable regis­
tered nurses for their tireless 
commitment 365 days a year. 
The ANA encourages its state 
and terri toria1 nurse associa­
tions and other organizations to 
acknowledge May 6, 1996 as 
''National RN Recognition 
Day." 

• 1997 -The ANA Board 
of Directors, at the request of 
the National Student Nurses 
Association, designated May 8 
as National Student Nurses Day.
