INSPECTION PER OD 
FOR THE PROPERTY TAX 

ASSESSMENT ROLL 
The Floyd County real property tax roll will be opened for inspection from May 17 
through June 2, 2006, under the supervision of the property valuation administrator or 
one of the deputies; any person may inspect the tax roll. 
This is the January 1, 2006, assessment on which state, county and school taxes for 
2006 will be due about September 15, 2006. 
The tax roll is in the office of the property valuation administrator in the county court­
house and may be inspected between the hours 8:00a.m. and 4:00p.m. 
Any taxpayer desinng to appeal an assessment on real property made by the PVA 
must first request a conference with the PVA or a designated deputy. The conference 
may be held prior to or during the inspection period. 
Any taxpayer still aggrieved by an assessment on real property, after the conference 
with the PVA or designated deputy may appeal to the county board of assessment 
appeals. 
The taxpayer can appeal his assessment by filing in person or sending a letter or other 
written petition stating the reasons for appeal, identifying the property and stating the 
taxpayer's opinion of the fair cash value of the property. 
The appeal must be filed wtth the county clerk's office no later than one work day 
following the conclusion of the inspection period. 
Any taxpayer failing to appeal to the county board of assessment appeals, or failing to 
appear before the board, either in person or by designated representative, will not be 
eligible to appeal directly to the Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals. 
Appeals of personal property assessments shall not be made to the county board of 
assessment appeals. Personal property taxpayers shall be served notice under the 
provisions of KRS 132.450(4) and shall have the protest and appeal rights granted 
under the provisions of KRS 131.110. 
The following steps should be taken when a taxpayer does not agree with the 
assessed value of personal property as determined by the office of property valuation 
administrator 
(1) He must list under protest (for certification) what he believes to be the fair cash 

value of his property. 
(2) He must file a written protest directly with the Department of Revenue, Office of 

Property Valuation within 30 days from the date of the notice of assessment. 
(3) This protest must be in accordance with KRS 131.11 0. 

• (4) The final decision of the Department of Revenue may be appealed to the Kentucky 
Board of Tax Appeals.

Rocky Mountain News, Denver. on the soda deal: 
What's not to like about the promise by three large soft-drink compa­

nies to remove sweetened drinks from . chool in order to fight childhood 
obesity? 

Jt wa brokered privately without the u ual political grandstanding 
and compromise, and one of the negotiators was former President 
Clinton. That's a nice touch, as he know something about weight prob­
lem ·. 

A voluntary. free-market solution to what could have been a brutal 
political fight? Ala . not quite. Behind the scenes were threats of law­
uits. 

And the threat continue hould school boards not quickly amend 
their contracts with suppliers to reflect the deal. 

Under the agreement. Coca-Cola, PepsiCo Inc. and Cadbury­
Schweppes (Dr Pepper, Snapple), which together control about 90 per­
cent of chool sales. agreed to erve elementary schools only bottled 
water. low-fat milk and 100 percent fruit juice in 8-ounce containers or 
smaller. It' the same deal in middle school, except with a 10-ounce 
limit. ... 

This move didn't come out of the blue. A few states and many chool 
district ... have begun moving away from carbonated drinks - a legiti­
mate political response to shifting public opinion. 

Unfortunately, perhaps the main motivation for a national agreement 
was that drink companies had been negotiating with trial lawyers and 
"public intere t" groups, which had threatened to sue if an arrangement 
wasn't reached. 

On what ground would such a suit be based? A Washington attorney 
who regularly ue deep-pocketed companies whose products he deems 
unhealthy cited various tort theorie . They include negligence, breach of 
fiduciary duty and, perhap his favorite, intentional ton, which "permits 
the awarding of punitive damages.·· 

Even the latest agreement doe n't eliminate posstble litigation against 
school district , he emphasiLed - and never mind that districts were not 
party to the negotiations. 

Individuals and institutions hould be free to shift diets and menus to 
match per onal or consumer ta tes and values. Most other improvements 
to human welfare manage to flower without mandates from courts. 

But some lawyers and con umer groups disagree. They insist on try­
ing to impose their vision of dietary virtue on the rest of us through legal 
coercion. And their preliminary ucces with oft drinks is only an open­
.ing skinni h. All manner of fast food will be in their sights next. 

The Democrat and Chronicle, Rochester. N.Y., on America's geo­
graphic knowledge: 

Half of American · age 18 to 24- can't locate New York on a map, 
according to a survey conducted in December and January for the 
National Geographic Society. Sixty percent can't find Iraq. 

What's worse, most of those surveyed don't care. How many respon­
dents thought it was important to know the location of countries in the 
news? Sadly. fewer than 30 percent. 

It's not surprising that young people in the world's richest and most 
powerful country can get away with those kinds of attitudes. But it is 
cary. 

Thi i not ju. t about geography. Lack of knowledge about other 
countrie and other cultures will hurt anyone who wants to make it in an 
increasingly global economy. And people who are happy to remain igno­
rant and isolated can be easily manipulated, leading to xenophobia, prej­
udice and wor e. 

If 30 percent of Americans believe that the world's most heavily forti­
fied border lies between the United States and Mexico, as this survey 
suggests, it will be very difficult to have an intelligent national di cus­
sion about immigration policy. 

National leaders should be concerned that only 14 percent of the peo­
ple whore ponded to thi survey think ·peaking another language is an 
important kill. Federal agencies are desperate for diplomats, military 
personnel and translators who are fluent in languages like Arabic, Farsi 
and Chine e. 

National Geographic i planning a multimedia campaign that will try 
to expand geographic options for children 8 to 17. Ideally, the maps, 
materials and programming 11 produces will make geography more inter­
esting to young Americans. 

Meanwhile. parents and teachers should do what they can to fill the 
gaps in knowledge and in the de ire for knowledge revealed by this sur­
vey. We live in a large and wondrous world. Young people ought to 
know more about it.

Hays and his wife, Brenda Hays, were 
convicted of mail fraud charges for submit­
ting false campaign reports in the same case.

!!~ tern Kentucky - nearly 99 
l)ercent white. 

The numbers may seem dis­
couraging to some immigrants 
l]irting with politics, but not to 
the ones on this year's ballot. 
They've faced harsher circum-
ranees.

As a young doctor in 
l3 ganda, Purohit (pronounced

"There' a certain character­
i tic about folks who find their 
way to the United States,'' he 
said. ''They're elf-motivated, 
they're hard workers. They've 
come here for a rea on and have 
a real belief in the ystem." 

However, succe s in winning 
elections takes more than love 
for your state and country. 
Politics tn Kentucky has tradi­
tionally been "about personal 
ties, about families, about kin," 
Gershtenson ~aid. 

"When you have an individ­
ual who doe n't have strong his­
torical ties to the county, lhat 
makes it very difficult.'' 

"Certainly, if it' a name that 
looks foreign, that is a major 
strike against you,•· he added. 
·'Not to say Kentuckians are 
overly prejudiced or bigoted, 
but this is kind ofthe way things 
have been." 

For example, De kins 
believes being born and raised 
in the county with a son also in 
politicl> gives him a big edge in 
the race. 

"To me, it's very important to 
be a lifelong re idem," said 
Deskins. ''I'm 76 years old and 
the people know my back­
ground."

SAD BUT TRUE 
As human populations continue to 
grow and the demand for land and 
natural resources increases, the 
stresses on nature also grow. 
Habitat loss, over-harvesting, climate 
change, pollution and the introduction 
of non-native species to new areas 
are resulting in the extinction and 
endangerment of many species. It is 
estimated that extinctions ar~ occur­
ring 100 to 1,000 times faster than 
they would naturally (without damag­
ing human activities). 

The Alliance for Zero Extinction 
(AZE) has identified 595 global sites 
that represent the last refuge of one or 
more of the most highly endangered 
species.

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• Spontaneous collapsed lung 
common in tall, thin, young men

Most spontaneous pneumothorax 
cases in your son's age group are clas­
sified as primary. This means that 
there are no underlying lung diseases. 
This type of pneumothorax is seen 
most often in tall, thin men between 
the ages of 20 and 40. Frequently, it's 
caused by the rupture of a mall cyst­
like structure in the lung. And, while 
they do not have known lung disease, 
over 91 percent of people with prima­
ry spontaneous pneumothorax are 
smokers. This type of pneumothorax 
occurs in men six times more fre­
quently than in women. 

arrives in the hospital emergency 
dep~tment, be or she is holding the 
chest, slightly short of breath, pale 
and sweaty. The sufferer ha rapid 
pulse and respirations . An astute 
physician will make a presumptive 
diagnosis by listening to the chest, but 
a chest C-T scan is the most reliable 
diagnostic test. A plain chest X-ray 
can be used to make the diagnosis, but 
it's slightly less reliable. 

There i. a recurrence rate in the 
first six month · to three years of 
about 25 percent. Smokers should 
take a pneumothorax incident as their 
body's early warning signal to stop 
smoking immediately. Also, air trr -
el or travel to remote areas should e 
restricted until the pneumothorax i · 
completely healed.

Que tion: Recently my son 
had a collapsed lung. He 
was away at college when 

this ned. He aid it ju t hap-
pened while he wa tudying. He i 
okay now, but J would like to know 
more about this. Will it happen 
again? What cau edit? No one in our 
family has ever had this happen. 

Answer: Pneumothorax is the 
medical term for a collapsed 
lung. This word i a combi-

nation of "pneuma" meaning air and 

Eyes 

"thorax" referring to the chest cavity. 
It is, therefore, air trapped within the 
chest cavity -but not within the lungs 
themselves. The air, or gas, can get 
intothis space if there is a bole in the 
lung. 

There are several different types of 
pneumothorax. One basic division is 
between traumatic and spontaneous. 
Traumatic pneumothorax is caused by 
injury. Spontaneous pneumothorax, 
which is what I will be focusing on in 
today's column, develops without any 
traumatic injury to the chest or lung. 

As with your son, spontaneous 
pneumothorax usually occurs at rest, 
and sometimes, even during sleep. 
There is an acute onset of shortness of 
breath as well as harp chest pain that 
often radiates to the shoulder on the 
affected side. When the patient

Once the diagnosis is made, the 
patient is given oxygen and admitted 
to the hospital, at least for observa­
tion. Sometimes a needle is placed 
into the airspace and the air is drawn 
out. If the amount of air is large, the 
patient may need a chest tube. It 
takes about l 0 days for a pneumotho­
rax to heal completely. Most people 
are out of the hospital in two or three 
days. 

Though probably not applicable to 
your son's case, there i another type 
of spontaneous pneumothorax called 
secondary. This is more common in 
older people. It is seen most often as 
a complication of chronic ob tructivc 
pulmonary disease (COPD). Other 
lung disease that can be 

associated with secondary sponta­
neous pneumothorax include: tuber­
culosis, pneumonia, asthma, cystic 
fibrosis, whooping cough, inter titial 
lung disease, and lung cancer.
