Editorial roundup 
The Denver Post, on NSA and data mining: 
Uncle Sam may have your number, or, more specifically, all the 

phone numbers you've called. 
USA Today reported last week that the National Security 

Agency has, for more than four years, been building a database of 
the phone records of millions of Americans. Hints of such work 
had been circulating, but the story raised an uproar in Washington 
and questions around the country. 

"We are not mining or trolling through the personal lives of 
innocent Americans," President Bush said Thursday, while giving 
no details of the program nor taking any questions. 

Such bland assurances aren't enough to explain such an 
unprecedented government data-collection effort. 

The program relies on the nation's telephone giants. AT&T, 
Verizon and Be11South reportedly have been giving records to the 
NSA since shortly after Sept. 11. 

Uncle Sam apparently doesn't have the phone records of 
Coloradans and others in the region who use Qwest. The company 
declined to participate because then-CEO Joe Nacchio was leery 
of the government's claim that it did not need a court order to col­
lect data. 

The database apparently is analyzed for patterns that might help 
identify terrorist networks. 

But the news prompted Vermont Democratic Sen. Patrick 
Leahy to ask: "Are you telling me that tens of millions of 
Americans are involved with al-Qaeda?" 

By itself, the database program raises serious questions. 
But concern is heightened against the background of the NSA's 

warrantless surveillance of communications between Americans 
and people overseas. The president has defended that eavesdrop­
ping as necessary for national security and bas stonewalled 
Congress' attempts to obtain more infonnation. Thankfully, 
Republican Sen. Arlen Specter is continuing to question the con­
stitutionality of the program and why the government feels it's 
necessary, given that there's a special court to approve such war-

. rants and a provision in the law that enables warrants to be 
obtained up to 72 hours after surveillance has begun. Specter, who 
chairs the Senate Judiciary Committee, is now also questioning 
this massive gathering of phone records. Specter plans to call the 
phone companies before his committee "to find out exactly what 
is going on." 

We're anxious to hear what they have to say. 
'The privacy that we hold dear in this country is at stake. 

Congress should demand answers, and the Bush administration 
should be forthcoming with its response. 

Akron (Ohio) Beacon Journal, on government-monitored phone 
calls: 

This is a time of war. If our enemies and their associates are 
making calls in or out of the country, we want to know whom 
they are calling and what they are saying. A surveillance program, 
narrowly focused to identify terrorist activities, does not constitute 
a broad assault on civil liberties. 

These arguments - which sound reasonable at first pass - have 
been made repeatedly since December in relation to the National 
Security Agency's secret surveillance of international calls and e­
mails. They have surfaced again since the report Thursday in USA 
Today that the NSA bas created, again secretly and without judi­
cial warrant, a massive database of the land.line and cell phone 
records of millions of Americans, with the cooperation of three of 
the nation's largest telecommunications companies, AT&T, 
Verizon and BellSouth .... 

It is imperative to gather intelligence that would identify and 
help thwart terrorist activities. The question is whether the intelli­
gence operations strike the appropriate balance, pursuing national 
security within the limits of the law ....

Sexually-oriented 

business regulations 
sweep state 

Three years ago most Kentucky 
counties were vulnerable to sexually ori­
ented businesses (SOB's- the term used 
by legal experts to denote porn hop , 
strip clubs, and X-rated theatres) mostly 
because few had regulations to discour­
age them from moving in. 

But that's history. 
Since 2004, 84 of the state's 120 

counties joined the 15 others that 
already had regulations and have enact­
ed tough laws to discourage SOB's from 
encroaching on their communities. 
Several other counties are poised to pass 
similar restrictions in the near future, 
making Kentucky one of the most strin­
gently regulated places (at the local 
level) in the nation. So far, 99 
Kentucky counties have solid SOB law 
which ban total nudity in strip clubs and 
keep dancers away from patrons; restrict 
minors; regulate operating hours; and 
require inspection and other minimum 
business standards. 

The regulations aren't just window 
dressing either as several have already 
bad a practical effect. In September of 

2004, a strip club opened in rural 
Muhlenberg County only to be promptly 
shut down after they were found in vio­
lation of an SOB law passed three 
months earlier. In August of 2005, 
another strip club attempted to open up 
in rural Graves County, but failed to 
overcome serious hurdles by a previous­
ly passed SOB ordinance. And most 
recently, an on-line adult toy store oper­
ating out of an apartment complex in 
Warren County was shut down in 
March. after it was found in violation of 
local restrictions. 

Local leaders have found many prac­
tical reasons to discourage SOB's: 
They endanger children, exploit women 
and threaten families. They decrease 
property values, increase crime and are 
blight to the community. Inevitably, the 
taxpayers pick up the tab because of 
increased law enforcement costs and the 
greater burden on the criminal justice 
system. 

The reality that a strip club or porn 
shop could legally open in someone's 
neighborhood or across the street from a 
school has raised more than eyebrows; it 
has prompted swift action by scores of 
local leaders across the state ranging 
from county judges and attorneys to 
magistrates and commissioners. 

But not all counties have been as for­
tunate.

In May 2004, a porn shop opened up 
across the street from a day care center in 
Knox County - several months before 
the county enacted an SOB ordinanc 
Larue County, Abraham Lincoln's birth­
place, is perhaps now better known to 1-
65 travelers as the place with a mega­
porn outlet decked with gaudy neon 
signs. And Har t County. home of 
Mammoth Cave National Park, now 
hosts a mammoth SOB which moved 
into a vacant mall and features strippers.

their future on.

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Kentucky Democrats hoping for Nove • er gams

FRANKFORT - Kentucky 
Democrats are hoping an indict­
ed Gov. Ernie Fletcher combined 
with the faltering popularity of 
President Bu h leads to political 
gains in November. 

Primary elections throughout 
the state on Tuesday set th~ polit­
ical matchup for the Nov. 7 gen­
eral election. 

With Fletcher indicted on 
misdemeanor charges for 
allegedly handing state jobs to 
political upporters, some 
Democrats . ay they're headed 
for a political resurgence in 
Kentucky. 

"Kentuckian are ready to 
give the leadership back to the 
Democratic Party," said Jerry 
Lundergan, state Democratic 
chainnan. 

Currently, Democrats hold a 
56-44 advantage in the Hou e. 
Republican havea21-16-l mar­
gin in the Senate. Both parties 
arc trying to at least maintain or 
build on those numbers in the 
November general election. 

La! t week, a Franklin County 
special grand jury indicted 
Fletcher on misdemeanor 
charge of criminal conspiracy, 
official mi ·conduct and violating 
a prohibition against poHtical 

Hedge 

discrimination. Fletcher, who in 
2003 was elected as Kentucky' 
first Republican governor in 
more than 30 years, has par­
doned his entire administration 
for any charges stemming from 
the yearlong investigation. The 
governor did not pardon himself. 

Meanwhile, Bush i experi­
encing unpopularity, as his 
approval ratings are at the lowest 
points in his presidency. 

House Speaker Jody 
Richard , D-Bowling Green, 
said those two ingredients could 
bode well for his party. 
Democrats were "in an unbeliev­
ably strong position," and aiming 
for a November gain of at least 
four seats in his chamber, 
Richards said. 

"We're in really good shape 
for the fall," Richards said. "And 
of course the governor's prob­
lem and the president's prob­
lems will be an advantage." 

Lundergan said he thought 
Democrats could pick up at least 
five slots in the General 
Assembly. 

"You're going to see just how 
big of a backlash both Fletcher 
and Bush are carrying within the 
state of Kentucky," Lundergan 
said. 

However, Michael 
Clingaman, executive director of 
the state GOP, said Republicans 

were ''very optimistic" them­
selves heading into the fall. GOP 
official were aiming to increase 
the Republican presence in both 
the House and Senate. 
Clingaman said. 

Still, Clingaman said 
Democrats should not extend the 
current political environment out 
through November. 

"In politic , six month is a 
lifetime, and anything can hap­
pen in a day, much le s six 
months," Clingaman said. "For 
them to base predictions off of 
the current envirorunent I think is 
foolish." 

It is po sible that Republicans 
can be hurt by the troubles both 
Fletcher and Bush are experienc­
ing, aid Kendra Stewart, an 
a sisrant political science profes­
sor at Ea tern Kentucky 
University. But it's too early to 
tell how it will play out, Stewart 
said. 

Approval ratings can change 
quickly, Stewart said The effects 
of Fletcher's political woes 
depend on how the public per­
ceives them at the election, she 
said. 

"lf people don't care about 
the allegations and they get to a 
point where they feel like the

An Ordinance Prohibiting the Keeping or Holding of Wildlife that have Been Identified by 
the Kentucky Department of Fish and Wlldllfe Resources as Inherently dangerous to Human 
Health and Safety. 
Be It Ordained by the Fiscal Court of Floyd County, Kentucky, as follows: 
Section 1-A new ordinance of the Floyd Court of Floyd County, Kentucky as follows: 
Section 1.1-Dangerous or Wild Animals. 
(a) The keeping or holding of wildlife that have been identified by the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources as inherently dangerous to human health and safety within any area 
of Floyd County is hereby prohibited and declared to be unlawful. This section shall not apply to 
any zoological garden accredited by the American Association of Zoological Parks and 
Aquariums, appropriately licensed theatrical exhibits, carnivals or circuses, any authorized 
wildlife rehabilitator or licensed veterinary hospital for purposes of treattng injured animals, or 
any federally-licensed research institution. 
(b) The Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources has declared the follwing species 
of wildlife to be inherently dangerous to human health and safety. 

(1) African buffalo (Syncerus Catfer); 
(2) Hippopotamus (Hippopotamus amphibious); 
(3) Hyenas (family Hyacnidae), all species except arrdwolves (Proteles cnstatus), 
(4) Honey badger or ratel (Melivora campensis) 
(5) Old world badger {Meles meles); 
(6) Lions, jaguars, leopards, or tigers (genus Panthers); 
(7) Clouded leopard (Ncolelis nebulosa); 
(8) Cheetah (Acinoyx, jubatus); 
(9) Elephants (family Rhinocerotidae); 
(10) Rhinoceroses (family Rhinocerotidae); 
(11) Gibbons or Siamangs (family Hylobatidae); 
(12) Orangutans, chimpanzees or gorillas (family) Pongidac); 
(13) Baboons, drills or mandrills..(genus Papio); 
(14) Macaques (Genus Macaca); 
(15) Celada baboon (Theopithecus gelada); 
(16) Cavials (family Crocodylidae); 
(17) Crocodiles (family Crocodylidae); 
(18) Alligators or caimans (family Alllgatoridae); 
(19) Sea snakes (family hydrophidao); 
(20) Cobras or coral snakes (family Elapidae); 
(21) Adders or vipers (family Viperae); 
(22) Venomous rear-fanged species (family Colubridae); 
(23) Gila monsters or beaded lizards (family Helodermatidae); 
(24) Komodo Dragon (Varanus Komodeonsis); 
(25) Bears (family Ursidac); 
(26) Wolf or wolf hybrids of over twenty-five percent wolf; 
(27) Cougar or Mountain lion (Felis Concolor); or 
(28) Any and all other Dangerous or Wild Animals as defined now, or In the future, by the 

Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 
Section II-This ordinance shall be effective on the date of passage.

my ard. I always feel that my 
homegrown vegetables are better than 
those that I buy at the grocery tore. Is 
there any proof that homegrown pro­
duce i better than the store-bought 
kind? What about home-canned food? 

An we:: This i a ~ifficult 
questLOn to an wer. m part, 
becau e medical research on 

nutrition is what scienti ts call .. longi-

tudinal." Trus means that it must be 
done over an extended period of time. 
In other word , a change in diet usual­
ly only causes a subtle change in health 
over many years. Looking at fine dif­
ferences between the nutrition of a veg­
etable depending on where and how it' 
grown adds another degree of difficul­
ty. Medical science may never be able 
to completely answer that question. 

De pite those limitations, there are 
orne factors to consider in attempting 

to an wer your question. Let's look at 
a few them. 

The greatest health is. ue associated 
with most foods is not related to their 
nutrition value but rather their risk of 
cau ing food poisoning from the bacte­
ria Clo tridium botulinum. The spores 
of this bacteria can withstand boiling 
temperatures for several hour ; and 
after cooling to room temperature, they 
can germinate and begin to produce 
toxin. Leaving the food at room tem­
perature for hour greatly increases the 
risk of toxin production. Then, this 
bacterial toxin-laced food becomes a 
potent poi on. Just tasting a small 
quantity of contaminated food can 
result in death. Even with the be t care 
available today. 20 percent of poisoned 
individuals die. 

lnge tion of improperly home­
proces ed vegetables, fruits, meats and 
eafood is the cause of most cases of 

botulism. Even fre h garden produce

can be contaminated with the ubiqui­
tous spores of C. botulinum and, there­
fore, can al o be the source of food­
borne botulism. 

Fortunately, the methods of food 
preparation and canning used in com­
mercial facilities make trus potentially 
fatal illness quite uncommon. Follow­
ing currently recommended home can­
ning methods - these are not neces­
sarily the same ones Mom used - al o 
greatly reduces the risk for home­
canned food. 

On the topic of flavor, however, the 
commercial foods usually place a dis­
tant second to homegrown fresh pro­
duce. Home-canned and frozen pro­
duce are usually equal to, or superior 
to, the best commercial products and 
often more flavorful. 

All commercial foods are grown 
with the use of pesticides, herbicides 

and fertilizers. Many of the products 
are then treated with other chenticals to 
reduce spoilage, improve appearance, 
or in other ways to increase the value of 
the prod1.1ct. The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture has determined a "~;afe 
level" for each of these products ana, in 
general, foods produced commercially 
are at or lower than this level. Home­
grown produce, in contrast, may have 
even higher levels of these chenticals 
because the gardener fail to follow 
label direction . On the other hand, the 
gardener may use none of these chemi­
cals. 

As you can ee, there are pluses and 
minuse.s on both sides of the ledger. 
You'll have to weigh them and come to 
your own conclusion. Meanwhile, I 
plan to have my own garden this sum­
mer. It's good exercise and a lot more 
fun than buying produce off the shelf!
