• Mark York, 
spokesman for the 
Kentucky Cabinet for 
Environmental and 
Public Protection, said 
the truck went over an 
embankment and 
crashed. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
Identified the dnver as 
Steven T. Bryant, 23, of 
Louisa. Bryant had been 
on the job for about a 
month and was normally 
employed as a rock 
truck driver, Fletcher 
told reporters while 
leaving the Capitol. 

The fatality marks the 
sixth death at a 
Kentucky coal mine in 
the past four days. Five 
miners died in a Harlan 
County underground 
mme on Saturday.

Prosecution begins presenting 
case in Hunt murder trial

PRESTONSBURG - The 
trial of Jamc!\ Hunt, of lartin, 
began with opening statement by 
the pro!>ecution Monday after­
noon before dismissing the jury 
till Tuesday when they would 
hear te timony from witnesses in 
the case that finds Hunt accused 
of the Nov. 30. 2004. murder of 
his wife, Bellina. 

Commonwealth's Attorney 
Brent Turner laid out the cas~; 
Monday and told the jury what he 
lelt the evidence would prove in 
the case 

.. Bcnina Hunt was only 42 
years old when she was brutally 
murdered in her own home within 
two feet or her mfant grandchild,'' 
Turner \aid in his opening. 

Turner went onto outline the 
Hunt.' mamage and said that the 
couple was married for 12 years 
but that the marnage was nearing 
its end at the time of the murder 
with Bettina Hunt allegedly 
telling James Hunt that she was 
seeking a divorce on the phone an 
hour before she was murdered.

EASTERN - Tobacco 
was the hot topic at Monday 
evening's Floyd County 
Board of Education meeting, 
as Michael Vance, UNITE 
representative, asked board 
members for a revision in 
school distnct's current 
tobacco use policy. 

Prev1ously, the board had 
adopted a policy, under the 
leadership of past chair Rev. 
Johnnie Ross, to ban the use 
of all tobacco products on 
district properties. 
Following complaints from 
school principals and other 
district administrators that 
the policy was-one that they 
could not enforce. the dis­
trict lifted it\ ban but 
impo ed a policy requiring 
designated smoking areas on 
school ca.npuses. 

Vance. accompanied 
Monday evenmg by several 
health care profe sionals. 
urged the board to rescind 
their most recent policy 
amendment in favor of the 
no smoking ban previously 
implemented, 

"Tobacco is a gateway 
drug." Vance saiJ. "studies 
show us this ... Are you real­
ly going LO oppose drug in 
our schools? I know you 
want to do that, so ban 
tobacco u age in our 
schools.'' 

Board member Mickey 
McGuire reminded Vance of 
the complaints from school 
administrators in regard to 
efforts toward enforcing a no 
tobacco usage policy and 

a~ked. "'Wha. do w.:: do 
about our employees whcJ 
choose to smoke"? IL 's legal. 
they feel they have the righl 
to do it ... Do we expect 
them to come \\ ork for 
sometimes 10 hours a day 
(without a cigarcue) and pull 
their hair out at our chil­
dren'?" 

Board member ShcJT) 
Robin~on agreed, adding 
that problems had occurred 
on school campuses. ~llso. in 
regard to student usc of 
tobacco.

FRANKFORT - A prosecu­
tor has asked for a heanng before 
the Kentuck-y Supreme Court to 
determine whether Franklin 
County Di trict Judge William 
Guy Hart Jr. should step asule m 
a misdemeanor case against the 
governor. 

Scott Crawford-Sutherland , 
head of special prosecutiom. for 
the state allorney general's 
office. aid in a motion filed 
Tuesday that he also want:, GO\ .

Crawford-Sutherland said 
Fletcher has waived hjs 5th 
Amendment privilege against 
elf-incrimination by stgning and 

filing an affidavit that highlight­
ed reason why he believes Han 
should slep a ide. 

''The late. t tiling. just like 
many of the previous filings in 
this case. repre. ent a fundamen­
tal misunderstanding of con titu­
Lional Ia\\ and procedure ·," aid 
J im Deckard, Fletcher' staff 
attorney. 

Vicki Glass. spokeswoman 
for the attorney general' office, 
smd th~o: pro ecutor wants to 
know what evidence Fletcher has 
lo ~upport his claims that Hart 
wouldn't be an impartial judge. 

"Judge Hart is an excellent 
judge \'ho ha done nothing 
wrong:· Glass said. 

Fletcher is charged with iUe­
gally rewarding political sup­
porters with . rate jobs after he 

took office in 2003. 
In a motion filed f'riday, 

Fletcher's attorney, R. Kent 
Westberry. asked Hart to step 
aside and asked Supreme Court 
Chief Justice Joseph Liunbert to 
appoint a special judge to preside 
over the case. 

In an accompanying affidavit, 
Fletcher said Hart had decided 
not to preside over a case involv­
ing Transportation Secretary Bill 
Nighbert. who was indicted iQ 
the same case, because one of the 
witnesses was a friend of the 
judge and the judge's wife. 

Based on Hart's recusal from 
that case, Fletcher said it is 
apparent that Hart's friendship 
with the witness.will make it dif­
ficult for him to provide a fair 
and impartial trial. Aetcher said 

Hart's wife also is a former state 
employee and that, too, may 
raise questions in a reasonable 
person's mind abOut the judge's 
ability to be impartial. 

Glass said Hart's comments 
to reporters don't warrant hi 
removal from the case. 

"Those public statement 
were accurate explanations of 
court procedure and should not 
disqUalify the judge,' she said. 

Westberry said Hart was, in 
all likelihood, responding to a 
plethora of press inquiries. 

''However, by atJ$Wering 
these questions, Judge Hart has 
potentially affected Gov. 
.Fletcher's right to a speedy trial 
as well as his right to the appear­
ance of a fair and impartial tri­
,Punal."

HOLMES MILL - A team 
offederal and state inve. tigators 
on Tue day entered the under­
ground coal mine in southea t­

ern Kentucky where five miner 
died in an explosion evcral 
days earlier. 

Concerns about flammable 
methane and poisonous carbon 
monoxide gase · bad kept I he 
investigator out of Lhe 
Kentucky Darby Mine o. I 
until its ventilation system could 
be repaired and the ga~es were 
brought down to safe levels. 

The mine had been cited 41 
time in the past five years for 
not cleaning up coal du t and 
other combustible materials . 
including three times this 
month, according to tati~tics 

from the U.S. Mine Saf ty and 
Health Administration. 

Major targets of the inve ti­
gation will be levels of poten­
tially explosive coal dust and 
ealing material used to prevent 

methane from leaking out of 
previously ntined areas, said 
Cbuck Wolfe, a spokesman for 
the state Environmental and 
Public Protection Cabinet. 

Wolfe would not comment 

on whether the mine' history of 
coal dust \ iolation i a major 
conccm to the invc tigators. 

Kentucky Darby officials 
have declined to comment ince 
the explosion Saturday. A call to 
the company's mine office was 
not answered Tuesday. 

Since Kentucky Darby LLC 
took over as operator of the 
mine m May 200 I, there had 
been 10 injuries bur no deaths 
until Saturday's blast. 

Wolfe aid part of the inves­
tigation will look at whether 
naturally occurring methane 
accumulating in previously 
mined areas leaked around the 
unconventional seals used in the 
Harlan County mine and into 
act1vc areas. 

Rescuer reported the eals, 
similar to pia tic foam, did not 
with,tand the blat. The U.S. 
Mine Safely and Health 
Admini tration said it would 
require the use of concrete block 
seals while the issue i under 
review. 

Three of those killed in 

Saturday's blast .....:..0 P:ans 
Thomas lr., 35; Roy M1ddleiort, 
35; and George Petra, 49- sur~ 

vived the initial blast but died of 
carbon monoxide poisoning, 
according to preliminary tests. 
Amon Brock, 51, and Jimmy D. 
Lee, 33, died of blunt force and 
heat injuries. 

The men who died from car­
bon monoxide poisoning were 
using the same air pack model 
as the Sago Mine disaster vic­
tims in West 'virginia, · even 
though the lone survivor had 
questioned the reliability of the 
devices about a month ago. 
Twelve miners died in the Jan. 2 
disaster at the Sago Mine. 

On Tuesday, the wife of the 
sole Sago survivor called for 
answers about the air packs. 

"Report after report has 
shown the rescuers did not work 
like they are supposed to," Anna 
McCloy, wife of Randal 
McCloy Jr., said in a statement.

"What a mistake," he said. "It 
about drug me off." 

Even though many calls don't 
fall within normal police duties, 
officers still respond to com­
plaints of loitering ducks and 
children who won't mind their 
parents. Lewis said the Rexburg 
police probably get more of 
those types of calls than larger 
departments. 

"We don't have a high fre­
quency of erious crimes. though 
we do have murders, rapes, child 
molestations and bank rob­
beries,'' Lewis said. "Thank 
goodness they don't happen 
every day." 

Rexburg Police Lt. Ron 
Larson said he thinks many of 
the calls are caused by residents 
not knowing the difference 
between civil and criminal 
offenses. 

Most of the unusual calls 
come dunng the summer. he 
aid, and already the department 

has fielded calls about mean 
notes taped to trash bins and 
reports of residents receiving 
offers of being hypnotized over 
the phone.

A 
crowd of about 1 ,000 cheered as 
he burned while wearing a 
flame-retardant suit for about a 
minute, then dove into the 
Chagrin River. Some onlookers 
gasped as he leapt and held their 
breath for a moment before he 
surfaced. 

Batchelor performed the stunt 
annually for 10 years beginning 
in 1976 and often was arrested 
afteJWa{d. The last time he did it 
he was fined $1,000 and given 
two years' probation, with the 
threat of a 90-day jail term if he 
did it again. It was not known if 
authorities followed through 
with the threat. 

Batchelor was a high school 
student when he first made the 
jump on a bet to win money for 
the prom. He went on to be a 
professional stuntman and holds 
the world record for the longest 
full-body burn without oxygen, 
earning a spot in the Guinness 
Book of Records.

More questions 
than answers 

We're at a disadvantage. 
Because Kentucky Attorney General Greg Stumbo has presented 

publicly only pieces of what evidence he has againsl Gov. Ernie 
Fletchf7, we can't possibly know how solid the case against him is. 

Some watershed questions have yet to be fully answered. 
How many people, for example, were given state merit system jobs 

because they registered "R" rather than "D" and not because they had 
better references, better educations, better work histories and better 
skills? A half dozen? A score? Several hundred? 

How involved was the governor directly? It is one thing if he told 
hi political lieutenants, as he undoubtedly did, that Republicans, in 
power for the first time in some 30 years, would ~ to institution­
alize that power by putting the party faithful in state jobs and on state 
boards. Governors get to do that within the rules. as Fletcher did in 
revamping the state school board - perhaps his most important 
appointments to date. It is quite anodler thing if the governor further 
instructed his political lieutenants to cross the line and fill merit jobs 
according to political loyalties. That is simply against the law and 
against the public interest. So was this operation rogue loyalists or 
loyalists under the clear command of their chief? 

The indictment of Fletcher on misdemeanor charges doesn't 
answer either of those central questions. Consequently, we greet word 
of the formal charges as perhaps inevitable given the politics of 
Frankfort, but wholly dissatisfying. The indictments promise to 
accomplish nolhing except a more partisan environment in the 
Kentucky Capitol. 

If Stumbo could find nothing more serious than misdemeanor 
charges, then we wish he would have exercised his discretion and 
limited the grand jury's attention to the preparation of a thorough 
report analyzing what was going on in the early days of the Fletcher 
administration, where this scandal is rooted. Such a report might rec­
ommend preventive measures and legislation. 

To be sure, Stumbo has shone a bright light on state hiring prac­
tices. And everybody. understands that it is a light that should have 
been turned on a long time ago .... 

Notwithstanding Fletcher's vow to continue to govern without 
interruption, the indictment is certain to affect his ability to, as he put 
it "move the state forward." The governor faces nothing but bad 
choices. He could quit, which he won't do. He could pardon himself, 
which he ays he won't do. He could plead guilty, which we can't 
imagine him doing, or negotiate a plea to fewer or lesser charges. His 
attorneys could persuade a judge to dismiss the charges against him. 
He could stand trial. 

Meanwhile, the Kentucky Supreme Court is wrestling with the 
legal challenge that Fletcher has filed in an attempt to prevent the 
grand jury from filing a report or issuing indictments against anyone 
other than himself. 

Our own sense is that Stumbo and the grand jury overreached with 
the indictments, that it would be enough if the Supreme Court were to 
allow the release of a grand jury report that laid out the facts and left 
it to the people of Kentucky to parse them prior to the 2007 election. 
There has been no suggestion, after all. that Fletcher did anything for 
personal gain, that he was using the power and prestige of his office 
to enrich himself. He has become the first sitting governor in 
Kentucky history to be indicted. Why? Judging from the indictment, 
for the same sun of things milfly of his predecessors had done rou­
tinely over the past century. 

As it stands, the indicunents are fact, the grand jury report some­
thing that might or might not happen. All that's sure at this juncture, 
then, is that Kentuckians will have to weigh the allegations against 
the governor drip by excruciating drip.

Trooper Hunt lost his compo­
sure when he later recalled 
meeting Bettina Hunt's mother 
and realized that she was a 
friend who he knew in her 
capacity as an employee at the 
Floyd County Detention Center. 
The officer's voice cracked as 
he described trying to calm 
DeRossett. who wanted to see 
her daughter. 

"She slapped me, she hugged 
me and she cried on my shoui­
Qer," Trooper Hunt said, 
describing the two hours he 
spent trying to comfort her 
while detectives processed the 
scene of the crime.

James Hunt reportedly told var­
ious witnesses different stories 
about how the accident hap­
pened. One account noted a red 
vehicle forced h1m off the road, 
while another indicated that he 
was in a rush m leave the area 
because he had important papers 
to gel out of there. He told a 
state trooper that he was coming 
from Food City when he 
wrecked, yet told another per 
son that he was in the act of 
leaving Buck' Branch. not 
entering it. when his car went 
off the road. 

One wime <;aid she aw 
James Hunt walk a few yard 
away from the wreck holding 
something in h1s left band. hut 
that the object was not in hi 
hand when he returned from a 
short stroll towards a nearby 
sycamore tree. The witness· 
husband testified thaL he 
earched that area in the morn­

ing and found a gun that he did­
n't handle, instead choosing to 
call police and keep an eye on it 
until they arnved. 

More testimony is chedukd 
for today and Thursday. with the 
jurors then granted a breal-, until 
May 30. Jurors wiU likely hear 
the 911 call that Betttna llum 
made, which reportedly pro­
vides an audio recording of the 
irtcident.

Kentucky·s college and univer­
sities awarded about 24,000 

' degrees. diplomas and certifi­
cate this pring, an increase of 
nearly 20 percent from Ia. t year, 

• accordtng to numbers the 
' Council on Postsecondary 
Education relea cd Monday. 

That included growth of 
about 12 percent in bachelor' 
degrees awarded from 2005 to 
2006. Compared with 1998, 

·tho. e number are up by almost 
:34 percent. 

"This i. a tremendous . tep 
forward in our pursuit to raise 
the standard of living for 
Kentuckian through higher lev­
els of educational attainment." 

"Tom Layzcll, pre ident of the 
Kentucky Council on 
Postsecondary Education, said 
in a statement. "A well-educated 

• and h1ghly trained work force 
cwill stimulate Kentucky's econ­
omy and help our state keep and 
ecruit the type of employer 

who provide higher paying 
'obs." 

During the next 15 years, the 
state is aiming to double the 
number of people between ages 
_5 and 64 who have bachelor's 

:{legrees. 
The number also included 

cro s-the-board increases in 
certificate . a sociate's degrees, 
Jllaster's degrees and doctorate . 

In 2001, Kentucky public 
·chools awarded 14,178 degrees 
nd other credential , according 
o the statement Thi pring' 
~.871 wa an increase of about 
68 percent from five year ago. 

Seven of Kentucky's eight 
public univer it1cs increa~ed the 

number of degrees they awarded 
compared with last year. 
Kentucky State University had a 
decrease if 17. according to the 
figures. 

Kentucky began counting 
degrees and credential from 
technical chools in 200 I, coun­
cil spokeswoman Sue Patrick 
said . 

"The biggest mcrease is this 
year. which makes a lot of sense 
because in titutions have been 
concentrating on degree produc­
tion, increa ing enrollment, 
retention and graduation," 
Patrick said. "And they've done 
an excellent job."

'When they put a foot down wrong ' ••••

BALTIMORE- The emotions back at 
the barn are always the same. 

Sadness, set off by tears. Anger, abetted 
by bewilderment. A knot in the stomach the 
size of a fist. 

And the people who pointed Barbaro 
squarely down the path toward a Triple 
Crown, the same people who lavished the 
best of everything on the big bay colt. were 
no exception. Nobody who watched the 
Preakness was. 

A day later, as the scene shifted from 
Stall No. 40 at Pimlico Race Course io 
Baltimore to a veterinary hospital in 
Kennett Square, Pa., hope finally became 
part of the emotional mix. 

Dr. Dean Richardson, chief of surgery at 
the University of Pennsylvania's New 
Bolton Center for Large Animals, worked 
on Barbaro for five hours Sunday. By night­
fall, he characterized the horse's chance of 
survival as "a coin toss." 

"I've been doing this too long," 
Richardson added, "to know that day one is 
not the end of things." 

Still, that sounded like progress from 
where Barbaro had come. Earlier Sunday, 
Richardson said most horses that suffer 
injuries that severe "typically are put down 
on the race track." 

That happened to Go For Wand, who 
stumbled to the dirt in the 1990 Breeders' 
Cup Distaff, threw her jockey and somehow 
staggered to the finish line. She was low­
ered to the track and eutbanized on the spot. 
then buried in the infield at Saratoga Race 
Course the next day. 

The list of horses who broke down com­
peting in the Triple Crown series is studded 
with famous names and unforgettable 
images: 

Union City in rhe 1993 Prea.kness, the 
Triple Crown's first fatal accident since 
Black Hills in the Belmont Stakes 34 years 
earlier; Preakness winner Prairie Bayou 
breaking down in the Belmont just three 
weeks later; a game Charismatic pulling up 
lame just past the finish line after placing 
third io the 1999 Belmont. 

And those were unsett1ing echoes of per-

haps the most devastating breakdown of all: 
Ruffian, the filly superstar who crumpled on 
the backstretch in a 1975 match race against 
the coil Foolish Pleasure. 

But it isn'tjust the biggest races that take 
casualties. More horses are foaled each 
year, the best thoroughbreds ftlling up the 
canis at the sport's glamorous, moneyed 
events, the not-so-greats running at grimy 
tracks for cheap purses. 

A year ago, the crowd at Pimlico was 
treated to one of the most stirring accom­
plishments in sport. Ambushed by 50-1 shot 
Giacomo in the Kentucky Derby, Afleet 
Alex was chasing vindication at the 
Preakness when he stumbled at the top of 
the stretch. The colt's knees scraped the 
racetrack and his nose was close enough to 
disaster to stick out his tongue and lap up a 
mouthful. 

Instead, Afleet Alex reared up, found his 
stride and won going away. His trainer, Tim 
Ritchey, who so loves the Pittsburgh 
Steelers that he sometimes wears one of 
their gray T-shirts under his suit and tie. 
dubbed it "the lmrnaculate Recovery." 

But this Saturday, on a cool, clear after­
noon perfect for a coronation, the crowd at 
Pimlico more than 100,000 strong _ and 
millions more looking in on TV - witnessed 
one of racing's most disturbing realities. 

"Sad. Horrible. Hurt," is how trainer Bob 
Baffert, who has won the Derby three times 
and lost the fwal jewel of the Triple Crown 
races a heartbreaking four times, described 
the feeling in a telephone interview Sunday. 
"It shows you the fine line a trainer has to 
walk. 

"Timing is just one thing among lots of 
things that you have to get right, and it's dif­
ferent for just about every horse in your 
barn. Then one little misstep ... and some­
thing like this happens." 

"People are going to say what they want, 
but I think it's just coincidence. If a foot hits 
wrong, they're going to turn an ankle. It' 
the same with football players, basketball 
players, take your pick. They're finely con­
ditioned athletes, too, with all the kill in the 
world. But when they put a foot down 
wrong," Baffert concluded, ''the result is the 
same." 

Not exactly. 

Thoroughbreds are athletes, and in omc 
ways, like those in other sports. But they are 
pressed into service at an earlier stage of 
their development- a 3-year-old horse is as 
high-strung as a teenager and about as phys­
iciilly matur~; - 'lnd trained to run at fuH 
throttle. 

When a horse puts a fool down, the 
imprint he leaves behind is about the sat 
ize as a normal human's shoe: but he does 

it at 40 mph, and at an average weight of 
1, l 00 pounds, making it the tabilizing 
point for several times as much weight. 

Interestingly, Afleet Alex and Barbaro 
were both foaled late in the spring. putting 
them at a disadvantage to some of the 3-
year-olds they competed against. And their 
trainers handled them very differently. 

Ritchey's regimen for Afleet Alex 
included a very unu ual 5-mile gallop most 
morning and a rigorous schedule of prep 
races leading up to the Derby.

Sutton retires from Oklahoma State

STILLWATER, Okla. - 1\vo 
victories shy of his SOOth win, 
Eddie Sutton decided it was 
time to leave colJege basketball 
and let his son coach Oklalloma 
State. 

The 70-year-old coach 
retired Friday, ending a 36-year 
career in which be made three 
trips to the Final Four and 
became the frrst coach to take 
four chools to the NCAA tour­
nament. 

He had considered returning 
to Oklahoma State after a Feb. 
10 car accident that led to no 
contest pleas to drunken driving 
and other charges. 

"This decision is about sim­
ply what's best for me and 
what's best for the basketball 
program at Oklahoma State," 
Sutton said at a news confer­
ence. 

His retirement takes effect 
June 30. He will be succeeded 
by Sean Sutton, who was an 
assistant on his father's coach­
ing staff and had taken the job 
on an interim basis. 

Eddie Sutton plans to work 
in a new alcohol education and 
support program at the universi· 
ty. 

"People today in our country 
know a lot more about alco­
holi m, but there's stiU people 
that don't know what the dis­
ease is. how it affects someone 
as a person," he said. "It's really 
slow suicide if you drink." 

Sutton had a 798-315 career 
record at Creighton, Arkansas. 
Kentucky and Oklahoma State. 
He reached the Final Four with 
Arkansas in 1978 and with 
Oklahoma State in 1995 and 
2004. 

Only Dean Smith (879), 
Adolph Rupp (876), Bob Knight 
(869) and Jim Phelan (830) have 
more career wins among men's 
NCAA coaches. 

"It is now time for us to come 
together as a family again and 
support a new era in Cowboy 
basketball," he said. "If given 
your support. I believe Sean can 
take this program to even 
greater heights. He has the tools, 
knowledge and experience. I 
believe Sean can take this pro­
gram all the way to the top.'' 

Sutton started this season 
needing 19 wins for No. 800 
and said he likely would retire at 
the end of the season even if he 
didn't reach that mark. 

After the Feb. 10 accident, 
Sean Sutton took over while 
Sutton was on a medical leave 
and picked up four wins on his 
father's behalf but fell two hort 
of800. 

"1 always thought it would be 
neat to be one of the coaches to 
win 800," Eddie Sutton said. 
"But I thought it was wrong in 
that if 1 retired after tho e two 
games it really puts more pres­
sure on Sean." 

Sutton played for longtime 
Oklahoma A&M coach Henry 
lba and his name is emblazoned 
on the court at Gallagher-lba 

Arena. With a staunch defense 
inspired by Iba, Sutton took his 
teams to the NCAA tournament 
26 times. Only Knight, Smith 
and Arizona's Lute Olson went 
more frequently. 

Kansas coach Bill Self, once 
an assi tant under Sutton, laud­
ed what he called a Hall of 
Fame career. 

''He is one of the very, very 
few coaches out there who has 
withstood the test of time and 
achieved success at the higbe t 
level over several decades.'' Self 
said. 

He had a losing record only 
once - the 1988-89 season at 
Kentucky that ended with his 
resignation amid an NCAA 
investigation. 

He arrived at his alma mater 
the following year, proclaiming 
he had beaten alcoholism with 
help from treatment at the Betty 
Ford Center. He soon resurrect­
ed an Oklahoma State program 
that had been to the NCAAs 
only once in the previous 25 
years. He guided the Cowboy 
to the NCAA tournament each 
of the next five years, culminat­
ing with thea Final Four berth 
in 1995. 

Amid a run of eight straight 
NCAA tournament bids, tragedy 
struck Oklahoma State when a 
plane crashed on its way back 
from a game at Colorado. 
Sutton aid he stops each day at 
a kneeling cowboy tatue at 
Gallagher-lba. a memorial to 
the victims. 

Three years later. Sutton led 

the Cowboys to the Final Four 
again. Sutton often found play­
ers who, like bim, needed a sec­
ond chance. John Luca Ill. 
seeking a new home after a 
Baylor teammate was killed, 
made the shot that lifted the 
Cowboys to the national emifi­
nals. Spurned by onh Carolina 
because of marijuana charge • 
JamesOn Curry also lauded at 
Oklahoma State. 

Following the Febmruy acci­
dent. Sutton aid chronic back 
and hip pain led to a relapse in 
his fight against alcoholism dat­
ing to hi days a · Keotuck 's 
coach. Court records showed hi 
blood alcohol level was 0.22. 
almost three times the legal 
limit. Since the accident. Sutton 
had back urgery and underwem 
alcoholism treatment. 

He pleaded no contest to 
charges of aggravated DUI, 
speeding and dri \ ing on the 
wrong side of the road a 
received a one-year defened 
se111ence and wa ordered LQ pay 
a fine. 

His son mhents a team with a 
strong recruiting class entering 
it sophomore season. All eight 
of the team' top corer will 
return lo try to tretch the 
school's longest treak of con-
ecutive po t ea. on tournament 

appearances to lO. 
"He seems really happy, 

relaxed, really comfortable;· 
Sean Sutton said. "l think he's 
looking forward to tuming the 
page and starting a new chap 
in his Life."

server or lifejacket- won't save 
you if 11 tsn't wom. Modem per­
sonal floatation devices not only 
keep you afloat, but they keep 
your head above water and 
reduce your risk of drowning. 

"Eight out of 10 people who 
die in boating accidents die as a 
result of drowning," said Lt. 
Mike Fields, boatmg safety 
coordinator for Kentucky Fish 
and Wildlife. "A large majority 
of those fatal accidents in

• When air temperatures reach 
the 80s, most people forsake 
their personal floatation 
devices. "When people think of 
lifejackets, they think of those 
old, orange, uncomfonable ones 
from years ago," Field aid. 
"Technology's come a long way 
in the last few years in regards 
to lifejackets. They are lighter, 
less bulky and cool." 

Kentucky's conservation 
officers now wear lightweight, 
inflatable lifejackets which are 
more compact than the tradi­
tional versions. 

Avoid drinking alcohol while 
operating a boat. Alcohol delays 
reaction time and reflexes, two 
things a boat driver must pos­
sess. Alcohol consumption can 
also intensify "boater's fatigue," 
a condition caused by a combi­
nation of sun, boat vibration, 
wave action and engine noise. 

Pay attention at all times 
while operating a boat. The 
number of boats on the water 
grows each year. Personal 
watercraft, such as Jet Ski , can 
be especially dangerous to a 
boat operator because of their 
low profile, quick acceleration 
and ability to change direGtions 
quickly. 

"We expect the waterways to 
be extremely crowded this 
weekend," Fields said. "Many 
of those boats will be operated 
by novices, so watch out for the 
other guy at all times." 

A person must be at least 12 
years old to operate a personal 
watercraft, or a boat with an 
engine larger than 10-horsepow­
er on Kentucky waterways. 
Youths between the ages of 12 
and 17 must possess a Kentucky 
Boating Safety Education 
Cenificate before they can oper-

ate a boat or personal water­
craft. For more mformation 
about obtaining this certificate, 
go to fw.ky.gov on the Internet 
and click on the "boating" tab. 

Don't fumble for sunglas es, 
move fishing poles, or fiddle 
with the on-board radio while 
operating a boat. Let off lhe 
throttle and come to a stop first. 
lt won't delay you more than a 
minute or two. The lost time 
pales in comparison to the hor­
ror of looking up after finding 
your lost sunglasses, only to dis­
cover a boal right in front of 
you. 

Fields also suggests checking 
your boat before you leave the 
dock to make sure there are 
enough lifejackets and other 
items required by law. All boats 
longer than 1 6 feet must have 
one throwabJe flotation device 
on board. Every boat with an 

engine must have a working fin: 
extinguisher, in addition tel a 
boat hom or a loud whistle. 

Boaters should also coosi \ef 

haVJog on board a fir t-aid kit, 
owner's manual, towrope. ~wo 
na blight ' a paddle, juml 
cable , tool kit, an extra shear 
pin and an anchor. These items 
are indispensable on bigger 
Jakes and river . 

Finally, charge the batteries 
if the boat hasn't been in the 
water for a few months. Check 
the bilge pump and navigatfpn 
lights to make sure they are Ul 

working order. Also, check t"te 
trailer lights and trailer tire pres­
sure, including the spare, and 
lubricate the trailer wheel bear­
ings. 

"Common sense i your best 
friend out there," Fields sa1d. 
"Common sense will go a I 1:

either needed to bandage up the 
leg or give her another dose of 
medicine. Shawn told me to go 
ahead and get away from the 
horse: he thought he had time to 
finish up before she woke up. 

I get very focused in surgery. 
I came out of my trance to real­
ize that I could not move. I had 
been on my knees for what 
seemed like hours, twisted like a 
pretzel trying to get my head in 
a position that would let me see 
the far side of the wound 
through my bifocals. My bad 
leg is always son of numb, but 
now both of them were asleep, 
and I could tell my back had not 
been bent like that in a long 
time. I was between the horse's 
front and back legs, which were 
starting to twitch. To make mat­
ters worse, we had had to roll 
her o her injured leg wa down. 
Teresa had been holding the 
good leg out of the way with a 
rope. I managed to rum my 
neck far enough to see a hoof 
roughly a foot away from my 
head. 

"You people are making me 
nervous", the hor e' owner 
commented. 

"I've trusted her with my life 
for the last thineen years", I 
replied.
