Lawmaker asks court to force 
production of lawyer bills

FRANKFORT -A Kentucky 
lawmaker asked a judge Thursday 
to force Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
administration to tum over billing 
records from outside lawyers it 
hired in defending the ongoing 
state personnel investigation. 

State government has so far 
spent more than $2 million on pri­
vate attorneys involved in defend­
ing the case, said Jim Deckard, 
Fletcher's general counsel. 

Administration officials have 
n.:leased billing statemenlS, but 
with ce1ta.in details blocked om, 
Sen. Ernesto Scorsone, D-

Lexington, said. Attorneys for the 
state say releasing tho. e docu­
ments in full could jeopanJitc the 
auorney-c lienl privilege. 

"Taxpayer are being asked to 
pay over S2 million for thc'>c pri­
vate law firms to help out the 
governor and he's throwing road 
·blocks at the taxpayers trying to 
find out how this money is being 
spent" Scor. one sa1d f()IJowing. 
the hearing. "You know. we ' re 
just trying to look at the bill." 

A Franklin County special 
grand jury for nearly a year has 
been invc tigallng allegation:. 
that administration <lrficials based 
personnel decisions on politics 
rather than candidates' merit. 

Fletcher was charged wilh misde­
meanors earlier thi month for 
allegedly rewarding politicaJ sup­
porters with state jobs after be 
took office in 2003. 

The grand jury has returned 28 
other indictments in the case. Of 
those. 14 were against current and 
fom1er Fletcher administration 
officials: 14 haven't yet been 
released to the public. 

Scor one. who filed an open 
records request to get the billing 
information. asked Franklin 
Circuit Judge Roger Crittenden, 
for summary judgment in the 
case.

WASHINGTON- The mine 
'>afety bill that sailed through the 
Senate this week ha:- hit a snag tn 
the House that will likely delay 
but not derail the legislation. 

California Rep. George Miller. 
the top Democrat on the House 
committee that oversees labor 

issues. blocked the bill from 
being immediately considered 
Wednesday and Thursday under a 
special, expedited process. 

In light of a string of accidents 
m K~:nlucky and West Virginia. 
Hou~e Republican~ and 
Democrats had hoped to pass n 
bill mirroring Lhe Senate legi ·la­
tion before the congrel.sional 
break that begins F1iday. 

However, the bill now will 
likely be considered under normal 
procedures after lawmakers 
rewrn on June 6. 

Miller said he wanted to ee 
the Senate bill amended in a few 
ways. 

For example, he said the Legis­
lation should mandate that miners

Murder trial 
continues with 

• testrmony on 
technical details

The trial of James Hunt 
continued Wednesday, with 
seven more witnesses caJled 
by the prosecution, in the 
case that finds Hunt accused 
of murdering his wife, 
Bettina, in her Buck's Branch 
home on Tuesday, Nov. 30, 
2004. 

Testimony included an . 
appearance by Det. Dwayne 
Price, who assisted primary 
Det. Terry Thompson in the 
investigation. Price testified 
that be examined the car that 
James Hunt was driviJtg the 
night af Bettina Hunt's death 
after it wrecked in a creek 
down the rode from her 
home. Price said that he 
looked at the car briefly on 
the night of the murder and 
bagged a shell casing he 
observed in the passenger 
side window of Hunt's car. 
Price noted that the casing 
could be seen from outside 
the car. and he was giving it a 
cursory look before a more 
detailed search in the room­
ing after a search warrant 
could be obtained. 

The more thorough search 
of the vehicle the next morn­
ing yielded little, however, 
and Commonwealth' 
Attorney Brent Turner ques­
tioned Price about observa­
tions that were significant 
because they contested state-

.. ments James Hunt made to 
police and re cuers after he 
exited the wrecked vehicle. 
Turner asked Price if there 
had been evidence that 
Hunt's car had been hit by a 
red vehicle and Price 
answered no. Turner also 
inquired if there were Food 
City products m the car and 
Price again answered no. 

On Tuesday two witne es 
reported that Hunt gave them 
different versions of what 
happened tbal night, witb one 
saying Hunt had complained 
that a red vehicle forced him 
off the road and into the 

creek at Buck' Branch. He 
allegedly told another wit­
ness that he wrecked while 
returning from a trip to Food 
City. 

Det. Terry Thompson took 
the stand for all of the morn­
ing period and recounted hi. 
investigation, which began 
the night of the shooting. He 
began with a trip to Our Lady 
of the Way Hospital, where 
James Hum was being treat­
ed for injuries sustained in 
the wre~k. which included a 
smaJI cut over his left eye 
and an abrasion on his lcfl 
hand. 

Thompson knew that 
James Hunt was a suspect 
and said he told Hunt that h i~ 

wife had been murdered. He 
reponed that Hunt told him 
he couldn't remember any­
thing that happened before 
the accident. though he had 
told others . everal storie 
about what happened prior to 
the wreck, including the 
aJleged trip to Food City ~nd 
that he was transporting 
important papers. 

Thompson performed a 
gunshot res1due test on Jame~ 
Hunt and noted that he didn ·, 
have high hopes for it, say­
ing, "lt was apparent he had 
been in water. He wa · soak­
ing wet." He did note that he 
found five .38 caliber super 
rounds in Hunt's pocket. 

Thompson next went tc 
the murder cene and collect­
ed evidence. He identified 
where the evidence was 
found via crime cene photo~ 
which showed a bullet 
minus its jacket, on the Jlo01 
of Bettina Hunt's home. He 
observed that the coppe1 
jacket of the bullet had 
peeled off and landed in a 
separate area of the floor. 
noting it was con. istcnt with 
being ftred through the doo1 
lock where they fou nd a hole. 
He also recovered two othct 
bullets in the home. wi!:h one 
having pa sed through the

Cancer never sleep . Cancer looms in the darkness, unde­

tected unless its presence is revealed through tests and 
screenings. Early detection i one of the most powerful way 
to fight the disease and save lives. For this reason Kentucky 
and other state guarantee some cancer- creening test such 
as mammograms that can detect brea t cancer in its early 
tages .... 

Why then would 43 member of the United State Senate 
entertain pas ing a bill that, while attempting to make health 
in urance available to more small bu ines es and their 
employees, would pre-empt state mandates requiring in. ur­
ance companies to provide coverage for some cancer screen­
ings uch as mammograms and other preventive procedures? 

Senate Bill 1955 pushed by Sen. Michael Enzi, R­
Wyoming, stalled in the Senate last week when it fell five 
votes short of the 60 needed to limit debate and amend­
ments. The Health In urance Market Modernization and 
Affordability Act would allow small-bu ine health plan to 
organize across state Lines. Enzi aid the bu inesses could 
lower health insurance premiums by 12 percent and reach 
nearly a million more workers, many who now can't afford 
insurance. 

The down ide is that Enzi 's bill also would allow the new 
small-business health plans to ignore 130 health-coverage 
mandates required by the tate to prevent, detect and treat 
cancer. In addition to mammograms, ... patients in other 
states could Jose cancer screening tests for colon cancer, 
pro tate cancer and more. 

Enzi's proposal i not dead, just wounded. He says he is 
willing to accept changes in the legislation to revive it. 
That's encouraging. 

Do small bu ine se and their employees need and 
·de erve the opportunity for affordable health insurance? No 
question about it, they do. But not at the cost of sacrificing 
coverage of vital, lifesaving screenings such as mammo­
gram . State mandates raise the cost of health in urance, and 
some that require questionable alternative practice should 
be reconsidered ....

The trongest testimony of 

the day came from the dcpury 
coroner out of Frankfort who 
performed the autopsy on 
Bettina Hunt within 24 hours of 
lhe incident. She noted that 
there were even bullet wounds 
inflicted on the victim that were 
cau ed by a minimum of three 
·hots fired at her. SHe noted that 
wounds to both wnsts of Bettina 
Hunt were "defensive" and indi­
cated that she instinctively 
raised her arms to ward off the 
projectiles. 

The medical examiner also 
de cribed the paths of each bul­
let and ob erved that one bullet 
which had entered her sk'Uil wa 
fatal and in ·tantly produced 
uncon ciousness. 

The day' testimony ended 
with a technician aying he 
po. itively identified several 
items of evidence as containing 

blood. She noted that James 
Hunt' jacket, jeans, and the 
Juicy-Juice bottle were all 
tagged for DNA analysi after 
blood was detected on each.

Miner killed at ICG 
mine in West Virginia

- A 
miner was killed Wednesday in an 
equipment occident underground 
at an International Coal Group 
mine in Harrison County. the sr.ate 
Office of Miners· Health Safely 
and Training said. 

TI1e tate was notified about 
2:40 p.m. of llle accident at the 
Sycamore II mine near Jarvi. ville, 
said administrator Terry Farley. 
The mine is owned by ICC's Wolf 
Run Mining Co. 

The victim's name was nor 
immediately released. The compa­
ny did not have an in:unediare 
comment. 

Wednesday's fatality brings the 
number of coal mining deaths th1s 
year to 19 in West Vuginia and 33 
nationwide. Thineen of the state's 
faralit1e · have been at JCG opera­
tion . 

The Sycamore mine i about 

56 mile · from ICG's Sago Mine, 
where 12 rruners were killed in 
January. Some of the Sago miners 
were sent to work at ycamore 
after the eXplosion shut down the 
Up hur County operation. 

Sycamore produced 13,188 
tons of coal and employed an 
average of 28 people last year last 
year. Sago. by compari on, 
employed about 145 and produced 
366,000 tons of coal last year. 

The federal Mine Safety and 
Health Admini tration has cited 
the Sycamore mine 49 limes since 
January. The violations range 
from having the proper guards on 
machinery to controlling coal 
dust. Tbe company ha been 
assessed $4,494 in federal penal­
ties since 2005 and has paid 
$1.520. 

ICG controls 916 million ton· 
of coal rel erves and ha<> ll mining 
complexes in Kentucky, We t 
Vtrginia, Maryland, Vtrginia and 
illinois.

An Ordinance Prohibiting the Keeping or Holding of Wildlife that have Been Identified by 
the Kentucky Department of Fish' and Wildlife Resources as inherently dangerous to Human 
Health and Safety. 
Be It Ordained by the Fiscal Court of Floyd County, Kentucky, as follows: 
Section 1-A new ordinance of the Floyd Court of Floyd County, Kentucky as follows: 
Section 1.1-Dangerous or Wild Animals. 
(a) The keeping or holding of wildlife that have been identified by the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources as inherently dangerous to human health and safety within any area 
of Floyd County is hereby prohibited and declared to be unlawful. This section shall not apply to 
any zoological garden accredited by the American Association of Zoological Parks and 
Aquariums, appropriately licensed theatrical exhibits, carnivals or circuses, any authorized 
wildlife rehabilitator or licensed veterinary hospital for purposes of treating injured animals, or 
any federally-licensed research institution. 
(b) The Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources has declared the tollwing species 
of wildlife to be inherently dangerous to human health and safety. 

(1) African buffalo (Syncerus Catfer); 
(2) Hippopotamus (Hippopotamus amphibious); 
(3) Hyenas (family Hyacnidae), all species except arrdwolves (Proteles cristatus); 
(4) Honey badger or rate! (Melivora campensis) 
(5) Old world badger (Meles meles); 
(6) Lions, jaguars, leopards, or tigers (genus Panthers); 
(7) Clouded leopard (Ncolelis nebulosa); 
(8} Cheetah (Acinoyx, jubatus); 
(9) Elephants (family Rhinocerotidae); 
(10) Rhinoceroses (family Rhinocerotidae); 
(11) Gibbons or Siamangs (family Hylobatidae); 
(12) Orangutans, chimpanzees or gorillas (family} Pongidac); 
(13) Baboons, drills or mandrills (genus Papio); 
(14) Macaques (Genus Macaca); 
(15) Celada baboon (Theopithecus gelada); 
(16) Gavials (family Crocodylidae); 
(17) Crocodiles (family Crocodylidae); 
(18) Alligators or caimans (family Alligatoridae); 
(19) Sea snakes (family hydrophidao); 
(20) Cobras or coral snakes (family Elapidae}; 
(21) Adders or vipers {family Viperae); 
(22) Venomous rear-fanged species (family Colubridae}; 
(23) Gila monsters or beaded lizards (family Helodermatidae}; 
(24) Komodo Dragon (Varanus Komodeonsis); 
(25) Bears (family Ursidac}; 
(26) Wolf or wolf hybrids of over twenty-five percent wolf; 
(27) Cougar or Mountain Lion (Felis Concolor); or 
(28) Any and all other Dangerous or Wild Animals as defined now, or in the future, by the 

Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 
Section II-Th1s ordinance shall be effective on the date of passage.

GRAYSON - For the first time in 
lhe chool's history, Kentucky Christ­
ian University plan to field a varsity 
football program 10 2008. The Knights 
will compete as an mdepcndem while 
also continuing its long-standing asso­
ciation with the ational Chri tian Col­
lege Athletic Association (NCCAA). 
University President Dr. Keith P. Keer­
an made Lhe announcement Friday. 
May 1 9lh in a pres conference held in 
the McKenzie Student Life Center. 

"We are excited to see intercolle­
giate football come to our campus. All 
across America there is a serious 
decline in the number of male students 
who are enrolling and graduating from 
college. Football may help to correct 
lhat problem at KCU where the student 
population is 40 percent male," stated 
Dr. Keeran. 

Dr. Keeran continued, "Kentucky 
Christian Univer ity ts unique when it 
comes to the focus of its athletic pro­
grams. Our first concern is with charac­
ter development and scholastic achieve­
ment. We believe that if we place the 
emphasis on the development of life 
skills lhat lhe discipline learned through 

athletics will reinforce and enrich spiri­
tual forn'ation and academic instruc­
tion. We have seen this in our other 
intercollegiate spons programs and 
believe the same will be true of foot­
hall." 

Along with the program announce­
ment came the introduction of the first 
head footbaU coach to be hired at Ken­
tucky Christian. Dane Damron, an Ea!>t 
Carter High School and Georgetown 
College football standout will assume 
the reins of the fledgling program. 

''The success of a football program 
depends on the head coach and we 
know that Coach Dane Damron will 
tirst focus on developing the character 
and scholastic abilities of his athletes," 
said Dr. Keeran. 

Damron led Georgetown College to 
the NAJA National Championship in 
1994 as their starting quarterback. After 
an extremely successful college career, 
Coach Damron began to experience 
similar success in coaching. Before 
returning to Kentucky to re-establish 
Boyd County as a consistent playoff 
contender. Damron successfully tran -
formed tw varstty football programs in 
Florida. 

"lam extremely excited to begin our 

new football program with Dane Dam­
ron at the helm. He brings a wealth of 
coaching experience and a Lrcmcndous 
desire to accomplish greatness at a 
place that has meant so much to t_he 
Datnion family.'' added KCU lntcnm 
Ath1ctic Director Bruce W. Dixon. 
"Dane's father. former KCU basketball 
coach, alwayl> reminded his players to 
'remember who you are and WHO you 
tand for.' I know Dane believes this as 

well and will lead his team with this 
same element of faith." 

Since KCU is an NCCAA ll member 
(non-scholarship). the Knights will 
seek competition against similar non­
scholarship programs. The University 
plans to construct playing and practice 
facilitie to accommodate its newly 
established football program a well as 
the school's soccer teams. 

"As you can imagine. lhis has been a 
very excitlng Lime on our campus.

Have you nottced that many of these new supposed

She has 
gone downhill steadily since 
then, even though the fall just 
caused a minor bump on the 
head. What do you think may be 
going on? A friend suggested 
she might have something called 
NPH that she had heard about on 
TV.

A nswer: It's pos ·1ble you're 
friend might be on to some­
thing. The yrnptom that 

you describe - un teady walktng, 
dementia. and incontinence - arc all 
common with NPH. The full name for 
this brain di. order is normal pressute 
hydrocephalus. and it's a relattvely new 
malady. only having been described for 
the first time in 1965. 

NPH occurs when the natural flow 
of cerebrospinal fluid in the brain is 
blocked. Thi. causes an abnormal 
mcrease in the amount of thi. fluid in 
hollow space (cavities) called ventn­
cles. As the fluid fills up the ventricle , 
they enlarge and put pres ure on brain

next tep, typically, involves urinary 
problems, as they may develop fre­
quent urination and have difficulty 
completely emptying the bladder. 
Finally, patients may develop orne 
level of dementia. 

An MRI and a spinal tap (lumbar 
puncture) will lead to the correct diag­
nosis in most ca es. After a diagnosis 
ha been confirmed, the excess cere­
brospinal fluid will be drained either 
periodically or with a permanent shunt. 
The treatment of choice, according to 
the NIH, is the surgical creation of a 
shunt that routes the cerebral spinal 
fluid around the obstruction and back 
into circulation. 

Your mother needs to get to a physi­
cian. He or she will probably recom­
mend consultation with a neurologist. 
Unless the physical examination and 
history reveal another more likely cul­
prit, it's likely your mother will be 
given the tests I mentioned to confirm 
or rule out NPH. If it is NPH, a surgi-

cal treatment will be recommended. 
While these are effective in about half 
the cases, I must add that the best prog­
nosis is for those who are diagno~ed 
early when their symptoms are m· i­
mal. In the e cases, a properly insta ed 
shunt may be able to reverse many, if 
not all of the NPH symptoms.

He told me 
how much a pack of cigarettes 
cost and how many packs a day 
he smoked and then he helped 
me do the math as we together 
figured out bow much tho e cig­
arettes cost our family per year. 
He told me that smoking was a 
nui ance - to himself and to oth-

I made that promise, and I 
kept it, as did my siblings. So, if 
teachers and school employees 
that usc tobacco products won­
der what they can do to convin:ce 
kids to stay away from tobacco, 
try my dad's example. Be hon­
est.
