• FRANKFORT­
Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo announced today 
that his Election Fraud 
HGtline received 235 com­
plaints from voters between 
6 a.m. and 7 p.m. on 
Election Day. The most 
common complaint con­
cerned electronic voting 
machine irregularities. 
Fifty-five voters across 
Kentucky expressed a vari­
ety of concerns about the 
new voting machines rang­
ing from fears that votes 
had not been counted to 

W allegations that votes were 
" being switched to opposing 

candidates. 
"Kentucky Bureau of 

Investigation agents 
worked closely with county 
clerks and voting machine 
technicians to maintain 
voter confidence in the new 
system,n Attorney General 
Stumbo said. "The public 
has the right to demand 
assurances that their vote 
counts." 

KBI agents carried out 
aggressive statewide elec­
tion monitoring, with two 
agents in each of 
Kentucky's six congres­
sional districts. Agents 
were available to provide 
an immediate response to 
any allegations of voting 
irregularities. 

Attorney General 
Stumbo spent Election Day 
visiting precincts through­
out Bowling Green in 
Warren County, observing 
the conduct of the general 
election. He accompanied 
by KBI Commissioner 
David James. 

"I am particularly con­
cerned by reports of 
lengthy delays at some

School under lockdown 
after alleged plot discovered

SALYERSVILLE 
Magoffin County High School 
avoided a potential disaster 
when a student who had alleged­
ly put together a student hit list 
was arrested Thursday evening. 

The student, whose name and 
age has not been released, was 
taken into custody by the 
Magoffin County Sheriff's 
Department after rumor of the 

hit list surfaced. School officials 
would not confirm at this time if 
a gun was recovered ·or not. 

"At this time the student is in 
custody and we are currently 
working with lav. enforcement 
to investigate the incident," said 
Magoffin County Supt. Joe E. 
Henley. "We are taking all the 
precautionary measures to 
ensure that our students and fac­
ulty members are safe." 

School was in full ession 
Friday but a lockdown was 

enforced all day, meaning offi­
cers from the Magoffin County 
Sheriff's department were on 
campus to ensure the students' 
and faculty's safety. 

Principal Tony Skaggs , aid 
the lockdown was used to make 
students feel safe and that from 
the information school officials 
had there was no rea on to 
believe anyone was in danger.

Task force 
makes a little 
go. a long. way

PRESTONSBURG 
Nearly every county in the 
country has some kind of 
police presence that deals 
exclusively with drugs, 
but not many of them can 
boa t the kind of results 
that the Floyd County 
Drug Task Force has 
achieved. 

Floyd County Judge­
Executive Paul Hunt 
Thomp. on, the man task 
force members for the 
Preston~burg Police 
Department call the brains 
behind the task force, said 
the thinking behind the 5-
year-old group wa really 
quite simple. 

"1 approached the 
county sheriff and the 
police department and 
said we're all trying to 
accomplish the same 
things, and if we com­
bined resources, we could 
do even better." 

All members of the 
task force eem to like to 
pass the accolades for the 
group's succe s on to 

someone else, but the fact 
that since its inception the 
force has a 100 percent 
conviction rate speaks 
volumes of the type of 
work being done. 

The ta k force began 
conducting investigations 
in early 2002 with one 
full-time member each 
from the Prestonsburg and 
\1artin Police depart­
ments and al o one from 
the Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department. The 
arrangement remained in 
place for a few months 
until the MPD member 
had to drop out because 
the officer was needed for 
other work. Funding has 
always been the main fac­
tor holding back the task 
force. but even when the 
task force was forced to 
cease operations in late 
2004, the force itself 
never truly cea ed to 
ex.ist. 

"We work when we've 
got enough people to 
work," said Prestonsburg 
Police Chief Mike

One killed, one hurt 
in crash on Route 114

Nineteen-year-old 
Anthony Osborne, of 
Prestonsburg, was pro­
nounced dead at the scene 
by Aoyd Deputy County 
Coroner Glen Frasure. 

Surviving the crash was 
20-year-old Brittany 
Tackett, of Vrrgie. She was 
airlifted by Med:tlight Air 

Ambulance to St Mary's 
Hospital in Huntington, 
W.Va. Tackett sustained two 
broken legs among other 
injuries in the wreck., and 
was wearing her seatbelt at 
the time of the accident

Eva Conley joined the work­
force at age 16, at a time when 
most of her friends were flirting 
with boys, trying the latest fa h­
ions, and worrying about the 
multitude of things that 
teenagers consider of paramount 
importance. 

·'My first job was at a fast 
food restaurant in Paintsville," 
recalled Eva. "I did a little bit of 
everything in that job, · and I 
probably waited on just about 
everybody in Johnson County." 

Conley confe ed that while 
the extra money came in handy 
for a struggling high school stu­
dent, she really did not care for 

the work. "I worked with orne 
really nice people, but I knew 
that I didn't want to do that kind 
of work for the rest of my life." 

Despite finding the work 
uninspiring, Conley continued 
with the job, and even started a 
second one at Wal-Mart during 
her senior year at Johnson 
Central High School. 

"I moved out of my parents' 
home right after graduation," 
said Conley. "I worked both 
jobs. During the day. I would 
work at Wai-Mart for eight 
hours. and then go to the re tau­
rant. The way my schedule was 
set up, 1 never had a day off. I 
worked seven days a week." 

Not one to give in to despair, 
Conley clung to the hope that 

good things come to tho e who 
wait. 

In January 2005, she learned 
from a friend about a ervice 
that helps young people prepare 
for professional careers. 
Administered locally by Big 
Sandy Area Community Action 
Program thl'ough funding from 
Eastern Kentucky Concentrated 
Employment Program, the 
Workforce Investment Act pro­
vides area youth with an oppor­
tunity for paid work experience, 
clas. room training, job search, 
and other activities that help 
ensure that the participant is able 
to meet the economic and social 
challenge. of adulthood.

He said the biggest problem is 
pre. cription pills, and although 
the task force ha<; succeeded in 
convicting over 150 people. he 
understands that education and 
rehabilitation is what wiJJ slow 
the abuse and cut down on 
repeat offenders.

Thompson said the fiscal 
court helps put money into 
program for education and 
rehabilitation, and the county's 
drug court helps to prevent 
repeat offenders.

Some folks would do whatever is necessary to sabotage 
the. tatewide improvement program created by the 
Kentucky Education Reform Act. They hate public chools 
and despi e public chool teachers' unions. They see disrup­
tion and discontent a u eful prelude to the funding of pri­
vate chool through taxpayer-financed vouchers. 

Some want to subordinate KERA to President Bu h' ill­
conceived and poorly financed No Child Left Behind, the 
design of which virtually ensures that large numbers of pub­
lic school will be declared failures - the better to justify 
private alternatives. NCLB has been excoriated, and rightly 
so, from one end of the country to the other, including in 
con ervative states. 

Others who propo e changes in Kentucky's current edu­
cational system are moved by legitimate motives. They offer 
modest and reasonable suggestions for altering the KERA­
based approach. 

The danger is that, as the struggle among all these com­
peting interest· continues, and as educational challenge

'Invasion' 
The oddball denizens of a small 

town are overrun by hungry aliens in 
this homage to 1950s sci-fi thrillers 
that also includes generous helpings 
of some very off the wall humor. 

The film opens with a fisherman 
who freaks out when his portable tele­
vision goes out during an epi ode of 
Bass Masters. His mood is short lived 
due to an adorable brunette who steps 
out of the woods and offers to engage 
in acts of coitus with him.

oil change this time

Before being deployed to

beneath it, plugged the exhaust 
and intake, changed the oil and 
filter. and locked it up. I'll be 
home in another two months, 
and I'm wondering if r should 
change the oil again when I get 
home. r tend to be .. urn ... fru­
gal. OK, I'm cheap, but I don't 
want to do any damage to my 
beloved Subaru over $10 
worth of oil. Is it advisable to 
change the now-year-old oil, 
or can I drive my car without 
worrying about it? I change 
my oil and filter religiou Jy: 
every Sunday ... OK, every 
3,000 miles, but I've never 
changed it based on time 
alone, even though the oil 
companies would Jove for me 
to do that. Do I need to change 
the oil when I get back? -

Aaron, AI Qa' im, Iraq 
RAY: What 10 bucks? 

You're in Iraq. Can't you just 
fill up your canteen and bring 
a couple of quarts back with 
you? 

TOM: Actually, you don't 
need to do anything, Aaron. 
The fact that you plugged up 
the intake and exhaust means 
that no possible contamination 
could have gotten into your 
engine while you were gone. 
So the oil is as clean as it was 
the day you left. rn fact, it's as 
if you had left it in the bottle! 

RAY: That's assuming your 
no-good brother-in-law 
Eugene hasn't been u ing the 
car to deliver pizzas the whole 
time you've been away. 

TOM: Before you start it, 
we do have a couple of sug­
gestion. , though. You might 
want to remove the spark-plug 
wire so the engine won't 
start. And then crank the 
engine for 15 or 20 seconds to 
get the oil circulating.

INDIANAPOLIS - NCAA 
president Myle. Brand com­
mended college athJetes for 
their academic improvement 
Thursday, then criticized poor 
fact-checking by the media and 
government for failing to 
report the true story. 

Brand said iigures rclea. ed 
by the NCAA Thursday prove 
athletes often outperfonn their 
peers in the classroom and 
called any other notion a 
.. myth." 

The latest federal gradua­
tion rates show athletes are 
more likely than the general 
student body to earn a diploma, 
and that female athletes contin­
ue to post higher numbers than 
their male counterparts. 

"One of my most signiticant 
frustration to read time and 
again i the mistaken myth that 
~tudent-athletes are not good 
students," Brand said. "The 
federal government confinned 
something we've known for a 
long time - that student-ath­
lete are good students. There 
really is no excuse for getting 
thi~ infonnation wrong." 

The latest measurements 

Blackcats 

showed incoming athletes from 
the freshman cla~s of 1999-
2000 held a 2-point advantage. 
63 percent to 61 percent, over 
those students who did not play 
sports. Athletes also had a 1-
point overall increase over last 
year's figure .. 

Federal graduation rates are 
calculated over a . ix-year peri­
od for each incoming freshman 
class. 

Brand blamed the misper­
ception on erroneous report. 
and called on editoriaJ writers 
and the House Way~ and 
Means Committee. which is 
m\'e ugating the NCAA' tax­
exempt tatus, to get the num­
bers right. 

'Their claim that student­
athJete don't perform well in 
the classroom is way off, and I 
think tho. e wrong stories need 
to get their facts right," he said. 

Academic reform has been 
Brand's top priority since tak­
ing over as president in 2003. 

He presided over a move­
ment that made eligibility stan­
dard for student-athletes more 
rigorous and created more 
stringent standards for fresh­
men to play. Brand al o pushed 
for a new, more effective cal­
culation to measure academic 

--------------------

l>uccess among student-ath­
letes. 

Under the NCAA fonnula, 
called the Graduation Success 
Rate, 77 percent of student­
athletes graduated. The 
NCAA' number were consis­
tently higher than the federal 
rates. 

The difference between the 
two calculations i that the fed­
eral rate doe not include trans­
fer students. 

By all measures, Brand 
likes the progre s. 

''I'd . ay the academic 
achtevement of our student­
athletes over the last several 
year is one of our greate t uc­
cess stories,'' he said. 

Among the more notable 
finding over a four-year peri­
od were that female athletes 
earned d1plomas at a ignifi­
canUy higher rate, 71 percent, 
than their male counterparts, 
56 percent; and that blacks (53 
percent) and Hispanics (58 per­
cent) continued to lag behind 
other ethnicities when earning 
d1plomas. 

Whites had the highe. t fed­
eral core at 67 percent. 

Brand also cited a 3-point 
increase under the federal 
guideline , from 43 to 46 per-

cent, for men's basketball play­
ers and a 4-point jump. from 
38 to 42 percent, among black 
player .. 

''Four points 10 one year is a 
very erious move upward and 
it" 5 percent higher than 
African-American students in 
the general student body." 

Pour schools - Boston 
College, Bucknell, Duke and 
Northwestem - graduated at 
least 90 percent of their ath­
letes over the one-year period. 
Duke. at 91 percent. had the 
highe t rating. The other three 
each bad 90 percent rates, but 
Bucknell was the only school 
of the top four to exceed it~ 
overall tudent body grad rate 
(88 percent). 

The three lowest score 
belonged to Florida A&M ( 19 
percent), Texa!.-Pan American 
(21 percent) and Lamar (30 
percent) although Lamar's 
total was only l point lower 
than its overall total. 

The three military acade­
mies - Army. Navy and Air 
Force - received no one-year 
cores for their athletes. The 

report includes only tudent­
athletes receiving scholar hip .

Chargers handling Issues better than Bengals •

ln the past year, the San Diego 
Chargers and the Cincinnati Beogals 
have turned mto the NFL' two top 
examples of why character counts. 
Their rap sheet· are nearly as exten­
sive as their play lists. 

So far. there's one big difference 
between them. As they prepare to 
meet Sunday in Cincinnati. the 
Chargers are dealing with their trou­
ble a whole lot better. 

The Chargers (6-2) are tied with 
Denver for the AFC West lead, hav­
ing won four of their la t five games. 
They've overcome their off-field 
problems by getting the most out of 
their stars and more than expected out 
of their backups. 

"You've got to fmd ways to stick 
your finger in the dike. as it were, and 
have somebody else step forward and 
do the job," coach Marty 
Schottenheimer said. "We've done a 
little bit of that." 

They won last Sunday without 
linebacker Shawne Merriman, the 
NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year 
last eason. Merriman sat out a 32-25 
victory in Cleveland, starting a four-

game u pen ioo for a pOSitive drug 
test. He claim-; he took a tainted sup­
plement. 

It was the latest setback to a 
defense that already had a Jot of woe. 
Linebacker Steve Foley is out for the 
season, recovering from bullet 
wounds while facing drunken driving 
charges. Safety Terrence Kiel has 
pleaded not guilty to felony drug 
charges. Cornerback Marku Curry 
wa relea ed by the team following 
his arrest on su pi cion of committing 
domestic violence. 

All the off-field turmoil bas led to 
on-field shuffling. When Foley got 
shot, Shaun Phillips took hi place. 
PhiJJips has mis ed the last two 
games with a calf injury, giving 
Marques Harris a chance to play. 

"Everybody's really good friends 
and everybody's clo e, and that 
makes it ea ier," Harris said. "When 
you go through tough times, you stick 
together. That's how we've been." 

The Bengals (4-4) are glad some­
body else is having to go through that 
stick-together routine. 

"Merriman - he's a beast back 
there," quarterback Carson Palmer 
said. "His o;;u pension couldn't have 
come at a better time for us. I was 
excited to sec that." 

No one has dealt with more elf-

inflicted problems than the Bengals, 
who have had six players arrested and 
two suspended - linebacker Odell 
Thurman and receiver Chris Henry -
in the pa<>t year. 

It looked like they, too. could 
overcome their character issue after 
they beat Pittsburgh to open the sea­
son 3-0. A few hours after that win. 
Thurman was arrested for drunken 
driving, and Henry was in the vehicle 
with him. 

Thurman was suspended for the 
rest of the season. Henry was 
benched for one game by coach 
Marvin Lewis. then suspended by the 
league for two more. Without one of 
their top receivers, the Bengals start­
ed a 1-4 slide that has brought a sense 
of de peration. 

The defending AFC North champ 
already trail Baltimore by two game:-. 
They haven't had a losing record 
. ince 2004. Falling to 4-5 would put 
them on track to be an also-ran in the 
playoff chase. 

''As far as I'm concemed: Sure. 
it's a must-win," defensive end Bryan 
Robinson sa1d. "We're going to need 
this one. We got ouro;clvcs in the 
hole." 

They don't want to get buried by a 
team that'~ doing a lot of things right. 

With Philip Rivers running the 

offen e for the first time, the 
Charger lead the league with 31 
points per game. They've done amaz­
ingly well inside the opponents' 20-
yard line, scoring 18 touchdowns and 
12 field goals in 31 chances. The only 
time they didn't score was when they 
decided to run out the clock at the end 
of a game. 

While Rivers has been teady, 
LaDainian Tomlinson has been terrif­
ic. He leads the league with 14 touch­
downs and 1,151 total yards, and is 
coming off a 172-yard game against 
Cleveland in which he repeatedly 
slipped out of the tacklers' grasp. 

"It's like trying to catch a fish, 
after the fish comes out of the water 
and he's <>lippery and rough to hold 
onto," Chargers fullback Lorenzo 
Neal said. "He knows the game and 
he's a smart guy. a student of the 
game who's always watching tilm. 
He wants to be great." 

San Diego's depleted defen e also 
is on a roll. leading the league in 
sacks. The defense has scored touch­
downs in consecutive games for the 
first time in franchise history. 

"Great teams find a way to get it 
done," Neal said. 

Nothing about the Bengals is great 
these days. Giddinc s over that 3-0 
start has given way to second-guess-

ing and outbursts by play rs The 
Bengals have the feel of a team hat's 
on the verge of a meltdown. 

In the pru t. a break-even m 
the season's m1dpoint would 
Cincinnati fans in an upbeat m 
Times have changed. 

"It's not upbeat right now." rece 
er Chad Johnson said. "It's not upb 
at all."

Palmer says he's still a work in pro re.ss

CINCINNATI - Carson Palmer is 
still a work in progress. 

On the 10-month anniversary of 
his devastating injury, the Cincinnati 
Bengals quarterback said Wedne day 
that his left knee is doing so well that 
he never gives it a thought. The prob­
lem is that a lot of other things aren't 
quite right yet. 

It shows in his throws. 
Palmer's touchdowns are down, 

his interceptions are up, and his pass­
er rating is nowhere near what it was 
at the halfway point of last season. 
Some of it has to do with what' 
going on around him - a beat-up 
ofrensive line hasn'L protected him 
nearly as well. 

And, some of it goes back to that 
low hit by Pittsburgh's Kimo von 
Oelhoffen during the Steelers' play-

off victory on Jan. 8. 
"When you go back and have to 

start all over, which is essentially 
what I had to do, you rebuild your 
mechanics from the ground up, and 
that's something I did," Palmer said. 
"That's omething I'm continuing to 
do. 

"Last year, I felt when l was on the 
field that I was just playing football 
and reacting. It's something I've 
started over on and continued to 
build." 

Palmer listed all of the things he's 
trying to ref"rne as the Bengals (4-4) 
try to find their own offensive com­
fort zone: holding onto the ball, mov­
ing around in the pocket, keeping his 
balance, dropping back properly. 

"There's not one or two thing I'm 
working on," Palmer said. "It's the 
whole position of playing quarter­
back." 

He didn't put it on the list of things 

to fix, but Palmer's psyche also might 
be going through a reconstruction. 

After a 26-20 loss to Baltimore on 
Sunday. Palmer acknowledged for 
the fir t time that he's aware of when 
tacklers come in around his legs. He 
said Wednesda) that it's not some­
thing he thmks about until after the 
play i fmished. 

"I think 1 might recognite it more 
because of what's happened," Palmer 
said. "Looking back at before the 
knee injury. I wa n 't recognizing it at 
all. I'm sure it happened a Jot. I 
haven't gone back and looked at Ia t 
year's film and compared it game-to­
game, but I have recognized and real­
ized it's been going on this year." 

It usually takes an athlete more 
lhan a year to fully recover- mental­
ly and physically - from a devastat­
ing injury. Palmer shredded two liga­
ments, dislocated his kneecap and 
damaged cartilage only 10 months 

ago. 
Whatever the reason, Palmer's 

number are down. 
At the midpo1nt of last season, he 

had completed 69.7 percent of his 
throws for 2,031 yards with 16 touch­
downs, five interceptions and seven 
passer ratmgs over 100. Th1s sea 'OO, 

he has completed 61.2 percent of his 
throw for 1 ,879 yards with 12 touch­
downs, six interceptions and only one 
triple-digit passer rating. 

The numbers are magnified by the 
team's <;truggles. The defending AFC 
North champions have lost four of 
their last five games, dropping them 
two games behind first-place 
Baltimore. 

"J don't think it has to do with 
Carson as much a. it has to do with 
everyone," receiver T.J. 
Houshmandzadeh said Wednesday.

PADUCAH - Clothing in stylish 
fluorescent orange makes an urgent 
fashion statement: Don't shoot. 

The bright orange color - some­
times called hunter orange or safety 
orange - proliferates in Kentucky 
especially during the state's modern 
firearms deer season. The state's 
gun season, Nov. 11-26 in some 
counties and Nov. 11-20 in others, 
brings with it a requirement for all 
hunters afield to wear the solid 
orange color on head, chest and 
back. 

The orange clothing requirement 
also is in effect during muzzleloader 
seasons and youth firearms deer 
seasons. The color display isn't 
required for small game hunting, 
bul it is recommended.

Scientists point to the marked 
differences between the eyes of deer 
and humans. Deer have eye that arc 
more advantaged in low light condi­
tion , in night vision abilities. 
Humans have only a fraction of 
those abilities in minimal light, but 
in a trade-off, people can have "orne 
edge in seeing in brighter light, 
notably on the color . pcctrum. 

Physiology has shown that the 
eyes of deer have more rod cells that 

improve their night vision. The 
makeup of their eyes apparently 
gives them better ability to ee short 
wave length colors- blue and even 
shades into the ultraviolet range. It's 
thought that deer can see ultraviolet 
range colors better than human . 

However. fewer cone cell sensors 
in deer eye. are said to leave them 
essentially red-green colorblind. 
Science ha surmised that deer see 
little to no differences between 
greens, reds and oranges. 

Ba ed on tho e factor . the best 
way to stand out in the wild to deer 
would be to wear clothing of bright 
blue. Conversely. donning orange 
make the wearer stand out to 
orange-sensttlve, cone-plentiful 
human eyes but deer ee the same 
color as darker and practically 
indistingui. hable from green.
