Baze, 49, challenged the 
state's method of executing 
condemned prisoners, say­
ing the drug formula used 
amounts to cruel and 
unusual punishment. 

The ruling handed down 
Wednesday in Frankfort 
affirms ~ prior ruling in 
FrankJin Circuit Court. 

Judge Roger Crittenden 
made no errors in uphold­
ing Kentucky's lethal injec­
tion method after a lengthy 
1rial in 2005, Justice 
oonald C. Wintersheimer 
wrote in the unanimous 
opinion. 

"Thus, the reviewing 
court should not substitute 
Its oplnion for that of the 
trier of fact 1n the absence 
of clear error," 
Wintersheimer wrote. 

Bowling was sentenced 
to be executed for killing 
Edward and Tina Earley 
and shooting their 2-year­
old son outside the cou­
ple's Lexington dry-clean­
ing business in 1990.

Supreme Court overturns conviction against doctor

FRANKFORT - A doctor accused 
of helping supply OxyContin and other 
powerful narcotics to addicts in 
Appalachia ""ill gel a new trial. the 
Kentucky Supreme Court ruled 
Wednesday. 

Dr. Fortune J. William~ was ~cn­

tenccd to 20 yl:at's in prison after a 
Lewi'> County jury fountl him guilty of 
four counts of unlawfully prescribing 
medications. 

Justice Wi IIi am Grave~ said in a 23-
page ruling that detectives \'iolated 
Williams con~titutional rights by ra1d-

ing his medical olficc without a search 
warrant. For that reason. the Supreme 
Court overturned the conviction and 
ordered a new trial.

If taken properly, the dmg'<> ingredi­
ents arc released slowly into the body. 
But abu ·ers circumvent the time­
release by cru. hing the pills and inhal­
ing or injecting the powder to get the 
same kind of euphoric high that heroin 
brings.

Irrest. tible. actually, just 
as they proved to be in the 
Oscar-winning documentary 
"March of the Penguin ." 
(You'll ee several images in 
"Happy Feet" that also 
appeared in that film. though 
as director and co-writer 
George Miller points out, his 
movie was m the works long 
before "March of the 
Penguins" can1e out.) 

Miller and a team of writers 
and artists vividly bring to life 
the penguins' mating process

Q ue tion: Winter is coming 
and I find I get depre sed. 
This seems to tart with 

me in mtd to late October. but does­
n't go away until ·pring. My mom 
sayc; it is nom1al to get "blue" around 
the hoi idays and says I hould just 
ignore my feelings. I am 23 now and 
this seem to happen every year. I 
am fine the rest of the year, then this 
happens in the fall. Any thoughts on 
what I should do? 

A nswer: As a mother of 
four, I don't like to say that 
mom is maybe not giving 

you the right advice, but thts time I 
think you houldn 't li ten to her. You 

have de cribed omething called ea­
sonal affective di order (SAD). 
Typically, those with this condn10n 
say their symptoms . tart in October, 
peak in January or February. and 
then "tart to wane. They are u ually 
symptom free in the spring and sum­
mer month .. 

SAD uffers are very ensitivc to 
the decrea e in daylight hours. Why 
some people have this ensitivity i · 
not very clear. There IS ·orne specu­
lation that their brain increase mela­
tonin production at the wrong tJme of 
the day due to both the shorter days 
and the decrease in sunlight in ten ity. 

ln the winter months. according to

one theory. a SAD sufferer's body 
will produce ''o;;tay awake" sub­
stances - l1ke the hormone cm1isol 
and certain neurotransmitters -
until the carl}' mornmg hour~. Then. 
after he or she stays awake half the 
n1ght. the body finally mcrea. c. pro­
duction of sleep-inducing melatonin. 
This productiOn, though, continue:. 
until midday, so the uffcrcr has trou 
ble gelling out of bed until 10 or 
later. In !>hort, the person's biologi­
cal clock, or circadian rhythm. is "all 
mes ed up.'' There is a good deal of 
re earch showing that circadian 
rhythm disruption is linked to 
depression. 

Typically people with SAD onJy 
have episodes of depression during 
the months when they get le!>s light 
exposure. This sound<; like the situa­
tion you describe. And. you also 
cern to meet the cnteria of having 

these ymptom for at least two years 
m a row. SAD and the "holiday 
blues'' are not related. 

To bt.! uiagnnsed with SAD. or any 
type of depressiOn. the . ymptoms 
must last longer than two weeks. sig­
ntficantly interfere with your work or 
so ial life. and not be due to another 
underlying medical condition or 
dmgs or alcohol. 

The most common symptom are 
depressed mood and a reduction in 
plea. urc or interest in mo t or all 
act1V1t1es. Sleep disturbances -
either too much or too little - are 
common to all types or depression. 
People with SAD often say they are 
sleeping more. but it's not clear if 
this is actually the case. Other possi­
hk symptoms include change in 
appetite or weight. fatigue or loss of 
energy. feelings ot worthlessne s. 
diminished ability to concentrate. 
recurrent thoughts of death, and in 
~evere ca ·es suicidal thoughts. 

The good news i that with a 
proper diagnosi . you can get the 
right treatment. Many SAD sufferers 
re. pond to therapy with bright or 

full-spectrum light that helps reset 
their biological clock and control 
melatonin production. Some people 
are uble to help themselves by just 
getting outside in the bnght winter 
un for about an hour each day. Also, 

a new medication was approved in ~~ 

June for treatment of SAD. Some 
peopk need medication tarring in 
September until the winter is over. 
To diagnose your condition and 
determine the best treatment, l'd rec. 
ommend you see a family physician

Know the tore's return 
policy. When purchasing gifts 
for friends and family, seck out 
stores that have a generous 
return policy. You want to be 
sure they have ample time to 
return a gift or make an 
exchange without a ha sle. 
When purcha ing online, 
know what tep. must be taken 
for a return. You may be 
responsible for the co t of 
return postage to end items 
back. Other online retailers 
include a pre-po ted package 
for anticipatory returns. 

You can ensure holiday returns go more smoothly by prac­
ticing patience and following a few tips. 

• Fraud puts the pinch on 
return .

Get togethers w1th friends 

nd family are staples of the 
holiday season. But there are 
also the annual reunions 
between consumers and cred­
it card companies or bank 
just waitmg for shoppers to 
wrack up finance charges, all 
in the spirit of giving. 
According to a National 
Retail Federation urvey in 
2004, 30.7 percent of con-
umer planned to primarily 

use debit cards for holiday 
purchases that year and 
another 30.1 percent planned 
to use credit cards. As difti­
cull as it can be to imagine 
~ak.ing It through the holi­
days with minimal debt come 
the new year. using debit and 
credit cards wi ely can lead 
to a more enjoyable holiday 
season. and make those 
January bills much easier to 
manage. 

Before you swipe your 
credit or debit card at the 
nearest cash register, it's be t 
to under tand the differences 
between these two forms of 
plastic: 

• Credit cards are issued 
by banks or a busines and 
llow you to make purchases 

on a line of credit. You'll be 
offered a pre-set spending 
limit (credit limit) based on 
your financial standing. In 
essence, credit cards offer 
you a hart-term loan that 
must be prud back in full the 
next month or else a high 
interest rate is imposed. 
(Charge card . like the 
American Expre cards, do 
not allow you to carry a bal­
ance. and must be paid back 
in full immediately). 

• Debit cards are issued 
by your bank. and offer a 
direct link to your checking 
!ccount. When a purcha e is 
made. it is deducted from 
your account. It is much like 
paying with a check, without 
the ha sle of paperwork. 

THE GOOD 
Available cash- Credit 

cards provide easy money, 
allowmg you to make it to 
hobday gathenogs or to pur­
cha e last-minute gifts. 
Setting aside larger purchase 
(i.e. plane ticket , holiday 
meals, hotel reservation ) 
solely for your credit card can 
help you bener keep track of 
how much you have spent 
and can make the stress of 
planning your travel schedule 
easier. Debit cards will pro­
vide a quick link to your 
checking account, and can 
make purchases faster than 
u ing a paper check. 

• Security Credit cards 
offer far more ecurity for 
your purcha e than simply 
paying with cash. Also, items 
purchased with credit or debit 
cards make the time-honored 
holiday tradition of returning 
or exchanging gifts a far 
smoother process. Typically, 
purchases made with credit 
cards are more often than not 
completely protected, mean­
ing a lost or stolen purchase, 
while unfortunate, can be 
replaced at no co t to the con­
sumer. 

• Incentives - Many 
times credit card companies 
offer give-back programs 
such as airline miles and 
other discounts with each 
purchase. giving consumer 
more of an incentive to use 
their cards. 

THE BAD 
• Usage fees - Both 

credit and debit card often 
carry hidden fee with them. 
where money is charged or 
deducted from your account 
simply for making a purcha e. 
Knowing these fees and limit­
ing how much they are 
charged is essential to keep­
ing bill low come January. 
Credit cards also impose hefty 
interest rates if purchases are 
not paid back in a timely man­
ner. Look for cards with lower 
rates, or pay as much toward 
your credit card balance as 
possible come bi11 time. 

• Over pending - Credit 
cards can offer consumer a 
false sense of . ecurity. mak­
mg most believe they have 
more money readily available 
to them than they actually do. 
At a time a emotional a the 
holidays. when most con­
sumer would admit to over-
pending in search of that per­

fect gift for a loved one. set­
ting budgets before stepping 
out of your door is a rcspon i­
blc way to approach the holi­
day season. 

THE UGLY 
• Fluctuating interest rates 

- Credit card companies can 
change interest rate on a 
wh1m, and without your 
approval. Always read the 
fine print of your credit card 
bill and be sure you monitor 
your interest rate carefully. 

• Identity theft - While 
credit and debit cards do 
allow a greater measure of 
protection on purchases, it 1 

quite easy for a pickpocket to 
run off with your cards and 
wrack up his own list of holi­
day purcha e . Similarly. 
hacker can steal personal 
information if you use plastic 
to make purchase online. 
Keep track of purchases and 
cross-check with your state­
ments to recognize unautho­
rized purchases. And. if your 
cards are stolen, notify your 
bank and credit card compa­
nies at once. 

• The too good to be true 
offer - Once the holiday sea­
son has come and gone, cred­
it card companies are fond of 
offering adjusted repayment 
plan. that, on the surface, 
seem too good to be true. 
Lower monthly payments and 
adjusted interest rates might 
seem like a great relief from 
the post-holidays tress of 
paying off purchases. but 
more often than not these 
offer , while offering tempo­
rary relief, cost con. umers 
considerably more money in 
the long run.
