MORGANTOWN, W.Va. 
The federal agency charged with 
keeping U.S. coal mines safe often 
took two or more days to respond to 
complainlc; of hazardous condi­
tions, but it bas refu ed to accept 
two of 13 recommended improve­
ment') from the Office of Inspector 
General. 

The U.S. Department of Labor 
report, which examined the Mine 
Safety and Health Administration's 
hot line responses over three 
months, recommends MSHA define 
a timely response in a measurable 
way, rather than adhering to the cur­
rent standard of "immediately" or 
"as soon as possible." 

But the 77-page report says 
MSHA balked, in i ting that a 

focus oo ti liness could lead to an 
incomplete evaluation of the com­
plaint, an in ufficient response and 
"a premature and uninformed deci­
. ion" 

The OIG remained undeterred in 
its report. 

"We are not convinced that a 
standard of as soon as possible' is 
sufficient to drive evaluation and 
inspection rforrnance," the 
authors said. ''The e benchmarks 
are not quantified in terms of a 
number of hou . or days."

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Reds surprising contenders in another losing season

CINCINNATI -At lea t they tried. 
The knock on the Cincinnati Reds 

lalely was that they weren't giving 
their best effort - the owners and the 
front office, that ts. The franchise's 
value increased with the move to a 
new ballpark in 2003, bU£ it didn't 
show in the payroll or the planning. 

A very strange season mashed 
that perception. 

After moving to within a percent­
age point of ftrst place on Aug. 24, the 
Reds imploded down the stretch, 
leaving them with their sixth straight 
losing season. It's their Ionge t such 
streak of futility in 50 year . 

But lo ing season No. 6 had an 
entirely clifferent feel. 

New owner Bob Castellini was 
true to his word, increa ing payroll to 
try to bring the city a winner in his 
first year running the franchi e. New 
general manager Wayne Krivsky 
remade the roster on the fly, acquiring 
36 players after he got the job on Feb. 
8. 

There was no Sitting back and 
waiting this year. 

"You can't complain about it," . aid 
right-hander Bronson Arroyo. brought 
over from Boston during -;prmg train­
ing. "Those guys came in and said 
they wanted tO win. and they proved 
they wanted to win. 

"Wayne ha'l done the best he could 
for us. It wasn't quite good enough. 
but I think it gives him an idea of 
where we can go with the talent we 
have. and what we're still lacking that 
we're going to need to get us over the 
hump." 

First, they need to figure out what 
happened in five futile weeks. 

The Reds led the wild card race for 
46 consecutive days until Aug. 28. 
when a 2-8 trip to the West Coast 
marked the beginning of their miser· 
able finish. They lost 21 of their last 
34 games, dooming them in a weak 
division where team with losing 
records were still in contention. 

They were a season-high even 
game out on Sept. 20 and started try­
ing players in different roles for next 
year. Then, they found themselves 
back in the race when eventual divi­
sion winner St. Louis collap ed. 

Too late. They finished 80-82. lip­
ping behind Hou. ton into third place 

at the end. 
"We've been so weird and incon­

si tent." first baseman Scott Hatteberg 
said ''lf we had played better when 
we thought we were kind of out of it, 
we could have been right in it." 

Dunng most of their losing 
decade, the Reds have been done in 
by their pitching. They were last in 
the league in 2005 with a 5.15 earned 
run average. undercutting one of the 
NL', top offenses. 

ln a surprising twisL. the hitters let 
them down this time. 

The Reds finished second-to-last 
in the NL with a .257 average. They 
were second with 2 I 7 homers. but 
only middle of-the-pack in scoring 
runs. All too often, they were all-or­
nothing. 

Ken Griffey Jr. mis ed most of the 
last month with an injured toe. Adam 
Dunn. Edwin Encarnacion, Brandon 
Phillips, David Ross and Haueberg -
prime players in the early season 
surge _ were among those who fin­
ished with a whimper. 

"ll was a letdown when we had a 
chance to ·eparate our elves on that 
West Coast trip and we clidn't," said 
Dunn, who drove in only five runs in 

the la-;t 37 games. " f personally strug­
gled when it mattered most." 

So did the defcn e. a sore spot all 
sea'ion. When they were still margin­
ally in contention, the Red. kicked 
one game away with six errors -their 
most in 35 years. They had 128 errors 
overall, second-roo tin the league. 

They finally made inroads in pitch­
ing. Arroyo and Aaron HMang were 
reliable at the front of a rotation that 
led the league wtth nine complete 
games. The pitching staff finished 
seventh overall in the NL - a major 
improvement. 

Krivsky completely remade the 
bullpen a the season went along, 
with mixed results. The bullpen 
improved dramatically when closer 
Eddie Guardado wa · acquired in July, 
but an elbow injury . idetined him a 
month later and Jed to surgery. 

"Wayne's doing everything he can 
to put a winning club on the field," 
manager Jerry Narron said. "He got a 
late . tart. Basically we came to spring 
training with a club made up by four 
gener-al managers. That's unusual." 

The flurry of trades and signings at 
midseason turned the clubhouse into a 
rest stop for pitcher. either coming or 

going. 
"I've never seen that before," 

Arroyo said. "It's a tough thing to do, 
to pick and choose. You're almost 
grabbing at straws to see if you can 
put something together that works. 
The starting rotation ha'l been pretty . , 
steady - a couple of guys were hurt 
here and there - but the bullpen has 
been insane. That's one facet of the 
game you can probably afford to do 
that with." 

Now, the new ownership and 
Krivsky get their first offseason 
together to map where they want to go 
with the payroll and the roster. Given 
their aggressiveness during the sea­
son, major changes could be on the 
way. 

Given the state of the NL Central, 
they're figuring they can contend 
again- and break that six-year slump, 
too. 

"If you had said at the beginning of 
the season that we'd have been in the 
running with two days remaining, it's It 
a huge improvement." Hatteberg said. 
"We took big strides. Now we've got 
a lot of guys not expecting to be in the 
celJar." 

That's an improvement right there.

The first test 
your doctor might do i an electrocar­
diogram (ECG). The irregularity may 
or may not show up on this test. The 
ECG can give your phy ician orne 
information, but usually more tests are 
needed. 

If this happens in the atria, it's most 
often due to an underlying medical 
condition and is not u. ually a medical 
emergency. Treatment of the underly­
ing condition, though, may be needed 
to avoid long-term consequence uch 
as a troke. Ventricular fibrillation, on 
the other hand, is a medical emer­
gency. It requires immediate defibril­
lation or it can lead to death.

They are a group of conditions 
in which the heart beats faster or slow­
er than it should or beats irregularly. 
Some arrhythmias are life threatening 
and others are no cau e for concern. 

Frequently you can' t differentiate 
between arrhythmias that pose a eri­
ous ri k and tho e that do nOt without 
additional tests. Mo t people are 
afraid of "what the doctor will find," 
but deep down inside they know the 
testing needs to be done.

Your doctor wiU also want to do 
blood tests to rule out thyroid prob­
lems and infection. She will take a 
medical history with attention to caf­
feine intake, moking, alcohol intake 
and over-the-counter medication use. 

A serious type of arrhythmia is 
called fibrillation. This can be gener­
ated from the top chambers of the 
heart, the atria, or from the bottom part 
of the heart, the ventricles. Both atri­
al and ventricular fibrillation are seri­
ous conditions. Fibrillation causes the 
mu cles of the affected chamber of the 
heart to quiver instead of contracting, 

More commonly when people are 
told they have an irregular heart beat, 
it is caused by "extra" beats from the 
upper or lower chambers. An extra 
beat from an upper chamber is usually 
called a PAC - premature atrial con­
traction. An extra beat from a lower 
chamber is called a PVC- premature 
ventricular contraction. The treat­
ment, if any, is determined by the fre­
quency of the "extra" or early beat and 
its origination. Jn many cases, these
