FRANKFORT- Two 
new cases of E. coli infec­
tions have been reported in 

1 entucky, bringing tne total 
to at least six in the state 
and more than 1 00 national­
ly. 

The Food and Drug 
Administration has linked a 
California company's fresh 
sp1nach to the outbreak. 
Investigators are working to 
pinpo1nt the source of the 
bacteria. 

Gwenda Bond, spokes­
woman for the Kentucky 
Cabinet for Health and 
Fam1ly Services, said the 
two new cases involved 
women in their 20s from 
~opkins and McCracken 
counties. Neither was admit­
ted to the hosp1tal. Of the 
other four, one, a woman in 
her late 50s from Oldham 
County, remained hospital­
ized on Monday 

Bond sa1d authonbes 
suspect each of the 
Kentucky cases are related 
to the national E. coli out· 
break. 

She said officials also 
were investigating whether 
a 12-year-old girl in northern 
Kentucky had the same 
strain of the infection. 

''We would hope the 
alerts that have been sent 
out would prevent any addi­
tional new cases," Bond 
said.

JNEZ - Two men are dead after a 
shooting \1onday in Martin County, and 
the killer has not yet been caught. 

At approximately 10:30 p.m. Monday 
night, Kentucky State Police received a 
caJl regarding an alleged shooting on 
Whickertield Road in Inez. 

According to KSP. William "Billy" 
Sartan, 47. allegedly went into a home on

suspect soug I 
Whickerficld Road and :hot Jeffrey L. 
Mattox. After shooting Mattox, Sartan 
then turned the gun on Sue Collins. 

Sartan allegedly left Mattox at the 
scene and forced the injured Collins to 
leave with him. After they walked a hort 
distance, Sartan saw Billy Proctor and 
allegedly shot him also. Sartan fled the 
scene, leaving Collins behind. 

Both Mattox and Proctor were pro­
nounced dead at the scene by the Martin 
County Coroner. Collins was transported 

to Highlands Regional Medical Center in 
Prestonsburg. 

Martin County Schools were closed 
Tuesday after reports that Sartan had been 
seen near schools. 

KSP reports that Sartan is also known 
as William Star. He is described as having 
brown hair, a slightly heavy build, is 
between 5 feet. I 0 inche:. to 6 feet in 
height and may possibly have facial hair.

Friends and family 
member. are mourning the 
loss of Jeanette Fournier.

tarian missionary. 

Jeanette Fournier was 
kiUed Sept. 1 when the 
vehicle she was riding in 
<>truck a roadside bomb in 
Senegal, Africa, while ~he 
traveled with colleague on 
one of the many tnJ'i!>iOT ., 

'he embarked upon durin 
her 'areeJ. 

f.'oumier was the daugh­
ter of Katherine Waddell. 
who now re-.ides in Dayton . 
Ohio. Fournier's prand­
mother. Katherine Stratton, 
lived in Floyd County for 
many years. the majority of 
those years spent in Banner. 
Although Fournier never 
resided m Floyd County 
herself she made "e' era! 
visits to her grandmother 
over the years and touched 
many people's In es along 
the way. 

While traveling abroad, 
Jeanette Fourn1er met her 
husband, Henry rournier. 
who wa from Switterland. 
They married and had two 

children. now in their early 
20 . Fournier began her 
career working with the 
American Red Cross, but 
after she met her husband 
she became both a compan­
ion and a supporter of her 
hu<;band's career with the 
luternahonal Red Cross. 
Fournier tood by her hus­
band' side at all times, 
mostly acting as an enter­
tainer for the many guests 
they made contact with 
through her husband's 
diplomatic statu. around 
the globe. 

Later on. Jeanette 
Founuer began her own 
career wnh the 
International Red Cro' 
al"!cr receiving her master's 
degree in public health 
through Johns Hopkins 
University and working a 
an registered nurse for a 
period of time. 

Foum1cr had been work­
ing for the International 
Red Cross since December 
2005 . Her mother, 
Katherine Waddell. says 
that Fournier wa a wonder­
ful person who was com­
mitted to helping others. 

Waddell poke of her 
daughter's passion for 
being the best mother she

The result is the 
sort of budgetary monstrosity that has come to typify feder­
al spending. American farmers collected $26 billion in 
direct subsidies from taxpayers last year, the Office of 
Management and Budget estimate~. For per. pectivc, con­
sider that the infamou · eannarks hidden in budget bills by 
thi Congre . , all 10.000 of them. add up to $30 billion. 

And don't believe for a second all that loot help family 
fanns. Ju ·t 10 percent of farmers get 72 percent of it. 
Somehow, fruit and vegetable growers pro per without a 
dime in federal subsidies~ 93 percent goes to prop up over­
production of corn, cotton, wheat, rice and soybean .. Half 
of the $26 billion goes to corporate welfare queens such as 
Archer Daniels Midland and Ty on Food . Even oil giant 
Chevron get · handouts under farm programs. But it's not 
enough for farm tate politicians. Congre s a1 o maintain 

· f:· and · port t th t prices for a elect few 
oi:luccr ·. This mean con ume pay extra - a staggcri ng 

$16.2 billion in higher prices at the grocery in 2004. Put 
another way, each American family donated $146 to corpo­
rate fanners. 

Such largesse encourages farmers to grow too much. So 
they dump their extra com and cotlon at depressed prices in 
foreign market , impoverishing Third World farmers. 
Recent world trade talks collapsed precisely because the 
Unjted States. joined by Japan and Europe. refu. ed to 
reduce agricultural tariffs and sub. idies. The failure to gain 
new trade agreements will cost U.S. technology and finan­
cial companies ten of billions in lost e ports. With the 
stake o high, it i possible that Congres can throw off the 
yoke of a few farm-state politicians with sonority on key 
committee . Brazil recently won a case again t American 
cotton subsidies at the World Trade Organization. Some 
farm lobbyists ay reform could head off retaliation by 
other major trading partners. 

What's more, agribu. inc. s i. reaping va. t. equally waste­
ful subsidie for alternativ fuels coming from Washington. 
But one reform at a time. Bush promi ·e a ensiblc farm 
agenda by January. In contrast. Congre s i likeJy to fatten 
existing ubsidies. The correct farm subsidy is zero. Voter 
will have to insist on a pork-free diet.

Canned Pumpkin Bread 
(This Is one recipe you don 'I wan/to modify_ as Its mois­
ture content has been adjusted to make it perfectly sale lor 
preserving In jars.) 

213 cup shortening (butter-flavored Crisco works well) 
2 213 cups sugar 
4 eggs 
2 cups pumpkin puree (fresh or canned) 
213 cup water 
3 1/3 cups flour 
1/2 teaspoon baking powder 
2 teaspoon baking soda 
1 1/2 teaspoons salt 
1 teaspoon cinnamon 
1 teaspoon ground cloves 
213 cup chopped nuts (optional; walnuts work well) 
Preheat oven to 325 degrees. 
Cream shortening and sugar. 
Beat In eggs, pumpkin and water. 
Stir together the dry ingredients. Add to the pumpkin mix­
ture, along with the nuts, if desired. 
Pour the batter into 8 clean, greased pint wide mouth can­
ning jars, filling them half full. Bake In jars without lids for 
about 25 -30 minutes, or until the bread rises and pulls 
away from the sides of the jars. 
When the bread is done, remove 1 jar at a time from the 
oven, clean Its rim, and firmly screw on a 2-piece canning \• 
lid. Let the jars cool on the counter away from drafts. Store 
jars in a cool, dry, dark place. 
Makes 8 one-pint jars. Each loaf yields 3 or 4 slices.
