One 
of the department's trucks, 
Engine #5, is said to barely 
be passing the required 
inspections and tests it must 
undergo to continue operat­
ing in accordance with reg­
ulations. 

At a special Preston. ­
burg City Council meeting 
Wednesday. emergency 

official explained that the 
1974 Engine #5 is only 
wonh about $6,000 and the 
repairs and update It needs 
to meet regulations would 
cost them $3,000, which is 
half of what the truck is 
wonh. 

The propo ed solution is 
to purchase au ed fire truck 
for $25,000 and discontinue 
u e of Engine #5.

Answer: A trip to Europe can 
he quite a great adventure.

However, 
he~au . ~ of new travel restrictmns, 
you ma) need to get a prescription 
medication from your doctor. 

' nics' you're meeting a very 

important per on immediately upon 
arri\al, I'd recommend that you dres<; 
casually - in loose, comfortable 
clothing. Wear shoes that can be eas­
ily removed. You can change into 
your ' 'good" clothe after arrival. 

Don'tlet your ears get plugged up 
on the plane. This can happen - e pe­
cially with take-offs and landings. 
Chewing gum, mitiating a yawnmg 
motion of the jaw and even drinking 
water can help open your ears. 

Exerci. e in your seat. Do some 
stretchmg of your anne;, legs and 
back You can practice these at home 
before you leave. If allowed, try to 
get out of your scat briefly every hour 
or so and do some ·tretching in the 
ajsle . . 

Ar;, for medication and liquor, I do 
not generally advise either of these. 
If you don't sleep on the flight, you 
don't sleep. You should d1scuss this 
with your personal physician and fol­
low his or her advice. A plane flight 
is not the rime to try a new medica-

lion for sleep. If your doctor pre­
scribes something or you decide to 
use an over-the-counter sleep medjca­
tion, try it out a week or so before you 
leave to be sure it agrees with you.

Students In grades 2 through 11 will 
be assessed in Reading and Math this school year. Three bench­
mark assessments will be given this year, with the first one current­
ly almost completed.

We will 
analyze the results of the a~~essment and make decisions on how 
to adjust curriculum, provide Professional Development for our 
staff, and make important decisions how to help Individual students 
at the school level. This program will enable us to better understand 
where our kids are at all times and will give us the immediate feed­
back to Improve teaching and learning. The benchmark assess· 
ments were created by a district team. The program provides the 
flexibility for school leadership teams to develop additional assess­
ment, and for classroom teachers to develop their own assess­
ments at the K-8 level.

An Ordinance of the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, 
relating to a tax levy on real and tangible personal prop­
erty and franchises, all for the general operating expense 
purposes of the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky. 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky, in order to maintain a progressive and stable tax 
base for the city, fmds it necessary to adopt the following 
Ordinance in order to provide funds for the general expense 
purposes of the City: 

Now, Therefore, Be It Hereby Ordained By The City Of 
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, as follows: 

Section 1. The County assessment of property situated in 
the City of Prestonsburg, both real and personal, is hereby 
adopted. 

Section 2. For the purposes of providing funds for the gen­
eral operating expenses of the City of Prestonsburg for the fis­
cal year from July 1, 2006, to June 30, 2007, and for each 
year thereafter. until this Ordinance is amended or enacted, 
the following taxes are levied. 

(A) Upon all real estate within the City of Prestonsburg, not 
specifically exempted from taxation, situated within the City of 
Prestonsburg of 219 per One Hundred Dollars ($100) of 
assessed value. 

(B) A tax upon all tangible personal property and franchises 
not specifically exempted from taxation, a tax of .298 per One 
Hundred Dollars ($100) of assessed value. 

Section 3. A discount of two percent (2%) of the total 
amount of the tax bill is hereby allowed upon all tax bills paid 
to November 30th, of each year. 

Section 4. A penalty of six percent (6%) of the total amount 
of the tax bills that are not paid on or prior to December 31st 
of each year shall be imposed and collected. 

Section 5. The City Clerk is hereby designated and autho­
rized to collect the tax imposed herein. 

Section 6. This Ordinance IS passed pursuant to, in compli­
ance with, and by virtue of the authority of the following con­
stitutional and statutory provisions: Kentucky Constitution 
Sections 157, 170 and 181.

The Floyd County Board of 
Education, meeting in special session 
9/14/06, after having held a mandated 
public hearing on proposed tax rates 
for the 2006-2007 school year, levied a 
rate that will increase property tax rev­
enue by approximately four percent. 
The board is required to levy a rate 
every year and CANNOT levy rates for 
future years. The real property rate 
levied was 55.1 cents per hundred or 
an increase of 2. 1 cents per hundred 
dollars of assessed value over last 
year's rate of 53.0 cents per hundred. 
This equates to 21 cents per $1,000, or 
$2.10 per $10,000, or $21.00 for every 
$100.000 of property assessment. The 
personal property rate increased only 
.4 cents per hundred from 59.0 in 
2005-2006 to 59.4 for the 2006-2007 
year. This equates to an increase of 4 
cents per $1 ,000 or 40 cents per 
$10,000 or $4.00 per $100.000. The 
rates for next year will be tabulated by 
the Kentucky Department of 
Educatuion in July or August of 2007 
The property tax rates for the 2007-
2008 year, w111 be based on the amount 
of revenue generated by the prior year 
rates and on property assessments 
given to the KY Department of 
Revenue by the local PVA as of 
January 1, 2007. The Floyd County 
Board of Educat1on did not, and cannot 
levy rates for future years, only the cur­
rent year.
