Miners 
claim sex 
harassment

WHITESBURG- Two 
• coal miners filed a sexual 

harassment lawsuit on 
Friday against an eastern 
Kentucky coal company. 

Charles Scott Howard 
and Ralph Shuffler claim 
that they suffered in a 
"hostile and abusive work 
environmenf' while min· 
ing underground at the 
Cumberland River Coal 
Co.'s Band Mill No. 2 
mine in Letcher County. 

Calls to Cumberland 
River Coal's parent com­
pany, St. Louis-based 
Arch Coal, were not 
immediately returned 
Friday. 

Howard and Shuffler 
say that for nearly two 
years, they endured lewd 
behavior and vulgar sexu­
al language by a mine 
supervisor on almost a 
daily basis, according to 
the lawsuit. 

Howard had his sched­
ule changed to avoid 
encounters with the 
supervisor. Shuffler could­
n't concentrate due to the 
supervisor's behavior, the 

• lawsuit said. 
The supervisor was 

terminated after the two 
miners filed a complaint 
with the company, 
according to the lawsuit. 

The miners say they 
suffe ·ed emot1onal dis­
tress from the alleged 
sexual harassment. They 
are seeking an unspeci­
fied amount of compen­
satory and punitive dam­
ages.

Despite storms, East Ky. 
remains in severe drought

Most of Kentucky is now in 
a state of severe drought with 
some portions even moving 
into the extreme drought cate­
gory. 

Widespread showers 
brought some relief to the area 
Thursday night as hea\ y 
storms dumped rain over some 
portions of the eastern part of 

the state. Due to the scattered 
nature of recent rainfall, the 
late~! edition or the u.s. 
Drought Monitor indicates 
that dro.ught conditions have 
worsened acro ... s most of 
Eastern Kentucky over the 
past week. 

While most of the area was 
previously classifi~:d as being 
in a moderate drought. 
extremely high temperatures 
and humidity have added to the 

drought's severity. 
The U.S. Drought Monitor 

reports an estimated 12 to 15 
inches of rainfall would be 
needed to fall over the next 
three months to compJetdy end 
the drought. This would equate 
to receiving 3 to 6 inches more 
than normal rainfall. 

Above normal tcmperalures 
and continued below normal 
rainfaU are expected during the 
next week.

FRANKFORT - A 
decision to end an ethics 
investigation of Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher was based on poli­
tics, a former member of 
the Executive Branch 
Ethics Commission said 

"From my position there 
have been numerous deci­
sions within the past year 
which have been partisan 
action, or inaction,'' said 
Cynthia Stone. a Louisville 
attorney whose term 
expired last month. 

Stone. a Democrat, said 
that included the investiga­
tion into whether Fletcher 
violated etlucal rules in his 
handling of personnel deci­
sions . Fletcher, a 
Republican. is seeking re-

election in November 
against Democratic chal­
lenger Steve Beshear. 

John Webb, the commis­
sion's chairman, said the 
panel has been fair and 
impartial. 

"Cindy served honor­
ably on the commission for 
many years and she\ enti­
tled to her opinion." Webb 
smd. 

Fletcher spokeswoman 
Jodi Whitaker declined to 
comment on Stone's allega­
tion.

Lessons from history 
Dne. iL mauer how our enem} :-.ees the War on Terror? History sug­

gcsll' i l docs. 
Hnd the Brits paid clo:>er allenl1on Lo HILler·~ ambitions than 

Chamberlain's assurances, countless lives would have been saved. 
A re~ent tssue of the Heritage Foundation's "Backgrounder" conra.ins 

a list of statements by Osama bin Laden and other lead rs of Islamic ter­
ror organizations that shed light on the des1gns ot our enemy. The state 
mems, under the headline '"TerrorislS in 'T11eir Ow11 Words." provide a 
vivid contrast to what war opponents Ill the Unitec.l States ate saying. 

Here's an example: House Speaker Nancy PelOsi traveled to Syria thi 
spring, agam~l the president's objections. to dialogue with leaders of the 
staLe that sponsors Hamas and Ret.bollah, and provides sanctuary for 
Sunni insurgent<;. Rep. Tom Lantos, who accompanied Pelosi. said aft~r­
ward, "Thls i only the bt!!,oinning of our constructive dialogue with 
Syria." President Bush. on the other hand. called the meetings "counter­
productive." 

So which is it, constructive or counterproductive'? Neither. although 
Bush i · nearer the mark. Here's this from the al Qa.ida training manual: 
"The confrontation that l 'lam calls for with these godle.':-. and apostate 
rcgimes docs not know Socratic debates, Platonic ideals nor Aristotelian 
diplomacy. But it kno-w, the dialogue of bullets, the ideals of assassina­
tion, bombing and destruction, and the diplomacy of the cannon and 
machine gun." 

Osama hm Laden had this to say in 2006, "Refraining from perform­
ing jihad, which is sanctioned by our religion, i~ an appalling sin. The best 
way of death for us is under the shadows or swords" Or cou~e. bin Laden 
had made his views known already tn 1996 when he dedared war on 
America- and wa ignored. 

Democrat~ credit their opr.osirion to the war for their takeover of 
Congress in the 2006 elections. Bul here's what a bin Laden deputy had 
to say: ·'(Y)ou (Democrat~) arc not the one, who won the midtcm1 elec­
tion, nor are the Republicans the ones who lo t. Rather Mujahideen - the 
Muslim Ummah·s vanguard in Afghantstan and Iraq arc the ones who 
won, and the Amenc.:an forces and their Crusader allies are the ones who 
lost." (Ayman al-Zawahiri, Dec. 22, 2006) 

If terrorists are following American elections. they obviously get CNN 
in their cave hideout'>. And they understand the nower or the medmm. 
That same al-Zawahiri wrote to Abu Mus' ab ai-Zarqawi, the late leader of 
al Qaida in Traq, in 2005: "T say lo you that we are in a batlle and that more 
than half of this hanJc is taking place in the battlefield of the media.'' 
Judging from public opwion polls, the terrorists have the upper hand on 
thar battlefield. 

Democratic members of Congress ·ay Withdrawal from Iraq would 
prevent American deaths. But the man known as the American spokesman 
for al Qaida says there 1s no escaping al Qmda: ''(Y)our people will ... 
experience things which will make you forget all about the horrors of 
Sept. ll. Afghanistan and lraq, and Virginia Tech. And let us he clear: A 
pullout from Traq alone, in the ah~ence of compliance with the remainder 
of our legitimate demands. will get you nowhere, and will not save you 
from our strikes. So stop wa~uog your rime and trying to save face with 
these futile, farcical maneuvers on Capitol Hill." (Adam Gadhan. May 29, 
2007) 

He neglected to ~ay what those other "legitimate demands" are. Maybe 
u little dialogue would have prevented 9/ll. Oh, wait- tlying jetliners 
into .k.yscraper~ IS dmlo!!ue to a.l Qatda. 

Critics or the war say '' e should not be lighting in Iraq because it was 
not Iraq that attacked us. But an al Qaida leader in Afghanistan said, 
"(Zarqawi) took the jihw.l from the edge:o; of the place or the real conllict 
to the focal point of the conl1ict, which is lraq." (Abu ai-Layrh al-Lihi, 
April 28, 2007) 

The anti-war crowd missu; the obvious, that we arc not at war against 
Iraq. merely w Iraq, agatn!)t al Qaida and an assortment of other terror 
group~ from throughout the Mu. lim world. We can debate whether Iraq 
was the most suitable battleb>round for rhe war. but there's no doubt we 
would be fighting the same enemy regardless ur where we drew the bat­
tle lines. At least in Iraq we proVIded a '>ervice to the world by deposing 
a brutal dictator and k1lling: his ps]chotic sons. 

Where the hattie is waged is immaterial to the jihadists. Another a1 
Qaida leader in rraq said: "We have drunk blood. and we lind no (hlood) 
sweeter than that of the Byzamines (Christians) .... Roast their flesh with 
car bombs ... and tear out their hearts with sniper fire. Know that offense 
is the besr defense, and he careful nm to lay down your weapons before 
the war is over .... We are not fighting out of nationalism, but "'ith the aim 
or making Allah's W(Jrd supreme ... (Abu Omara!-Baghdadi, Feb. 2, 2007) 

To the terrorists. this jihad j); a world war. one they mtend to wage 
whether the American military withdraws rrom Iraq wmorrow or years 
from now. Debate over the war in Iraq outside the context of rhis ovcrrid· 
ing reality will only put America and the West in greater danger. 

Says a1 Qaida's Zawahiri: "Our message is clear what you saw in New 
York and Washington and what you are seeing in Afghanistan and Iraq, all 
these arc nothing compared to what you will sec next." (Aug. 4, 2005)

But Bush must have 
confidence and optimism written into 
his DNA.

When your tran mrssion is really old, 
the gums and varnishes that have built 
up over the years are actually holding 
the tran mi~sion together now. And if 
you change the fluid and druin out all 
that gunk. the tran misston will fall 
apart.

RAY: A I 0-year-old tar easily 
could need shocks and truts, Phylli~. 
And if it doe need them, that's a pret­
ty good price. 

TOM: By the way, this particular 
car has lruts in front and shock~ in 
the rear. A strut is just a single part 
that combines a shock absorber with a 
coli spnng to save space. 

RAY: But how do you know if you 
need these things'? A you say, the car 
is "running fine." 

TOM: Well, the driver of the car 
often can't tell. because the ride and 
handling degrade slowly, over several 
years. It's like getting fat. You gain a 
couple of ounces a week, and you 
don't really nouce. And then, like my 
brother, omeone takes your picture 
one day and you look at it and say, 
"Hey, who's the fat slob with his arm 
around my wife?" 

RAY: So YOU might not be able to 
teH if you need shocks, Phyllis, but 
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your met:hamc can. First of all. he 
may have een one of the shocks leak­
ing when the ca1• was up on the lift. 
That's a sure sign it's 
a goner. 

TOM: The other 
sign of worn-out 
. hocks is unusual tire 
wear. If your lire. are 
cupping or scallop­
mg - that is, they 
have high and low 
spots on the tread 
surface - that's 
often a sign of bad 
shocks. 

RAY: And then 
there's the standard 
"shock test": You 
push down hard on 
one corner of the 
bumper and the car 
should come back up 
once and stop, and not bounce. If it 
goes up and down even a little bit, 
your shocks are worn out. 

TOM: So the que. lion is, Do you 
trust this particular mechanic? Or is 
he, like mo t of us. just trying to sell 
more shocks? 

RAY: Well, if you don't have a 
relationsh1p with this mechanic and 
aren't sure you trust him, get a second 
opinion. Go to our Web site, 
www.cartalk.com. and put your ZIP 

code in the "Mechanics Files'' (under 
Actual Car Information). It'll show 
you a list of mechanic:; personally 

recommended by 
other readers and 
radio listener of ours. 

TOM: But if a 
mechanic you trust 
tells you that you need 
shocks, then you do 
need to get it done. 
Shocks are safety 
components. Many 
people think they only 
affect ride comfort, 
but the1r job actually 
is to keep the . tires 
fim1ly planted on the 
road, so the tires don 'l 
bounce up and "leave 
the road" whenever 
you go over bumps. 

RAY: Because if 
your tires do bounce, and happen to 
be in the air at the same moment you 
need to stop or tum. you might be in 
deep doo-doo. Even if the car is run­
ning fine otherwise!

SSA and SSI what's· the difference?

Did you know that there is 
a difference between Social 
Security and SSI benefits? It's 
a question we rece1ve often, in 
a variety of ways. "What's the 
difference between Social 
Security and SSI?" Or "Are 
Social Security and 
Supplemental Security Income 

the same thing?" 
The short an ·wer is no, 

they're not. Here's the long 
answer. 

The Social Security 
Administration. (SSA) is the 
government agency that 
administers both Social 
Security benefits and 
Supplemental Security Income 
(SSI) benefit . But the two 
programs are not the ·ame, 
and the funds come from dif-

ferent place,. 
Social Security comes in 

three varieties: retirement ben­
efits. disability benefit~ and 
survivor 'benefits. SSI comes 
in two: disability and aged 
benefits. 

Social Security benefit'l are 
funded through the Social 
Security tru t fund ; your 
Social Security payroll or 
FICA taxes are eam1arked for 
Social Security benefits. SSI 

is funded through general tax 
revenue. 

Social Security is a social 
insurance program based on 
contributions. In order to col­
lect benefits, you must have 
paid into the system and 
become insured. Most people 
need about 40 credits, or 10 
year of work, to qualify. SSI 
is a needs-based program that 
pays benefits to people with 
limited income and re ources 
who are either disabled or age 
65 or older. 

When you get Social 
Security, what you own. 
mcluding bank account , prop­
erty, and investments, does not 
affect your benefits. Since SS1

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Kentucky Afield Outdoors: Fitting your shotgun 
by HAYL.EY L.YNCH 
KENTUCKY AFIELD 

FRANKFORT- Dove sea­
son is fast approaching. Any 
hunter who has emptied sever­
al boxes of shells to get their 
daily limit knows how impor­
tant good technique is to a suc­
cessful day afield. But one 
thing many shooters don't 
consider is the crucial element 
or gun fit. 

Many sbotgunners don't 
know that the factory stock on 
their new-in-the-box -;month­
bore probably doesn 'L fit. They 
struggle with a stock that is too 
long or too low, and a gun that 
smacks of recoil a~ a result. 
This is becau e stocks are 
made for the "average'" hoot­
er, and many of us don't tit the 
mold. 

There arc several adjust­
ments you can make to your 

existing gun, wiLhoul shelling 
out thousands of dollars for a 
custom-buill stock. Two of the 
most important adjustments 
are lo the length of pull and 
drop of comb. 

Length of pull is the di 
ranee from where your shoul­
der touches the stock to where 
your finger touches lhe Lrigger. 
Most shotguns are made with a 
factory length or pull 14 inch­
es. This might be just right for 
some, buL is ol'ten too long for 
many women or shorter men, 
not to mention youth shooter-.. 
On the other hand, the factory 
length of pull may be too hort 
for Laller shooters with long 
arms. 

To delermine whether your 
shotgun fits, hcnd your arm in 
a right angle then putt he Lock 
in the crook of your elbow. 
Lay the stock sideways along 
your forearm with your hand 

Oat. Now line up your index 
linger with the trigger. The 
trigger should hit the lirsljoinL 
of your index finger, jusr 
below the linger Lip. Tf this 
joint extendc; beyond the trig­
ger, you may need a longer

SmaJI adjustments can he 
made by buying a thinner or 
thicker recoil pad. Slip-on 
recml patb are less expenstve 
than those that screw into the 
end of your stock. Large 
adjustments, however, may 
require cutting the stock down 
or adding spacer . 

Gunsmiths often chare,e by 
the hour for stock work. 
Getting a gun stock cut runs 
$100-$200 or more depending 
on the gunsmith. Spacers cost 

$8-$1 0 each huL muc,t be 
t,'Tound to tit lhe stock. Thh 
will cost you about ~50 Don'! 
forger to ask around the shoot­
ing range - many shooter' 
have stock Jiuing experience 
and may be able to do the 
work for you. 

The next measurement to 
check I\ !he drop of Comb. 
With a properly adjusted shot 
gun stock, you will naturally 
look straight dllwn the barrel 
whenever you bnng the gun Lo 
your shoulder. 

The wmb drop 1s the verti 
cal distance from where your 
cheek n:st · on the tock - the 
.. comb" - lo the sight plane or 
rib of the gun barrel. Drop is a 
crucial measurement because 
it directly affects your line of 
sight. Tf the comb ol your gun 
is too low, you will sec the 
back of the gun' · rib rather 
than straight down the rop of 

lhe barrel. You'll have to lift 
your head otJ the stock to see. 
sacrilicing accurac} a~ well as 
comfort when the comb 
smacks your face aner a <,hoi. 

Adjusting drop can be easi­
er tban adjusting length ot 
pull. While some shooters 
have adjustahle combs 
installed - allowing them to 
move the top of the stock up 
and down and even side to side 
- you can fix this problem 
cheaply. A few thm layers of 
closed-cell foam on lOp of 
your ex1sttng comb. fa-;tened 
with good-quality double-stick 
tape can "build up" your stock 
lor under $1 0. Add more lay­
ers. or take them otl, until you 
can see perfectly down the 
gun's rib when your check is 
planled lirmly on the ~.oomb. 
You :c;hould sec nothing buL the 
sigh! bead at the end of the 
muzzle - add layers until you 

can ee it, ami Lake a layer ofT 
1f you can see the rib ttseU. A 
piece or suede or neoprene on 
top of the clo. cd-ccll foam 
help!'> rf you don' t like the look 
of the foam or want greater 
comlon. 

Many other adjustments, 
trom maJor to minor. can make 
your shotgun lit · beuer. Bul 
adJusting the length ot puJI and 
drop are good li rst slep!). 
You'll know you're closer to a 
perfect lil when you hring 
down more birds with fewer 
shells .

The first NHRA playoffs to 
determine the national cham­
pions in drag racing will hcgin 
at the U.S. Nationals at 
O'Reilly Raceway Park ncar 
Indianapolis over the Labor 
Day weekend.

Most of the qualifying 
spots have already been 
clinched, and the rest will be 
determined this weekend at the 
To yo Tires NHRA Nationals at 
Reading, Pa. 

"Tf we hadn' t changed to 
this new point system, then at 
this time of year there would­
n't be a whole lot ul' excite­
ment around points for our 
team,'' said Me1anie Troxel, 
currently two points out of the 
eighth and final qualifying 
spot in the Top Fuel category. 

"Being ninth in points, it 
would be pretty unlikely that 
we would come back and win 
lhe championship," she said of 
the previous scoring format. 
"So iL has added a Jot of 
excitement and some pres­
sure." 

The top six in Top Fuel 
already have clinched spots in 
the Countdown, while the next 
four - Whit Bazemore, David 
Grubnic. Troxel and Cory 
McClenathan - arc separated 
by jusl 102 points. With 100 
point<; to the winner - plus 
bonus points for qualifying 

positions - the standings couJd 
be shuflled considerably this 
weekend. 

"So it's still exciting LO be 
in this position." McClenathan 
said. "f think right now our 
game plan has really not 
changed. We need to be con 
sistcnt. We need ro qualify 
well. We need to go some 
rounds on Sunday if we're 
going to be in that top eight. 

"We'd like to be in the 
pointe; deal," he said 
Wednesday. ''But realistically, 
what we arc shooting for is to 
run as good as we can and go 
testing at Indianapolis next 
week so we can get ready for 
Lhe lasL six races ... and begin 
preparing for the 2008 sea­
son."
