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Debate over Confederate flag continues

MARTIN -As school officials and the 
public at large await a decision from two 
Floyd County schools in regard to what 
many consider to be racist symbols dis­
played for the past 34 years by Allen 
Central High School, the controversial sub­
ject continued to be discussed at Monday 
evening's meeting of the Floyd County 
Board of Education. 

Attending Allen Central High School 
was "one of the most rewarding experi­
ences of my life," said 1984 graduate 
Ronnie Parsons. Parsons, who supports 
keeping the current Confederate battle flag 
and Rebel mascot symbols, said that as a 

member of the United States Marine Corps. 
he traveled to "33 states and 12 countries" 
and was "well prepared" educationally as 
well as equipped to meet the diversity he 
experienced while doing so. 

Parsons said that it was his opinion that 
"the Confederacy has been hijacked over 
the years" by proponents of racism but that 
the ACHS symbols were never intended to 
be viewed as racist symbols. 

"Drugs, school violence .. . pose a far 
greater threat (to students) than does the 
Confederate battle flag," he said. "Taking 
this flag away will not stop those things." 

Samuel Hatcher, a member of the Sons 
of Confederate Veterans, appeared before

Third drug court graduation held

PRESTONSBURG -The doors to 
the Floyd County Justice Center are 
normally locked up by 5 every night, 
but on Monday night they were open 
and the first-floor courtrooms were 
filled with people attending the third 
Floyd County Drug Court graduation 
ceremony. 

Two members of the drug court pro­
gram, one man and one woman, made 
it through the 12-to-18-month pro­
gram, bringing the total number of 
graduates in the county's program to 
nine after three years . 

District Judge Eric Hall, the head of 
the drug court program, said he 

remembers when both of the graduates 
first came into the program. He said 
they were both at the bottom depths of 
addiction, but after working hard to get 
clean, he could remember exactly 
when he saw the light go on for each 
one and they decided they were no 
longer going to continue living the way 
they had been. 

"It takes ongoing perseverance to 
get here," Hall said, "Everyone comes 
in with a chip on their shoulder." 

Overcoming that chip on their 
shoulder is what ultimately leads peo­
ple to a new chapter in their lives, Hall 
said. He said the difference between 
many of the people in the program and 
those whose admission is rejected 
comes from an assessment made of all 

potential members before they are 
admitted. They must first admit they 
have a problem and they have to be 
willing to accept help. 

"All the people in drug court, when 
you scrape away the social stigma of 
their drug addiction, they are wonder­
ful people," Hall said. 

Before the graduates had their 
chance to speak before the audience, 
Doreen Cornelius, the regional pro­
gram director for UNITE in Floyd 
County, spoke of how drug addiction 
affects entire families, and how their 
contributions to those in the program 
often help lead to success. 

"No family who experiences addic­
tion, or no person who goes through 
addiction, goes through it alone with-

War: What a 
bummer 

President George W. Bush was interviewed Tuesday on PBS' 
''NewsHour with Jim Lehrer." Lehrer asked the president the fol­
lowing question: "(W)hy have you not, as president of the United 
States, asked more Americans and more American interests to 
sacrifice something? The people who are now sacrificing are, 
you know, the volunteer military- the Army and the U.S. 
Marines and their families. They're the only people who are 
actually sacrificing anything at this point." 

Here is the president's reply: "Well, you know, I think a lot of 
people are in this fight. I mean, they sacrifice peace of mind 
when they see the terrible images of violence on TV every night. 
I mean, we've got a fantastic economy here in the United States, 
but yet, when you think about the psychology of the country, it is 
somewhat down because of this war." 

Really. That's what the president said: Americans are sacrific­
ing their peace of mind when they see the war on television. And 
even though we've got iPods and plasma TVs and sport utility 
vehicles and all the other glories of a $13 trillion economy, the 
war is taking some of the fun out of it. 

William T. Sherman: "War is hell." 
George W. Bush: "War's a bummer." 
If anyone still doubted that Bush is out of touch with the reali­

ties of his war, this should erase it. Not since he landed on the 
Gulf Coast in the middle of the chaotic response to Hurricane 
Katrina and said "Heck of a job, Brownie" has his cluelessness 
been so exposed. The president has been accused of "living in a 
bubble," but bubbles let light in. The man is living in a sensory 
deprivation chamber. 

In World War II, gasoline, rubber, meat and hundreds of other 
commodities were rationed. Nearly every American family had a 
brother or son or father in uniform. In Korea and Vietnam, 
draftees from upper- and middle-class families fought and died 
alongside enlistees from the working class who were making the 
military a career. The enormous costs of all these wars were 
financed out of the general U.S. budget. One way or another, 

mericans fought the e war together, and we gave up a lot to do 
it. 

The Iraq war is being fought by an all-volunteer military 
drawn mainly from poor and working-class families. Only 13 of 
the 535 members of Congress have sons or daughters who have 
fought or are fighting in the war. In a war with shared sacrifice, 
the healthy young Cardinal baseball champions who posed for 
pictures with Bush before his appearance with Lehrer Tuesday 
would fill a couple of Stryker combat vehicles. 

The half-trillion dollar cost of the war is being financed not 
with taxes, but with borrowed money, mostly from foreign 
banks. Instead of asking everyone to share the costs, Bush cut 
taxes and passed out most of the benefits to the richest I 0 per­
cent of Americans. 

To the extent that it has cost the average American anything, 
the war may have added about a nickel to the increased price of a 
gallon of gasoline. And we whine about that - unless we are an 
oil company enjoying record profits. 

Indeed, the war actually has helped the "fantastic economy" 
Bush bragged about. The Wall Street Journal reported 
Wednesday that earnings at defense companies continue to out­
pace the Standard Poor's index, with no let-up in sight. 

There is sacrifice ahead, of course, and not only for the troops 
and their families. Eventually, the cost of the war will have to be 
repaid, although it is our children and grandchildren who will 
bear the burden. Think of what all that money could have 
bought: health care, scientific research to cure disease, college 
tuition. 

But don't think too much about it. It's a bummer.

Food from 

clones: Too 
many drawbacks

Despite the Food and Drug 
Administration·s (FDA's) recent 
announcement that it considers 
cloned animals safe for eating, 
weighing the costs and benefits of 
cloning animals for food shows that 
the practice is unnecessary and dam­
aging. 

Cloning - the production of 
young animals genetically copied 
from adult animals - cannot add 
new traits to the species. But breed­
ers hope to use cloning to move 
desirable traits like increased milk 
production into the food supply more 
rapidly than they can with sexual 
breeding. Even if this practice pans 
out- and at this stage it is far from 
a given - marginal increases in pro­
ductivity seem unnecessary in a food 
system in which the government rou­
tinely pays millions to buy surplus 
milk. 

On the downside, the price for the 
increases in productivity will be an 
almost certain increase in animal suf-

fering. Most attempted clones are 
grossly defective and are lost early in 
development. Defects among cloned 
animals include overly large fetuses. 
placental disorders. and inflammation 
of the bram and spinal cord. 

These defects occur at a higher 
rate among cloned animals than with 
other assisted reproductive technolo­
gies, like in vitro fertilization and 
artificial insemination. The FDA dis­
missed defects from cloning because 
they are not unique. But an increase 
in animal suffering and deformities 
doesn't seem justified by the pursuit 
of tenuous benefits. 

Also, there is still a small chance 
that subtle genetic defects in appar­
ently normal clones may prove dan­
gerous to humans. Many of the stud­
ies the FDA cited in its recent 
announcement were not specifically 
designed to look at food safety, and 
the Union of Concerned Scientists is 
calling on the FD/\ to conduct more 
comprehensive safety studies. 

Once the FDA lifts the voluntary 
moratorium on selling food from 
cloned animals and their offspring, 
the agency does not plan to test, 
monitor, or label such food. Without 
labeling, consumer~ will have no way 
of knowing whether the food they're 
buying comes from a cloned animal 
or one of its descendants. Food com­
panies are concerned that consumers

might begin to avoid milk or meat 
products if they are uncertain about 
which products came from clones. ' 

The FDA hopes its declaration 
that food from cloned animab .i<; safe 
will avoid the discussion of the lega\ 
infirmities in its authority to regulate 
cloned food. The truth is, the FDA ' 
has no authority to collect and revie.,f. 
safety data on cloned animals before 
they go to market, or to readily 
remove products from the market if

something goes wrong. FDA'~ inabi~ 
ity to regulate cloning, even if war- 1 
ranted. intensifies concerns about le.tj 
ting the tectmology go forward. 1 

One last note: The process for 
cloning is essentially the same for al) 
mammals. Technical advances made 
in cloning food animals will be readi­
ly transferable to attempts at cloning\ 
humans. Opening up cloning to com~ 
mercia! food interests will speed the'~ 
development of cloning technology, , 
bringing us closer to the day when 
we must confront the ethical dilemmf 
of a human child being cloned. 

The potential benefits from 
cloning animals are scant and the 
drawbacks are con~iderable. This is ' 
technology that we can do without. ,

ederal indictment scuttles 
plea in murder case

PIKEVILLE - A federal 
firearms indictment short cir­
cuited a plea agreement of an 
Eastern Kentucky man 
charged with murder. 

Arthur "Artie" Adkins of 
Ashcamp was set to take a plea 
and a recommended 10 year 
sentence on Friday for charges 
related to the slaying of 
Gregory Fleming. 

The federal indictment 
charges Adkins with posses­
sion an unregistered machine 
gun. In Pike Circuit Court, 
Adkins is charged with mur­
der. robbery, tampering with 
physical evidence and convict-

ed felon in possession of a 
firearm.

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Bears, Colts head to Miami for an already historic Super Bowl 
by DENNIS WASZAK JR.

Their longtime friendship 
made the day even more 
poignant. 

Lovie Smith and Tony 
Dungy advanced to the Super 
Bowl with their teams on 
Sunday and gave the NFL a 
historic moment that was 41 
years in the making. 

As the first black head 
coaches to make it to the 
nation's uber sporting event, 
they couldn't help mentioning 
how special it was to be there 
together. 

"It means a lot," Dungy 
said after his Indianapolis 
Colts beat New England 38-34 
in the AFC title game. "I'm 
very proud of being an 
African-American. I'm very 

proud of Lovie." 
Smith got there first, when 

his Chicago Bears won the 
early game and the NFC title 
by rolling over the New 
Orleans Saints, 39-14. 

Asked who he'd like to 
play on Feb. 4 in Miami, 
Smith didn't hesitate with his 
answer: 

"We have to play someone 
and, in my perfect world, I 
would like to see the Colts be 
that team. 

"Tony Dungy has done an 
awful lot for our game," Smith 
said. "He hasn't had a chance 
to coach in the Super BowL I 
would love to see it." 

Four hours later, it was a 
done deal. 

"I'm happy for both coach­
es," Colts defensive end 
Dwight Freeney said. "I hope 

we get to the point we don' t 
have to hear about it." 

Las Vegas oddsmakers 
made Indianapolis the early 
favorite by a touchdown. 

"I'll feel even better to be 
the first black coach to hold up 
the world championship tro­
phy," Smith said. 

It won't be easy, though, 
especially the way Peyton 
Manning and the Colts are 
playing. 

"I just wanted to do my job 
and do my job well," the Colts 
quarterback said. "I didn't 
think I needed to be super. I 
just needed to be good." 

For the next two weeks, 
Smith and Dungy figure to be 
in the spotlight as much as 
Manning, perhaps more so. 

Smith was one of Dungy's 
assistants when they were with 
Tampa Bay from 1996-2000, 
and they established a friend­
ship that has grown in the 
years since. 

When Dungy started in 
Tampa, there were just three 
black head coaches in the 
NFL. This season, there were 
seven. 

Now, there will be two in 
the Super Bowl. 

"Any time you're the first 
person to do anything, regard­
less of your race or anything 
like that, it's special," Bears 
running back Thomas Jones 
said. 

one of the league's most 
impressive records during the 
regular season. Unlike those 
dominant '85 Bears, this 
year's squad was second­
guessed nearly all season. 

"We've overcome a lot of 
doubters, but we're here, we 
made it and it's definitely a 
great feeling," Jones said. 

Whether it was the incon­
sistent play of quarterback Rex 
Grossman or the sudden vul­
nerability of its traditionally 
tenacious defense, few 
believed the Bears (15-3) had 
what it would take to get to 
Miami.

Shain warns that if people do 
choose to work with a trainer, they 
must be sure that the trainer's meth­
ods are safe. The HSUS offers these 
tips to help ensure that your dog is 
trained safely and successfully, as 
well as the red flags that may signal 
abusive training. 

Red Flags: 
• Trainers should never use elec­

tronic aids like shock collars which 
will hurt your dog and can damage 
your bond with him. 

• Rubbing your dog's nose in an 
"accident" will never work and will 
only confuse your dog. This method 
is harmful, unnecessary, unsanitary, 
and shows your dog that you do 
things to him that are scary and 
unpleasant. 

• Screaming is not training. 
While a confident tone of voice is 
helpful, yelling may work against 
you by instilling fear in the dog. 
Dogs will learn better when they feel 
safe and secure. Screaming takes 
that feeling away. 

• If your dog is afraid of a train­
er, you should be, too. A dog who is 
not normally fearful should not be 
cowering or whimpering around a 
trainer. If your dog is not comfort­
able, the training will not be success­
ful and you should stop the session 
immediately. 

• Never let a trainer dominate 
you or your dog. People who try to 
physically dominate their dogs may 
get bitten. Trainers should never sit 
on, kneel on, or otherwise force your 
dog onto his back. Do not allow any­
one to talk you into doing this. Your 
dog may try to bite or could get seri­
ously injured from this process. 

• Choking is not training. Always 
avoid the use of choke-type collars 
and trainers who would lift a dog off 
of the ground by his collar. Recent 
scientific studies show that choke 
collars cause injury. Even if the train­
er uses a regular collar or harness, 
they should never yank your dog

• "Don't worry, he's fine," is 

something a trainer should never 
have to say. If your trainer is con­
stantly reassuring you that their 
methods are safe, it's time to look for 
another trainer. Training techniques 
should always appear safe without 
reassurances. 

• Physical violence is unaccept­
able. This may seem obvious, but 
never let a trainer hit or kick your 
dog. Such methods are ineffective, 
dangerous, and possibly illegal. 
Training should never be abusive. 

• Bleeding is bad. Your dog 
should never bleed, vomit, or foam at 
the mouth as the result of a training 
session. If any of these things occur, 
contact your veterinarian immediate­
ly. Injuries should not be a part of a 
training session. 

• Trust your instincts. If you are 
ever concerned or uncomfortable 
with anything that your trainer is 
doing to your dog, end the session. 
Your dog depends on you to keep 
him safe, and you have an obligation 
to speak up to protect him.

Thankfully, he 
never paid me any mind. I guess the 
only thing he cared about was the 
cows. 

Well, I walked to the draw bars, 
put them back up and headed on up 
the road to Grandma's house. I 
noticed the family pet groundhog 
that we all called a "whistle pig," 
digging in the garden. Grandma 
loved that old groundhog to death. 
She would say, "Come her, whistle 
pig" and he would come to her. 

As I walked up that hot, dusty 
road, I said to myself, ''I'll see 
Grandma soon now, but there's one 
more thing I must do before I go in 
the house. That being to go over to 
the hen house in the big bottom and 
gather the eggs." The reason I 
thought about the eggs was them old 
chickens were cackling away and I 
knew when you heard hens a-cluck­
ing, you would find eggs in their 
nests. 

That Grandma! She had all kinds 
of chickens - Rhode Island Reds, 
White Half-leggens, and domers, to 
name a few. But she didn't even 
have one game chicken on the place. 
She never cared about them and said 
they were "good for nuthin. '" She 
liked them big old fat hens for chick­
en and dumplings and she sure knew 
how to cook them. 

Well, I opened the gate to the 
chicken lot and went to the hen 
house, where the door stood open. I 
just walked right on in and picked 
me up two eight pound lard buckets 
and started gathering eggs. You may 
think I'm lying, but I gathered a 
bucket and a half. Then I walked 
back across the dirt road and opened 
the gate that lead up to Grandma's 
house. 

When I opened that gate, I knew 
I had entered into that world where 1 
would be bragged on. I knew 
Grandma would say, "Here comes 
my little blue-eyed, blonde-headed 

morning, wrapping it with a hair from 
a horse's tail (or mane); or blowing 
on it nine times in the light of the 
moon. 

Since I've been writing about old­
time cures (and superstitions) for 
more than 20 years, I guess of all the 
wart-removal recipes that readers 

boy!" Grandma liked to say that I 
was "the prettiest boy in all the 
world." 

Well, I was right. When 
Grandma saw me, she stopped what 
she was doing and said, "Here 
comes my little blue-eyed, blonde­
headed boy!

I sat my buckets down and ran 
over to her and she hugged me so 
tight I thought I might break! 

Grandma said, "Goldia let you 
come up to stay all night?"

said, "Lord-a-mercy, what have you 
been doin'?

I thought to myself, ''I'll have to 
take a bath and wash behind my ears 
after Grandma looks me over!" 

Sure enough, she said, "It's time 
to take a bath. I'll get the bathtub." 

The bathtub was a big long wash 
tub made like a bathtub. Grandma 
went out behind the house and took 
the tub down off the house from 
where it was hanging. That tub 
always hung on a 20-penny nail at 
the back of the house. In fact, there 
were three tubs hanging on nails 
back there. One being long and the 
other two being round. 

An old time wood and coal burn­
ing stove was used for cooking and 
heating water. There were two reser­
voirs at each end of the stove that 
held about eight gallons of water in 
each end of the cook stove. So, the 
stove was for cooking and was the 
family water heater, too. 

Grandma pulled back the curtain 
to a little room where she kept 
canned food, food like sauerkraut 
and beans that she had canned her­
self, and placed the bathtub in the 
middle of the room. I offered to 
carry the hot water for her because I 
knew it was heavy. 

Once the tub was filled, Grandma 
brought me some clean clothes, a
