Gov. Erme Fletcher, a first-term 
Republican. ha~ included potentially 
\'olatile issues on the agenda. includ­
ing a measure that could prohibit 
public universities from providing 
health in-.urancc benefit~ to domestic 
partners. 

Democrat<; have charged that 
f•1etcher, v. ho is in the midst of run­
ning for a ... ccond tenn, is pushing 
initiati\ es aimed at bolsteling hi 
political favor. Hou~e Speaker Jody 
Richard • D-Bowling Green. said 
lawmaker · are considenng sparing 
taxpayers the 60 000-a-da) cost of a 
specwl ses:-.ivn b) adjourning without 

taking action. 
Fletcher said he called lawmakers 

to the Capitol primarily to pas~ a 
package of incenti' es for companie~ 
lookmg to build high-tech l'ucl plants 
in Kentucky. So far. Peabody Encrg) 
Corp. i the only company to have 
publicly expressed an interest. 

Peabody executive Rick Bowen 
has said the company is considering 
buiJding a 3 billion plant to trans­
form coal into liquid fuels in either 
Illinois. Indiana or Kentucky. Bowen 
said Kentucky needs to offer incen­
tives to stay in the running. 

Fletcher signed an executi' e order 
on Monday calling )a,"makers back 
to Frankfort at 4 p.m. EDT Thursday 
The agenda was extensive, including

Last year, a six-year experiment ar Duke University that 
involved piping C02 levels predicted for the middle of this centu­
ry into a forest test bed yielded 149 percent faster-growing poison 
ivy. The leafy toxin grew four times fa<;ter than trees exposed to 
Lhe higher carbon dioxide level - so faslthal scientist think the 
woody vine could alter the composition of forests arotmd the globe 
by choking off trees.

NASCAR has made il clear that its 
boxy new Car or romorrow is practi­
cally untouchahle when it comes to 
attempts at creatiVJt by the team!>. 

With imbedded ~\!nliors. lasers to 
che k on them. a ne\\ ·t!t of templates 
connected like a jigsaw punle and a 
steely 1.h:tcnninution by the sanl'tion­
ing organit.ation to keep the playing 
field level for all competitors. the big 
question 1s whether the an·ival of the 
COT means the end to imagination in 
a sport known for its ingenuity. 

Racing teams, particularly in 
ASCAR. always have taken pride 

in the fact that de. igners, mechanics 
and engineers have found ways to usc 
the so-called gray areas on the cars to 
be creative and find at leao;t a tempo­
rary advantage over other tearns. 

But the gray areas keep getting 
smaller and NASCAR is cracking 
down on even the smallest thing its 
inspectors sec as a violation on its 
new car. seven years in development 
and intended to be safer, more com­
petitive and les. expensive to pro­
duce. 

The new car. which will race 16 
times this cason. wa. cheduled to 
be blended into the schedule over a 
three-year period. But NASCAR has 
pushed it forward and the COT will 
run all 36 races in 2008. 

Meanwhile, Chad Knaus and 
Steve Letarte, crew chiefs for reign­
ing cxtel Cup champion Jimmie 
John on and four-Lime champion and 
current pomts leader Jeff Gordon. are 
serving the second week of a six­
week suspension as the Cup teams 
head for Daytona Beach and 

aturday night's Pcp~i 400. 
Two weeks ago at Sonoma Calif .. 

inspectors found illegal modi rica­
Lions to lhe front fenders of the two 
Chevrolcts and NASC AR came 
down hard. Despite protests from 
Hendrick officials that the area modi­
fied was between the points where 
lhe template for that area is supposed 
to fit snugly. the tv. o cars were held 
out of practice and qualifying on 
Friday at Sonoma and had to start 
from the rear of the field on Sunday. 

The other shoe fell several days 
later when Knaus and Letarte were 
suspended and fined 100,000 each.

"It takes a Jot of pressure 
and worry off of me for what 
everybody's plans were \\ ith 
DEI and what everybody 
assumed would happen," 
Earnhardt said. "He's going 
to be able to provide that 
company the succe s it needs 
to garner the sponsorship 
dollars it needs to garner to 
bring in the corporate imer­
est it needs to compete.''
