This t:hange in Rule 3-2- 11 is one 
of three rules revisions approved by 
the National Federation or Slate 
High School Associations (NFHS) 
Softball Rules Comminee al tts 
annuaJ meeting J u nc I 0 - I 2 in 
Indianapolis. The rules changes sub 
scqucotly were approved hy the 
NFHS Board of Directon;. 

"Metal cleats provide better trac­
tion for ath1eres on nearly all sur 
faces, including hard, wet or under­
maintained fields,' ' said Cmdy 
Simmons. chair of the NFHS 
Softball Rules Committee and a.o;sis­
tant executive director of the Oregon 
School Acti vi tic~ Association. "They 
also help prevent ·tippage on the 
bases, especially home plate." 

Current rules prohibit runners 
from illegal tactics when sliding, and 
if sliding is ~xceutoo correctly, the 
risk of defensive players being 
"spiked" will decrease. 

In tuwther change, Rule 7-3-1 
-;tate that a batter shall take her 
position in the batter's box within 10 
seconds after the ball h returned to 
tl1c pitcher in the circle. Previously, 
the batter was permitted 20 se<.:onds 
Lo enter the box, and the pitcher was 
also allotted 20 seconds to deliver 
the p1tch. 

"Before £his change, we had tv.·o 
~ets or rules in connicl with one 
another," Simmons said. "By allow­
ing the batter 10 second'> to enter rhe 
box. rhe pitcher now has the other J 0 
second'> to step on the pitcher' plate 
and deliver the pilch. This change 
c.:larifies previous confusion and 
keeps the game flowing ." 

The final rules revision, Rule 3-6-
7. restrict: the head coach to the 
dugout when a second, unrcporred 
·ubsrirution oc<.:urs. Head coaches 
arc held responsible for reporting all 
·ubstitutions. and if a second infrac­
tion occurs, he or she is held 
accountable along wllh the player. 

The commillee also approved 
major editorial changes in addition 
Lu the rule· changes Rule 1-5-4 clar­
ifies what constitures a legal bat, 
<;tating that bats mu.st meet the 200-t 
ASA Bar Performance Standard. 
bear either the 2000 or 200-t cenifi­
cation mark antl not be on the ASA 
non apprcned lisr. 

Rule 2-5-3, new Rule 8-2-13 and 
Rule 8-6- 15 all specify when an on­
deck batter is subject to interference 
and clarifies the penalty associated 
with the infraction. 

Rule 3-6-6 add. rhat hat and hall 
<>baggers are permiTted out of the 
dugoul Tn addition. bench personnel 
are permined out of the dugout 
between innings for wam1-up pur­
poses. 

''There have been misconceptions 
about where individuals nero to he 
during specitk poinrs of rhe game,·· 
said Mary Strnckhoff. NFHS ac;sis­
tant director and liaison to the 
Softball Rules Cornmiuee. ''We want 
state association ro be aware that it 
i~ legal f'or the bench lO engage in 
throwing and running activities dur­
ing the one minute designated for the 
pitcher to warm up at the heginning 
or each hatr inning." 

The commince also identified 
three points of emphasis for the 2008 
season. The<se indude pitching, 
equipment and the usc of propct· 
softball signals by umpires.

Survey: increasingly portion of working 
mothers would prefer part-time work

NEW YORK A sharpl) 
increasing portion of 
America's working mothers 
say their ideal ·ituation would 
include a part-time job, rather 
than working full time or stay 
ing at home, a new n<Jtinnal 
survey finds. 

The Pew Research Center 
survey. being released 
Thursday. tounc.l that only 21 
percent or working mothers 
with children under 18 vtewed 
rull-lime work as the be:L 
arrangement, down from 32 
percent in 1997. 

Sixty percent of the w~k-

ing mothers said a pan-time 
joh would behest. up l'rom 48 
percent 10 years ago. And 19 
percent smd not working at all 
11. ould be ideal - roughly the 
same as in 1997.

Conversely, 48 
pert:ent of them now ~ay that 
not ~orking at all outside the 
home lS the be t arrangement, 
up rrom 39 percent who fell 
that way in 1997. 

Fathers with children under 
18 had a different outl~)ok -
72 percent said the ideal situa­
tion lor them is a full-time JOb, 
12 percent said they would 
prefer part · t1me work and 16 
percent said not working at all 
outstde the hume would be· 
he st. 

The ·urve}' was conducted 
hy telephone in February and 
March among a national sam­
ple or 2.020 adult.. The mar­
gin or error is 3 percentage 
points for the full sample, 
higher for various subgroup~. 

Ac.::ording to the latco;t fed­
eral figures, 70.5 percent of 
American women with chll· 
dren under 18 work outside the 
home - including 60 percem 
of mothers with children under 
3. And the newly emerging 
preference for part-time work 
doesn't mesh with current 
reality: three-quarters of the 
working mothers have full ­
time jnhs. 

However. MaryAnne 
Hyland, an Adelphi University 
management professor who 
bus studied tlex1ble work poli 
c1es. :;aid U.S. companie::; are 
increasingly otl'ering attractive 
part-Lime arrangements. 

"ln the past, part-rime jobs 
were often dead-end jobs, and 
working mothers felt they bad 

to work full time to maintain 
benefits." she smd. "Now 
more companies arc offering 
these benefits for part time 
jobs." 

The Pew survey foWld a 
division or opinion hetween 
working and ·tay-at home 
mothers as 10 whether it'. 
good or had for society that so 
many mothers work outside 
the home. 

Among stay-at-home 
moms, 44 percenl viewed this 
trend as bad, 22 percent a<~ 

good, and the rest said it made 
no difference. Among working 
mums, 34 percent saw the 
trend as positive, another 34 
percent as negative. 

The survey also round dif­
ferences in how working and 
~tay-at-home moms assess the 
job they do as parenls -
mothers working full-time 
give themselves lower rat.ings, 
on average, than at-home 
mothers or mothers working 
part-time. This self-rating 
question wa-;n 't asked in the 
1997 Pew survey, so there was 
no way to track changes over 
time. 

The survey questions did 
not seek deLails aboul how 
many hours a week the respon­
dents worked.
