Corps mployee pleads 
guilty o falsifying permit

PIKEVILLE - An J\rmY 
Corps of Engmecrs cmpl~yec 
indicted for falsifying mine 
permits in Knott County sever­
al months ago has pleaded 
guilty to one charge. 

Earl J. Sparks worked as a 
project manager and team 
leader at the U.S. Army Corps 

of Engineers office in Knott 
Coumy. He was responsible for 
processing applications from 
mining operations throughout 
the region who were seeking 
approval to discharge dredge 
materials into nearby water­
ways. 

The original indictmen t

Coverage for kids: 
Who could oppose it? 

As many as 9 million American children currently have no 
health insurance. Another 7.4 million will lose coverage on 
Sept. 30 unless a crucial federal health insurance program for 
low-income families i reauthorized. 

Late last week, Republican and Democratic leader in the 
U.S. Senate agreed on a compromise plan to reauthorize and 
expand the State Children's Health Insurance Program known 
a SCHIP. The compromise would extend coverage to an esti­
mated 4.1 million of those 9 million uninsured kids. 

The agreement of the leaders of both parties should come 
a no surprise. After all, who could ObJect to continuing a pro­
gram that provides health insurance to children of working­
poor families caught in the middle with incomes that are too 
sma11 to afford private insurance but too great to qualify for 
Medicaid? Who could oppose a plan to cut in half the number 
of American children who go without regular care because 
they're uninsured? 

Who could oppose it? President George W. Bush. On 
Saturday, Bush's pokesman Tony Fratto said the president 
would veto the compromi e plan. 

"I'm fru trated," Missouri's Democratic Sen. Claire 
McCa kill, an outspoken advocate of SCHIP, told us on 
Monday. "This is a president who ha n't lifted a pinky finger 
on health care during his first six years in office. You'd think 
he would embrace what we're trying to do by expanding 
health insurance for children." 

Bush's 2008 budget called for increasing SCIDP funding by 
$5 billion over five years, but that probably would not be 
enough to continue providing coverage for those enrolled right 
now. And Bush said he opposed expanding the program to 
include children in families making more than twice the feder­
al poverty limit - about $34,3000 a year for a family of three. 

But many states alteady have higl\er cut-off limit . Missouri 
covers famiHes earning up to three times poverty, about 
$51,500 a year for a family of three. Illinois make. health 
insurance available to any uninsured child, although in both 
states, families earning more than twice the poverty level are 
required to contribute to the cost of premiums to cover their 
children. 

Democrats had wanted to set aside $50 billion in additional 
SCHIP funding. The compromise plan calls for $35 billion 
more over five years, paid for by raising the federal cigarette 
tax and ending overpayments to private health insurance com­
panies that sell optional managed care plans to elderly 
Medicare patients. 

Senate leaders say they will continue pushing the compro­
mise plan. More than 50 Republicans and Democrat are com­
mitted to supporting the compromi. e SCHIP reauthorization 
but it's not clear whether supporters have 67 vote - the num­
ber that would be needed to override the president, if he 
should carry out his threat to veto the bill. 

If Congres. can't tand up to provide health care for vulner­
able children, it's hard to imagine what it could support.

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Special session likely.to spill into fall governor's race

FRANKFORT The 
breakdown of a special legisla­
tive session may have added at 
least one additional hot-button 
issue to a governor's race that 
already had more than its 
share. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher, a tirst­
tenn Republican weakened by 
political scandal, had called on 
lawmakers to bar Kentucky's 
public universities from pro­
viding health insurance cover­
age to anyone other than 
employees and their families. 

No unmarried couple , 
whether same- ex or not. 

Hou e Democrats refu ed 
to take part. dooming that ini­
tiative and cvcral otherc that 
Pletcher is expected to rai e in 
his campaign again t 
Democratic challenger Steve 
Besbear heading imo the Nov. 
6 election. 

The move may have been 
divisive, but it was politically 
necessary for a governor who 
has been weakened by a hiring 
scandal that Jed to his indict­
ment on misdemeanor 
charges, said Larry Sabato, 
director of the Center for 
Politics at the University of 
VIrginia. 

"Fletcher is at the point 
where he ha to roll Lhe dice 
probably several times 
between now and November if 
he wants to win another term, 
and this is a roll of the dice," 
Sabato said. "One thing's for 
certain if he just sits there and 
does ab olutely nothing, he

states that Sparks "made 
and delivered as true a certifi­
cate or writing containing a 
statement which defendant 
knew to be false.''

"It probably helps to reunify 
hi Republican base, but he's 
still going to need a Jot of 
independent!> to win a second 
term.' 

Fletcher's campaign man­
ager, Marty Ryall, aid the 
timing of the pedal e sion 
was not at all polirically moti­
vated He claimed that 
Beshear. who uppons legal­
ized casmo gambling, oppo ed 
the pecial session' priorities 
for political reason . 

"Walking out and shirking 
the duties that they were elect­
ed to do was calculated in try­
ing to not let the governor 
have omething that he would 
be een as getting credit for," 
Ryall ·aid. ''And they figure 
they can stonewall this thing 
and not take any action and 
that that would somehow hun 
the governor." 

The GOP-controlled Senate 
supponed the governor'· ini­
tiatives, passing legislation 
that addressed Fletcher' pe­
cial sesswn agenda. Leaders in 
the Democratic-led Houo;e, 
however, said they felt none of 
the issues justified the 
$60,000-per-day special ses-

Fletcher was indicted on 
misdemeanor charges stem­
ming from a lengthy investiga­
tion into allegations he and h.is 
administration illegally 
rewarded political supponers 
with protected state jobs. The 
charges were eventually 
dropped in a deal with prose­
cutors. 

As Fletcher called on 
House lawmakers to rethink 
their position on the special 
session, the state Republican 
Party sent out more than 
150,000 automated phone 
calls criticizing legislators for 
not cooperating. 

Ryall accused Besbear of 
orchestrating the House's 
adjournment. Fletcher also

Anglers must know new trout regulations 
before fishing Cumberland River 

SPECIAL TO THE TIMES 

FRANKFORT - Anglers 
who ignore size and creel hm­
its for trout on the upper 
Cumberland River tailwater 
are subject to fines ranging 
from $50 to $200 for each fish 
kept illegally. 

The Kentucky Department 
ofFish and Wildlife Resource 
recently implemented emer­
gency trout regulations iliat 
allow anglers to keep 10 trout 
daily of any size caught from 
the Tennessee state line to a 
point 100 yards upstream of 
the public boat ramp in 
Burkesville. However, this 
regulation only applies to the 
lower 40 miles of the river. 

Existing regulations on 
trout size and creel limits till 
apply to the upper section of 
ilie tailwater from Wolf Creek 
Dam to Burkesville. 

Confusion remains an1ong 
trout anglers as to what section 
of the Cumberland River the 
new regulation pertains. Some 
anglers believe this new regu­
lation is in effect for ilie entire 
75 miles of trout water from 
Wolf Creek Dam to the state 

line. 
··we didn't implement this 

new regulation river wide 
because we have adequate 
water temperatures in ilie first 
35 miles of the Cumberland 
River below Wolf Creek 
Dam," said Benjy Kinman, 
director of fi herie · for 
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife. 
"We have a zone of the river 
where we have critically high 
water temperatures and we are 
letting people keep more fish 
in that zone." 

There is still a 15- to 20-
inch protective slot limit on 
rainbow trout in ilie first 35 
miles of the Cumberland River 
from Wolf Creek Dam to 
Burkesville. Five rainbow 
trout may be kept daily and 
only one of tho e trout may be 
20 inches or longer. Trophy 
regulations are still in effect on 
brown trout on iliis section of 
the river. Anglers may keep 
one 20-inch or longer brown 
trout daily. 

A combination of drought 
conditions and the lowering of 
Lake Cumberland to an eleva­
tion of 680 feet above mean 
·ea level for repair work on 
Wolf Creek Dam spurred the 

new emergency regulations. 
These rwo factOrs signiftcantly 
reduced flows of cold water 
from the lake into Cumberland 
River this past spring and sum­
mer. 

Less cold water flowing 
from Wolf Creek Dam and into 
the Cumberland River com­
bined with summer heat 
increased water temperatures 
into the mid-70s in the 40 
miles of river downstream 
from Burkesville to the stat 
line. Both rainbow and brown 
trout become stressed and will 
eventually die if they reside in 
water above 75 degrees for 
long period of time. The usual 
summer water temperatures 
are in the high 50s to low 60s. 

The emergency regulation 
on this section of the river will 
likely be lifted once water con­
ditions improve with the com­
ing of colder weather and fall 
rains.
