Energy subcommittee discusses clean coal investment 
KIRK FRANKFORT - The need to 

attract inve tment in coal-to-liquid fuel 
and coal-to-gas conver ion technology 
and safeguard that investment was dis­
cussed by a legislative committee 
Wednesday. 

Some members of the Special 
Subcommittee on Energy . hared con­
cerns about investor interest in the 
technology after hearing a rcpon from 
Kentucky Office of Energy Policy 
Executive Director Dr. Tal ina Mathew· 
on the potential for con truction of a $l 
billion coal conversion plant in 
Kentucky. 

Mathews said the projected market 
price of a barrel of clean diesel fuel 
produced at the plant would be co~t 
competiuve with the price of crude oil 
- now elling for around $66 a bar­
rel-by selling for the crude oil-equiv­
alent price of $50 per barrel (natural 
gas produced at the plant is projected to 
sell for $9 per million cubic foot). But 

Sen. Charlie Borders, R-Russell. point­
ed out that the $50 per barrel price 
could change. 

Borders explained that those invest­
ing in clean coal fuels need assurance 
that they are making a good business 
decision. 

"We're going to have to assure the 
people that when you step up to the 
plate, you're not going to lose doUars." 
he said. 

Borders then asked Mathews if 
clean coal fuels might have to be subsi­
dized to reassure investors-something 
Mathews . aid is a possibility. 

"I think there wiH have to be some 
sort of guarantee," she said. 

The discussion stemmed from 
Mathews' repo1t to the committee on 
the implementation of Hou.-;e Bill 299, 
which was pa sed by the Kentucky 
General Assembly in 2006. That bill, 
sponsored by House Majority Floor 
Leader Rocky Adkin., D-Sandy Hook, 

was designed to make Kentucky a 
leader in the national movement 
toward energy independence. 

Adkins told the committee that leg­
islation is pending in the U:S. Senate 
that would offer investors in coal liq­
uidfication and gasification technolo­
gies government sub idies if the price

of crude dropped below a certain price. 
He added that more al o needs to be 
done at the state level to build on the 
work begun under HB 299. 

"We've got more work to do, in my 
opinion, to compete with (other) 
states," he said.

Americans held a referendum on gasoline prices thi Memorial 

Day we,ekend and voted by driving out of town in record numbers. 
Their verdict on prices running 3.10 a gallon and higher: They 
don't like them but they can live with them as long as gas is readi­
ly available. 

That hould prompt the Senate when it returns from its own hol­
iday to reject a truly bad idea sent its way by the House. This bill 
eeks to dampen ga prices by criminalizing "price gouging." ... 

The bi 11 contains penalties of up to $150 m i 11 ion for companies 
and up to $10 million and I 0 years in jai I for mdividuals .... 

But since the Arab oil embargo of 1973, the Federal Trade 
Commission and the Department of Energy have investigated more 
than 30 times, by one count high gasoline prices and have never 
found any evidence of collusion. manipulation or price fixing. 

The culprit alway turns out to be supply and demand. aggravat­
ed by such factors as hurricanes, refinery fires. market misjudg­
ments and Congress own often-counterproductive efforts to st~er 
the industry in directions it deems desuable. 

The price-gouging bill is a backdoor attempt at price controls. 
which inevitably fail and inevitably hurt consumers in the process.

Consumers should be able to rely on the Food and Drug 

Administration to protect them from unsafe medicine . 
A Cleveland cardiologist last week published an analysis linking 

the diabetes drug Avandia with a 43 percent increased ri k of heart 
attacks for patient . Yet, a federal Food and Drug Admini tration 
review of the drug several years ago deemed it safe and millions of 
people have taken the diabetes pill. 

The FDA ha n't required the drug maker, GlaxoSmithKiine, to 
put warnings on Avandia's labels. And the drug maker disputes the 
Cleveland Clinic's study by Dr. Steven Nissen and contends 
Avandia is safe. 

But after apparently missing health problems associated with the 
painkiller Vioxx and safety question rai ·ed about a FDA­
approved. drug-coated heart tent, it appears the federal agency 
needs its own warning label: Consumers beware .... 

It is clear the FDA cannot always be relied upon to do it job. as 
the case of Vioxx how .. That drug was pulled from the market by 
its maker, Merck and Co., in 2004, although Merck had told the 
FDA three years earlier that Vioxx doubled the rate of cardiovascu­
lar problem in patient . 

Congress plans hearings on FDA afety issues and the condu<.:t 
of top agency officials. But lawmaker must go beyond finger­
pointing. It is vital the FDA receives the funding and authority to 
uncover and enforce safety rules.

The U.S. South has always ~ad a 
curiou attitude toward public invest­
ment for the publi(; good. The fact 
that I hesitate to even call these 
investments \Vhat they are - taxes 
- is a testament to how fully we've 
shared that attitude. 

The South may have changed a lot 
since the pre-Civil War day , but we 
till live under the choking pre ence 

of su. picion wward investing in 
community, ·hared responsibility. 
and unity. Many hi ·torian say that 
the reao;on public education is behind 
in the ·· ev. South" is because the 
wealthy landowners in the .. Old 
South'' educated their children 
through private tutors and p1ivate 
academics. They had no interest in 
educating the common people 
because many of them beHe\'ed that 
education would make the common 
people more difficult to control. 

Frederi(;k Law Olmsted 
designer of Loui. ville's Olm. ted 
Parks a well as Central Park in ev. 
York City - traveled throughout the 
"Old South'. before the Civil War. In 
his book The Colton Kingdom he 
describes taking a st<lgecoach ride in 
the south. He couldn·l figure out why 
the tagecoach had holes drilled in 
the noor. Northern stagecoache. did­
n · t have holes m the lloor. When the 
bumpy, poorly tended road came to a 
stream, there was no bridge. The 

Co u m 
stagecoach drove through the tream. 
the tloor covered with water, and 
after the stagecoach emerged on the 
other side. the water drained out 
through the hole . The South appar­
ently was reluctant to take on the 
enterpnse Of building bridge across 
even hea>ily traveled . tream . 
According to Olmsted, Southerners. 
even then. were reluctant to make the 
. arne inve tmcnt in their public 
structures that were being made in 
New england. Instead of building 
bridges. they drilled holes. 

lnsJead of building bridges to our 
future. Kentucky leadership has been 
drilling holes in our funding of state 
institutions and systems. ow we 
have too many holes. We're dead last 
m per capita investing in K-12 educa­
tion. and funding for :-tate colleges 
ha~ plummeted while tuition ha ky­
rocketed out of control. increasing 66 
percent since 2003. A recent tudy by 
a business group ranked Kentucky 
46th tn adaptability to the new 
knowledge- and innovation-ba ed 
e(;onom) . ot only are we not inve t­
mg in our future. we are also not 
mvesting in our health. We have the 
highe ·t rate or tung cancer deaths in 
the nation. the econd highest rates of 
cancer deaths. and our death rate is 
I 8 percent h1gher than me national 
average. We are 49th in funding er­
Vlces for indt \'iduals \\ ith mental 
retardation and developmental dis­
abilities, and despite the chronic . ub­
stancc abu e problems in the state, 
v·.:e are 44th in ~tate funding of men­
tal health and substance abu ·e treat­
ment:;. Clearly. the holes in state 
funding have compromised our abili­
ty to keep our state and our selves 
sound and healthy. 

n 
We have the e holes because we 

haven't had leadership that i willing 
to build bridges by investing in our 
institutions and peopl~. and they are 
weakening our tate, compromising 
the integrity of the public ystems 
and structure that we need to travel 
forward. Kentucky needs to change. 
We need to restructure our tax y -
tem. Imagine what our state (;auld be 
if the e necessary public y tern 
were adequately funded. If our chil­
dren could go to chools where teach­
er arc paid fairly and the cia size 
g1ve children a chance to learn. If ot.r 
young people could afford to earn a 
college degree. 

If we invested in our health and 
well-being. If bu inesse wanted to 
come to Kentucky. not becau e they 
can exploit our people, land and 
treams. but because we are prepared 

to do good, innovative work. Tax 
restructuring is important work. too 
big and too preciou for a quick fix. 
Irs going to take all of us, working 
together. 

We arcn 't suffering from a Jack of 
good people, ju t a lack of good lead­
er hip. The gubernatorial nominees 
need to show u how they are going 
to butld a bridge to the future. To be 
su tainable, thi bridge will require 
public investment for the public 
good. All candidate mu t show us 
that they have the w1sdom, hone ty, 
and common sen e to acknowledge 
the need for restructured taxes and 
public inve tments. Without this 
acknowledgement our tate i on a 
bumpy road that leads nowhere.

During the probe's cour e. 
Fletcher pardoned his entire 
administration and he was 
indicted on misdemeanor 
charges that were subsequent­
ly dropped in a negotiated deal 
with prosecutors. 

That episode became one of 
the central themes of 
Northup's failed campaign. 

Northup claimed 
Republicans should pick her 
over the embattled incumbent 
because Democrats were eager 
to attack Fletcher during the 
campaign leading to the fall 
election. 

Beshear. a strong proponent 
of legalized casino gambling, 
meanwhile came out of the 
six-way spring primary rela­
tively unscathed and picking 
up enough of the Democratic 
vote to avoid a potentially 
costly runoff election five 
weeks later. 

Still, portions of Beshear's 
background sprouted up dur­
ing the primary election - a 
potential foreshadowing of

of a 5-year-old girl riding a 
four-wheeler with her mother. 
Neither was wearing a helmet, 
despite a law pas ed last year 
requiring all riders 16 and 
under to wear protective head 
gear. 

Thi year, two other chil­
dren - a 14-year-old and a

Melinda Mast, executive 
director of the Brain Injury 
Association of Kentucky, said 
she was shocked but not sur­
pri ed at this year'. fatalities 
becau e the state helmet law 
has "a very narrow focus when 
it only targets kids 16 and 
under." 

However, lawmaker said 
attempting to regulate adult 
riders would be impractical. 

Getting new safety regula­
tions cleared through the legis­
lature is often difficult, said 
state Sen. Julie Denton, R­
Louisville, who pushed for the 
ATV helmet law last year. 

"You do have to pull teeth 
to get those kinds of things 
regulated," Denton said. 

Meanwhile, the Consumer 
Product Safety Commission 
and industry officials are 
encouraging riders to get train­
ing on riding ATVs safely. In 
June, official from the ATV 
Safety Institute, an industry• 
group, are holding training 
sessions at the Land Between 
The Lakes National 
Recreation Area in western

"I don't think a lot of peo­
ple have an inherent sense of 
safety.'' Mast said. "However, 
education is probably the best 
way to get afe." 

The reason ATV deaths in 
Kentucky are on the ti e is 
hard to determine, said state 
police spoke man Sgt Travis 
Tennil1. Several factors come 
into play with every colli ion, 
such as terrain, ATV ize and 
alcohol. 

And, unlike driving a vehi­
cle, training and licensing is 
not required to ride ATVs, so 
the experience of each rider 
isn't ai ways clear. 

"It's hard to really draw 
conclusions on why they're 
happening other than the reck­
le s operation of the ATVs 
themselves," he said. "People 
are operating the e ATV 
beyond their capability." 

Kevin Hall, owner of 
Yamaha-Pikeville. aid the 
issue is more about consumer 
re ponsibility than legi. lati ve 
action. 

"The laws arc about as 
stringent as they can be right 
now." he aid. 

Kentucky's new law calls 
for fines of $20-$50 when 
children are caught riding 
without helmets, but law 
enforcement officers say the 
law is more about afety than 
punishment. 

State police have aid offi­
cers would only take action 
against violator on public 
roadways and trails, while 
orne local agencies aid they 

would issue warnings if they 
observe kids riding without 
helmets on private property. 

servati ve in recent years. 
President Bush woo Kentucky 
in both 2000 and 2004, and 
voters have approved a con ti­
tutional an1endment that out­
lawed same- ex marriages and 
civil unions.

Basking in their electoral 
wins last week, Beshear and 
Fletcher both claimed they are 
planning to run fall campaigns 
that are based on "the is ues." 
Nevertheless, they both 
reserved the right to either 
"respond" or "defend" them-
elves from any accusations 

that could erupt. 
Fletcher said his victory 

among GOP voters showed 
candidates could win elections 
by talking about issues and not 
dirt. 

"We have shown that cam­
paigns don't have to be about 
fighting and fighting back, that 
they can be about talking 
about the issues," Fletcher said 
on election night. 

At a Democratic midweek 
rally, Beshear also mentioned 
talking with voters about the 
issues. 

''That's what people want 
to hear ... ," Be hear said. "But 
make no question about it, 

we're going to defend our­
selves also. And if anybody 
wants to stand up and question 
our integrity and our ethics 
and our honesty - folks, you 
ain't seen nothing yet.'' 

How much Fletcher's hir­
ing scandal plays into what is 
one of only three governor's 
races this fall remains to be 
seen. Northup claimed during 
the campaign that it could play 
a major role. 

Forgy, however, said he 
believed Fletcher had "inocu­
lated himself' from that issue 
with his victory in the primary. 
But Beshear said he didn't 
believe Fletcher had been 
"inoculated against anything." 

Larry Sabato, directOr of 
the Center for Politics at the 
University of Virginia, said for 
Fletcher to win Beshear would 
have to "make a lot of mi -
takes" and make the race come 
down to "pure ideology." 

"But this election is unlike­
ly to be that clear cut," Sabato 
said.

"It is not going to be an 
absolute panacea to eliminate 
injurie ," said Mary Scollay. 

as oeiation veterinarian at 
Calder Race Course and 
Gulf tream Park, who devel­
oped the system. "ll is going to 
be a tool racetracks can use." 

Scollay is compiling a com­
puterized database, which will 
determine not ju t what per­
centage of horses arc injured 
on a given race course but also 
the type of injurie . . the loca­
tion on the track where they 
happened and details about the 
hor~e- including breeding his­
tory and any medicatiOn. they 
may have been using. 

The results will be kept 
confidential. released only to 
the reporting veterjuarians, 
who will share them with the 
tracks.

OUTDOO S: Deer fawns best len alone 
SPECIAL TO THE TIMES 

FRANKFORT - This time of year 
is deer fawning season, and many 
people come across baby deer while 
mowing fields or working in their 
yards. While it may be tempting to 
handle a fawn that appears aban-

~ doned, leaving wildlife alone is not 
only the best thing for the animal, but 
it's also the law. 

"When people find a fawn that 
they think is abandoned, virtually all 
of the time that's not true," said 
David Yancy, senior wildlife biolo­
gist for the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources. "The 
mother is usually 100 yards away or 
closer. You just can't see her." 

Female deer give birth in May and 
June, with the peak of fawning occur­
ring in the ftrst two to three weeks of 
June. Deer fawns are 6-8 pounds at 
birth and have hundreds of white 

~ spots to conceal them from predators. 
They are also born scentless and stay 
bedded during their first few weeks 
of life, with twins and triplets bedded 
separately. Their mother often leaves 
them for hours at a time to feed and 
keep potential predators' attention 
away from her young. She returns 
later to feed and care for her young. 
All of this is nature's way of taking 
care of its own. Humans should not 
interfere. 

"If you are cutting hay or mow­
ing and the fawn is in your way, look 
around and see if there is a part of the 

11 field that you won't be getting to 
today, or a tree, and move it over 
there." Yancy said. "What you 
shouldn't do is pick it up, bring it to 
us or keep it. What you've done is 
either killed it or condemned it to a 
life of captivity."

Deer often cannot be released 
once taken into captivity, because 
they lack the survival skills needed to 
live in the wild and have come to

fawns may not survive if taken from 
the wild, and often cannot be returned 
successfully because the mother has 
given up searching for her young. 

Landowners who mow their field 
this time of year just to keep the grass 
low can help by delaying mowing 
until mid-July. By that time, fawns 
are old enough to stand and run from 
the oncoming mower. If mowing in 
mid-July i too late for the landown­
er, delaying even until the first of 
July can help give fawns time to , 
grow tronger. 

Kentucky Fish and Wildlife does 
not issue permits for people to keep 
deer they find in the wild. Tho e who 
ignore the law are subject to citation, 
fines anc;l may have their deer confis­
cated. The same rule applie to peo­
ple who tind a young deer in another 
state and want to bring it back to 
Kentucky. Bringing live deer into this 
state is a felony. The law was tough­
ened last year because the importa­
tion of live deer threatens the state's 
deer herd with disease. 

Keeping a deer for a pet is not a 
good idea. "It's one of those thmgs 
that almost always ends badly," said 
Yancy. "They go from about seven 
pounds to about I 00 pounds in a year. 
They can hurt you without meaning 
to." 

Deer aren't the only ones giving 
birth this time of year - most wild 
animals have their young during the 
spring and early summer months. 
People come across not only deer 
fawns but all kinds of other young 
wildhfe. The same guidelines that 
apply to deer fawns apply to all 
wildlife: it's best to leave them alone. 
Humans are poor ubshtutes for 
nature's care. 

Sometimes people come across 
injured wildlife. The only people who 
are permitted to bold and rehabilitate 
injured wildlife are licensed rehabili­
tators. These professionals are trained

doctor's attention today -- don't wait 
until next week. Deep bums over a large 
amount of the body urface can be 
immediately life-threatening and require 
prompt hospitalization. 

•The best wa} to treat a bum is to pre­
vent it.
