"[t'IJ be harder to make ·someone 
already making $7 an hour work for the 
same amount'' when the m1nimum 
wage reaches $7 .25. said Thomas, co­
owner of Thoma· Brothers Sawmill in 
Owsley County. 

The law. virtually identical to the 
mmimum wage law pas. ed in Congress 
last month, increa es minimum wage

Raise standards 
to better compete 

More than 200 million Chine e elementary and secondary 
students are studying English. a required course in ~1 primary 
schools. Meanwhile, ju t 24,000 American students are studying 
Chinese. 

As American companies fight to retain their dominant pot in 
tough global markets, the language imbalance could prove to be 
as big an economic issue as the trade imbalance. 

But besides impeding c()mmerce, the lack of foreign lan­
guage skills adds to cultural ignorance and hinders communica­
tion just as the U.S. faces strained r61ations around the globe. 

The seriousness- and growing implications- of America's 
pitiful foreign language program i evidenced by the Bush 
administration's 2006 creation of the National Security 
Language Initiative. The program has ent more than $80 mil­
lion into U.S . . chooL for targeted study in Chinese, Farsi, 
Arabic, Turkish and other languages deemed critical. 

"Deficits in foreign language instruction negatively affect 
national security, diplomacy, law enforcement, intelligence 
communities and cultural under tanding," a top education offi­
cial said in announcing the program. "It prevents us from effec­
tively communicating in foreign media, hurts counter-terrorist 
efforts, and hamstrings our capacity to work with people and 
government . Bu ine ses are hampered in making effective con­
tact<> and adding new markets overseas." 

... Fewer than one in four elementary chools offers any for­
eign language instruction, and those that do generally provide 
only fragmented or superficial instruction. Better than half of all 
high school students take no foreign language. And nearly 70 
percent of those who do are enrolled in Spanish or French. 

The languages the Bush administration says are critical to 
national security and economic development - Arabic, 
Chinese, Farsi. Japanese, Russian and Korean combined 
enroll less than 1 percent of U.S. high school students. 

The obstacles to schools expanding their language offerings 
are vast -shrinking budgets, state requirements in Ohio and 
Kentucky that allow students to bypa<>s language study or get by 
on minimal coursework, narrowed course offerings and the dif­
ficulty of finding certified teachers and well-organized curricu­
lum. 

But despite the difficulty - and a tradition of Americans 
believing foreigners should interact with them in English it's 
time for the nation to catch up to the re t of the world. 

Doing it will take more than limited federal grants. Full flu­
ency requires long-term, well-coordinated language tudy that 
starts in primary grades and carries into high school and college 
(where, currently, only 8 percent of students study a foreign lan­
guage). 

Beyond school, American children need foreign language 
exposure at home, via computer instruction, books and materi­
als, and opportunities to interact with native speakers. 

Raising ·tate requirements is a critical step - albeit compli­
cated by pressures to raise reading and math pe.rformance - as 
is offering alternative certification paths to strong potential 
teachers who lack traditional training. 

Schools will respond to higher state requirements and 
increased parental demand for foreign language offering , but 
lhere's a critical role for American businesses as well. Offering 
targeted financial support for teacher recruitment and training, 
curriculum and testing development, and language enrichment 
programs would be a great way to help grow a bilingual and 
culturally sensitive work force. 

It's no longer enough to be at the global table. Foreign lan­
guage skills will enable American~ to take part in the conversa­
tions taking place.

RAY: If the heat is an i.;suc for 
you. though. you have several 
options. One is to JUS£ open the win­
dows a tiny bit - not enough to let 
any significant rain in, but enough to 
allow some hot air to escape.

Team Red Bull making small strides

wj CHARLOTTE. N.C. - A.J. 
Allmendinger does everything he can 
to avoid watching a Nextel Cup mce 
on television after he's railed to make 
the field. 

Irs a biL easier for Brian Vickers. 
who takes off some of the sting by 
spending the weekend in New York 
City surrounded hy friends as they 
watch the race go on without him. 

Either way, both are miserable. 
"It's the most horrible thing I've 

ever had to go through," 
Allmendinger said. ''By far the 
toughest thing in my life, both per­
sonally and professionally.'' 

Fortunately for both of them, nei-
• ther hac; bad to suffer through it for 

quite some time. Allemendinger has 
qualified for the past six races, a11d 
Vickers has made the last five -
almost wmning at Charlotte last 
month, while giving Toyota its high­
est finish or Lhe season. 

Team Red Bull, which started the 
season at the bottom of the Toyota 
group, has slowly separated itself 
from the others by consi tently quali­
fying for races and inching Vickers 
close to a coveted spot in the top 35 
in points. 

"The Red Bull guys, considering 
where they started from. they've 

ti pushed Lhemsel ves to the top of the 
Toyota heap," said Lee White. vice 
president or Toyota Racing 
Development. 

It's been steady progress for Red 
Bull, which lagged far hehind its 
Toyota counterparts when the season 
began. Bill Davis Racing is an estab­
lished NASCAR team witb a 
Daytona 500 win on its resume, and 
Michael Waltrip had asscmhled an 
impressive group of sponsors and an 
aggressive game plan for hi three­
car group. 

But Red Bull was starring from 
• s<..Tatch. Although the organization 

has roots in Formula One, MoloGP 
and various extreme sports, it was 

new to NASCAR and had lO rush LO 

get ready for the 2007 season. 
Expectations were not very high, 

to say the least And when 
Allmendinger and Vicker failed to 
make the early races. no one outside 
the team was really surprised. 

Vickers, who left the mighty 
Hendrick organization last season to 
join Red Bull, missed six of the first 
lO events. Allmendinger. new to 
NASCAR after a successful open­
wheel career, missed the first four 
and eight or I 0. 

Both insist those early failures 
have helped Red Bull improve. 

"lt was prctry frustrating, very dis­
appmntmg. and hard to deal with,,. 
said Vickers, who has had to watch 
from afar as his former Hendrick 
teammates have won I 0 of 15 races 
this season. 

"But as the saying goe , 'What 
doesn't kill you only makes you 
stronger.' So everybody at the team. 
and everybody at Toyota, it really 
opened our eyes up and made us 
rocus on what we've needed to be 
doing. It made us that much more 
detennined to go out there and do the 
hcst we can every chance we get." 

The effort hds been evident in 
qualifying. with Red Bull finally 
earning the right to be at the track on 
race day. TL's a mall step in the righl 
direction, general manager Marty 
Gaunt said, but nothing to celebrate 
just yet. 

"It seems like we have some 
momentum. hut by no means are we 
going to rest on our laurels because 
we made five, six, seven race ." 
Gaunt said. "Making races helps 
morale up, but the reality is we are 
sitting on the edge of a knife and we 
don't want to say we've accom­
plished our goal<; because we arc now 
qualiJying for race . 

"That's just a very small part of it. 
Cracking the top 35. that' · a big part 
of il. Once we do that and Lart mak­
ing races, then we will evaluate our 
perfonnance. •· 

Getting Vickers into that elusive 
top ·35 is critical for the rest of the 

eason. Tt would en. ure him a spot tn 
the field each week, and give him the 
luxury of"' orking on race ~etup!<> dur­
ing the Fiiday practice scs. ions. That 
daLa could then be tmn !erred to 
Allmendinger. who can only fo<:U!<i on 
qua.li.t)'ing runs until he's made the 
race. 

As it stands now, both drivers 
spend all day Friday working on 
qualifying. When they do make tb~ 
field. bolh are behind the competition 
in race day preparation. 

Vickers wa the closest to the top 
35 of all Toyota drivers until an early 
crash last week at Pocono knocked 
him 303 pointe; away from the crack­
ing it. It was bitterly disappointing 
because he'd been on pace for a 
strong finish before the accident. 

"H's a hard thing to wallow when 
you're taken out of contention for a 
great llni h and there ·s nothing you 
could have done co prevent it," 
Vickers said. ''The only positive 
lhing that came our of thi, weekend is 
that we know we can put together a 
great race car and race up front with 
the leaders." 

He , howed that in Charlolle, 
where he led 76 laps and wa~ in con­
tention J'or Lhe victory despite having 
no power steering for most of the 
race. He fini hed fifth there, the best 
showing to dale J'or a Toyota, and in 
many regards it was considered a vic­
tory to the thousands of Toyota 
employees who have excitedly fol­
lowed its first season in NA CAR. 

"People are educated and the} 
understand when someone plays a 
cute game on a pil top lo Lake the 
lead,'' White sajd. "But here's a guy 
who powered pasl Jimmie Johnson. 
pas ed really good guys and then 
opened up a lead legitimately. 

"To be able to do that, then over­
come mecharncal problems to till 
come back and gel a top live this 
early in the season, that wu surpn:­
ing and very rewarding for a lut or 
people. It shows progress, and that'. 
all we can a. k ror right now."
