Counsel for Prestonsburg 
Mayor Jerry Fannin filed a 
counterclaim and motion 
for dismissal in relation to a 
suit filed against the mayor 
for payments allegedly 
owed to T&K Signs and 
More for purchases made 
during the 2007 campaign 
for mayor. ' 

Phillip Simpson filed the 
suit in Floyd County 
District Court on March 6, 
alleging that Fannin owed 
nearly $14,000 for cam­
paign signs. According to 
court documents , Fannin 
was part own'er of T&K 
Signs. Simpson chums that 
Fannin failed to pay for 10 
purchases which totaled 
$13,932.45. 

On Tuesday, Fannin's 
attorney filed a counter­
claim that denies that 
Fannin owes the money. 

In a motion for dismissal 
also filed by Fannin's attor­
ney, Fannin claims that he 
entered into the business 
venture when he purchased 
half of tire company for 

$35,000 in December 2005. 
The parties agreed that 
Fannin would be a nonpar­
ticipating shareholder and 
Tim Vandine, Simpson~s 

stepson, would actively 
operate the company ensur­
ing that all bills and taxes 
were paid. 

According to court doc­
uments, Fannin only 
received money one time in 
the amount of $4,000 for 
reimbursement for equip­
ment purchased for the 
company. During that year, 
Fannin alleges he never 
received any other form of 
payment for his half interest 
in the company. 

In December 2006,

Contracts are negotiated 
every three years and 
employees say they are not 
happy with what they may 
be facing under a new con­
tract. Increases in insurance 
co-pays and decreases in 
disability benefits are just a 
few of the many issues the 
union is struggling with.

The federal Food and Drug Administration has taken a small frrst step 

to ard making sure that when it seeks expert advice about a new drug, 
those opinions come from experts who do not have thick financial ties to 
tfie drug's maker or its competition. 
• The FDA is proposing that scientists with any combination of drug 

company stocks, fees, "rants or· other income totaling more than $50,000 
not be allowed on the ~omrnittees that advise the FDA about drug safety 
and effectiveness. Those with thinner financial ties may be allowed in on 
the discussions but would not vote when the committee compiles its rec­
ommendations .... 

Setting a money limit is not enough. The FDA has for some years 
required experts to disclose their industry ties, but the FDA handed out so 
~ny waivers that it rendered the disclosure requirements impotent. 
Unless the FDA gets stingy with waivers and exemptions, the new rules 
wfll not mean much. 

The drug companies seek out certain scientists for the same reason that 
the FDA does: They ar~ the best in their field. It may be that the govcrn­
n;Jent needs to put some of those experts on retainers that leave them con­
flict-free at least for a period of time to give objective advice when an 
important new class of drugs emerges, for instance.

New York Times foreign-affairs 
columnist Thomas Friedman laments 
that most Americans are disengaged 
from the wars in Iraq and 
Afghanistan. During a recent radio 
appearance, Friedman cited comedi­
an Bill Maher's complaint that "the 
enemy" has had to fight only 
140,000 Americans rather than all 
300 million of us. 

You hear this ·a lot. 
Commentators seem to long for 
World War II, when "the whole 
country was at war." They criticize 
President Bush for Jetting most 
Americans shirk their responsibility. 
When he's queried about what sacri­
fices he's asked-of the American 
people, Bush says they have forgone 
peace of mind and paid higher gaso­
line prices . Naturally, this does not 
satisfy his critics. 

Let me suggest that Friedman and 
Maher couldn't be more wrong. 
(Neither could Bush, of course.) It is 
a good thing that the current wars 
are not total wars and that most 
Americans are disengaged from the 
horrors inflicted by the U.S. govern­
ment on Iraq and Afghanistan. Why? 

Co u m 
Because total war has terrible effects 
even on the belligerent whose soci­
ety is not directly involved. If most 
of us have been able to avoid being 
sucked into that vortex, then I say, 
"Thank goodness.'' 

Total war brutalizes a society. It 
brings out bloodlust and hate. It 
stimulates an ugly nationalism 
(gussied up as patriotism) which 
boasts that "we" are better than 
"them." It distorts vision, causing 
people to see something honorable 
in being slaughtered and maimed -
as long as the dead and disabled are 
"our guys." It distorts judgment too, 
making people think that killing 
strangers who have never threatened 
us is heroic. 

War makes people say stupid 
things. For example, they tell mem­
bers of the armed forces, "Thank 
you for your service to our country,·· 
when they aren't serving their coun­
try at all- they're serving the hack 
politicians and bureaucrats who send 
them to war. The same soldiers are 
told they are fighting for "our free­
dom," when in fact the commander 
in chief they are obeying is destroy­
ing our freedom as he issues orders 
that inevitably kill innocents in for­
eign countries. Making enemies dis­
serves one's country. 

War makes people afraid to think 
the truth. Heaven help the person 
who believes the lives lost were lost 
in vain. Look at what happened 
when Sens. John McCain and Barak 
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n 
Obama used the word "wasted" in ,; • 
connection with the casualties in 
[rag. They were slammed and had t~J 
retreat. 

But of course the lives lost and .. 
ruined by Bush's wars were lost and,. 
ruined in vain. For those who fight, 
a nondefensive war is the epitome Qf 
waste. Without the Bush lies about 
weapons of mass destruction and 
revenge for 9/11, who would have • 
volunteered to go to Iraq or 
Afghanistan? Who would have cho­
sen to finance those wars? "' 

War also makes people collec- • 
tivists. In a free society people go 
about their own peaceful business, 
freely joining with others for com­
mon causes and mutual benefit. In 
total war the people become a herd 
lorded over by the state. It takes 
most of their incomes, rations their 
food, and perhaps conscripts them. 
They are told this sacrifice is neces­
sary because they are all part of a 
great cause. Those gulled by the 
politicians feel good about their reg­
imentation and deprivation. But the 
war and its sacrifices arc only for 
the glory of rulers. The people gain ; 
nothing and lose much.

further along. When it reaches the 
final six inches of the colon - an 
area known as the rectum - it is 
ready for elimination from the body 
through the anus. Since cancer can 
strike anywhere in the colon, includ­
ing the rectum, I'll use the broader 
term colorectal cancer in the rest of 
today's column. 

There can be many symptoms of 
colorectal cancer, but most are very 
non-specific. These include tired­
ness, weakness, change in bowel 
habits, weight loss, abdominal pain, 
cramping or bloating. Colon cancer 
can be present for many years before 
symptoms develop. The symptoms 
also depend on the location of the 
tumor. Tumors in the right side of the 
large intestine can become quite large 
before they are diagnosed, because 
the right side of the colon is very 
wide. Tumors in the left side of the 
colon have symptoms earlier, since 
this side of the colon is narrower than

Many risk factors have been iden­

and fresh smelling green veg­
etables. If it smells fresh, it is. 
If it doesn't, steer clear. 

Marked down produce, 
unless used right away, is usu­
ally not a good purchase. The 
exception being overly ripe 
bananas-I buy them whenev­
er I can, peel them, freeze 
them and use them for smooth­
ies, but you can use them for 
banana bread and other things, 
too. 

Potatoes, onions and garlic 
can all be stored for about a 
month. They need to be stored 
in a cool place (not the fridge), 
and not together (when stored 
together, they produce gasses 
that spoil both). I have two 
bins in my pantry, one for 
onions and one for potatoes, 
that keep my produce friends 
cool and comfortable and 
keeps them from sprouting, 
too. 

In the refrigerated section, 
carrots and celery will last a 
good 2 weeks (take the tops off 
of carrots to extend their life 
otherwise the end; the plant 
part of the carrot, will continue 
to grow and sap the root part; 
the part you eat, causing the 
carrot to wither and dry out). 
While different fruits like 
oranges, grapefruits, lemons, 
limes, apples and some grapes 
all can be stored safely for 2 
weeks, maybe even 3 weeks. 
Again, the trick is bringing 
home very fresh produce. 

Broccoli and cauliflower 
will easily last the week in 
your fridge. The stuff that is 
tricky is the fresh greens-let­
tuces and spinach especially.

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These need to be used up with­
in the week. The way to keep 
them from going bad is to plan 
on having the more perishable 
veggies for dinner as soon as 
you can after you purchase 
them. So you'll have a lovely 
big green salad for dinner the 
day after you've grocery 
shopped, a nice spinach salad a 
day later and by the time the 
end of the week comes 'round, 
you'll be down to carrots or 
scrounging the freezer for 
frozen green beans. That's 
okay-you haven't wasted a 
thing; you should be proud! 

To maximize the life of 
your produce, make sure they 
are kept in the produce draw­
ers of the refrigerator (there is 
better humidity in there than 
the rest of your fridge), get the 
air out of the bags they're in as 
best you can, and check the 
temperature of your drawers­
they should be right at about 
40 degree11. 

And remember, don't 
refrigerate tomatoes-they 
will continue to ripen if 
they're left out and will taste 
better. Hard squashes such as 
butternut and acorn squash and 
sweet potatoes also don't need 
refrigeration, but will fair well 
in the pantry with your onions 
and potatoes. 

Fresh produce can be both a 
healthy choice and a budget 
saver when bought in season 
(seasonal produce is cheaper) 
and in the right quantities. Just 
remember that a bargain isn't a 
bargain if it rots in your fridge!

Cancer society recommends 
MRis for women with breast 
cancer gene or family history

ATLANTA - Up to 1.4 
million U.S. women- those 
with an unusually high risk of 
developing· breast cancer -
should get annual MRis as 
well as mammograms, the 
American Cancer Society 
advises in new guidelines. 

And a new medical study 
suggests that all women newly 
diagnosed with breast cancer 
should get MRis, too. The 
scans revealed cancers in the 

positc breast that were 
missed by ordinary mammo­
grams in 3 percent of these 
cancer survivors. 

The study came out after 
the cancer society developed 
its guidelines, which are the 
first to recommend MRI for 
screening women who show 
no signs of cancer. 

The guidelines arc directed 
at symptomless women age 30 
and older who have a mutation 
in the BRCAl or BRCA2 
genes; those who were treated 
for Hodgkin's disease; or those 
~ith a strong family history of 
Che disease, such as women 
with two or more close rela­
tives who had breast or ovari­
an cancer or who have a close 
relative who developed breast 
cancer before age 50. 

As many as 1.4 million 
women fall into the affected 
group, according to an 
American Cancer Society esti­
mate. 

Doctors usually screen for 
breast cancer using mammog­
raphy, an X-ray technique that 
can spot dense masses like 
tumors. 

MRI, or magnetic reso­
nance imaging, makes more 
detailed images with a magnet 
and radio waves - but with­
out radiation. MRis are better 
at showing increased or abnor­
mal blood flow in the breast, a 
sign of early cancers not visi­
ble on a mammogram. They 
also are better than mammo­
grams at detecting cancer in 
women with dense, non-fatty 
breasts. 

But MRI screening is not 
being recommended for most 
women. One reason is the 

st's error rate, which can lead 
o unnecessary biopsies. 

Another is the high cost. 
While a mammogram costs 
roughly $100 to $150, an MRI 
can cost $2,000 or more at 
some medical centers, experts 
said. 

"It's very, very expensive," 
said Robert Smith, the cancer 
society's director of cancer 
screening. Many insurers 
cover MRI screenings, but not 
all do, Smith and others said. 

Insurers generally follow 
government guidelines, but the 
,~anccr society guidelines 
··could prove influential,

according to experts. 
The new guidelines were 

being announced Wednesday, 
the same time the New 
England Journal of Medicine 
was releasing a national study 
that suggests women who have 
cancer diagnosed in one breast 
should get an MRI in the other. 

The study, led by Dr. 
Constance Lehman of the 
University of Washington 
Medical Center, looked at 
nearly 1,000 women recently 
diagnosed with cancer in one 
breast but who had no detected 
cancer in the second breast. 

MRis of the second breast 
found possible tumors in 121 
of the women. Biopsies con­
firmed cancer in 30 of them. 

"It's a pretty striking 
effect," said Dr. Carl Jaffe of 
the National Cancer Institute, 
which sponsored the study. 

But it does not suggest 
MRis should replace mammo­
grams, which spot calcium 
deposits better than MRis do, 
said Dr. Etta Pisano of the 
University of North Carolina, 
one of the study's authors. 

"The take-home message of 
our paper is not, 'Don't get 
mammography.' It's 'Get MRI 
and mammography,"' she said. 

Cancer society officials 
urged women to carefully 
choose the clinic that does the 
MRI. They noted that some

been found. 
There are downsides, she

It can be 
difficult to schedule "magnet 
time" at the busy UNC cance~ 
center where she gets her 
screenings. False positives can 
be frightening, and one of the 
biopsies left scarring that she 
said was visible at her 
February wedding. 

"I'd rather have as many 
scars as I need to on my body 
to prevent getting cancer," she 
said.
