Justice pleads guilty in coke conspiracy

LEXINGTON - As expected, 
Pamela Justice. a key conspirator in a 
cocaine distribution operation in Floyd 
County, has pleaded guilty to conspira­
cy, distribution and criminal forfeiture 
charges. 

one of the indictment charging her with 
consptracy to distribute over five kilo­
grams of cocaine, count 16, charging 
her with conspiracy to impair the gov­
ernment's lawful authority to take 
property into its custody, and count 17, 
criminal forfeiture. · 

The plea agreement states that 
Justice knowingly and voluntarily 
joined a conspiracy involving several 

other conspirators. Others named in 
court documents are Darrell Triplett, 
Timothy Neal Howard, Roy Branham, 
Terry Branham, Stephen Randy 
Gearheart, Steve Tackett, and LouvelJa 
Tackett. The FBI and Kentucky State 
Police conducted numerous controJled 
purchases of cocaine from Justice and 
others associated with her during 2006 
of approximately 42 ounce . 

In November 2006, Justice along 
with Tripleu was pulled over for a traf­
fic violation by Kentucky State Police. 
1Wo kilograms of cocaine were found 
in the vehicle and Justice admitted to 
obtaining the cocaine from a source in 
Chicago, Ill., and that she and Triplett 
had made at least 10 prior trips for the

FRANKFORT - For some 
candidates in the gO\'ernor·s 
race, the topic of abortion is 
more complicated than stmply 
a "yes'' or "no." 

While some of the 10 candi­
dates are firmly planted. others

government should handle the 
touchy subject. 

The Assoctated Press asked 
each of the 10 candidates -
three Republicans and seven 
Democrats - their positions 
on abortion and whether they 
favored imposing restrictions 
on the procedure.

party lines. 

The three Republicans were, 
for the most part, supportive of 
abortion limits. Meanwhile. 
most Democrats felt personally 
against the procedure, but not 
in favor of banning it.

PIKEVILLE -Demo­
crats running in the gover­
nor's race butted heads 
Friday over the coal sever­
ance tax and other issues 
vital to eastern Kentucky 
during a debate moderated 
by former Gov. Paul Patton. 

House Speaker Jody 
Richards said if he's elect­
ed, 100 percent of coal sev­
erance tax revenues would 
be returned within four 
years to coal-producing 
counties. The promise was 
applauded by the audience 
of 125 or so. but deemed 
impossible by the other par­
ticipants. 

"You know how to 
spend your money better 
than Frankfort," Richards 
told lhe audience. adding 
that the money was vital to 
creating jobs and improv­
ing infrastructure in rural 
eastem and western 
Kentucky. 

The other candidates 
said the current funding 
level of 50 percent for coal­
producing counties proba-
bly wouldn't change, 
though they stressed 
improving oversight of dis­
tributing the money across 
the state. 

"The truth is I don't think 
you can get more than 50 
percent out of the legisla­
ture, " said Attorney General 
Greg Stumbo, who is run­
ning for lieutenant gover­
nor on a ticket with 
Louisville busmessman 
Bruce Lunsford, who didn't 
attend the debate.

Marketing death 
Federal records show that in 1998, the year major tobac­

co companies reached agreement with 46 states to reim­
burse the states for health care costs stemming from tobac­
co use and to halt Big Tobacco's marketing assault on chil­
dren, the cigarette makers pent $6.7 billion advertising and 
promoting their products. By 2005, that marketing mega­
machine had mushroomed to $l3.4 billion. According to 
the calculation of one anti-tobacco activist group, that is 
$36.6 million a day, every day, for 365 days. Or $44.33 for 
every man, woman and child in the country. Just on market­
ing. And it is more than 22 times the $597.5 million spent 
collectively by the states on tobacco prevention and cessa­
tion programs. 

That is free speech in a free ociety. Tobacco is, after all, 
a legal, if deadly, product. 

But it also haws what health advocates are up against in 
combating the leading preventable cause of death in the 
country, one that is respon ible for more than 400,000 
deaths every year. Indeed, the latest survey of high school 
smoking by the Centers for Disease Control showed a slight ; 
but troubling increase in teen smoking after years of steady 
decline. 

This challenge is compounded by Big Tobacco's remark­
able creativity in finding ways around the restrictions in the 
1998 settlement. Like candy-flavored cigarettes, or adver­
tising suggestions that "low-tar" or "light" cigarettes are 
somehow healthier than regular cigarettes. And then, of 
course, there is the ruling last summer by federal Judge 
Gladys Kessler that tobacco companies had defrauded the 
public for decades regarding the health risks of smoking 
and the companies' marketing practices- and that they con­
tinued to do so even after the 1998 settlement. 

All of which makes a compelling case for legislation 
establishing the authority of the U.S. Food and Drug 
Administration to regulate tobacco. 

The Senate passed such a bill in 2004, but it wa blocked 
from coming to a vote in the House. It has been reintro­
duced by key Democrats and Republicans in both houses 
this year, and it is believed to have a good chance of finally 
passmg. 

The legislation would prohibit the FDA from banning 
cigarettes or other tobacco products outright and from 
ordering a reduction of nicotine levels to zero. But it would 
enable the FDA to require full disclosure of the contents of 
cigarettes and other products. 

And, perhaps most important, it would give the agency 
broad authority to curtail the marketing practices consid­
ered to have the most appeal to children and teens. 

Finally, it would for the first time give states limited 
authority to also regulate tobacco marketing. 

A recent scientific poll commissioned by the Campaign 
for Tobacco-Free Kids showed that an astounding 77 per­
cent of the country's voters supported giving regulatory 
authority over tobacco to the FDA. It was supported by 
Republicans, Democrats and independents, by voters in all 
sectors of the country, and even by 70 percent of smokers. 
Even the country's No. l cigarette maker, Philip Morris 
USA, supports the bills. 

The Senate could begin action on its bill as early as next 
month, though it will be anything but a lam-dunk in the 
House. But it should be.

"Libeled and defamed." The e are 
seriou~ accusations tos ed at the City 
Counc1l members of Prestonsburg by 
a firm that is doing business with the 
city. These are type~ of accusations 
that I would welcome the opportunity 
to defend in a court of law. I gue s if 
one i to que lion how money is spent 
by the City of Prestonsburg, then it 
shall be deemed a "slanderou 
thought.'' U one ask why. what. 
where or when fund of the taxpayer 
are being spent then that IS to be 
libeled a "libelous act." 

No one from the City Council 
intentionally libeled or slandered any­
one from Abbott Engineering. The 
process and billings for annexation 
work were questioned 10 the Mayor, 
whom the offtcials of Abbott 
Engineering get direction from 
according to their letter, and upon 
each question lhe Mayor .;tatf"d 
either .. ''there is no annexation" or 
"I'm not sure." Further, and in addi­
tion with this wa where, in open 
council. a specific transaction that was 
noted and discussed. The Mayor again 
could not enlighten the council as to 
why this charge was listed. But. we 
are the ones that allegedly libeled and 
slandered them? 

This left us as a council without 
an wer to the questions presented. 
What avenues do we have to protect 
the monies of the city? Well, we have 
the nght to invest1gate any and all 
activities that deal with city business 
as allowed under KRS 83A.l30 ( 13). 
Let me ask you that if you received a 
bill from a company and no one in 
your household could or would 
explain those charges, then f'm sure 
you would do some foUow up and 
research as to what and why you 
received the bill. Therefore we as a 
council, voted unarumously to "inves­
tigate" the invoices. 

The letter also talces issue with my 
inquiry as to why we, a a city. were 
doing business with a company out­
side of the city limit when there are 
agencies in Prestonsburg that are 
offering the same services. The Jetter 
tried to explain thi' away by noting 
that at least they live m Floyd County 
and Mr. Howard pays property taxes 
as a resident of the city. The letter fur­
ther stated that the owners don"t even 

live in Floyd County. Their argument 
has shaky rea oning in reference to my 
questioning. I simply want to offer the 
busines the city' support. Tho e are 
the companies that locate and do bu i­
nes within city limits and pay taxes 
also. If Abbott so desired, they could 
have already requested to be included 
as a business in the city, but they have 
cho en not to be a part of the city. They 
do choose to do busines with the city 
and then the mayor promotes this type 
of trade by awarding them contracts. 
My thoughts are that we hould try to 
do more business with our industry 
that pay city taxe and employ people 
that abo pay city taxes and also want 
to be part of this city. 

The letter further advances toques­
tion of how they were awarded the 
contract and quoted KRS.45A.1 00 (a) 
and tated that projects under $10,000 
do not require a bid. What they left out 
m this statement was that the statute 
actually states up to $10,000 per pro­
ject for "con truct1on". The e were 
not construction projects and there­
fore the letter misrepresented this 
statute. 

The model and procurement 
process is way too long for me to hit 
every point from KRS.45A but I will 
highlight a few area that concerned 
members of this council and myself. 
Thi particular contract faJJs within 
the guidelines et fonh for what is 
called a "Negotiated Proce s of 
Kentucky Statute and City Ordinance 
06-2000. 

• Under the negotiated process (of 
which engineering service fall under) 
the Mayor i to negotiate and prepare 
record of ·uch negotiation that hows 
the item and the quantities, the 
name(s) of the upplier . the co t, and 
the date of contract. 

(There is nothing on file. Nor is 
there even a written contract between 
the City and Abbott Engmeenng) 

• Under this same statute/ordi­
nance, the best negotiated proposal 
hall be ubmitted to the legislative 

body for approval and awarded. 
(Not even mentioned to this coun­

cil nor a prcviou council. Tbc Mayor 
unHaterally ha. done all professional 
services without Council's approval 
as required by law. We, as a council. 
want to make sure that taxpayer's 
money is spent efficiently and effec­
tively, so this will not happen while 

we are in oftice.) 
When we spoke of these proce es; 

not once did. we as a council, imply 
any unlawful activity on Abbott' 
component, a this was all procedural 
problems arriving from the Mayor's 
unilateral action. 

The letter that Abbott sent further 
goes on to call the investigation, not 
much of an investigation, and that 
accusations should be thorough! 
investigated before being aired in t\ 

public forum. Well, we made attempts 
to get information from the Executive 
overseeing the work by directly a k­
ing questions of the Mayor and be 
offered no definitive, or only vague 
answers. Also, we as a council, musr 
do our speaking in a public fomm, as 
law requires and, we as council mem" 
bers. cannot conceal oursclve<> behind 
closed doors and scheme our actions. 
We have been open and vote on how 
we are going to proceed over action . 
Public actions such as a letter directed 
to Abbott that went bctore Council 10 

examine offering to allow Abbott 
Engineenng to produce deta1led an 
expli~it substance to the invoice% 
questiOned. 

I do want it understood that I do 
not believe. as the letter inferred, thaC 
certain members of Council are trying 
to impugn their company. As a 
inssuance of fact, I personally know 
all three owners and I can unequivo­
cally state that Ronme Warrix. Tim 
Howard, and Don Hughes are all fine 
people with exemplaJ) character. It is 
my belief that the whole council feels 
much the same way. 

But, myself as a council member. 
elected by the citizen of the city. will 
alway follow up on any is ue that 
don't receive a response to when it 
involves how the City's funds are 
spent. If the Mayor would have 
answered the question asked by 
Councilman Nunnery with definitive 
answers, then all of this po turing 
could have been avoided. And they 
would not have to publicly " lander·• 
the council for acting on behalf of the 
citizen of Preston burg. 

l will. therefore, not offer any 
defense on my vote to utilize the tatu­
tory authonty vested m the Cit) 
Council as a way to look after the 
funds of our taxpayers.

Challengers will likely u e 
headlines from the candal to 
dog Fletcher throughout the 
primary and, if he wins the 
Republican nomination. into 
the general election, said Paul 
Beck, a political scientist at 
Ohio State Universicy. 

"I think those kinds of ads 
can be just deva tating." he 
said. 

Marty Ryall. Fletcher's 
campaign manager, said he 
wasn't surprised by Nortbup·s 
latest TV spot. 

"It's what desperate candi­
dates do at the end, when 
they're trailing badly in the 
poll ;' Ryall said. 'They try to 
tear down their opponents." 

Northup campaign manager 
Barry Peel didn't disagree 
with the Fletcher camp's char­
acterization of the TV spot as 
an attack ad. 

"Our only response is this: 
Since all elements of the ad are 
factually correct, viewers may 
characterize it as they wi h," 
Peel aid. 

Ea tern Kentucky 
Univer ity political scienti t 
Kendra Srewan aid any attack 
ad Fletcher faces in the pri­
mary race would likely inten­
sify if he wins the GOP nomi­
nalion and faces a Democratic 
challenger in the general elec­
tion. 

"We know people say they 
don't like that kind of canl­
paigning, but negative ads do 
work:· Stewart said. 

And repeating new paper 
headlines, Stewart said. i an 
oft-used political tool. 

"You can' t beat repeating 
something that has already 
been written," she said. "'If 
they're howing what's been 
reported, they're not saying it 
themselves, or. at least they 
can claim that.''

'There bas not been any 
proven laws broken," True 
said. "There have been solu­
lions and payments made in 
order to make sure that there is 
no allegation of wrongdo­
ing." 

Brown said that he and 

Richards have been involved 
in state government without "a 
hint of scandal.'' 

"There's no reason to think 
there would be in the future," 
Brown said.

The taxpayer can appeal hi!'. assessment by filing in per on or ·ending a lener or other written 
petition stating the reasons for appeal, identifying the property and rating the taxpayer· 
opinion of the fair cash value of the property. 

The appeal must be tiJed with the county clerk's office no later than one work day following 
the conclusion of the in pection period. 

Any taxpayer failing to appeal to the county board of asses mem appeals. or failing to appear 
before the board, either in person or by designated repre entative, will not be eligible to appeal 
directly to the Kemucky Board of Tax Appeals. 

Appeals of personal property a sessments shall not be made to the county board of a essment 
appeals. Personal property taxpayers shall be erved notice under the provi ion of KRS 
132.450(4) and hall have the prole t and app al rights granted under the provi ion of KRS 
131.110. 

The following steps . hould be taken when a taxpayer does nm agree with the as ·e ed value 
of personal property a determined by the office of property \ aluation administrator. 

(I) He must hst under prote ·t (for certification) what he believe to be the fair cash value 
of h1s property. 

(2) He must file a written protest directly with the Department of Revenue, Office of 
Property Valuation within 30 days from the dale of the notice of assessment. 

(3) This prote · t must be tn accordance with KRS 131.110. 

(4) The final decision of the Department of Revenue may be appealed to the Kentucky 
Board of Tax Appeal. .

[ loved the days at grandmaw's house when the 
coffee was hot and the pot was blue. She had this 
big coffee pot which wa bJue with white dot'i 
·peckled on it. Coffee was boiled in this gallon 
pot - the coffee was put right into the water, a fil­
ter was never used. So we drank coffee and picked 
the grounds out of our teeth. What days those 
were when we all sat around the fire­
place with the open grate. Drinking cof­
fee as we talked about our lives on the 
farm as well a in the village. We told 
stories about coon hunting in the winter. 
fishing and farming in the summertime. 

I had lot!> of aunts and uncles as well 
a many cousins, so the storie were 
many. I don't know wbjcb was better, 
though, the storie about coon hunting 
or the hot cup of coffee. Coffee wa 
rationed in the 1940's, during the war 
years. Getting a fre h cup of coffee was 
like a blessing from heaven. Some peo­
ple in our village. when they ran out of 
coffee, made and drank a type of coffee 
from the seed of a bitter tree they called 
the Kentucky coffee tree.

One day, we were 
all sitting on the front porc h drinking a cup of cof­
fee when Aunt Boot cried out. "IT'S SYLVIA

from the swing and rocking chairs that lined the 
front porch and took off on a run down the holler 
road to meet him. He had been allowed to come 

at me and said, "Ralph, it sure is good to be 
home." Then he said, "Come over here and give 
your old uncle a big hug." He hugged me so tight­
ly that J knew then that that moment would 
always be orne place in my mind. We all at on 
the porch again after supper and talked until dark. 
Sylvian finally aid, "Mommy, I'm tired. Where 
am 1 going to sleep?" Grandmaw had made him a 
bed all for himself. She made a bed on the floor 

for me, Mutt, and little James with her 
featherbed. It was the best and happiest 
day in all my life that I had lived thus far.

While he was 
gone, Grandmaw had us all sit around the 
long benches m the kitchen. She said, 
'"While Sylvian is here, we must all be 
real good to him. When he leave here in 
a few days we may never see him again. 
He could get killed in the war"

Grandmaw's blue speckled coffee pot brewed up many a mem­
ory for the author's Floyd County family. 

I a ked Grandmaw. "Why do they 
have war?" 

.. l don't know, son." she replied. "I just 
don't know." Each one of my uncle and aunts 

played a major role in my life. Me and L.A. took 
care of the family horse. Old Maudie, and took 
her out for joy rirles up thf' holler. Uncle Virgil 
was my protector so no one bothered me when he 
was around. Uncle Sylvian was my hero because 
he was off in basic training, getting ready to go 
overseas and fight in a war. Uncle Ira was away in 
Michigan working. Little James, being two years 
younger than me, always said that l wa:. his hero. 
Aunt Stella was mother's clo est sister and being 
only three years difference in their ages, they were 
good friends. My Aunt Thelma died with T.B., 
he died from a treatment they gave her at a young 

age She had two mall children, thetr name 
were Larry and Carie. It was hard for me with her 
being sick and all, but oh. how l loved her. Next 
came my Aunt Vercie, she was like my second 
mother even though she was only a few years 
older than me. 

The last of my aunts wa Beulah who we all 
called "Boot." Boot was more like a sister to me 
than an aunt. She was always there to pick me up 
when T fell down and to dry my eyes when I cried. 
l was bles ed to be a part of a wonderful family 
like the Johnson's. And I certainly can't leave out 
the Hall' . I loved them just as much. But our age 
differences were so far apart. My dad was the 
youngest child in the Hall family and he was born 
in 1910. So my aunts and uncle on his side of my 
family were much older than me, though I loved 
them, anyway. The Hall's made ure l knew who 
I was. though. 'They always told me about my 
Grandpaw Anthony who (;arne over from 
England. I never had any doubt about who I was, 
I WAS A HALL.

Once Grandmaw boiled the coffee on the coal

Uncle Syh ian 
was so handsome m his uniform. He looked more 
like a general to me than a buck private. L A. 
picked up his duffel bag and the rest of us held on 
to him all the way to the front porch. He sat down 
in the iir t rocking chair he made tt to. \\c were 
all telling him how much we loved and mi sed 
him while he was away. He ju t answereu, 
"Thank God I'm home. It's a long" ay from Fort 
Benmng, Georgia,'' he said. We all sat on 
Grandmaw's front porch and listened as he told 
stories of boot camp and the train ride home. He 
talked of places I had never even hearu of. 

His stories made me wish I could haw been on 
the train with him. When he told how mean the 
old army . ergeant was, I said, ·-rn go back \\ith 
you ana hit him right in his no e." For <;orne rea­
son, they all laughed, but as for me. no one wa 
going to do my "ncle Syl\ ian that way and me 
not hit them! Grandmaw and the girls all gm real 
busy making supper for ev~.:rybody. I could ,me II 
the saurkraut and taters a. they cooketl on the cm1l 
tove, but it was the cent of the strong coffee rllat 

filled the air. After about twenty minutes, 
Grandmaw come out on the front porch with a big 
cup of coffee. She said, "Here. S) lvran. l brought 
you a cup of coffee. Anyone else '"ho want... a cup 
can go get their own."
