PIKEVILLE - Two Pike County 
residents charged with distribution of 
crack cocaine last month have now 
been indicted on four counts of distrib­
ution and one count of conspiracy. 

Investigation task force officer who 
filed the original complaint, charging 
Toney Davis Jr. and Matia G. Burch 
with distribution of SO or more grams 
of a "mixture or substance containing a 
detectable amount of cocaine base.''

Father, son 
indicted on 
coke charges

PIKEVILLE A 
father-and-son duo have 
been indicted on distribu­
tion of cocaine, conspiracy 
and forfeiture charges. 

James R. Hunter, the 
investigating Federal 
Bureau of Investigation 
officer on the case, filed a 
criminal complaint in U.S. 
District Court on April 11, 
alleging that with the help 
of a cooperating witness, he 
discovered that Roy 
Blankenship Sr. and his son 
Roy Blankenship Jr. had 
been selling cocaine to sev­
eral individttAls, including 
undercover investigators. 

From April through June 
2006, officers and cooper­
ating witnesses allegedly 
purchased small amounts of 
cocaine from the two on 
several occasions, with 
most transactions occurring 
at the son's residence in 
Stopover. 

Operation UNITE filed 
an affidavit seeking a 
search warrant and was 
granted the warrant on June 
7, 2006. The same day, offi­
cers searched both homes. 
During their search at the 
father's home, officers 
uncovered over $30,000, 
$400 of which was discov­
ered to be prerecorded 
money utilized by 
Operation UNITE, sand­
wich plastic bags and ties, 
and digital scales with 

white powder residue on 
the kitchen cabinet. Also, 
officers confiscated four 
metal lock boxes contain­
ing various records includ­
ing titles, receipts and tax 
returns. 

Through their investiga­
tion, it was discovered that 
Roy Blankenship Sr. and 
his wife allegedly had an 
unusually large amount of 
assets for which their 
income statements did not 
reflect. A horse trailer, hors­
es, dump truck, mobile 
home moving truck and 
several other items were 
discovered to be in Roy 
Sr.'s possession. Roy Sr. 
maintained that the main 
source of his income came 
from selling horses and 
moving mobile homes, 
although investigators say 
it is not unusual for drug 
dealers to place assets in 
other family member's 
names to avoid seizure of 
the items. 

In Roy Jr.'s residence, 
officers allegedly found 
digital scales, plastic bags, 
ties and over $2,000 in 
cash, $.180 of which was 
also prerecorded Operation 
UNITE money. Roy Jr. 
allegedly told investigators 
that he had cocaine inside 
his residence and that · he 
was suffering from a long­
time addiction to the drug. 
He admitted that he was 
scllmg the drug to support

' House Speaker Jody Richards made orne friends in 
eastern Kentucky with his proposal recently to return 
l 00 percent of coal severance tax revenues to 
Kentucky's coal-producing counties within four years if 
he's eJected governor. 

Richards said after a forum in Pikeville that it would 
cost the state between $100 million and $125 million to 
return all the coal tax proceeds to coal counties, phas­
ing it in over four years, according to an Internet report 
on Pol Watchers. 

Kentucky now gives back to coal counties 50 percent 
of the tax proceeds. 

Richards did not say how the state would recoup the 
money under his plan but said it was an important 
move. 

"Once coal is depleted, you have a resource that is 
gone," Richards said. "They should take all that money 
now and build it for infrastructure so not to leave it as a 
vast wasteland." 

Other candidates at the forum were quick to call the 
proposal unrealistic. 

''The truth is I don't think you can get more than 50 
percent out of the legislature," said Attorney General 
Greg Stumbo, who is running for lieutenant governor 
on a ticket with Louisville businessman Bruce 
Lunsford. 

While changing the current funding level of 50 per­
cent for coal-producing counties may be difficult, it is 
still the fair thing to do. Many of the counties produc­
ing coal remain among the poorest in the state, and 
even the nation. 

Logic should demand that all the coal severance 
money be returned to the areas where miners risk their 
health and lives to extract coal while their communities 
often lack such basics as sewage service, clean water 
and safe roads.

It happens at lea t once every 
presidential campaign. A candidate 
will accidentally blurt out the truth or 
do something silly that his enemie 
and the pre can u e against him 
and ... they use it. Once that happens, 
it is "adios chump" for the haples 
candidate, though he often tumbles 
on, bravely. 

I think that's what has just hap­
pened to John Edwards. The other 
week, it was revealed that Edwards, 
who has been labeled "the Breck 
Girl" by opponents jealou of his 
good looks. had gotten a couple of 
haircuts in Lo Angele this year. 

They co t $400. Each. 
Now Ronald Reagan may have 

been able to get away with that 
because he was a Republican, a 
movie star and he campaigned on a 
platform of "Let the rich be rich."

I'm old 
enough to remember 1964 when 

Barry Goldwater, the Republican 
nominee, said: 

"l would remind you that extrem­
i m in the defen e of 
liberty i no vice ... mod­
eration in the pur uit of 
justice is no virtue!" 

Which may sound 
pretty tame now in 
these dark days when 
torture and preemptive 
war are pre ented as 
legitimates act of 
statecraft but back in 
the day it wa enough 
to tamp Goldwater as 
a certifiable right wing nut, not to be 
tru ted with hi thumb on the 
Doomsday Machine. He was over­
whelmed by President Lyndon 
Johnson in the election that fall. (If 
Goldwater were in the Senate today 
he'd be considered a Libenarian­
leaning, moderate Republican.) 

Four years later. Michigan 
Republican Gov. George (father of 
Mitt) Romney walked the plank. 
During the primaries. he explained 
his early support of the Vietnam War 
(later withdrawn) by aying: 

"When I came back from Vietnam 
I'd just had the greate t brainwashing 
that anybody can get ... 

Which was true of most 
Americans (including member of 
the pres ) at the time, but from that 
moment on he became the brain­
washed candidate, an intellectual 
lightweight. He came in sixth at the 
Republican convention that year .•

Hall of Fame quarterbacks find success without winning

Hall of Fame quarterbacks Roger 
Staubach and Troy Aikman both won 
multiple Super Bowls and have a 
hard time grasping a concept of uc­
cess that doesn't include winning. 

But the co-owners of a one-car 
NASCAR team are no longer playing 
for those great Dallas Cowboys 
teams. 

"l don't panicularly like celebrat­
ing coming in 19th, but that's a pret­
ty good day for us," Staubach said. 
"It's very unusual to celebrate com­
ing in 19th in anything." 

Or being 22nd in the standings, 
which Hall of Fame Racing driver 
Tony Raines is after nine races of the 
team's second season. 

Considering the multicar teams 
run by the likes of Rick Hendrick, 
Richard Childress, Jack Roush and 
Joe Gibbs, a Hall of Fame coach who 
has been involved in NASCAR since 
1992, this has to be considered a suc­
cessful season o far for the quarter-

backs-turned-car owners. No other 
one-car team is higher. 

"I don't want to over-characterize 
it and say it's not going like we 
hoped. I just say we all feel like we 
can be better than where we are," 
Aikman said. "Our expectations for 
the remainder of this year are the 
same as what they were when we 
came into the season: top 20. I think 
that's still a relatively modest goal." 

Raines is coming off a 22nd-place 
finish at Talladega, where he was run­
ning in the top 10 late before getting 
caught outside a line of cars. With no 
teammates to depend on for help, he 
quickly got shuffled back from ninth 
to 20th in one lap- with 10 to go. 

Talladega ended a stretch of three 
straight top-20 finishes that included 
a season-best 13th at Texas - the 
"home" track for the former quarter­
backs responsible for all five of the 
Cowboys' Super Bowl titles. Raines 
has finished lower than 24th only 
twice. 

"Up until the day you win a race, 
y'ou'll always want to finish higher," 

crew chief Brandon Thomas said. 
'That said, it's obviously a lot more 
rewarding from a performance stand­
point to come back and say, 'We fm­
ished on the lead lap the last couple 
of weeks."' 

Raines bas finished every lap of 
the last four races, and all but 19 laps 
this season. The No. 96 DLP HDTV 
Chevrolet - the number was derived 
by multiplying the jersey number of 
Aikman (8) and Staubach (12), which 
were already taken in NASCAR- has 
been running at the end of every race. 

"We're staning to hit a lot of the 
goals we set out for ourselves," 
Thomas said. "The key is to keep that 
mentality and that momentum rolling 
as much as we can and to improve on 
it as we go." 

Hall of Fame Racing finished 35th 
m owner points in its inaugural sea­
son, when Terry Labonte drove lhe 
first five races and ensured the car 
would get into fields with his stand­
ing as a two-time NASCAR champi­
on. 

Aikman and Staubach expect to do 

better this season, but realize they're 
only a second-year team that' not in 
position to compete for the Nextel 
Cup title yet. 

"You want to take that leap. but it 
takes time," Staubach said. "We've 
worked real hard, Tony's driven well. 
We've got a very, very hardworking 
team, but still to get into the Chase 
someday, it's going to take orne 
time. 

"We're competitive and we under­
stand how difficult the sport is to 
really run up front," he said. "So our 
goal was someday to be able to com­
pete at the very top of the sport." 

The Super Bowls didn't come 
right away for either quarterback. 

Staubach had to wait until hi third 
season to become the regular starter 
for the Cowboys before winning two 
championships in the 1970s. Aikman 
lost all 11 of his starts as a rookie in 
1989, then won three titles in a four­
year stretch in the mid-1990s. 

Though Hall of Fame Racing 
remains a one-car team- Aikman and 
Staubach say that will likely change -

they have benefited from a partner­
ship with Joe Gibbs Racing that pro­
vides engines, equipment and techni­
cal help. 

That's a huge difference from the 
NFL. Gibbs , the coach of the 
Washington Redskins, certainly 
wouldn't be sharing any information 
with the division rival Cowboys. 

Aikman is the lead NFL analyst 
for Fox, and Staubach also the chair­
man of the committee working to get 
the 2011 Super Bowl played in a new141 

billion-dollar tadium being built in 
Arlington, Texa . 

Staubach is already becoming 
known as much for NASCAR as his 
playing days. 

"Yeah, I've really found out that 
there's just a lot of people that are 
involved in racing that you didn't 
know about before," Staubach said. 
"When they see I'm involved in it, 
they bring it up all the time.'' 

Maybe one day those Super Bowls 
trophies won't be the only ones he 
bas to talk about.
