"remarkable" that the polit­
ically taboo subject is final­
ly receiving public debate 
in the governor's race. 

"It's long past due that 
we have serious public dis­
cussion about what we're 
doing to eastern Kentucky," 
said Howard, whose orga­
nization provides legal ser­
vices to coalfield residents. 

Miller was the firSt to 
raise mountaintop removal 
as an issue in his gubernato­
rial campaign, saying in 
televised debates that he 
opposes the destructive 
mining method. Howard 
said coalfield residents are 
thrilled that politicians have 
taken notice. 

"The people who are 
having to live with it are 
really upset because of the 
damage its doing," he said.

Repairs to law needed 
Congress gave the credit card industry a big gift in 

2005: a law requiring debtors to jump through more 
hoops to declare bankruptcy. In a new analysi , the 
Government Accountability Office, a congressional 
watchdog agency, says one of tho e hoops - a require­
ment that consumers get credit counseling before filing 
for bankruptcy - may not be working as the law, or the 
industry, intended. 

The idea was to head off bankruptcy, but, as the GAO 
notes: "Anecdotal evidence suggests that by the time 
most consumers receive the pre-filing counseling, their 
financial situations are dire, leaving them with no viable 
alternative to bankruptcy." 

That finding tends to vindicate critics of the bankrupt­
cy law, us among them, who disputed the premi e that 
many consumers filed for bankruptcy frivolously. In fact, 
consumers nearly always seek refuge in bankruptcy 
because of crushing debt, often brought on by huge med­
ical bills, the loss of a job, a divorce or some other cata­

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Northup offers sharpest criticism yet of governor

FRANKFORT 
Republican gubernatorial can­
didate Anne Northup 
unleashed her sharpest criti­
cism yet of Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher, charging that he did­
n't keep his promise to return 
strong ethics to state govern­
ment and that he has embell­
ished his administration's 
accomplishment . 

"This administration has 
not been without scandal, 
because of that the Democrats 
are lined up to run against us," 
Northup said during a tele­
vised debate on Monday. 

Six Democrats, including 
two former lieutenant gover­
nors and the speaker of the 
House, are in their party's pri­
mary election race. 

The governor was indicted 
last year on charges that he 
illegally rewarded political 
upponers with protected state 

jobs. That indictment was dis­
missed in a deal, with prosecu­
tors, but a special grand jury 

later issued its findings in the 
case, saying Fletcher had 
approved a "widespread and 
coordinated plan" to skirt state 
hiring laws. 

Fletcher said the investiga­
tion and resulting indictment 
were politically motivated. 

Northup, a former U.S. rep­
resentative from Louisville, 
and Billy Harper, a wealthy 
Paducah businessman, said 
when they entered the race that 
the governor has been dam­
aged politically beyond repair 
and would be a weak candi­
date to put up against 
Democrats in the November 
election. 

''They're not going to trust 
the current adminstration to 
lead again," Northup said. 

In the fmal and most testy 
of Kentucky Educational 
Television's Republican 
gubernatorial debates, 
Northup also criticized 
Fletcher for using a state air­
plane to travel to campaign 
fundraisers and for not releas­
ing names of donors to a legal 
defense fund set up to cover 

Miller leaves governor's 
race, endorses Beshear

FRANKFORT - By with~ 
drawing from the Kentucky 
governor's race, state 
Treasurer JGnathan Miller nar­
rowed the political field and 
may have improved his new 
ally's chances at forcing at 
least a runoff, political experts 
said. 

Miller, a two-time state 
treasurer, endorsed former Lt. 
Gov. Steve Beshear on 
Monday, citing sagging poll 
numbers and dwirrdling cam­
paign money. Miller also aid 
he was hoping to prevent an 
"unelectable'' Democrat from 
advancing to the fall election. 

"Steve is not only an elec­
table candidate but someone 
who will do an outstanding job 
for Kentucky." Miller "aid at a 
news conference alongside 
Beshear. 

Miller shrank the crowded 
seven-way Democratic prima­
ry on May 22 at least a little, 
down to six candidates bead~ 
ing into the campaign's final 
two weeks. Miller's withdraw­
al, however, comes too late to 
have his name removed from 
the ballot and voters will 
instead be notified at each 
polling place of his absence. 

A two-time state treasurer, 
Miller had been struggling to 
overcome low name recogni­
tion among voters. A poll by 
The Courier-Journal in 
February found that barely 
more than a quarter of those 
polled knew who be was. 

Still, Miller said be thought 
be could have won, but that his 
continued presence in the race 
increased the odds that an 
"unelectable" nominee might 
get on the fall ballot, be said. 
Sagging poll numbers and 
dwindling campaign cash also 
contributed to his decision, 
Miller sa1d. 

"The odds are if I stayed in 
the race that there was a real 
possibility that the Democratic 
primary could produce a nom­
inee who was unelectable in 
the fall - a , nominee whose 
baggage would be picked apart 
and exploited," Miller said. 

Seven Democrats are on the 
ballot for the May 22 primary 
as the party tries to unseat the 
first Republican governor in 
three decades. The others are 
Lexington attorney Gatewood 
Galbraith, former Lt. Gov. 

Steve Henry, demolition con­
tractor Otis Hensley Jr., 
Louisville businessman Bruce 
Lunsford and House Speaker 
Jody Richards. 

Considering the number of 
candidates involved, many 
have considered it virtually a 
lock that there would be a 
runoff election five weeks 
after the primary. State elec­
tion law triggers a primary if 
one candidate in the race does­
n't collect at least 40 percent 
of the vote. 

Scott Lasley, a political sci­
entist at Western Kentucky 
University, said it was uncer­
tain which candidate would 
benefit with Miller now out of 
the race. ll would probably 
serve as a "small boost" for 
Beshear, Lasley said. 

It could solidify Besbear 
finishing in the top two spots, 
Lasley said. Whether Miller's 
supporters make the jump to 
Beshear is not automatic, but 
the two politicians share some 
approaches to government, 
Lasley said. 

"I don't see it as an enthusi­
astic transfer of support but a 
practical one," Lasley said. 

However, the move could 
ensure Beshear finishes with 
enough votes to make it into a 
runoff, Michael Baranowski, a 
political cience professor at 
Northern Kentucky University, 
said. 

"It's not like all of his sup­
port goes to Beshear just 
because he endorses him, but 
that sure puts him (Beshear) 
right up there even if half of 
his supporters go there," 
.B"aranowski said of Miller's 
supporters. 

Meanwhile, Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher faces western 
Kentucky businessman Billy 
Harper and former U.S. Rep. 
Anne Northup in the 
Republican primary. 

Fletcher drew the oppo­
nents from his own party after 
he was indicted on charges that 
he improperly awarded pro­
tected civil service jobs to 
political supporters. The 
charges were eventually 
dropped in a settlement with 
prosecutors. 

While Fletcher maintained 
there was no wrongdoing, a 
grand jury's repon determined 
Fletcher had approved a 
"widespread and coordinated

Stumbo. who is the running 
mate of Democratic guberna­
torial candidate Bruce 
Lunsford, leaves the attorney 
general's office at the end of 
the year.

Northup said there is "a 

bright line" between official 
and campaign expenses.

ensure that the poor and elder­
ly \\ill continue to receive 
medical services.

Mine Safety and Health 

Administration chief Rtchard 
E. Stickler and lead investiga­
tor Richard Gates will brief the 
\'ictims· families and sun iving 
miner Randal McCloy Jr. pri­
vately at West Virgima 
Wesleyan College in 
Buckhannon. then make the 
findings public 

At least one family hopes 
the report, 16 months 111 the 
making, provides answers that 
others have not. 

Bul John Groves. whose 
rother Jerry died inside the 

mine. doesn't expect revel a ... 
tions. He believes the report 
will again blame a lightning 
strike for igniting a pocket or 
methane gas. but fail to 
explain the path the electricity 
followed underground into the 
sealed chamber. 

"I don't think they cnn 

unequivocally tell us how it 
got there. There is no way they 
can say tht::. ts It, this is the 
spot it entered into the mine," 
he said Tuesday. ''I don't think 
there's any proof inside the 
mine for them to tell us that:· 

McCloy family spokes­
woman Aly Goodwin Gregg 
sa1d her clients are also inter­
ested in heating what federal 
investigators have to say. 
McCloy was carried out ol the· 
mine more than 41 hours after 
the explosion. 

~They're hoping for 
answers, but they're just not 
sure they're going to get 
them," ~;he ~aid. "They're glad 
that this is the last report that 
they will recci ve. and they'll 
form their opinion afterward." 

Two prevtous reports -
one by the West V1rgwia 
Office of Miners' Health. 
Safety and Trruning, one by 
mine owner International Coal 
Group Inc. - identified Light­
nmg as the most likely cause. 
A third. by a former MSHA 
chief and special adviser to 
Gov. Joe Manchin. said light­
ning could not be ruled out. 

The United Mine Workers 
union. which participated in 
the state and federal investiga-

tion. then issued its own 
report, offered a dissenting 
vtcwpomt: Its experts helicvc 
the spark came from frictton in 
the mine·s deteriorating rock 
roof and the metal supp01t sys­
tem used to hold it up. 

The company idled the 
Sago Mme in March because 
of lllgh production costs and 
low coal prices. 

In Decemhcr, Stickler told 
1 he Associated Press that 1! 
lightning did play a part in the 
blast, he wanted his inyestiga­
tor to explain hO\\.

Mine Workers - which wa 
allowed to legally represent 
some workers at the nonunion 
mine - dismissed the light­
ning theory as ''so remote as to 
be practically impossible." 

The UMW argued that 
unlike other coal mine blasts 
linked to lightning, there was 
no metal conduit at Sago that 
could have carried the charge 
for two miles. 

Groves said circumstantial 
e\ ide nee is not good enough. 

"Undoubtedly. everytlllng 
does point to lightning," he 
srud. "But there are people 
who have been in prison for 20 
years and everything pointed 
Lo the fact that they did the 
crime, and then it turns oul 
they're innocent." 

Groves said he will be "sur­
prised and ecsta!J.c" if MSHA 
could pinpoint the specifics of 
the disaster "because they'd 
know a way to prevent it from 
happening again." 

'That's what this is all 

about to me," he said. "This 
report has nothing to do with 
anything but prevention. ... 
And the prevention should 
start tomorrow. immediately 
after the meeting."

Four of the live states with 
the highest' rates of common 
heart conditions arc in 
Appalachia. according to the 
CDC. West Virginia i the 
highe~t in the country. wtth 
ahout I 0.4 rcrccnt of adults 
reporting a common heart con­
dition such as coronary heart 
di ·ease. compared to a nation­
al average of about 6.5 per­
cent. 

Four Appalachtan stales 
also rank tn the top five for the 
highest rate of cardiovascular 
disease-related deaths. accord­
ing to the American Heart 
A sociation, which also spon­
sored the conference. While 
rc ·earchers have known that 
for years, they still don't have 
a good explanation for it. 

The federal Centers for 
Disease Control and 

Prevention sees an 
Appalachian eflort as a way to 
improve the overall cardiovas­
cular disease rate in America. 

The CDC estimates heart 
disease will cost the Umtcd 
States roughly $248 billion 
this year, accordmg to Dr. 
Darwin I aharthc, the he.ad of 
the agency·~ Di\ ision for 
Heart Di~ease and Stroke 
Prevention. 

"The drop in the bucket is 
what's bctng invested now in 
prevention.'' he 5atd. 

Dr. Torn Pearson. chmrman 
of thl· Department of 
Community and Prevention 
Med1cine at the University of 
Rochestt.!r in Nc\\ York, savs 
likely factors include the 
region's lower economic statu' 
and a lack of access to health 
care. 

But Pearson also said the 
tradtlional rural diet high m 
fat and calories - ha~ persbt-

cd, even as rural labor has 
become less strenuous bccau ·e 
of mechanitation. 

It can be misleading to look 
for a single cause in lhc culture 
of such a large region. though. 
according to John Williams. a 
!11storian at Appalachian State 
Uni,ersity in North Carolina. 
E\ en though there arc ::.imilar­
itics in rural living. he said, the 
culture in New York slate is 
much ddTcrent than in 
Mississippi. 

What's more. some of th~ 
common risk factors in 
Appalachia may have less to 
do with traditional culture than 
with trends that can be een 
nationwide. he said. 

'·Does the higher incidence 
of ohcsity come from the tradi­
tional Appalachian Sunday 
dinner, or is it from the spread 
or ~:onvcniencc stores and fast 
food in the last 25 years?'' he 
asked.

.P. has agreed to pay $19.5 
~on to 26 states and the 
District of Columbia to settle 

mplaints over its promotion 
of the powerful painkiller 
OxyContin, the company said 
'fu.esday. 

Kentucky and several other 
states complained that Purdue 
ellcouraged physicians to pre­
s ribe OxyContin for use every 
.eight hours, rather than the 1 2-

0llf dose approved by the U.S. 
Food and Dmg Administration. 

"We're raising the bar on 
off-label marketing and other 
promotion tactics that lead to 
abuse and diversion of pre-

cription drugs," Connecticut 
Attorney General Richard 
Blumenthal said. "Our com­
bined tate legal campaign will 
stop this manufacturer from 
promoting a powerful drug for 
inappropriate uses." 

OxyContin is a time-release 
painkiller that can be highly 
addictive. Designed to be swal­
lowed whole and dige ted over 
12 hours, the pills can produce 
a heroin-like high if crushed 
and then swallowed, snorted or 
injected. 

Among other things, the 
settlement requires Purdue to 
abide by warnings on a pack­
aging insert, stop marketing 
the drug for use in ways other 
than approved by the FDA. and 
improve internal controls 

"It has always been 

Purdue's written policy that 
promotion of its products must 
adhere to FDA-approved pre­
scribing information for those 
products as well as applicable 
laws," the Stamford-based 
company said in a statement. 

The settlement also resolves 
allegations that Purdue Pharma 
failed to fully disclose the 
abuse risks of Oxycontin, 
Blumenthal said. 

The other states taking part 
in the settlement are Arizona, 
Arkansas, California, Idaho. 
lllinois, Louisiana, Maine, 
Maryland. Massachusetts, 
Montana, Nebraska, Nevada. 
New Mexico, North Carolina, 
Ohio, Oregon.

Then 
he zeroed in on his last chal­
lenger, Hard Spun. went wide, 
and burned up the final quarter­
mHe like a dragster. 

"After that," jockey Calvin 
Borel said, "it was just a matter 
of how far he'd win." 

Street Sense showed plenty 
of that Saturday by martly 
picking hi way through traffic. 
roaring from next-to-last in a 
20-horse field to win by 2 1/4 
lengths. His final move was o 

werful, it looked as though he 
'ght knock riva1 Any Given 

Saturday into the grandstand. 
"Street Sense came blowing 

through there and it was like a 
big old wave," jockey Garrett 
Gomez said. "He knocked my 
horse out from under me and 
knocked him off his feet again. 

"But that's the Kentucky 
Derby." 

The dark bay colt was so 
mmanding that he broke two 

Derby jinxes and put a couple 
of guys in the winner's circle 
late in their careers. 

"I can't believe it. I can't 
lieve it. This is the toughest 

ra e in the world to win," train­
er Carl Nafzger said. 

While it was the 65-year-old 
afzger's second .Derby win in 

three tries, trainer Todd 
Pletcher. who had a record­
tying five hor es, was skunked 
again. He i now 0-for-19 in the 
Derby. Hard Spun finished sec­
ond and Curlin, the 5-1 second 
choice, lost for the first time in 
hi four-race career 

Imawildandcrazyguy was 
another half-length back in 
fourth and Sedgefield was fifth. 
Circular Quay, coming off an 

'ght-week layoff, was sixth for 
Pletcher's best finish. 

Tiago was seventh, followed 
by Any Given Saturday, Sam P. 
and Nobiz Like Shobiz. 

Dommican wa. II th, then came 
Zanjero. Great Hunter. 
Liquidity and Bwana Bull. 
Storm in May. who is blind in 
his right eye. wru. 16th. trailed 
by Teutlesberg, Scat Daddy, 
Stormello and Cowtown Cat in 
last. 

Naf:.1:ger, who is nearly 
reured, wa n't a emotional as 
he was in 1990. when 
Unbridled won for 92-year-old 
Frances Genter. Because of her 
faltering eye ight, afzger 
called the race in her ear so she 
could follow her colt to the fin­
i h line. 

Then he gave her a big kiss 
when Unbridled eros ed the fm­
i h line. 

Thi time. Nafzger's words 
to the 83-year-old Tafel were 
few and to the point. 

"Mr. Tafel, we· re clear, 
we're clear. It's up to him now," 
Nafzger said. 

Nafzger and Tafel were tak­
ing a second shot at the Derby 
together. In 1999. Vicar finished 
18th for the duo. 

Nafzger works for just two 
owners now, having turned the 
day-to-day grind of his 
Churchill Down stable over to 
an assistant. Be ides Tafel, his 
other client is Genter's on-in­
law. 

Pletcher, meanwhile, had 
five less-than-happy owners to 
answer to Saturday. 

"I am disappointed that the 
horses didn't run better," he 
said. "It isn't the end of the 
world if you don't win the 
Kentucky Derby. I'm not going 
to go home tonight and cry. 
That's just not the way.'' 

Street Sense became the ftr t 
Breeders' Cup Juvenile winner 
to return in the pring and win 
on the first Saturday in May, 
snapping an 0-for-23 skid.

Jones 'tickled' with Hard 
Spun's second in the Derby

aid Saturday after Hard Spun 
ran the race of his life. 

Hard Spun was the lone 
speed in the Kentucky Derby. 
The colt embraced the chal­
lenge, hooting right to the 
front while setting a demand­
ing pace for more than a mile. 

"It was about what we had 
to do," Jones said. "The horse 
was running easy and we tried 
to get away from them. I could 
only see one horse coming but 

e came with authority." 
That late ntnner was Street 

Sense, the Derby winner who 
had the advantage of a perfect 
ground-saving trip. The 
Pennsylvania-bred gamely 
pressed on for second, finish­
ing well clear of third-place 
finisher Curlin by 5 3/4 
lengths. 

Some handicappers 
expressed concern when Hard 
Spun turned in a blazingly fast 
workout on Monday. He 
drilled five furlongs in 57.60 
seconds with jockey Mario 

\no aboard. It was the fastest 
})erby Week workout at the 
distance since General 
Assembly, econd in the 1979 
Derby, was clocked in 57 .40. 

Fears the workout would 
ap the colt's energy were 

unfounded. 
"We got beat by a really 

nice horse who loves Churchill 
Downs," said Jones, who ad­
dled his first Derby starter. 
"Our horse ran huge. They 
both kicked away from the 
crowd pretty good. He did just 
great." 

Hard Spun also handled the 
ss hike with tyle. The 

Derby was his first Grade l 

appearance. His biggest prior 
victory was the Lane's End 
Stakes at Turfway Park. 

Jones is looking for a 
rematch in two week in the 
Preakness at Pimlico. 

"This hor e is fre h," Jones 
said. ''We were hoping this wa 
the tirst of a three-race scrie . " 

UNBEATEN NO MORE: 
Curlin uffered hi first defeat 
when he ran third in the Derby. 

He was the second choice in 
the betting at 5-1 fo11owing 
three dominant victorie , 
including a 10 1/2-length romp 
in the Arkansas Derby. 

The Kentucky Derby was 
another ballgame. 

For the first time, Curlin did 
not have things all his own 
way. 

Breaking from po t No. 2, 
Curlin steadied slightly in traf­
fic shortly after the start. He 
wa 13th for most of the race 
before launching a five-wide 
challenge in the Jane. 

"He shuffled back and 
checked himself a few times,'' 
JOCkey Robbie Albarado said. 
"He's never had that experi­
ence before, to be behind like 
that. Turning for home, he 
came running." 

A ROYAL CROWD: 
Queen Elizabeth II was part of 
a huge throng at Kentul:ky 
Derby.

Mutt was sitting at the table, 
fork in his hand. "When do we eat," he asked.

This 
made mother laugh. Mutt never had a lot to say but 
when he did speak. we listened. The three of us sat 
down and ate our fill of gravy and biscuits. Daddy 
had eaten earlier that morning and was already off 
working in the coal camp over in Weeksbury. 

Life is filled with chore when you live off the 
land.

to get the mml.' ''What tf you don't get any mail 
today.'' he asked. "Then I'll go home empty hand­
ed;· I said.
