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Chase case 
heads to

PAINTSVILLE- A 
case against a 
Prestonsburg man who 
was allegedly involved in a 
fatal hit-and-run accident 
in Boyd County along with 
a 20-mile, four-county 
chase from police ending 
in Magoffin County, will be 
heard by a grand jury. 

As previously reported, 
it was the morning of Nov. 
3 that police say Jimmie 
Ward, 19 was traveling 
south on ·u.s. 23 in 
Catlettsburg when he hit 
and killed Robert Samples, 
who was walking across 
the highway, going home 
after going to a gas station 
to buy snacks. 

Taking off after the acci­
dent, Ward was later spot­
ted turning onto Route 40 
from U.S. 23 by Paintsville 
Police, who began pursu­
ing him. It was sometime 
later when he was finally 
caught in Magoffin County 
after a wreck maneuver 
initiated by Magoffin 
County Sheriff Bob Jordan. 

With the assistance of 
Magoffin County officers 
Darvin Marsillett and 
Matthew Ba1ley, Ward was 
removed from the vehicle 
and despite being very 
combative, was finally 
arrested.

18 arrested, police search 
for 16 more in drug roundup

MARTIN Operation 
UNITE, with the assistance of 
various other law enforcement 
agencies, was able to arrest 18 
people from Floyd and Johnson 
counties Thursday on charges 
of "doctor shopping." 

The ongoing investigation 
into the illegal purchase of pre­
scription medications resulted 
in 34 arrest warrants by 
Operation UNITE. Nearly all 
cases involved the unlawful 
procurement of a controlled 
substance by fraudulently get­
ting medication from doctors in 
Kentucky and at least two other 
states, according to Dan Smoot, 
law enforcement director for 
UNITE. Smoot added that sev­
eral of those who were arrested 
Thursday will likely face drug 
trafficking charges as well. 

Suspects arrested during Thursday's roundup were held at 
the Martin Community Center for processing. 

"Detectives in our Big 

Sandy Dmg Task Force have 
been working on this case with 
other agencies since the latter 
part of 2004," said Smoot. "The 
more cases that developed, the 

larger this investigation grew.

One plaque, ahout the national 
anthem. rends: "Both the new song 
and the llag became known as 'The 
Star Spangled Banner' and hecame a 
rallying cry for the American patriots 
during the Revolutionary War.'' 

"The donated display is identical 
to those that were in two cases previ­
ously rule<l on, and no factual inaccu­
racies were brought up in the litiga­
tion." Wh1taker said. "We're happy to 
look into that." 

While civic education needs some 
improvement in the Unikd States, it 
should still be chronologically cor­
rect, Mackey said. "Without a time machine, it's a 

temporal impo!>sibility," said Jane E. 
Calvert, an assistant history professor 
at the University of Kentucky. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher on Monday 
ordered an exhibit that includes Lhe 
Ten Commandments. the Magna 
Carta amlthe "Star Spangled Banner" 
be put. on display in the Kentucky 
Capitol Rotunda. surrounding a mam­
moth statue of Abraham Lincoln. 

It was donated to the state last 
month by the Rev. Herschel Walker, 
pastor of Hopewell Baptist Church in 
Corbin. 

But Francis Scott Key didn't write 
''The Star-Spangled Banner" until 
1814 after a battle at Maryland's Fort 
McHenry. and the American 
Rc\'Oiution ended in 1781. 

Calvert. the UK historian. had not 
seen the plaque but heard a descrip­
tion of it. She noted that the national 
anthem could not have been a rallying 
cry for American revolutionaries. 

Mercer County Juuge-Executive 
John Trisler <;aid he was not aware of 
any inaccuracies with the display, 
which has been up for about six years 
in his central Kentucky county. 

"[t ratses the s!Jppery slope: lf 
that's wrong. then what else?" 
Mackey said. 

Tina Ostria. a fifth-grade math 
teacher from North Hancock 
Elementary in Lewisport in western 
Kentucky. said 1t should he noted if 
there nrc inaccuracies in the display. 

"We do appreciate the display. and 
we get a lot of favorable comments 
about it," Trisler said. 

Fletcher, who lost a bid for re-elec­
tion the Qext day. signed an executive 
order proclaiming the documents 

Reached by telephone Wednesday, 
Walker did not have an immediate 
response about the inaccuracy.

More than 50,000 
methadone tablets alone GndGd up in 
the area from Philadelphia.

Now the job of winning 
over lawmakers begins for 
Kentucky's next governor. 

Beshear piled up votes in 
urban and rural counties alike 
Tuesday in defeating 
Republican Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher on Tuesday. The cam­
paign provtded a clear differ­
ence between the candidates 
on whether casino gambling 
should be legalized. 

Beshear, a former attomey 
general and lieutenant gover­
nor. turned his attention 
Wednesday to puttmg together 
his administration as he pre­
pares for his inauguration next 
month. He said he'll start 
announcing his choice for top 
jobs as soon as Thursday and 
hopes to have his cabinet in 
place by the time he takes 
office. 

"This government is going 
to be diverse, it's going to 
reflect experience," he said. 

Beshear also started reach­
ing out Wednesday to legisla­
tors who will weigh in on his 
initiatives, which range from 
casino gambling to education 
and health care. 

Beshcar said he intended to 
move the state forward with or 
without casino grunbling. He 
said his jobs-creation plan 
~ould generate more tax rev­
enues, and that his efficiency 
study of state government 
would result in considerable 
savings. 

The governor-elect spoke 
with House and Senate leaders 
and pledged to work with both 
parties to improve the quality 
of life in Kentucky. 

"I know we will have our 
differences," said Beshear, 
who received a standing ova­
tion as he entered the commit­
tee hearing room in the Capitol 
Annex. 

"I know that partisan poli­
tics will always play a role. 
That JS our system. But we 
ought not to let it play too 
much of a role." 

Earlier in the day, Beshear 
said his discussions with law­
maker~ heading into the 2008 
legislative session will include 
casino gambling 

Beshear supports amending 
Kentucky's constitution to 
allow a limited number of 
ca<;inos at racetracks and at 
off-track sites along the state's 
borders. He estimates the extra 
gambling would generate 
about $500 million in addi­
tional state tax revenue each 
year for such priorities as 

health care and education. 
Even though amending the 

constitution to allow casinos 
would require a referendum on 
a future ballot. Fletcher cam­
paigned on a "no casinos" 
theme, warning they would 
drain money from bu'>inesses 
and would lead to such social 
ills a'> more di\orce. bankrupt­
cies and crime. 

Newspaper polls in 
September showed an over­
whelming majority of 
Kentuckian'> want to vote on 
the casino gambling issue but 
are divided on whether to 
legalize casinos. 

Proposals to put the casino 
gambling issue on the ballot 
have been lloated in previouc; 
years in the General Assembl) 
but died after making little or 
no headway. 

House Speaker Jody 
Richards, D-Bowling Green, 
indtcated the odds may have 
changed, noting the polls and 
the size of Beshcar's victory. 

"Certainly it has a better 
chance than it's ever had in the 
House.·· he said. 

Richards said Beshear even 
carried some Republican-lean­
ing counties. 

"There's a common thread 
through that somewhere, and it 
may be gaming." he said. 

Senate President David 
Williams, R-Burkesvillc, said 
Beshear wa'> "saying the right 
things" to lawmaker' on 
Wednesday, although they 
would likely have difference" 
along the way. Nevertheless. 
he still would not vote in favor 
of a plan to legalize ca,mo 
gambling, Williams said. 

"I'm not going to vote for a 
bill that will put the casmo 
gambling issue on the ballot,·· 
Williams smd. 

State Rep. Lan·y Clark. a 
casino gambling proponent. 
said Beshcar's margin of vic­
tory "gives him more strength 
trying to push that legislation 
through." 

Beshear won w1th 59 per­
cent of the vote. 

Clark said he's tired of see­
ing Kentuckians • llocking 
across the border to gamble in 
neighboring states like 1ndiana 
and Jllinois. "It's just transfer­
ring wealth from one state to 
the other," he said. 

Sen. Dan Seum. R-
Louisvillc. said he would con­
sider voting to put a propost.:d 
casino gambling constitutional 
amendment on the ballot. 
Scum declined to discuss the 
chances that it would get a 
vote in the Republican-led 

Senate. 
He said GOP senators \\'ill 

discuss the issue HI coming 
weeks. 

"We'll see if there'<; been 
nny change." he said. 

Sen. David Boswell, D­
Owcnsboro. said Wednesday 
he .,.. as pre filing a casino gam­
bling constitutional amend­
ment for the legislative session 
that convt.:nes in January. 

Boswell said a companion 
proposal calls for a total of 
nine casmo~ - five at race­
tracks and four off-track. The 
mea.;urc would funnel state 
gambling revenue to such 
things as edll(.ation. veteran~ 
programs and infrastructure 
projects like \\ ater and sewer 
hnes.

Protecting older 
women against 
cervical cancer

Much discussion recently has 
focused on a new vaccine that helps 
protect' girls and young women 
agaif!,St cervical cancer. The vaccine 
wards off the virus- the human papil­
loma virus, or HPV - that causes the 
disease This medical breakthrough, 
however. docs not protect against all 
cancer-causing HPV types and is only 
FDA-approved for girls and women 
aged 9-26. Therefore. it certainly 
won't help women aged 65 and older. 
who account for nearly 20 percent of 
all new cervical cancer cases in the 
United States and more than 35 per­
cent of all death), from the disease. 

Another technology -- a DNA test 
for HPV -- can better protect these 
women. And now, a proposal before 
Congress will ensure tbat older 
women get access to this test by 
requiring Medicare to pay for it. 

This year. 11, 150 women in the 
United States will be diagnosed with 
cervical cancer and 3.670 women will 
die of the disease, according to the 
American Cancer Society. Many 
more thousands of women will be 

treated for high-grade pre-cancerous 
lesions in their cervixes. undergoing 
procedures that are uncomfortable. 
anxiety-producing and expensive. 

Widespread screening progmms 
using the pap test have produced sig­
nificant reductiOns in ccnical cancer 
rates in the U S. The pap test helps 
detect cellular changes caused by 
HPV infection. The pap test alone, 
however. is 51 percent to 85 percent 
accur te, dependmg upon the type of 
t I 

prO\'CG by the 
~unctJor. with a 

pap test, m women aged 30 and older. 
HPV testing identifies women who 

.arc infected with '"high-risk" types of 
HPV that could potentially lead to 
cervical cancer. When used with a pap 
test in women aged 30 and older, an 
HPV test increases to nearly 100 per­
cent a clinician's ability to 1dentify 
women who have the risk factor for 
cervical cancer and thus require more 
diligent follow-up as long as the virus 
persist!'!. 

Knowing if a woman aged 65 or 
older has HPV could help detetmine 
if and how often she should continue 
to be screened. Multiple studies have 
suggested that incorporating HPV 
testing into :'!crecning programs. per 
established medical guidelines, 
improves outcomes while being more 
cost-effective than those programs 
without HPV resting.

Ultimately, of course, it is up to 
clinicians to decide which tests are 
most appropriate for their patient<;. 
But if Medicare covers HPV testing, 
clinicians will have more options to 
help prevent older women from 
developing cervical cancer: 

HPV testing is included in cervical 
cancer screening guidelines from the 
American College of Obstetricians 
and Gynecologists, the American 
Cancer Society. the Association of 
Reproductive Health Professionals, 
the American Medical Women's 
Association and the National 
Association of Nurse Practittoners in 
Women·s Health. Most private insur­
ance companies and state Medicaid 
programs already cover HPV testing 
as part of routine cervical cancer

ing, and are already in usc in 
more than 60 percent of vehi­
cles on American highways. 

Air bags make usc of such 
data to determine when they 
should deploy, Kowalick 
noted. Recording isn't con­
stant, but is triggered by inci­
dents such as sudden braking. 
In that sense vehicle EDRs are 
different than airplane "black 
boxes" or other electronic 
monitoring equipment on trac­
tor-trailers. 

"If your vehicle has been 
manufactured since 1998, there 
is a good chance your vehicle 
has this technology in it," 
Kowalick said. Eleven states 
have already passed laws regu­
lating access to the data, and 
Kentucky should consider 
mandates on the technology as 
well as legal parameters for the 
information's use, he said. 

Law enforcement and the 
courts can usc the data to 

determine the cause of an acci­
dent. said Rep. Johnny Bell, 
D-Glasgow, but a subpoena or 
other court order may be need· 
ed. 

Legislators raised several 
questions regarding how to 
obtain accc5:s to the data and 
whu should be able to. Rep. 
Carolyn Belcher, D­
Owingsville, asked whether 
someone buying a used car 
could u~e the EDR to discover 
that the vehicle had been 
involved in an accident that 
had went unreported. 

Sen. Dick Roeding. R­
Lakeside Park, also said that 
hydroplaning vehicles, as well 
as vehicles skidding on ice, 
would feed misleading data 
into the EDRs. 

Federal legislation will 
mandate uniformity ror EDRs 
by 2011, Kowaltck said, but 
states must decide for them­
selves how to use the data they 
provide - for instance, how 

insurance companies can usc 
the data collected on the vehi­
cles involved in accidents. 

"The challenge is to strike a 

balance between privacy con­
cerns and the quest for the 
freedom to travel safely," he 
said.

Bengals LB Ahmad Brooks out for season, will need surgery

CINCINNATI - Middle 
linebacker Ahmad Brooks will 
have surgery for a tom groin 
muscle, another setback for 
the Cincinnati Bengals' reeling 
defense. 

The Bcngals placed Brooks 
on injured reserve Wednesday, 
ending his season. He played 
in a season-opening 27-20 vic-

tory over Baltimore, but hurt 
his groin in the first series 
against Cleveland a week later. 
He hasn't played since then. 

Tight end Nate Lawrie was 
promoted from the practice 
squad to take his place. Lawrie 
played in all four preseason 
games for Cincinnati and in 
the -:eason opener. 

Receiver Skyler Green, 
waived by the Bengals on 
Monday, took Lawrie's place 

on the practice squad. 
Middle linebacker has been 

a trouble spot for the Bengals 
since Takeo Spikes insisted he 
wanted out after the 2002 sea­
son, tired of the team's losing. 
Coach Marvin Lewis has tried 
to find someone like Ray 
Lewis. who anchored his 
record-setting defense in 
Baltimore. but the positionhas 
been in transition during his 
five years in Cincinnati. 

"The position is the ghost 
of Tal< co, I guess," Lewis said 
Wednesday. ''It's haunted. lt's 
been an interesting thing. 
Anyway. it is what it is, and 
we've got to go on." 

Lewis thought he'd found 
his middle linebacker when 
the Bengals took Odell 
Thurman in the second round 
of the 2005 draft. He was sus­
pended for the 2006 season for 
repeatedly violating the NFL's 

substance abuse policy, and 
commissioner Roger Goodell 
declined to reinstate him for 
the 2007 season. 

The Bengals took Brooks in 
the supplemental draft last 
year, and were counting on 
him to fill the role this season. 
The injury forced them to 
shuffle their linebackers again, 
a factor in the defense's rank­
ing among the league's worst. 

"It's heen harder on him 

than us:· Lewis said. "He did­
n't get a lot of time to play as a 
rookie. In some ways, maybe, 
this is a good thing, that he's 
had to Jearn and go about this 
the right way. He's had to 
attend meetings and learn. and 
learn how to be a profession­
al."

'Where the customers are known by name' 
Woods Grocery bonds community

Walking through the front doors is 
like taking a step back in time as all 
remains the same at Woods Grocery, 
in Allen. Shelves stacked with 
favorite snacks such as pickled eggs, 
snack bologna and red hot sausages 
in large, round jars, beanie-weenie, 
vienna sausages, potted meat. 
Hostess Sno-Balls and those famous 
chocolate cupcakes with the 
curlicued icing, and let's not forget 
such childhood favorites as dream­
scicles and those tiny plastic cups of 
ice cream with the little wooden 
spoons. All sit ready for the hungry 
lunchtime visitor or the youngster 
looking for an after-school or lazy 
summer afternoon snack. 

"Everything's pretty much the 
same as it was when I was a kid," 
said Cathy Woods, owner/operator of 
the small store opened in 1954 by her 
parents, the late Bill Jr. and 
Sophronia ("Everyone called her 
'Fronie.'" Cathy said) Woods. ''Even 
down to a lot of the customers,'' she 
laughed. 

Looking around the store. which 
grew from an original "shack," to a 
concrete building, to the structure 
that exists today, visitors can sec old 
farm implements, kitchen utensils. 
and cast iron cookware hanging from 
walls upon which they were placed 
more than fifty years ago. Also dis­
played are old vinyl albums and pho­
tos of what were, undoubtedly. 
favorite recording artists of the origi ­
nal store owners. 

Additionally, those who may have 
attended Allen Elementary School 
during the late 70s and early 80s 
might even find still hanging near the 
store's cash register, fall festival 
posters with smiling pumpkins and 
fall leaves, that they may have creat­
ed during their early school days. 
Alongside, are others boasting 
Valentine heart<; and springtime flow­
ers, in addition to a few colored 
pages torn from a young shopper's 
coloring book. 

"They've been banging there for 
years," Cathy said. "I don't plan on 
taking them down now." 

Cathy, who literally grew up with­
in the confines of the small grocery, 
said that her parents have sold every­
thing from kitchen staples to house­
hold sundries, snack foods. candies, 
and even animal feed. "I can remem­
ber laying down to take naps on the 
big sacks of feed that were stored in 
the back room," she said ...

Today. Cathy attends to customers 
from behind the same counter that 
her parents stmxl behind as they chat­
ted with customers and took orders 
for special Jequests. "So many of the 
people thai come in here today were 
customers when my clad was still 
here." she said. "It's comforting to 
know that this store is like home to 
them." 

Following the death of her father, 
whom everyone in the community 
referred to simply as "Bill Jr.," Cathy 
said that it was very hard for many to 
come back to shop at the <;tore know­
ing that Bill would not be there. 

Just as in days past, Woods Grocery, located at Allen, is a favorite gath­
ering spot for friends and neighbors looking for a good bite to eat and bit 
of good company to go along with it. A photo of the store's original own­
ers ensures that "Bill Jr. and Fronie" keep a watchful eye. 

"No one wanted to come in here 
after Bill died." s<ud Lcann Spradlm, 
of East Point, a daily customer who 
works nearby. "We just couldn't 
imagine the store without Bill behind 
the counter. He was loved so much 
and you still can't help but m1ss 
him." 

The mourning period over now 
for the most part. customers have 
returned in full force and the commu­
nity store remains a center of activity 
for the Allen-Emma area. Offering 
not only the aforementioned 
favorites, the store also boasts a 
lunchtime menu that rivals manv 
local fast-food chains. · 

Though a sign near the deli 
counter JCSt~ "Today's Menu- Take it 
or Leave it," the offerings behind the 

lunch counter speak loudly and clear­
ly that customers come first. From 
breakfasts of bacon, sausage and 
bologna biscuits and sandwiches, to 
biscuits and gravy. all for less than

Ql went to see my doctor 
because 1 was feeling a little 
ill and had a cough. I'm still 

g to }HJrk, though, because l 
don't feel sick enough to stay home. 
A}ier my dnctor took an X-ray, he told 
me that I have walking pneumonia. 
I'm a little worried about having 
pneumonia, since my grandmother 
died from pneumonia. Oh yes, I'm a 
36-year-old female who s physically 
.fit and exercises regularly. 

APneumonia is a term that 
describes a disorder of the 
lungs. It is usually the result 

of a bacterial or viral infection and 
can sometimes be caused by a fungal 
infection. lt's also possible to have 

pneumonia as a result of a chemical 
irritation to the lungs. 

In 2004, there were about 1.3 mil­
lion cases of pneumonia that required 
hospitalization. The majority of 
pneumonia sufferers are young chil­
dren or people 60 and over, but indi­
viduals of all ages do get pneumonia. 
Regardless of the cause, pneumonia 
is a significant and often serious ill­
ness. Cough, shortness of breath, 
chest discomfort and general fatigue 
are typical symptoms. 

Walking pneumonia is a slang 
term, not a medical one, which 
describes an illness that is generally 
mild. The infected person is still 
"walking" about. Your ability to con-
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Prognosis for reader's 
'walking pneumonia' is good 
tinue to work while sick with pneu­
monia is characteristic ol "walking 
pneumonia." Wh1le the term does not 
describe the cause of the lung infec­
tjon, this type of pneumonia i~ usual­
ly due to a VJrus or an atypical bac­
terium called Mycopl,lsma pncumo­
niae. 

You are right that pneumonia can 
be deadly, but fatal ca);e-; arc much 
more common in those w1th underly­
ing medical disorders and in the 
elderly. There are also n fc>v very 
aggressive stratn!; of bactena and 
viruses that can cause pncumoni<1 and 
rapidly kill a previously healthy per­
son. Fortunately. these illnesses are 
rare, and they certamly mttke you suf­
ficiently sick that the condition 
would never be called "walking 
pneumonia." Your doctor's diagnosi-; 
indicates to me that your chances of a 
full recovery arc excellent. 

Despite the milder nature of 
"walking pneumonia," it often take-. 

six weeks to totally ret:over, even 
when antibiotics are helpful By total 
recovery, I me<~n a return to vour nor­
mal level of energy and physical 
endurance. 

Walking pneumonia can be a com­
plication of flu, so one ol the impor­
tant thmgs you C< n do for your health 
as well as for the health of those 
.• r 1l nd you tf> to •e t a flu shot this 
ye tr. A Jlu :)hot gtvcs protection 
against the mo .t severe forms of 
influcnta thut are expected to be 
common thi <; WHltCJ'. Unfortunately, it 
wlll not protect you from all forms of 
influenza or from other cauc;es of res­
piratory tract infections. 

Another shot you should know 
about 1s a pneumoma immunization. 
This shot doe~n' t protect you from all 
pneumonia. hut tl docs protect 
agaim;t the most ·severe forms caused 
hy the pneumococcal hactcna. This is 
especially important for thtv;e . with 
chronic heart or lung problems or 

those who ate 65 or older. Since 
you've had "walking pneumonia," 
you mtght he at a slight increased risk 
your~elf for a future bout with pneu­
monia. Therefore, getting this shot 
might he prudent. Ask your doctor.

Until the day. of course, that 
she fought hard to get one of 
those Sno Balls down against a 

nasty virus determined to send 
it right back up. 

I don't believe I've seen 
Elizabeth with a Sno Ball in 
hand since that ill-fated day 
almost ten years ago now. 

Of course. I had to forward 
along the Sno Ball 60th 
anniversary announcement to 
her personal email. After all, I 
don't think she's quite the type 
of girl to love and lose and 
never recall the good times. 

That said, let me share a few 
notes of interest in regard to 
Hostess Sno Balls: First intro­
duced in 1947, the marshmal­
low, coconut and chocolate 
cakes became an instant hit 
with Americans facing flour 
and sugar rations during 
WWII.
