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Beshear staff draws heavily from from PR sector

FRANKFORT - Gov.-clcct Steve 
Beshear, following two governors 
whose images were tarnished by scan­
dal, enlisted public relations experts 
among the first aides in his budding 
administration. 

Former Gov. Paul Patton. a 
Democrat, left oftice in 2003 following 
a tawdry sex scandal. His successor, 
Republican Gov. Ernie Fletcher, 
escaped legal but not political conse­
quences from his indictment in a hiring 

scandal, and !l1iled to win re-election. 
For a new governor, public image 

may be everything. 
"Politics is in general about images, 

about perceptions," said Joe 
Gcrshtcnson, a political scientist at 
Eastern Kentucky University. "Tt's 
always going to be critical to elected 
officials to have folks in places that are 
adept at shaping images, creating 
images and dealing with media out­
lets." 

Patton's two-year affair with former 
nursing home operator Tina Conner 
was revealed publicly in 2002. Patton 

left ofiice a year later, after term limits 
prohibited him from seeking another 
term. 

Fletcher won his 2003 election in 
part on a promise to "clean up the mess 
in Frankfort" and hire people of "rock 
solid values." Then, however, a special 
grand jury began looking into allega­
tions the governor's political support­
ers were improperly being given pro­
tected state jobs. Fletcher pardoned his 
entire administration before he was 
indicted on mi~o>demeanor charges that 
were eventually dropped in a deal with 
prOSf?CUtors. 

Unable to recover politically, 
Fletcher lost to Beshear Nov. 6 by 18 
percentage points. 

Beshear announced last week that 
Phil Osborne, CEO of Preston­
Osborne, is Beshear's incoming com­
munications director, while Thomas L. 
Preston, founder of The Preston Group 
Inc., will become his senior adviser. 
Both men have experience in politics 
and in public relations. . 

Jim Cauley, who will be Beshear's 
chief of staff, said Beshear ha,d made a

Bridge at Floyd/Pike line expected to be rebuilt next year 
The bridge on Route 194 at the 

mouth of Brushy Fork, Lower Johm 
Creek, will go to bid next year, mean­
ing that a new bridge is to be con­
structed. 

According to Sam Hale, PE, Bridge 
Engineer for Highway District 12, the 
bridge is on the Floyd/Pike County 
line. ll is being replaced because it has 

a 20-ton weight limit. "On a scale of 1 
to 100, this bridge has a suft1ciency rat­
ing of 46.5 as of October 2006," Hale 
explained. "The bridge i$ a side-by­
side box beam bridge without a con­
crete deck. This means that vehicles 
drive on the box beams. The beams 
have edges which are badly spalled 
(chipped off due to weathering) along 

the grout joints. The grout joints them­
selves have failed throughout the struc­
ture." James said that other problems 
include some cracking in the beams 
and one of the bridge abutments. 

The new bridge will be built about 
forty feet downstream from the exist­
ing bridge. Construction is currently 
scheduled for fiscal year 2008. "lt 

could take about six months to com­
plete the project." Chris James, PE, 
Project Manager, explained. "Various 
factors can affect that, of course, the 
primary one being the weather. So it 
could take a little more time or a little 
less.··

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Miller stepping down as state Democratic chairman

FRANKFORT Kentucky 
Democrats will focus next year 
on regaining dominance in the 
General Assembly and 
atlempting to gain a seat in the 
state ·s Washington delegation, 
the party's newly. appointed 
chairwoman said Monday. 

Shortly after her appomt­
mcnt, Louisville attorney 
Jennifer \1oore made her 
intentions clear: DemocraL.<; 
will seek to regain some politi 
cal ground Crom Republicans. 

"We're going to work hard 
immediately to win back the 
-;tate Senate, to keep our 
majority m the state House and 

to take hack the U.S Senate 
~eat in 200H,'' Moore 'aiu. 
"And. ohviously, we're going 
to start doing that immediate 
ly:· 

Gov.· elect Steve Beshear. 
who takes office on Dec. 11, 
announced he was recom­
mending Moore to be Jonathan 
Miller's permanent replace­
ment when the Democratic 
Party's state central executive 
committee meets early next 
month. Miller, who 1s finishmg 
his second term as stare trea­
smer, has agreed to become 
state finance secretary in 
Beshear's admmistration. 

M1ller became the 
Democrati<.; Party chairman in 
May, arter Beshear emerged 

from a crowded six-candidate 
field to win the Democratic 
nomination. He said he was 
writmg a resignation letter 
from the chairmanship that 
would be effective Monday. 

Moore has been the party's 
vice chairwoman. Nathan G. 
Smith of Fort Mitchell is being 
recommended as her replace­
ment for that post. 

Heshear ~aid Moore would 
be "one of the most highly 
qualified this state has ever 
seen." 

Moore, 33, represented 
Democrat Virginia Woodward 
in her dispute with Republican 
Dana Seum Stephenson over 
the 2004 election results for the 
state Senate seat representing 

the 37th District in Jefferson 
County The case over 
Stephenson's · residency 
requirements wound its way to 
the Kentucky Supreme Court, 
which ruled neither Stephenson 
nor Woodward could hold the 
seat. 

Currently, the GOP holds a 
21-16-1 lead in the Senate, 
while Democrats have a 63-37 
advantage in the House. 

Kentucky GOP Chairman 
Steve Rohertson said he was 
disappointed with Moore's 
involvement during the previ­
ous election cycle in ads target­
ing Kentucky Secretary of 
State Trey Grayson. Robertson 
claimed the Democratic ads 
against Grayson distorted his 

record, which Moore has 
defenued and maintained were 
accurate. 

"If she's going to step up to 
the big stage, she's got to learn 
that there's going to be 
accountability on her actions," 
Robc1tson said. "We wish her 
all the best success, but she 
needs to understand that we're 
going to be paymg attention." 

Moore said Democrats are 
intent on reducing the 
Repuhlican dominance in the 
state Senate and seeking to oust 
U.S. Senate Minority Leader 
Mitch McConnell. Party offi­
cials would begin immediately 
fundraising ror the 2008 elec­
tions, Moore said. 

McConnell, who at last 

count had raised more than $9 
million for his re-election anti 
had $7 million on hand. has 
already been running campaign 
commercials for the 2008 cam­
paign. 

Political newcomer Michael 
Cassaro, a Louisville-area doc­
tor, is the only Democrat to 
enter the race. However. 
Attorney General Greg Stumbo 
and state Auditor Crit Luallen. 
who won a second term this 
month, are considering runs. 

McConnell has acknowl­
edged Demcx;rats are targeting 
him in the upcoming election. 

"I'm a bigger target. but I'm 
a pretty big boy," McConnell 
said recently. 

Beshear said whoever

becomes the Democratic nomi­
nee will be competitive with 
McConnell. despite his finan­
cial advantage. 

"Obviously, Senator 
McConnell is very good in that 
area, he's always been a cham 
pion of fundraising,'' Bcshcar 
said. "But I think my victory in 
the Democratic primary shows 
that the person that raises the 
most money doesn't always 
win."

By state law, Beshear has until 
the General Assembly's 15th 
day in session - which next 
year is Jan. 29 -to present his 
two-year budget proposal.

Anyone who read or watched cov 
erage of the 2007 Kentucky gover­
nor·~ race or has followed any guber­
natorial or presidential race knows 
that candidates run their campaigns 
on what are called "issues"--or chal­
lenges facing society. Campaigns for 
these oftice~ spend months and even 
years researching the issues to help 
their candidates become better 
inrormcd ahoul the government they 
aspire to lead. 

They are not alone. 
State lawmakers also spent! a lot or 

time researching the issues. We must. 
As Kentucky's state's chief policy­
making body and holder of the state's 
purse strings. the General Assembly 
detcmuncs how much of our state tax 
dollars go to education, roads, 
Medica1d and dozens of other state 
programs. Only by thorough study 
can legislators determine how taxpay­
er dollars entrusted to state govern­
ment would he pest spent in these and 
other area<>.

March preparing for the issues of the 
2008 Regular Session which, by most 
accounrs, is expected to present law­
makers w1th many challenges facing 
Kentucky.

Other.'> 
argue that a state takeover would 
erode accountability of the jail system 
that local control provides, and 
instead propose that jaih save money 
by consolidating or split control of the 
Jails between the state and local gov 
ernments. How the General Assembly 
decides to address this issue in the 
coming session will be deterrruned by 
weighing the costs to both the coun­
ties and the state and trying to come 
up wiLh the best solution for all par­
ties involved. including local citizens. 

Few citizens are more deserving or 
the General Assembly's attention than 
our military personnel who selllessly 
give of themselves to protect our 
nation. Lawmaker~ pass bills each 
session to benefit these brave men 
and women. and will spend part of the 
2008 considering proposals to 
improve their quality of life. Yet one 
issue facing lawmakers next session 
that is particularly challenging is 
whether or not to exempt active-duty 
military pay of Kentucky residents 
from state mcome tax. 

It is estimated that the exemption 
of all active-duty military pay from 
state income tax would cost Ken tuck) 
$18 million in annual revenues . 
\Vhile every lawmaker wanLs to sup­
port our troops. the need to replace 
lost revenue streams also weighs 
heavily on our minds. We will have a

Academy of Mathematics and 
Science in Kentucky to participate in 
the state accountability testing pro­
gram and authmizc the academy to 
award diplomas.

Time and financial constraints often 
make it dift1cult for these students-­
typically classified as student<; age 25 
or older-to pursue a degree, affecting 
the state '~ longtime policy goal of sig­
nificantly increasing the education 
attainment level of Kentucky's adults 
by 2020. The General A<>scmbly may 
decide to increase funding for adult 
education, fund grants for student<; 
emolled less than half time or make 
other changes to improve the state's 
chances of meeting that goal.

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Wii is most-wanted widget in wintertime; winning one is work

NEW YORK- Each holi­
day season, a couple hard to 
lind toys send parents hunting 
from store to store. And, em:h 
season, they're soon forgouen: 
Has your Elmo gotten any 
tickles lately'? 

But this year, it looks like 
the gift everybody is looking 
for is the same as last year: the 
Nintendo Wii. 

A year after its launch, the 
small video game console sells 
out almost immediately when 
it reaches stores, even after 
Nintendo Co. has ramped up 
production several times. 

"Right now, if you work at 
it. it's not too hard," said John 
Lawrence, of Fort Worth. 
Texas, who bought a Wii a few 
weeks ago for his 9 year- old 
grandson. Tl took him some 
online sleuthmg to find one at 
a local GameStop. 

"People have nor gotten 
into the Christmas shopping 

mode. Once people get into 
that rrundset. this is going to 
be an impossibility as it was 
last year," Lawrence said. 

With the Wii. Nintendo set 
out make a console that would 
entice people who were not 
hardcore garners. and it has 
succeeded. Janet Presti stood 
an hour in line at the Nintendo 
World Store m New York on 
Tuesday lust week to get a Wii 
for her three children, hut it 
wasn'tjust for them. 

"1 played it at my sister's 
house and I loved it," she said. 
Her household already has 
three game consoles: an 
Microsoft Xbox 360, a Sony 
PlayStation 2 and a Nintendo 
GameCuhe. 

The Wii responds to the 
user moving the wand-like 
wireless controller, while other 
consoles are controlled by a 
confusing array of buttons and 
joysticks. It also comes with 
an array or casual, nonviolen~ 
games that appeal to adults. 

Sony and Microsoft have 

cut the prices or their consoles 
this fall, but conttnuing 
demand for the Wii has meant 
Nintendo hasn't had to. 

Perrin Kaplan, vice presi 
dent of marketing and corpo­
rate affairs at Nintendo of 
Ameiica, said the console was 
"priced right from the begm 
ning." A look at eBay shows 
that Kaplan may be wrong: 
New Wit systems are !'lelling 
about $100 above the $250 
store price. 

Some of the demand for 
Wiis results from trouble in the 
toy industry, as well ac; the 
gadget's cross-generationul 
appeal. 

"No one is buying toys 
right now because or the 
recalls.'' said Gerrick Johnc;on, 
a loy industry analyst at BMO 
Capital Markets. 

First, toys were recalled 
because of lead paint and dan­
gerous magnets. Then. Aqua 
Dots - colored beads that 
were making their way to 
must-have :-,talus - were 

pulled because they were coal­
ed with a chemical that turned 
into the date-rape drug gamma 
hydroxy butyrate if swal­
lowed. 

"lt's really unfortunate for 
the toy industry. because the 
lead issue was starting to sub­
side, was gettwg off the front 
page ... and then along comes 
this. which is totally outra­
geous," Johnson said. 

"Whoever thought that 
there'd he a day when parents 
say 'Don't play with your dan­
gerous toys, go play with your 
video games·?" he asked. 

The console has been a 
tremendous boost for 
Nmtendo, which lost out to 
Sony Corp. and Microsoft 
Corp. in the last generation of 
game consoles. In the quarter 
ended Sept. 30, it more than 
doubled its sales to $6.1 bil 
lion from a year earlier, just 
before the launch of the \Vii. It 
sold 5.5 million Wiis in the 
U.S. since it went on sale on 
last Nuv. 17. 

The stock market now val­
ues Nintendo at $7S hillton. 
compared to $48 h1llion for 
Sony. which has six times the 
revenue. 

Nintendo has increased the 
pace of product1on, hut 
acknowledge\ that it won't he 
able to sattsly holiday season 
demand. 

"It's brand new technology. 
so you can't build tt on just 
any line.'' said Nintcndo's 
Kaplan . 

ln an interview last week, 
Sony Chief Executive Howard 
Stringer said the Wii shortages 
were '·a little fortuitouS:' and 
indicated that the PlayStution 
3 was poised to benefit from 
the situation.

Tense, unpredictable 'No Country for Old Men' a return to form for .Coens

Women who 
killed abusive 
husbands 
seeking 
pardons

FRANKFORT - A group 
of women convicted of killing 
abusive husbands and 
boyfriends are seeking guber­
natorial pardons or clemency. 

The women were convicted 
of manslaughter or murder 
after long histories of domestic 
violence, said Marguerite 
Thomas, an attorney for the 
Kentucky Department of 
Public Advocacy. 

The Kentucky Domestic 
Violence Association and the 
Department of Ptlblic 
Advocacy asked Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher to grant clemency for 
nine women currently incar­
cerated in the Kentucky 
Correctional Institution for 
Women and Otter Creek 
Con·ectional Center. 

They also submitted 
requests for full gubernatorial 
pardons on behalf of nine 
women whose sentences were 
commuted by former Gov. 
Brereton Jones in 1995 and for 
two other women who have 
since been released from 
prison. 

"The criminal justice sys­
tem wasn't geared to be able to 
address the issues that these 
women faced," Thomas said. 
"This is not saymg women 
have a license to kill men. This 
is strictly confined to cases 
where documented abuse 
existed." 

The requests included more 
than l ,400 signatures of people 
wanting the governor to 
review the cases and grant 
clemency for the incarcerated 
women and full pardons for 
the women who have already 
been released. 

Thomas said the cases of 
the nine cutTently incarcerated 
women requesting clemency 
have undergone intensive 
review over the course of sev­
eral years, and each petitioner 
has a clear and compelling his­
tory of domestic violence that 
led to her imprisonment. 

Thomas said the number of 
women being held in prisons 
and jails nationwide has 
increased 110 percent over the 
past l 0 years. She said most of 
them have been physically or 
sexually abused. 

David F-leenor. Fletcher's 
general counsel, said the 
requests will be given full con­
sideration.

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Floyd County high school· students selected 
for KSP 1 Drive To Stay Alive' program 

FRANKFORT Heath 
Tuckett and Jeremy Osbornl' 

l ~ from Betsy Lane High School 
were two of thiny two high 
school students throughout the 
state selected by Kentucky 
State Police to participate in 
the 'Drive to Stay Alive' pro­
gram. The program ran from 
November L 1-14 and was held 
at the KSP Training Academy 
in Frankfort and Kentucky 
Speedway in Sparta. 

The 'Drive to Stay Alive' 
program teaches the students 
safe driving techniques by 
Kentucky State Police instruc­
tors with hands-on road dri-

ving and classroom exercises. 
The students receive four days 
or intense dtivers' training and 
receive information about 
other dangers, such as driving 
impaired, seat belt safety. dis­
tracted and aggressive driving. 

"The 'Drive To Stay Alive' 
program was designed not 
only to decrease teen crashes 
but to provide them with the 
toob to be advocates in their 
own communities about safe 
driving," explains KSP 
Captain Tim Lucas, 
Commander of the Highway 
Safety Branch. 

"The training includes top-

ics such as collision causation, 
vehicle dynamics and skid 
control, backing skills, multi­
ple turns and lane interchange, 
safety belLs and air bags, eva­
sive maneuvers, off-road 
recovery, and controlled brak­
ing," added Lucas. 

According to Lucas, the 
real potential of rhc 'Drive To 
Stay Alive' progra begins 
after the students return to 
their schools. 

'The students are teamed 
with an experienced state 
trooper to spread the message 
to the student body in each 
school and to their community 
as well," he says. "The effec­
tiveness of the program is 
based on the concept that a 
message conveyed by a fellow 

student carries more weight 
with other students and is 
therefore more memorable." 

The c;tudents will be evalu­
ated and scored on the safe dri­
ving programs they present to 
their respective schools and 
communities. The students 
with the most effective pro­
grams are eligible for scholar­
shir funds. Their schools will 
be rewarded as well. 

Heath Tackett lives in 
Floyd County and is the son of 
Richard and Jessica Tackett of 
Harold, Kentucky. 

Jeremy Osborne also lives 
in floyd County and is the son 
of Carson and Brenda Osborne 
of Teaberry, Kentucky. 
Osbome is excited to bring the

"I learned many driving 

techniques that can ultimately 
save my life and the lives of 
others," said Hannan. 

Last year in Kentucky, teen 
drivers accounted for 26,842 
collisions. Of that figure, 
there were 6,146 injuries and 
127 fatalities. Even more 
alarming, are the 2006 Driving 
Under the Influence (DUI) 
charges for drivers between 
the ages of 16-19. There were 
3,451 first offense DUI 
charges and 218 second 
offense charges filed in 
Kentucky district court la'\t 
year. 

"The goal of this program 
is to decrease teen fatalities on 
Kentucky roadways," says 

Kentucky State Police 
Commissioner Jack Adams. 
"Nationally, motor vehicle 
crashes are the leading cause 
of death among teenagers." 

Commissioner Adams 
believes the "Drive to Stay 
Alive" program will have a 
lasting effect on these teens. 

"These students have a 
unique opportunity to make a 

· real difference," says Adams. 
"They can help influence 

on-the-road driving behaviors 
and save lives on Kentucky's 
highways. It's a very worth­
while goal that will require 
dedication and effort on their 
part. but it's worth it if they 
save even one life. It could be 
their own, their best friend, a 
neighbor or a family member."

8 inches in scattered areas of District 12's 
seven counties: Floyd, Pike, Knott, 
Martin, Lawrence, Johnson, and Letcher.

Slone's department is responsible for snow 
and ice removal - labor, equipment, and 
materials.

We 
combine the official forecasts with our 
own experience and common sense, and in 
most cases we are able to get ahead of the 
weather with preventive measures such as 
anti-icing."

Even so, it took $2,185,407 in material, 
equipment, and labor to keep state high­
ways and secondary roads safe for drivers 
in these seven counties. Floyd County has 
31 J .338 miles of state highways and sec­
ondary roadways for' which it is responsi­
ble. Snow and Ice Season runs from late 
October to early April. 

Materials include rock salt, liquid calci­
um chloride, and salt brine. "District 12 
makes its own salt brine." Slone pointed 
out, "which is a h ge benefit." 

As of November 1, Highway District 
12 had on hand 22,579 tons of rock salt, 
37.576 gallons of calcium chloride, 48,185 
gallons of salt brine, and ll tons of calci­
um pellets. All these materials are worth 
$1,116,400.

'The public expects safe roads regard­
less of weather conditions;· said Danl 
Hall. Chief District Engineer. "Any 
amount of snow or ice poses a risk to dri­
ver safety. If we just waited until the snow 
falls before we prepare to remove it, the 
likelihood of property damage and person­
al injury, not to mention loss of life 
increases dramatically. That's why we 
don't wait. We try to stay ahead of the 
weather and beat it at its own game, as the 
saying goes." 

The Transportation Cabinet places a 
huge emphasis on snow and ice removal. 
Why? "Snow and icc-covered roads are 
more than an inconvenience," said Darold 
Slone, Operations Branch Manager. 
"There is always potential for loss of life, 
serious injunes to people, and loss of prop-

During the last Snow and lee Season, 
Floyd County used 1445 tons of rock salt, 
8770 gallons of calcium chloride, and 
11,270 gal1ons of salt brine. For every 
two-lane mile, Floyd County used an aver­
age of 317 pounds of rock salt. Floyd 
County has two maintenance garages, one 
at Minnie, headed by Superintendent 
Brady Conn, and one at Allen, headed by 
Superintendent Brian Hatfield. Each facil­
ity has its own salt dome, which are cur­
rently filled to capacity. 

Above normal precipitation is predicted 
for this year. "We don't know whether that 
will be rain, hail, snow, ice, or a combina­
tion,'' Slone said. "Plus, predictions are 
constantly updated. We have several radar 
services we use, but the most reliable fore­
casts are often made by our own mainte­
nance specialists, who have battled snow 

"We are ready. Our operators arc high­
ly skilled specialists at snow and ice 
removal. Even so, they go through rigor­
ous annual training, which includes an 
emphasis on safety first. Our fl.rst goal is to 
save lives and the second is to see bare 
pavement," said Matt Moore, the mainte­
nance engineer who was in charge of this 
year's training program.

No end in sight for lawsuit between 
NASCAR, ISC and Ky. Speedway

COVINGTO~- A federal 
judge sa1d allorneys for 
NASCAR, international 
Speedway Corp. and 
Kentucky Speedway should 
cons1der returning to the bar­
gaining table. 

U.S. District Judge William 
Bertelsman said Monday an 
expected monthlong trial, fol 
lowed by several years of 
appeals, could be avoided if 
the two sides continue media­
tion. 

NASCAR and ISC attor 
ncys asked Bcrtelsman for a 
summary JUdgment Monday, 
arguing the speedway has 
insufficient evidence to prove 
NASCAR and TSC worked 
together with other tracks to 
keep the Kentucky track rrom 
acquiring a NASCAR Ncxtcl 

Cup race. 
Bertelsman said he won't 

rule on the motion until 
January at the earliest. A 
March 4 trial date already has 
been set. 
· "Tf you want to, now would 

be a good time to return to 
mediation." Benelsman said. 

The two sides met for five 
hours in June with no success, 
and Bertclsman said it was his 
understanding neither side 
wants to settle. 

NASCAR spokesman 
Ramsey Poston said it was 
"premature" to say whether 
NASCAR and ISC would be 
willing to return to mediation. 
Cincinnati attorney Stan 
Chesley. a w -counsel for the 
track, said track officials arc 
·'always willing to sit down 
and talk." 

In the lawsuit, the speed 

way alleges NASCAR con­
spired to leave the Sparta. Ky., 
track and some other tracks 
out of the coveted Nextel Cup 
schedule despite their superior 
amenities. 

The speedway is asking 
ISC be ordered to sell at least 
eight or the I 2 tracks it owns 
that host Nextcl Cup races and 
that the Kentucky speedway 
be awarded in excess of $200 
million in damages . 

The speedway's goal is to 
"destroy an anticompetitive 
regime,'' track co-counsel 
Stephen Susman said. 

He said that because 
NASCAR and lSC work so 
closely together - the two 
companies arc both controlled 
by the France family and shm·e 
the same oftlccs in Daytona 
Beach, Fla. that a jury 
could "reasonahly divine" that 
the two companies have 

worked together ro deny inde­
pendent track races the chance 
to host a race. 

The 1.5 mile tri oval in 
northern Kentucky opened in 
2000 and is host to several 
events each year, including a 
Busch Series and Craftsman 
Truck Series race. as well as 
an Indy Racing League event. 

David Boies, lead auorney 
for NASCAR and ISC, argued 
that if NASCAR was intent on 
shutting out the speedway, it 
would not allow the speedway 
to host NASCAR-sponsored 
events. 

"TL's inconsistent with their 
logic,'' Boies said. "NASCAR 
wouldn't support the track if it 
was trying to drive Kentucky 
out of business.''

Chantix - new stop smoking 
drug - may be helpful to reader 

help people wishing to quit smoking 
in two ways. First, it provides some 
of the same effects as nicotine, 
which can help case the withdrawal 
symptoms that many who try to quit 
experience. Second, if a person 
using Chantix falters and lights up a 
cigarette, Chantix may block the 
nicotine from binding to those sites. 
This can prevent the "nicotine rush" 
that smokers typically experience. 

Chantix was approved by the 
Food and Drug Mministration more 
quickly than most drugs because of 
its potential positive impact on pub­
lic health.
