Llonated by Derwin 
Merion. of Martin, has been erected 
in remembrance of tho'c that died Ill 
the cold\\ ater of the Btg Sand) river 
on the morning of February '28. I 958. 
when a bus loadell with 49 pas-,cn­
l!cro.; plungcll into the swollen water'>. 

Rev. Harold Dorsey who \Vas pa<;­
tor of the cit)\ First Methodist 
Church at that time, recalled that 

we have healed."
