Why the U.S. lacks full heaJ th care 

Health and disability insurance companies are systematically 
cheating the American public. Michael Moore' top-grossing 
movie Sicko is one example of the growmg concern surrounding 
health care in the US. 

The number of Americans without health in urance reached 
forty-seven million at Ia t count. or ixteen percent of the popula­
tion. The cost is ri ing two to Lhree times faster than inflation and 
is the number one cause of personal bankruptcy in the country. We 
pay more and get less medical care than the rest of the industrial­
ized world. The total per capita heaiLh care cost in the US exceeds 
the expense per person in all other full care countrie . 

The Institute of Medicine es~imates that a many a eighteen 
thousand Americans die prematurely each year becau e they do not 
have health insurance. Thi figure doe not include those who die 
prematurely each year because their insurers delay, dimmish, or 
deny payment for promised benefit . Report about people who die 
unnecessarily from withheld service seldom receive broad cover­
age in the corporate media. Lack of media coverage has led to a 
nation of people uninformed about how national health and dis­
ability policie are controlled by the private insurance industry and 
how government regulators are powerless to do anything about it. 

If industrialized countries around the world offer health care as 
a basic right why is it not happening in the US? Private insurance 
companies are motivated to make a much money as possible and 
do so by systematically delaying, dinunishing, and denying pay­
ment for promi ed services. and blaming individuals for theh own 
misfortune. 

On the boards of directors of the nine largest insurance compa­
nies are one hundred thirteen people. These directors are some of 
the richest in the world. They hold one hundred fifty past and/or 
present po ition with major financial or investment institutions in 
the US, including such major firm a<; J.P. Morgan. Citigroup. Lord 
Abbett, Bank of America. and Merrill-Lynch. AdditiOnally, these 
board members have connection to orne of the largest corpora­
tions in the world including General Motors. IBM, Ford, 
Micro oft, and Coca Cola. The combined affiliations among the 
one hundred thirteen health insurance directors represent revenue 
of over 2.5 trilJion dollars 2006. 

As some of the richest most powerful citizens in America, health 
care executives dominate health policy with their campaign dona­
tions and active lobbying. They spend millions to keep themselves 
in 

the insurance business despite overwhelming evidence that we 
would all be better off without them. They u e these profits to pro­
pagandize the American public and influence voters through scare 
tactics of "sociabzed medicine" and long delays of service that sup­
posedly occur in single-payer systems. 

The single-payer advocacy group. Physicians for a National 
Health Program, reports that private in urance corporations spend 
an enormous amount of money on business-oriented expense 
rather than health-related investments. A 2003 study in the New 
England Journal of Medicine estimate that spending for admim -
trative costs associated with health care amount to over $320 bil­
lion per year or about thirty-one percent of health care costs in the 
US overall. The administrative costs in the Canadian national 
health care system amount to 16.7 percent, or about half of the over­
head in the US. 

Countrie with common pool or single-payer systems provide 
similar levels of ervice to every person. In such countries, it is the 
responsibility of society as a whole to provide health care·for each 
individual. 

Americans have a choice. We can continue with a high-cost 
profit-driven private insurance system leaving milJions to languish 
without care, and millions more to face the frustrations of system­
atic delays, diminished care, and denials of promised benefit . 
Alternatively, we can build a common pool health care sy tern that 
provides necessary care to everyone - for Je s than what we are 
now paying. 

Let's find and support politidans who will provide universal 
health care outside of corporate fat-cat control.

-beyond the 6ettway 
WWII homefront 
was better than this 

Ken Burns· "The War." his 
World War II documentary, has 
been playing on your public tele\'i­
sion channel for the past two weeks 
and >vill continue in rerun for 
many more. Which is good new 
for those of you who haven't seen 
it yet. 

True. it's long and slow to get 
moving, but a terrific piece of work 
nevertheless. comparable certainly 
to hi film on the Civil War. Only 
in thi one, the picture· move. 

Critic~ will ay, with orne ju ti­
fication. that as a chronicle of the 
war it is incoherent. but that criti­
cism misses the point. Burns was­
n't interested in a traight hi tory 
of World War II, he was interested 
in individual storie that illuminate 
the war. And these he delivers 
marvelously. 

He focuse~ on soldiers from four 
medium-to-small American towns 
and follows their paths from a 
sleepy pre-war existence into the 
mind-bending brutality and 
viciou ne. s of the fighting in 
Europe ami the South Pacific, 
always careful to walk back to the 
home front to keep track of what 
wa happening there. 

Particularly moving are the to­
ries of the men, old now, who 
fought the war. the horror of it still 
visible behmd their eyes. 

There ·s former Senator Daniel 
Inouye, a Japanese-American from 
Hawaii, describing the elation be 
felt when he shot hi~ first man. and 
the shock when he realized he'd 
felt no remorse. 

That's balanced by the story of 
the fighter-bomber pilot who tem­
porarily lo. es the use of his right 
(trigger) hand after he strafes and 
de troy· his ftrst enemy truck, 
loaded with German troops. 

Which is balanced by the crusty 
old Marine who remember coming 
upon comrades on a Pacific i~dand 
who had been staked 
to the ground and 
tortured to death by 
the Japane ·e "'We 
never took any pris­
oners after that," he 
said. "I don·t know 
any outfit that did:· 

And leavened by 
the story of the 

ati\'e American 
soldier who, to 
achieve the rank of 
Warrior Chief in his 
tribe, the Crow .. tole a group of 
horse:; from the Nazi and rode off 
singing a Crow' ictory chant. 

The picture that emerges is not 
merely nne of a specific war but a 
picture of combat itself and its 
effect on young men who are no 
different from our friends and 
neighbors. 

And back home you see 
America changing. The war and 
the social upheaval it generated--­
black soldiers, blacks ,.,;orldng next 
to whites in defense plants---laid 
the foundations of the ch·il right 
movl!mcnt. It JUmp-. tarted the 
fcmini t revolution by putting 
women 10 jobs they· d never had 
acccs. to before. 

Those lights \\ere a long way 
from nvcr of course. anu they 
would ·utTer setbacks along the 
way, but the America the soldiers 
came home to \\as far different 
from the one they left. as different 

We wilJ continue to stand trong 
and united unit) an agreement is 
reached and our contract is ratified.

Kentucky Afield: 
Fall turkey 
hunting basics

KENTUCKY AFIELD 

FRANKFORT - Fall turkey 
season is an often overlooked 

.,.hunting opportunity. Hunter take 
just a few thou and birds in 
Kentucky at thi time of year. 
compared to more than 25,000 
during an average spring . eason. 
Many hunters think that a fall 
hunt can't compare to the thrill of 
calling in a spring gobbler. But 
fall turkey hunting has its own 
advantages. Rather than seeing a 
fe\\ rurkeys. fall hunters might 
see dozens of birds at a time. Hens 
are legal for harve t and dogs can 
be used to locate and flu" h 
turkeys. To succeed, hunter have 

._to get out of the spring turkey 
mindset and learn some basic fall 
techniques.

Scouting is even more impo•­
tant in the fall than it i. in the 
spring, becau e turkeys are 
flocked up m tead of scattered in 
smaller groups or alone. 'There 
aren't turkeys everywhere in the 
fan:· says Joe Lacefield, an avid 
turkey hunter and WJidlife biolo­
gist for the Kentucky Department 
of Fi. h and Wildlife Resources. 
''BUl when you find then. it's ca -
ier to hunt them." 

Blackcats outlast rival Pikeville, 27-12 

Start by finding where the 
birds roo~t. Look for evergreen 

•trees like cedars and pines during 
bad weather, and large oak trees at 
other times. This year's drought 
caused a spotty mast crop, but 
Lacefield notes that the oaks that 
do have acorns are heavy 'h<ith 
nuts. Look for those trees in 
drainage areas. 

A good fall turkey tactic i to 
go out just before dark when 
turkeys are flying up to roost and 
scatter them. Shake trees and 
make loud noise to hreak up the 
flock. Once the birds scatter. they 
won't re-l1ock until daylight. 
Return to the san1e spot in the 

•morning before fir t light and 
intercept the turkeys as they group 
back together. Hunting from a 
blind can increa'le your chance of 
success and allo'h you to move 
around without spooking birds. 

Lacefield often locates turkeys 
while bowhuntmg deer in the 
evenings. He can hear birds from 
as far a 200 yards away. flying up 
to roost for the night. "They'll 
bust everywhere in the dark," he 
says.
