An Allen man i-, now 
facing felony charges after 
interf(iring With a youth 
hunting trip last weekend 
by allegedly holding a ju..,e­
nlle and an accompanied 
adult at gunpoint 

Rick Branham. 48. is 
facing two ~eparate felony 
charge. of wanton endan­
germent and false imprb­
onment after he allegedly 
held 15-year-old Jarred 
Robinson and Cody Goff, 
20, the adult v. ho wa-. u\ t:r­
seeing the hunt, at gunpoint 
for hunting near hi), land. 

According to the cdmi­
nal complaint filed in Floyd 
Count) District Cour1 
Tue~da) afternoon. 
Branham manifested 
e ·trcmc indifference to 
human Jit'e by forcing the 
two males to lie on the 
ground v. ith their hands 
behind them while holding 
a gun to them and rhrea£Cn­
mg to kill them. 

According to Robin. on's 
mother. Pamela Wilson, the 
two were hunting Sunday 
afternoon on government 
property ncar Branham'-; 
home when he spotted them 
and forced them to lie face 
down m the road with their 
hand~ behind them. telling 
them that he would k1ll 
them if he moved. Being 
the adult, Goff told 
Branham that he had to call 
Robinson's mother. at 
which time he attempted to 
get up, allegedly promptmg 
Branham to cock the gun 
and hold it near Goff's head 

while Robinson walked for­
ward. At one point 
Robm!>on v.-us finally able 
to contact his mother, at 
wh1ch time '\he said she 
heard Branham in the back­
ground tt:lling the two to 
just go home and it would 
all be forgotten about. Goff 
and Robin!»on were then 
able to leave.

The hill would boost enrollment in the State Children's Health 
insurance Program (SCHlP) from 6.6 million to about 10 million at an 
extra cost of about $35 billion over five years. The overwhelming majori­
ty of those kids would be in families earning Je. s than twice the poverty 
rate, which comes to about $41.000 for a family of four.

9/11 artacks, took the position that international bans on abusive que~tion 
ing of enemy prisoners no longer applied What's worse is the administra 
lion's lack or second thoughLc; on Lhe maller- its persistence in the race 
of bipartisan congressional opposition and even legislation. 

To be sure, administration officials, from President Bu h down, have 
repeatedly insisted thai the United States does not tonure pnsoners. But 
the e assurancel> are in part possible, it appears, because torture itself has 
been redelined. An infamous August 2002 Justice Department memo. ug­
gested, for example. that torture involves discomfort "equivalent in inten­
sity to the pam accompanying serious physical injury, such as organ fail­
ure, impainncnt of bodily function, or even death,'' or enduring psycho­
logical harm. 

A remarkable story published in The New York Times last week pro­
vides further evidence of the stubborn defense h) the administration of 
unacceptable interrogation tactjcs.

According to The Assoc1ated Pre : Lhe search encompasseu a 20,000 
square--mile area, involving Civil Arr Patrol pilots from Nevada and seven 
other states, the Nevada.National Guard, the Air Force Re cue and 
Coordination Center, the state Department or Puhlic Sal'eLy and ground 
crews organ1zcd hy local authOlitics. 

Experts in radar analysi. from the Federal Aviation Administration, Air 
Force, Navy. National Transportation Safety Board and the Civil Air 
Patrol also were involved, using high-tech methods to try to determine 
Fossett's flight path. A sonar-equipped hoat has was used to search a lake 
to determine whether Fossett's plane cra.c;hed there. 

After the first two weeks, organizeTh estimated the effort cost about 
$600,000.

When they finally dethroned the 
hated shah in the rehgiou~ revolution 
of 1979, and the U.S. emba;;sy and 

personne1 were seized, the American 
government pretended i£ was the 
aggrieveu parly. fl has conducted 
subtle warfare against Iran ever 
since. 

Ahmadinejad might also have 
taught the Amen.:an people that in 
the I YXOs. the e.S. government 
backed Its ally - Saddam IIus'>ein of 
Traq - in his de~ade-lung war 
against Iran. It provided lra4 critical 
economic aid and weapcms, a well 
as intelligence and diplomatic rc og­
nnion, and placed warship:> 1n the 
Persian Gulf to protect Iraqi oil in 
Kuwaiti tankers from Iranian attack.

During the war the USS

cials claimed duhiousJy that the 
plane was thought to be a military 
aircraft No apolog} was ever is~ucd, 
though compensation eventuaUy was 
paid. 

Contra~t this with un mddent 
about year earlier. }"hen an lraqr war­
plane attacked the USS Srark, killing 
2K men The Reagan administration 
accepted Iraq's apology then 
blamed fran for the traged~ . 

The neoconservatives, who so 
demonized Saddam Hussem before 
the 2003 invasion, were his enthusi­
astic backers against Iran in the 
19HOs. (Th~ 19X6 Iran-Contra arms 
deal was a glaring eM·epltun.)

Otherwi.e, 
the ban will have no impact on deer sea­
, ons thi year. said Jon Ga sett, commis­
sioner of the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resource . 

"While we received dozens of calls 
from people who thought hunting seasons 
were being cancelled because of the out­
door burning ban, nothing could be further 
from the truth," Gasseu said. ''Hunting 
seasons have not changed. In fact, we're 
expecting an outstanding deer harvest Lhi~ 
year." 

Environmental and Public Protection

"We're asking hunter~ to honor this ban 
by using camp stove and lanterns in. tead 
of building campfires," Gassett said. 
"Hunters also should be careful about 
parking their trucks or ATVs in high grass 
-a hot exhaust ·ystem ..-ould start a fire."

Alway · wear your safety h1rr­
ness whenever you LL'ie a tree 
stand. It is the single most 
important sarcty item () deer 
hunter can usc. One of the lead­
ing causes or injury to deer 
hun tell' c n' t an errant shot from 
another hunter, it is a fall from a 
tree stand. 

·•Jn Kentuck')', one in five 
hunling incidents involves a tree 
stand," said Bill Balda, hunter 
education coordinator ror the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildli l'e Resource;. ''One in 
four tree stand incident<> result<~ 
in a fatality." 

Do not hang the harness roo 
low on the tnmk while you· re in 
the tree ~land. Place Lhe harness 
at least head high behind you so 
the harness keep~ you in the 
stand ifyou fall, ins[cad of hang­
ing below 1L 

Some humcrs build their own 
stand out of plywood for the 
floor and scrap boards nailed [O 

the tree for steps. It is unwise to 
IIuSi these L)pes ofl.ree tanch on 
openmg day without first check­
ing their sLruclural integriL y. 
Falling limbs throughout the 
year can hiland weaken the lloor 
and lead to a painful fall. Steps 
weakened through 11 months of 
rain, heat, cold and freeze can 
easily break free and cause seri­
ous injury. 

"They are an injury wailing 
to happen," Balda said. 
"Commercial tree stands arc 
afer, turdier and easier 10 sel 

up." 
As the years go by, we aU 

gain a few pounds. Don't shoot 
deer on steep slopes or in areas 
thal require you lo dr<tg your 
deer a long way if you aren't in 
the shape you were in high 
school. Plan a11cad and consider 
how you're going to get the deer 
out of the wood. ac; easily as pos­
sible when you're picking your 
hunting spot. 

All hunters during modem 
gun deer season. or any other 
period when .fireanns can be 
used for <leer huntin!!, must com­
ply with hunter ora~ge clothing 
requirements. Hunters mu ·t 
wear soJ1d, unbroken hunter 

orange color visihlc from all 
. ide.<; on the head. hack and 
chest. Hunter orange must also 
be worn hy anyone accompany­
ing a gun deer hunter. 
Camnullagc patterns with 
plotches of hunter orange do 

not meet the re4u irements. 
Weanng hunter orange while 
walking to anti from the deer 
stand, hut taking it off while in 
the deer stand, doe.\ n01 meet the 
requirement. lt's much \'1-iser to 

keep your hw1ter orange on at n.IJ 
times while you're in the field, 
eYen il you're ju t eating lunch. 

Afler gelling into a deer ... tand 
bet(Jre su.ruise and sifting there 
li.1r hours and hours without so 
much as a <~ign of a deer, it i~ 
easy lo lose patience. Avoid the 
temptation to fire ju. l at a 'IOUnd, 
movement ur color. It may not 
he a deer. 

"l3e sure of your target and be 
sure or your backstop behind lhe 
target," Balda said. "Almost half 
or Kentucky's reported hunting 
incident<> involve a vktim who 
wa~ mistaken fur game or out of 
sight of the . hooter.

Do not1.:ross a fence without 
completely unloading your 
flrcam1 hcforchand.lt i. ca.")' for 
a firearm laid against a fence to 
slide off, hit the ground and dis­
charge.

NOW, THEREFORE. BE IT 
ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF 
WHEELWRIGHT: 

SECTION 1. There is hereby la1d 
and levied for the taxable year of 
2007, an advalorum tax of FORTY 
($.40) cents upon each $100 00 
worth of taxable property (property 
as used in revenue statute means 
eveything of value that a person 
owns, 1hat is or may be the subject 
of sale or exchange, or that when 
offered for sale will bring some 
price. And, so, any existing, 
enforceable, collectable demand 
upon which it is a lien, or out of 
which it can be collected, is proper­
ly) real, tangible and 1ntang1ble, 
within the corporate limits of the City 
of Wheelwright.
