The St. Louis-based 
company has considered 
several locations in 
Kentucky, Illinois and 
Indiana. 

The Kentucky 
Economic Development 
Finance Authority on 
Thursday agreed to pro­
vide Peabody $250 million 
in tax 1ncentives in hopes 
of luring the project to the 
Bluegrass State. 

Peabody, spokeswoman 
Beth Sutton said that 
agreement "is terrific 
news" for the project. 

"We'll be reviewing the 
agreement with our project 
management team, and 
we will be quickly respond-· 
lng· with our next steps In 
the process,• she said. 

Sutton said the project, 
when completed, would 
employ 400 to 500 people 
in jobs in both the conver­
sion plant and in an adja­
cent coal mine. 

The plant, Sutton said, 
would use about 2.5 mil­
lion tons of coal per year.

Fletcher, Beshear 
prepare for fmal 
leg· of campaign

FRANKFORT With 
groundwork laid, money 
ratsed, and time winding 
down in the governor's 
race, the candidates are 
preparing for a grueling 
sprinr to the fini h line. 

For Republican Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher and 
Democratic challenger 
Steve Beshear, that means 
crisscrossing the state, 
making stops in a many 
towns and cities as can be 
squeezed imo the final two 
weeks of the campaign. It 
means they'll be getting up 
early and going to be bed 
late, haking hands with 
countless voters, delivering 
stump speeches and rally­
ing supporters until their 
voices are raspy. 

Despite the physical 
demands, the candidates, 
both of whom are political 
veterans, say the last leg of 
the race is always the most 
fun . 

"1 enjoy people," said 
Fletcher, who kick. off a 
bus tour on Monday. "I 
enjoy getting out, and, ye , 
1 enjoy can1paigning." 

With the Nov. 6 election 
drawing near, voters have 
heard the candidates in 
numerous debates and een 
their television ads in what 
has been a contentious race 
centered largely on ethical 
issues.

'Quilt Trail' emerging on 
barns in Eastern Kentucky 

BARBOURVILLE 
Kentucky has long been 
known a a center for the 
sewing of colorful quilts in 
many patterns and designs. But 
over the past several years. 
pW.nted quill patterns on the 
sides of barns in Kentucky 
have emerged as a new form of 
self-expression and cultural 
pride for rural residents. 

Etl'orts are getting under­
way to coordinate the painting 
and erection of colorful wood­
en quilt blocks on barn in 
eastern Kentucky and else­
where to form trails that can 
Jure travelers off of inrerstacc 
highways onto back roads, 
bringing tourist~ into rural 
areas that need an economic.: 
boo L 

"It's like haogmg a painting 
in an art gallery,·· said Dtanne 
Simpson, a fiher arth.t and 
native of Knox County in 
southeastern Kentucky. "But 
with the quilt barns. the whole 
community becomes an art 
gallery." 

Simpson is a leader in the 
quilt barn movement in Knox 
County, along with representa­
tives of the Kcnmcky Arts 
Council, the U.S. Department 
of Agriculrurc and the Knox 
County Extension Service, all 
or whom are helprng organil.e 

this grassroob movement to 
beautify !heir communities. 

Judy Si:r.emore or McKee, 
regional outreach director for 
the Kentucky Arts Council in 
eastern Kentucky, is helping 
coordinate the selection of 
quilL pallems to be painted and 
re<..'!Uiting barn owners to pro­
vide a place for their display. 
Each pauern that is submiued 
to the selection t.:omm.ittee is 
associated with a particular 
local quilter who used the 
de ign in her sewing. Tn ·ome 
cac;cs, several generations of a 
farruly have sewn quilts with 
the same patrcm, Simpson 
said. 

The i"armers. many of 
vhom formerly u.sed their 

barns for tobacco curing, are 
allowed to choose the pattern 
that will be displayed on lheir 
strucmres. "This provides a 
new reason tor them to care for 
their ham.:· Sizemore said. 

Even electrk companies 
operating in Appalachia have 
gotten on board w1th tbe guilt 
squares program. They loan 
their hucket truck.<; and skiJicd 
workmen lO mounl the 8 ft. by 
8 ft. squares high up on the 
side · of barns. 

Often the quilt squares arc 
painted by local students who 
volunteer their time. "Having 

the opportunity to partiCipate 
in the quilts project hac; been 
the most interesting experience 
1 have ever known," said 
Joseph Cross, a Knox CountY, 
high school student who has 
worked on painting several 
quilt blocks. 

Other trained volunteer· 
like Simp on record the oral 
history or the quiltmaker 
whose pattern is being painted.

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KSP offers guidelines 
for a safe Halloween 

FRANKFORT - With 
Halloween fa<;t approaching, 
the Kentucky State Police is 
urging moLorists. homeowners, 
parents and trick-or-treaters 
throughoullhe Commonwealth 
to prepare for a safe celebra­
tion. 

"Halloween is one of lhe 
most excinng seasons for chil­
dren, but also one of the most 
dangerous,'' says Kenrucky 
Stare Police Commissioner 
Jack Adams. "Safety is often 
the last thing on their minds, so 
parents and motorists need to 
be cspcctaUy alert." 

According to the National 
Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration (NHTSA), 
Halloween con<;istently ranks 
as one of the top three days for 
pedestrian injuries and fatali­
ties in the U.S. and more than 
hal r or all traflic fatalilies on 
Halloween are alcohol-related 

While primarily a holiday 
for children, more adults arc 
now engaging in festivhie . 
According to the National 
Retail Foundation, more than 
28 percent of adult<; plan to 
hold or attend a Halloween 
party this year. 

·'Many of these parties may 
start as early as this weekend,'' 
says Adams, noting that 
Kentucky has a /ero Lolerance 
policy when it comes to dri­
ving while impaired. 
"Violators will be arrested. 
There arc no warning!; or sec­
ond chances." 

According to NHTSA, the 
most dangerous time nation­
wide for children ages 5 to 14 
on Halloween night is between 
4 p.m. and 1 0 p.m. Children in 
elementary school arc at the 
greatest ris~. Children in thb 
age group: 

• Have a field of VIsion 
one-third narrower than an 
adult 

• Are often unable to deter­
mine the direction of sounds. 

• Cannot accurately judge 
the speed or distance or mov­
ing vehicles. 

• Are easily distracted and 
tend to focus on one thing at a 
Lime like a ball or a friend. 

• Arc easily bidden by 
parked clll"S, bushes, leaf piles. 
trac;h bins, etc. 

"Drivers need to be 
extremely cautious during this 
time period," says Adams. 
'The season's shortened day­
light hours and reduced visibil­
ity l:reate a dangerous combi­
nation while children are out 
trick~or treating. Everyone 
needs to slow down. use extra 
caution and follow common­
sense safety tips." 

KSP offers the following 
Halloween safety tips: 

FOR MOTORISTS 
• Don't drive while 

impaired by drugs or alcohol. 
• If you plan to drink. 

arrange for altern ate trans­
portation or a designated dri­
ver. 

• Stay alert for increased 
pedestrian and bicycle traffic 
on Halloween night. 

• Be patient and SLOW 
DOWN! Give children lots of 
time to cross the street. 

• ExciLed kids may forget 
to "stop, look and listen" 
before (.TOSSing the street. 

• Drive defensively. Don't 
assume that a pedestrian will 
move in a predictable manner. 
Expect the unexpected. 

• Be extra cautious in areas 
where vehicles arc parked 
along the side of the street. 
Trick-or-treaters may dart imo 
traffit: from between parked 
cars. 

• Watch for children walk­
ing in Lbe Slieel, especially il' 
there are no sidewalks in Lhe 
neighborhood. Also watch for 
children walking on medians 
and curbs. 

• Enter and exit driveways 
and alleys carefully. 

FOR PARENTS 
AND CAREGIVERS 

• Trick-or-lrealers should 
carry flashlights or "glow 
sticks." 

• Dress children in cos­
tumes that arc light-colored 
and clearly visible to motorists. 

• Costumes should he no 
longer than ankle-length to 
prevent tripping, entanglement 
or contact with flame. 

• Use face painLS or make­
up r.:tther than masks thar could 
impair vision. 

• Wear light-colored cloth­
ing or add renective tape LO 

costume~ and trick-or-treat 
bags. 

• Ch1ldren should wear 
coml'ortable, well-fitting, stur­
dy shoes. 

• Children houlcJ wear 
flame-resistant cosrumcs. 
Avoid paper costumes. 

• Younger children should 
be accompamed by an adult. 

• Older children should 
stay in a group. 

• Avoid capes that could 
pose strangulation rislc.<; by get­
ting caught on structures or 
yard decoraLion your child 
may encounter. 

Make sure props such as 
swords, scythes, pitchforlc.o:;, 
spears, wands or knives are 
flexible (not rigid) with smooth 
or rounded tips to prevent eye 
or other injuries if fallen upon. 

• If driving children to 
trick-or-treat, make !>ure they 
exit vehicle on the curb side 
and not the Lraflic side. 

• lnstmct your children not 
to eat any candy until they 
bring it home and you examine 
it thoroughly. Inspect commer­
cially wrapped candy for tam­
pering (unusual appearance. 
discoloration. tiny pinholes or 
tears in wrappers). Discard 
anything suspicious. Throw 
out homemade treat-.. 

• Do not permll children to 
bicycle, roll~r-blade or skate­
board while wearing a cos­
tume. 

• Secure identification 
(name. address, phone number) 
on or within a child's costume. 

• Teach children their 
home phone number and how 
to call 9-1-1 If they become 
losl or have an emergency. (9-
1-1 service can he dialed free 
from any phone). 

FOR TRICK-DR-TREATERS: 
• Don't assume the right or 

way when crossing a street. 
Motorists may have trouble 
seeing you. Just because one 
car stops, doesn't mean they all 
wiTI . 

• Be very cautious of 
strangers. A str-anger i some­
one you don't know who 
behave in an inappropriate 
way. Adults a<;king children for 
help can be potentially danger­
ous. 

• Trick-or-treaters should 
only visit houses that have 
porch light<; turned on. 

• Never enter a stranger's 
house or vehicle. (Parents 
should stress "vehicle" because 
some children mighL think it is 
OK to approach a van or bus.) 

• Slay on well-lit streets 
and always usc lhe sidewalk. lf 
no sidewalk is available, walk 
at the farthest edge of the road­
way fac-ing traffic. 

• Never cut across yards or 
u<;e alleys. By crossing a lawn, 
you might be tripped by 
clotheslines or lawn rumiture. 

• Don't run! Always walk 
when crossing streets or going 
from house [O house. 

• Cross streets only at cor­
ners and eros. walks. Never 
cross the street from between 
parked cars. 

• Remove mask or any 
item restricting eye ight 
before crossing streets. 

• Don' 1 take shortcuts 
through back alleys or parking 
lots. 

• Cover one side of the 
street at a time. no crisscross~ 
in g. 

• Look '']eft, right, left 
again" for cars before stepping 
off the curb to cross a street. 

• Don't play near jack-o­
lanterns, the candle inside 
could start a fire. 

• St.ay with Lhe adult who 
is leading the group. 

• Keep away from open 
names or burning candles. 

• Try on your cosrumc 
before Halloween night to 
make sure it fiLs properly. 

• Stay away from and 
don't per animals you don't 
know. 

• Don't eal any treats until 
you get home. 

• Have an adult check ull 
candy before eating it. 

• St.ay focused on your sur­
roundings. lf you feel threat­
ened, go to rhc nearest store Ol" 

restaurant and ask to use the 
phone. Call parents or the 
pollee.

She wore Western 
clothes of a black top and stnught.

national costume of long, fitted dress 
with a high Chinese collar over long 
panh. Her hair was short. also in the 

' We ·tern fashion, rather than stra1ght 
and long. below her rear. Both lyles 
were seen in the city in about equal 
proportions. 

For some reason I moved forward. 
Politeness'? Luck of combat traimng 
and experience? Taken by surprise'? 

We cro~sed the street together and 
came to Lhe matlhox. The pretty 
Vietnamese girl put her letters in the 
mailhox :-.lot.

According to the Ccnti:rs for 
Disease Control and Prc\·ention 
(CDC). it can occur anywhere from 
late December through larch. La~t 
year, for example. we had one of 
Lhese atypical year .. Jn 2006. the llu 
season didn't peak until the end of 
March, a time when it is usually 
winding down. 

Just about everyone should get a 
tlu shot. There arc, however, a few 
groups of people who should not get 
one. A flu hoL should not be given to 
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Fall is the time for nearly 
everyone to get flu vaccine 

people who an.! allergic to eggs. 1t 
hould also not be gi ven to indiviuu­

als who arc moderately ill and run­
ning a fever, These folk · should wall 
until lhey are heuer to get a shot. 
Another group t.bat's usually not 
given tlu shot · are bahies under si 1t 

month.<; of age. 
As an ahemaLive tli llu shots, there 

1s an inlranasaJ influenLa vaccine 
thai's ava1lable. Tlus vaccine is 
administered by spraying live - bm 
weukenoo l1u viJUs into the nose. 
There are. ho\\ever. more re:-.trictions 
on its usc . It is currently only recom 
mended fnr people hetv.een the ages 
of five and 49 that arc healthy. Also, 
if you are a family member or close 
conract of an immunocompromiscd 
person who requires a protected envi­
ronment. you should get the shot 
in teat! of the Intranasal vac(;rne. 

The vaccine supply should be 
plentiful this yem, as ha~ not always 
been the case in re<.:enl years. Now, 

while you arc thinking about it, 
would be a good time to call your 
family physician 0r local health 
department and arrange to get immu­
nited again~t lhe llu. 

If. despilt! my age ad\'ice. you do 
end up puuing it orr aml then remem­
ber in a month or so, don't make the 
common m•slake of thinking that it')> 
too late. Au shot can he given up 10 

and even mto January in many parts 
of the country. 

There are no new recommenda 
Lions ahoul llu vaccine this year. bu t 
publlc health officials art putting 
renewed empha..,i on its importance. 
They arc strc. sing the need for nearly 
everyone over ~ix months of age lo 
get immunized. This ls especially 
imponant for people with chronic 
disca:.es like diabetes. lf we all get 
our flu vaccine. tt will help to reduce 
the number or Infections, hospitalita­
tions. and deaths from this disease. 

Finally. as a note to myself and 

other health-care workers - the CDC 
rceommends that we be among the 
fusl in line for a flu shot The main 
reason for this 1s to belp protect our 
patient . Tl's part or the Nallonal 
Patient Safety effort.
