accused robbers Adam Chaffins 
and Adam Jones guilty of first­
degree robbery· On Tuesday, 
the juiy recommended a I 0-
year sentence for each. 

As previously reported, it 
was on Jan. 5 that three men 
buFst inlo Family Or g St ' in 
Wheelwright around 10 a.m .. 
wearing black-hooded ~weal­
shirts and cut pantyhose over 
their face-.;. As one suspect 
stood in the doorway \\ aving a 
shotgun and ordering the five 
pharmacy workers into a back 
room. two accomplices with 
handguns helped herd the staff 
into the buck area while the 
pharmacist agreed to give the 
men anything they wanted, net­
ting the robbers approximately 
~500 in cash and two boxes of 
hydrocodone tablet-; estimated 
to be over 5,000 tablets. 

While Jones was arrested 
not long after the robbery. an 
arrest warram wasn t obtamed 
for Chaffins until Jan . 17. 
prompting him to turn himself 
in after hearing rumors that 
police were searching for him. 
The third person involved in 
the robbery has not yet been 
discovered.

As Adam Chaffins' attorney, Jerry Patton, gave his closing 
arguments to the jury, he reminded them of Chaffins' age, and 
the age he would be when released from jail.

Nursing homes key issue in final debate of governor's race

LEXINGTON 
Republican Gov. Ernie 
Flett.:hcr, behind in the polls 
and seeking a last-minute 
surge before next week'. elec­
tion, had to defend his admin­
istration's work in monitoring 
nursing homes during a tele­
vised debate Monday night. 

'"People in nursing homes 
... are not a priority for this 
administration, and it's very 
clear that they're not," 
Democratic challenger Steve 
Bcshcar charged during their 
final face-off before next 
Tuesday's general election. 

A recent Lexington Herald­
Leader rep01t found that the 
number of nur-;ing homes cited 
for serious deficiencies 
dropped from about one m 
four under former Gov. Paul 
Patton to ,about one in 10 
under Fletcher. Some patient 
advocates worried that the 

drop in citations did not corre­
spond to an increase in care. 

''What we did is we got bet­
ter care," Fletcher said of his 
admjnistration ·s perfonnance. 
"And then we targeted the 
nursing homes and we closed, 
I believe, three nursing homes 
recently." 

Beshear countered that a 
drop in the number of nursing 
home citations since Fletcher 
took office in 2003 was a mat­
ter of priorititation. 

The debate, aired live from 
the Kentucky Educational 
Telcvi 10n headquarters in 
Lexington, was the last of a 
grueling series or faceoffs that 
have featured increasingly 

repetitive rhetoric. The candi­
dates offered their standard 
spiels on education, economic 
development and health care 
is ue . 

New to rhe discussion on 
Monday was the issue of 
mountaintop removal coal 
mining. which. as the name 
suggests, involves moving 
mountaintops to get coal out of 
the ground. 

Fletcher and Beshear 
agreed that the mining process 
can create an ugly aftermath 
but that it is sometimes neces­
sary to create flat land that can 
be used to build factories. hos­
pitals and airpons in the 
mountain of eastern

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nothing was wrong while 
being transported to and from 
the jail during the trial, which 
la ted over a week. 

As Turner gaye the jury his 
closing argument.. he argued 
that the witnesses knew what 
they were doing and were 
aware of the const!quences. 

'They knew the conse­
quences of their actions. 
Otherwise they wouldn't have 
tried to cover it up,'' Turner 
wld the jury. "They made the 
decision on thetr own and 
must now be held accountable 
for their actions:· 

After the robbery, miscella­
neous items, including cutoff 
pantyhose, a tied bandana. a 

black glove and black hooded 
sweatshirts, were found tossed 
alongside a side road not far 
from the pharmacy. As Turner 
and Kentucky State Police 
Del. Eddie Crum testified, it 
was DNA evidence that linked 
Chaffins· skin to the glove and 
Jones to a hair that matched 
one found in the pantyhose. 

As public defender Emma 
Jones gave closing remarks for 
Chaffins, she begged the jury 
through tears to consider his 
age, only 19. and the fact that 
he has no previous criminal 
record. However, her argu­
mentc; were so interrupted by 
crymg that she couldn't finish. 

he could ever see daylight of 
freedom again." 

Despite the arguments, the 
jury deliberated for less than 
an hour and came back with a 
recommended sentence of I 0 
years for each defendant. 
However, Chaffins, who has 
been in jail since first arre ted, 
will be given credit for time 
·crved. Jones was released on 
bond shortly after being arrest­
ed. 

"I just can't say enough 
about this jury," said Turner. 
'They were one of the sharpest 
groups I've ever seen. It was a 
complicated case and they 
understood the seriousness of 
it and asked excellent ques­
tions."

VOTER MAY HAVE ASSISTANCE IF: 
1 . Voter is blind 
2. Voter is unable to read English 
3. Voter has a physical disability which prevents the 

voter frorh voting without physical assistance 

WHO MAY ASSIST THE VOTER: 
1. Both Election Judges; or 
2. Person of voter's choice except-not voter's 

employer or agent of that employer-not officer or 
agent of voter's union-not a candidate to be 
voted upon. 

WHAT IS THE PROPER PROCEDURE? 
1. Voter completes the "Voter Assistance Form" 

(SBE-31) completely, including the reason assis­
tance is needed. and signs name 

2. If any person other than the election judges 
assists the voter, that person must complete the 
portion of the form which is an OATH that the 
assitor will operate the machine as directed by 
the voter AND this OATH must be attested by the 
Clerk signing. 

3. If the election judges assist the voter, the 
Democratic and Republican Judges must sign the 
OATH at the bottom, BOTH JUDGES will enter 
the machine with the voter, where in the presence 
of each other, the machine is operated in accor­
dance with the dtrections of the voter. 

4. Election officers should list the name of each 
ass1sted voter on the 'Record of Assisted Voters' 
(SBE-31 A) form which should be returned with the 
election material as instructed. 

VOTER MAY MAKE APPLICATION FOR 
PERMANENT ASSISTANCE TO VOTE 

There is a portion of this form where the voter may 
request the Board of Elections to certify the voter as 
needing permanent assistance due to blindness or 
other physical disability. If the Board approves the 
voter's request, voter will have permanent certifica­
tion, relieving the VOTER ONLY from the responsibil­
ity of completing the oath. Even if a voter is certified 
for permanent assistance, the assistor(s) must still 
complete and sign their portion of the Oath. 

Violations of the laws regarding Assistance to Vote 
should be reported to the Board of Elections imme­
diately, and noted on the "Precin•ct Election Sheriff's 
Post Election Report'' (SBE-53) 

ELECTIONEERING 
Electioneering is PROHIBITED WITHIN 300 FEET• of 
any entrance to a building tn which a voting machine 
is located, if that entrance is unlocked and used by 
voters on election day. 

Electioneering ts defined by law as: 
1 . Display of signs 
2. Distribution of campaign literature, cards or 

handbills 
3. Solicitations of votes for or against any candidate 

or question on the ballot 1n any manner 
4. Solicitation of signatures to any petition 

The PRECINCT SHERIFF has the responsibility of 
ENFORCJNG the ELECTIONEERING LAWS within 
50 FEET OF THE ENTRANCES. VIOLATIONS OF 
ELECTIONEERING WITHIN 300 FEET should be 
reported to the Board of Elections IMMEDIATELY.

Censoring science 
Although Pre ident Bush has every right to have his 

policy goals articulated by his appointees, recent reports 
of top scienti ts being censored by the administration are 
indeed troubling. Altering presentations does not alter 
reality. The White House has a considerable record of 
charges that it attempted to edit or censor scientific infor­
mation to conform with political goals. Among them: 

• Earlier this year, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
was accused of cen oring experts on polar bears about 
the potentially harmful effects of climate change on the 
creatures. 

• Goddard Institute for Spa .._ Studies Director Jame 
• Hansen said earlier thi year that Bush administration 
officials had attempted to top him from delivering a 
'peech in which he urged prompt reductions in emissions 

,..bf greenhouse gases. 
, • As he wa leaving his po ition as U.S. surgeon gen­
• ral, Dr. Richard Carmona testified before a House com­
"'inittee that the White House would not allow him to 

'peak on aspects of stem cell research, comprehensive 
ex education, emergency contraception or other politi­
ally charged topics. 

• In 2003. Council on Environmental Quality Director 
hilip Cooney is said to have made more than 300 

'hanges to an Environmental Protection Agency report 
n global warming, supposedly exaggerating uncertain­
ies about global wanning. 

The latest example of questionable political involve­
ment in matters of science involves Dr. Julie Gerberding, 
director of the U.S. Centers for Di ease Control and 
Prevention. Gerberding, a highly regarded infectious dis-
ease specialist, was set to deliver written te. timony to a 
Senate panel on how climate change could effect the 
. pre ad of disease. 

Gerberding wa prepared to pre ent 12 pages of testi­
ony to the committee, but after submission to the 

:Office of Management and Budget for review, the testi­
mony was reduced to six pages. Gone, among other 
statements, was· one stating: "Populations in Midwestern 
and Northeastern cities are expected to experience more 
heat-related illnesses as heat waves increase in frequency, 
severity and duration.'' 

White House spoke woman Dana Perino told reporters 
Gerberding's testimony was cut because, "in the draft 
there were broad characterizations about climate change 
that didn't align with the IPCC." The IPCC is the 
Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change, which peri­
odically issues reports on climate change re earch, 
including two this year. A number of scientists at 
University of California San Diego's Scripps Institution 
of Oceanography have been involved in drafting these 
reports. Further examination, however, revealed no 
incon istencies between the IPCC report and 
Gerberding's speech. 

At this point, more than 12,000 scienti ts have signed 
a statement criticizing the Bush administration for 
manipulating science. With the many public health chal­
lenges confronting the nation and the world, American 
have a need and a right to know the truth. All our lives 
could depend on it.

The nsing cost of energy in 
Kentucky is not just a matter of upply 
and demand. Several regulated elec­
tric utilities in the ~tate say the cost of 
environmental compliance in partrcu­
lar i.s where most of their investment 
dollars in the state go these days. 

Yet supply and demand is a factor, 
especially in the regulated energy 
industry where companies are obligat­
ed to meet their cu tomer's needs. 
And as you read here Ia t week. 
Kemucky's demand for electricity is 
growing by leaps and bounds. That 
means more plants will have to be 
built in coming years to power our 
homes and communities. costmg utili­
ties and consumers who will end up 
collectively pay for the plants through 
their monthly bills-a pretty penny 
mdeed. 

At up to $2 billion, the cost of 
building one new electric generation 
plant alone is a costl y vertture. The 
cosL of building 10 new plants within 
the span of the next 18 years is co<;tlier 
still. But a 2007 report by the 
Kentucky Public Service Commission 
says Kentuckians will need the cap<~c­
tty of J 0 large addit1onal plant . or 

about 7,000 mcgawate>. by 2025 to 
meet future energy need<;. Suddenly 
$2 billion becomes at lca-.r $20 billion, 
which is a Jaunting figure to utilities 
with even the best rate of return on 
their investment. 

H that extra electricity is not pro­
duced. however. con<>umers could sec 
their costs soar ever higher as supply 
dwindle~ and the cost to mainrain 
aging plants that have outlived their 
usefulness become uncconomil:HI. 
That is a worst case scenario. to be 
sure, but it need' to be considered in 
today·s fast-changing electricity mar­
ket. 

How much rate. C<'llld ri~e to pay 
t(lr l,he extra generation that Kemucky 
will need over the next 20 years is 
unknown as this point. Calls for more 
stringent environmental complianc:e 
and upgrades to the stare·~ electricity 
transmission grid-two other paru of 
the cost puu.le--complicate the cost 
ts~ue, as does the need to upgraJc 
existing plants that are more economi­
cal to keep than to replace. 
Considering most of the plants in the 
utilities' tleet--incluchng coal. hydro, 
oil and gas facilities-are between J5 
and 70 years old. there could he quite 
a ft:w plants that m:eJ to bl' n.:placed 
altogether. 

What we do know is that it will tal-e 
lots of time. tcchnolt1gy and invest­
ment for utilitie~ and con~umer like 
you and I to navigate our way through 
what the utililles call ''Kentucky's ne\' 
electric environment.'' 

etter Guidelines 

Kentuckians. nnJ most Amcricuu • 
arc not U')Cd to paying much for the 
electricity they u~e. Ekctricity ha~ 
long been what the 1-'.dJsnn Electric 
lnstituh: ( EEJ) calls .. one of the I rue 
'bargains· among crucJUI U.S. com­
modities." But the need for more 
plant~. h..:tter infrastructure and c vi­
ronmcntal controls combined with nc 
rismg cost of fuel needed to power 
electric rlant. mean low prices can no 
longer be guarant~ed. 

And as I mentioned earlier. i r 
enough electricity is not generaled, 
both our pocketbooks and our commu­
nilie' suflcr. 

Seeing a future ri e tn ekctridty 
p1ices a. an .. una\oidahle reality,'' as 
EEl called the situation in a May 2006 
rcporl, is increasingly important to our 
state. It is only by going through the 
cxpcn!)e or reinforced infrnstructurc 
and upgrades that we can cn ... un:: cli.~c­
Lncity remains an affordable and avail­
able wmmodit) for everyone. It is 
indP.eJ. as EEl says .... "the only wa to 

be cc11ain that l!lectricitv will he there 
when we 'need it, at a- price we dn 
,tiTord O\ o.:r the lung term." 

Before any new plants are built, 
utilittes mu-;t JUstd) the need for nl'\v 
or replacement plants with the PSC', 
\Vhich is the state agency re~pons1hle 
for approving new generating capacity 
as well as rate increases.

La:.t August six miners 
were trapped I .800 feet below 
the '-Urface of the Crandall 
Canyon mine in Urah. It was 
never learned if they survived 
the initial cave-in and their 
hodtcs have yet to be recov­
ered. Three others were killed 
as rescuers tned to tunnel 
toward the trapped miners. 

''To not know where their 
loved ones were was probably 
the greatest frustration of all," 
said Rep. Jim Matheson. D­
Utah. who ·pon ored the bill 
and who e di trier includes the 
Crandall Canyon mine. 

He said many watching the 
tragedy asked, "how is it, as 
the rescuers try to re cue these 
ix trapped men, that we can't 

know exactly where these men 
are?" The reality, he said, is 
that the technology doesn't 
exist today. 

Communicating with min­
ers working in deep coal mines 
i technically difficult because 
coal absorbs radio waves. Le s 
than I 0 percent of the radio 
pectrum that is used above 

ground can be used under­
gound, and only about I per­
cent of that radio spectrum is 
allocated for commercial com­
munications purposes. 

Development of that tech­
nology could improve afety at 
the 1,400 mines nationwide as 
well as mines around the 
world.

Last August SIX miners 
were trapped 1,800 feet below 
the surface of the Crandall 
Canyon mine in Utah. ft was 
never learned it they survJved 
the initial cave-in and their 
bodies have yet to be recov­
ered. Three others were killed 

as re~cuers tried to tunnel 
toward the trapped miners.

Steelers win seventh 
l~traight in Cincinnati

CINCINNATI The 
iggest crowd in stadium his­
cry wanted Marvin Lewis to 

So did the 
Cincinnati Bengals players, 
who assumed their coach 
would try to make a state­
ment. 

In a way, he did. 
Instead of showing faith in 

nis offense and going for a 
touchdown. Lewis decided to 
play it safe and kick a field 
'goal that left the Bengal 
behind. The demure decision 
had a ripple effect. 

Hines Ward caught a pair 
· touchdown passes, and the 

Pittsburgh Steelers turned 
Lewis' conservative call into 
the pivotal moment of a 24-
13 victory Sunday, their sev­
enth straight in Cincinnati. 
' From the top down, it was 
ilnother ca~e of down-the-

·ver domin:ltion. 
"That's why they're 5-2 

and we're1
' 2-5," Bengals 

receiver T.J. 
Houshmandzadeh said. 
1'Good teams put it in the end 
zone. Teams like us kick field 
goals." 
- They'll be kicking them­

lves over this one for the 
rest of the season. 

The Steelers solidified 
their hold on fir t place in the 
'AFC North and pushed the 
last-place Bengals to a 
precipice. The Bengals are 2-
5 for the first time since 2004, 
Carson Palmer's first season 
as the starting quarterback. 

Whenever the Steelers 
come to town, bad things 
seem to happen to the home 
team. Pittsburgh ended 
.Cincinnati' 2005 season 
with a first-round victory in 

e playoffs, and knocked the 
Bengals out of contention last 
~;eason with an overtime vic­
tory on New Year's Eve. 

"There's a little comfort 
level here," said Ward, who 

ad eight catches for 88 
yards. "We've won here. The 
environment is not as hos­
tile." 

Heading into the game, 
defensive captain John 
Thornton said the Bengals 
had to put on their "big boy 

,Pads" and match the Steelers' 
:.oxie. When they got a 

chance to do it late 1n the first 
half, they backed down. 

- Trailing 14-3, the Bengals 
drove to a fourth-and-1 from 
just inside the 2-yard line 
with 2: 16 left. They needed 
'.>nly about 2 more feet to get 
the first down, and initially 
looked like they would flex 
'some muscle and go for it. 

Lewis called a timeout to 
talk it over. Then, he sent out 
the field goal unit. 

His players were stunned. 
-• "It's like telling a kid he 

n have some candy and 
en saying, 'Urn, not right 

now,·" Houshmandzadeh 
said. 

Shayne Graham's 20-yard 
kick had barely cleared the 
aprights when the stadium­
record crowd of 66, 188 start­
ed booing. an instant and 
emphatic second-guess. 

"In hindsight, we probably 
'should have gone for it," 
Lewis said. 

Pittsburgh's response? A 

gutsy touchdown. 
The Steelers drove to 

Cincinnati's l-yard line with 
8 second to go in the half, 
then confidently gave the ball 
to Willie Parker, who had 126 
yards overall. Parker dived 
imo the end zone, popped up 
and flexed both arms in a 
mu cleman pose. 

Those two drives - one 
ending with a f,ieJd goal, the 
other with a touchdown -
defined the difference 
between the two teams. 

''That wa huge," Steelers 
quanerback Ben 
Roethlisberger said. 
"Anytime you get in the end 
zone before the half. especJal­
ly with them getting the ball 
coming out of the half, it's 
big." 

In addition to the big deci­
sions, Cincinnati had trouble 
with the little things a welL 

For the econd game in a 
row. the Bengal had trouble 
getting II players on defense. 
They had only 10 on the field 
for Ward's 21-yard touch­
down catch - no defender 
was even close to the former 
Super Bowl MVP. 

Ward, who missed two 
games this sea on with a knee 
injury. also had a diving 6-
yard touchdown catch. his 
third of the season and the 
61 t of his career. trailing 
John Stallworth's club record 
by two. 

"Am I 100 percent? 
Nobody's 100 percent right 
now." Ward said. "But I'm 
getting better and better each 
week. I felt more comfortable 
today." 

Roethlisberger was 19-of-
26 for 230 yards with one 
costly mi take, a forced inter­
ception midway through the 
third quarter. With their sea­
son on the line, the Bengal 
put together a 17 -play drive 
culminating in 
Houshmandzadeh 's 9-yard 
touchdown catch that made it 
21-11. 

"It was just a stupid 
throw," said Roethlisberger, 
who has 15 touchdowns and 
six interceptions. ''I shouldn't 
have done that." 

Pittsburgh had another in­
your-face response. 

The Steeler drained the 
clock while driving to Jeff 
Reed's 40-yard field goal 
with 6:09 left. Kenny Watson 
then fumbled at Pittsburgh's 
1 6-yard line with 3:16 
remammg, ending the 
Bengals' chances of an 
improbable comeback.

Fletcher·s office said the 
sean::h for a site has been nar­
rowed to Henderson, Union, 
Ohio, Webster and 
Muhlenberg counties. The pro­
posed project would employ 
more than 500 people, eilher at 
the conversion planl or in mi:n­
ing the coal. it said. The con­
struction would require about 
1.200 jobs that would generate 
about $229 million. according 
to a study by the Kentucky 
Office of Research and 
Information Technology. 

Bowen said the · projec1 
would benefit lhe environment 
by applying technology to cut 
out more than 90 percent of 
carbon dioxide emis ions.
