It's not exactly high action 
drama, but a small West 
Virginia company that sells 
emergency life support 
equipment tor underground 
coal mines has posted on 
the Internet a live feed of a 
test involving 11 volunteers. 

The test is designed to 
show equipment sold by 
Chapmanville-based Mine 
Lifeline can meet the federal 
Mine Safety and Health 
Administration's standard 
that mines be able to pro­
vide 96 hours of breathable 
a1r to trapped miners, co­
founder Rick Abraham said. 
"And we want to show the 
value of using the coal mine 
itself." 

Mine Lifeline's breathable 
air equ1pment relies on barri­
cades to seal an area, oxy­

lf: gen bottles and chemical 
curtains that' remove carbon 
dioxide. 

Eleven volunteers are 
participating in Mine Lifeline's 
test at a Logan County mine. 
The test started Tuesday and 
is expected to end Saturday. 
Live video and pictures of 
the test are being shown on 
Mine Lifeline's Web site: 
www.minelifeline.com. 

West Virginia requires 
underground mines to store 
airtight emergency shelters 
that provide at least 48 
hours of life support, though 
the dozen designs approved 
by the Office of Miners' 
Health, Safety and Training 
meet the federal 96-hour 
standard. 

Mine Lifeline's gear is not 
among those and thus West 
Virginia's 253 underground 
coal mines can't use it to 
satisfy1he state's shelter 
requirement. 

State officials, however, 
said Mine Lifeline's equip­
ment is a "superior" solution 
for meeting MSHA's require­
ment for escape routes, said 
Randy Harris, engineering 
adviser for Miners' Health,

A 
judge in 2001 stopped Bazc's 
execution for the 1992 slay­
ings of Powell County Sheriff 
Steve Bennett and Deputy 
Arlhur Briscoe. 

Bennett and Briscoe were 
serving warrants on Baze 
when he -;hot them Bazc ha~ 
said the shootings were the 
result of a family dispute that 
got out of hand and resulted in 
the sheri IT being called. 

Baze's family horn Toledo, 
Ohio, IS. cheduled l\1 visit him 
Thursday at the Kentucky 
State Penitentiary in 
Eddyville. 

"I've got some good uews

Public service 
lawyers should 

be helped 
Sen. Robert Stivers' comment on the General Assembly's 

pas age of loan forgivenes for college graduates in the ener­
gy industry was either cynical or ignorant. There's no alter­
native. 

Similar help for young public service advocates- prose­
cutors. public defenders and legal aid lawyers -was reject­
ed earlier this year, when the legislature buried House Bill 
226. 

Asked to explain, Mr. Stivers snapped, ·'We are not lacking 
for attorneys. We are lacking fc;>r chemists, mathematicians 
and physicists." 

Maybe he really doesn't know how hard it is to keep the 
court system staffed up with law school graduates who have 
passed the bar, when they start at $34,000 to $38,000. That 
contrasts with a national average beginning wage of $41,000 
for chemists. $48,000 for civil engineers and $59,000 for 
chemical engineers. 

Maybe Mr. Stivers should stop patting himself on the back 
for helping to pass BEG (the Big Energy Giveaway), which 
contained the• science and engineering student loan relief, 
long enough to check these facts: The state public advocacy 
system I oRes four attorneys per month, u. ually because oflow 
salary and big loan debt. And many of these are people qual­
ified to work on high stakes ca. e.,. uch as those invorving the 
death penalty. 

Nor are we just talking about public defenders here. If 
you're one of those who thinks crooks and criminals need to 
be put away, you, too, should send a note to Mr. Stivers. It's 
hard to keep fine young prosecutors when they don't make 
enough to start a family and pay back law school debt. 

- Corporations like those that pushed for the Big Energy 
Giveaway - in exchange for (maybe) locating conversion 
plants in me state's coalfields - have enough money not 
only to flnance their own expansion into new technology but 
also to pay technically trained graduates decent wages, so 
taxpayers don't have to help pay off their student loans. 

In Washington, new U.S. Rep. John Yarrnuth, D­
Louisville, pushed through a federal amendment providing 
student loan forgiveness of up to $1,000 a year, for five years, 
to those who become teachers, nurses, child-care workers, 
police officers or other types of public .. ervice employees. 

By contrast, HB 226, which would have given young pub­
lic service attorneys up to $6,000 a year in student-loan relief, 
was buried in Frankfort.

The revenge of 

the tribes 
In September 1898, an outnum­

bered British-led army bauled the 
forces of a Muslim fanatic in 
Omdurman, Sudan. The Brits 
unleashed machine-gun fire and 
artillery on the primitive warriors and 
suffered a Joss of 48 dead and 434 
wounded, while killing 9,700, 
wounding 13,000 and capturing 
5,000 of the enemy. Winston 
Churchill, who was present, called it 
"the most signal triwnpb ever gained 
by the arms or science over barbar­
ians." The British ruled Sudan for 
another live decades. 

ln October 1993. badly outnum­
bered American troops battled the 
forces of a Somali clan leader in 
Mogadishu. We unleashed machine­
gun lire and helicopter gunships on 
the primitive warriors and suflered 
18 rataliLies and 73 wounded to as 
many 5,500 Somali killed and 
wounded. It was a fight nearly as lop­
sided as the Ratlle or Omdurman, hut 
the U.S. wac; out of Somalia within a 
year. 

Since the 1990s, we have wit­
nessed the revenge of the tribes. For 
hundreds of years, the result- with 
some s'Pectacular exceptions - of a 
clash between modern and primitive 
armies was a bloodbath and disori 
enLing humi1iation lor the primitive 

forces. Now, tribes, clans and primi­
Li ves or all sorts represent one of the 
most inu·actable problem<; in the war 
on terror. 

ln western Paldstan, Gaza. 
Southern and eastern Afghanistan, 
Somalia and western Iraq, it has been 
ungoverned spaces lhat have created 
the environment in which terroriSL'> 
can thrive. Our problem in tbc war on 
terror is b,<; the 
absence of democ­
racy than the 
absence of slrong 
states. Tribes are 
inherently difficult 
to govern because 
they, as James 
Kurth writes in The 
American Interest, 
"do not sec them­
selves as citJZen · 
who enjoy equal 
rights within one 
homogeneous natton.'' but as "at 
most a colleclion of nations in a 
nation, hut not or il." 

. This is why even rhe mind-bog­
glingly brutal Sad<.lam Hussem had 
trouble handling the tribes of Iraq. 
The extraordinary progress we have 
seen in Traq in the past s1x months ha. 
less to do with winning new converts 
to our ideological v1sion of liberal 
democracy, and more with how we 
have through inspired and very 
pra~tical work al the local level -
turned the tribes m our favor. We 
have grease<.! palms, stroked egos and
