The cable was 
valued at $2,671, accord­
ing to a criminal complaint 
filed by Norfolk-Southern 
Special Agent J.D. Farley. 

Worley, 30, is free on 
$5.000 bond after being 
arraigned Thursday by 
Mingo County Magistrate 
Pam Newsome, the news­
paper reported.

Several dozen area leaders and 
high-profile community mem­
bers turned out to the ~1ountain 
Arts Center Thursday night for 
the kickoff of a $1.75 million 
fundraising campaign .in up­
port of Highlands Regional 
Medical Center's emergency 
room expansion. 

The "Hope for Life'' cam­
paign is being managed by the 
Highlands Foundation, the 
fundraising arm formed in 
2006 to seek philanthropic sup­
port for the hospital. Mark 
Wiete, chief operating officer 
of Citizens National Bank, 
serves as the chainnan of the 
campaign. 

''Earlier in my career I was a 
firefighter and an EMT. and l 
know how important it is to 
have a first-class emergency 
department," Wiete said in his 
opening remarks. 

Highlands' current emer­
gency room was last renovated 
and expanded in the 1980s.

Originally built to provide ser­
vice to 15,000 patients a year, it 
now treat 25,000 to 29,000 a 
year. 

''The project we're asking 
you to support is going to dou­
ble the size of the emergency 
department, both in square­
footage and in the number of 
beds," said Harold ··Bud" 
Warman, president and chief 

executive officer of Highlands. 
The $6 million project will 

expand the emergency depart­
ment from 6,400 . quare feet to 
11.400 square feet and increase 
the number of beds from 11 to 
19, allowing the emergency 
department to treat a minimum 
of 30,000 patients a year. In

'Purists may want to immlate the Olympic Games from 

international politics. The quadrennial competition is about 
sports alone, and nothing else, they contend. But the reality 
is otherwise.

That was true in 1936, when Adolf Hitler tried to usc the 
Olympic Garnes in Berlin as a propaganda tool showcasing 
Aryan racial supremacy. only to be thwarted by rhe four 
gold medals won by a black American. Jesse Owens. lt also 
was tme in 1980 when President Jimmy Carter ordered an 
abrupt U.S. boycott of the Moscow Games to protest the 
Soviet invasion of Afghanistan .. 

So it should come as no urprise that this summer's com­
petition in Beijing 1s stirring demonstrations around the 
world against China's deplorable human rights record, not 
only in occupied Tibet but at horne as well. As long as the 
protest~ are peaceful. they serve as useful pres ure on 
Beijing's Communist leader. lo respect international human 
rights norms. 

RegreUably, Monday's demonstrations in Paris came close 
to erupting in violence as pro-Tibet organizers disrupted the 
21-stop Olympic torch relay. Protesters hurled plastic bot­
tles, cups and other debris, and one demonstrator near the 
Louvre attempted to extinguish the torch with a fire extin­
gui her. Police were forced to snuff out the torch and put it 
aboard a bus. canceling the final leg of the run through 
Paris. 

When the torch relay arrives today in San Francisco, 
home to a thriving population of Chinese-Americans, it 
may f:ace protests on an even larger scale. Our hope is that 
protest organizers in San Francisco will stick to peaceful, 
nonviolent expressions against China's human rights violn­
tiom, while respecting the right of Olympic athletes to 
carry the torch on its six-continent tour to Beijing. 
Disruptive demonstrations in San Francisco would not onlv 
compromise the important underscoring of China's disregard 
for human rights, but also give the Communist regime a 
pretext for changing the subject from its own misconduct to 
that of the protesters. 

One of the presumed advantages of awarding the 2008 
Summer Games to Beijing was to provide an incentive for 
China·~ hard-line leaders to moderate their repressive poli­
cies in order to avoid being embarrassed on the intemational 
stage. (In 1936, Hitler ordered the temporary removal from 
tourists venues of government signs denouncing Jews.) In 
the case of Beijing, the government desperately wanted to 
win the Games in order to caHL a favorable image of itself 
as a modern, progressive nation. 

The regime's a-;pirations were extinguished, however, 
when China's hegemony was challenged by Tibetan monks 
and other protesters seeking autonomy for Tibet. With the 
spiritual backing of the exiled Dalai Lama, the protesters 
succeeded in exposing [0 the world the dark side of the 
Chinese regime, which sent in troops to quash the pro-:indc­
pendcnce movement. 

Demonstrations against the torch relay have the same 
vital opp01tunity to remind the world of China's human 
rights violations - provided the demonstrations remain 
peaceful.

The mbber can dry out 
and crack, due mostly to ozone that"s 
in the air.

Safer antifreeze 
Dear Tom and Ray, 
What arc your thoughts on the 

"pel-sale" anlifree1e (propylene gly­
col) versus the more commonly used. 
more deadly. ethylene glycol? I urn a 

veterinarian, and I have seen far too 
many animals die of kidney failure 
due to ingestion or ethylene glycol. Tt 
is a very slow and painful death. and 
by the lime an animal is diagnosed 
with this condition, it is often roo late 
to reverse the effects. A., you may 
know. antifreeze supposedly has a 
weet taste. and animals will readily 

drink it if they happen to lind a pud­
dle ()eak t'rom a car). It takes a very 
small volume to be lethal. One tea­
spoon L:an be lethal to a cal, and just 
a couple of tablespoon" for a medi· 
urn-size dog. 1 have u~ed propylene 
glycol in my vehicles for several 
years, and ir docs not seem to he a 
problem. My 1995 Toyota Carney is 
ahour to hir 280K miles, and i£ is still 
in very good running condition. 1 
cannot understand why propylene 
glycol has not taken on more popu 
Jarity. The increased salety factor 
seems well worth the minor increao;e 
in cost. T look forward to your input 
on this subject. - Li. a 

TOM: There's .not an simple, clear 
answer to this question, Lisa. because 
coolant technology is pretty complex. 
And it's been changing, and will 
probably continue to change in the 
next 10 year;;. But let's start -with 
what we DO know. 

RAY: We know that propylene 
glycol (PG) coolants arc LESS toxic 
to humans and animals than ethylene 

glycol (EG) coolants. But they're not 
safe. PG coolant· will still kill ani­
mah or humans if they're ingested; it 
just takes more. But they are an 
improvement over EG coolanls when 
it comes to pet and child safety . 

TOM: And in tem1& of how effec­
tive they arc as coolants, they're 
essentially the same. So, either one 
will do a goOd joh of removing heat 
from your engine. 

RAY: So, why don't manufactur­
ers just \Witch to PG? Well, there are 
two reasons. One is cost. Tt might not 
mauer to you or me, especially if it 
saves the life of a cherished pel. But 
if you're making millions of cars a 
year and they all need gallons of the 
stuff, the added expense of PG is a 
consideration. 

TOM: The other issue b that 
coolants have to do more than just 
transfer heat away from the engine: 
they also have to protect the cooling 
~ystem from corrosion. And there ·s 
some evidence that the corrosion 
inhibitors are not quite as soluble in 
the types of PG coolants used most 
often today (whtch are called HOAT. 
or hybrid organic acid technology). 

RAY: You can get around that sun­
ply by changing your coolant a little 
more often. Or by just not worrying 
about it. 

TOM: That's what I'd do if 1 had a 
Carney with 280.000 miles on it. 

RAY: 1f you had something a-; new 
as a Camry With 280,000 nules on lt, 
you'd celebrate your great goO<l for­
tunc! 

TOM: Right. But so far, the cur 
manufacturers have not put thei~

RAY: We have no problem with 

people u-;ing PG based coolanb. My 
own guess is that the differences in 
corrosion protection are outweightd 
by the number or pets that would be 
saved. But wt don't even have to 
make that argument, because there's 
an even better solution out there. 

TOM: That\ right. The reason 
pets lap up coolant is that it tastes 
sweet. So, why don't we just make it 
ra<;rc lousy'? 

RAY: Sure. Let our mother ha,·e a 
crack at it in her kitchen! 

TOM: Seriously. several states 
already require that coolanls contain • 
a hiller additive that makes the stuff 
taslt~ lousy to kids and animal . lL 
adds about 3 cent.s to the cost of a gal­
lon of coolant.

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Officials split over home incarceration propOsal 
by JOE BIESK

FRAN"KFORT- Prosecutors and 
lawmaker arc split over a plan that 
would allow some Kentucky inmate 
convicted of nonviolent and non-sex­
ual felonies to finish their sentence 
in home incarceration. 

Prosecutors say the plan jeopar­
dizes public safety, while some law­
makers tout it as a way to save money 
and give offenders a better chance at 
staying out of prison. Prison official 
say they arc still working out the 
details, but plan to maintain public 
safety. 

"Vihat we're doing isn't working," 
Rep. Robin Webb. D-Grayson. said. 
"There's a difference between tough 
on crime and smart on crime." 

The General Assembly last week 
approved a two-year $19 billion state 
spending plan. that included funding 
cuts to numerous government agen­
cies and program . Kentucky is fac­
ing a $900 million revenue shortfall 
in the next two fiscal year . 

Lawmakers appropriated more 
than $524 million in state funds 

Highland~ 

toward adult prisons in the next two 
fiscal years beginning July l. They 
also appropriated more than $300 
million during that time for commu­
nity services and local facilities 
which. among other things. handles 
the monitoring of people on home 
incarceration. 

Gov. Steve Beshear has advocated 
alternative punishments for people 
convicted of nonviolent crimes as a 
way lo ease the state's soaring pri!>on 
costs. Kentucky's inmate population 
grew by 12 percent to more than 
22,000 people last year 

In the budget before Beshear, law­
makers allowed for certain Class C 
and Class D felons to finish their sen­
tences in home incarceration pro­
grams. Nonviolent Class D felons 
sentenced to between one and live 
years in prison would be eligible for 
parole after serving either six months 
or l5 percent their sentence. 

It was uncenain exactly how many 
inmates would be eligible for release 
under the current proposal. A previ­
ous Senate plan called for releasing 
up to 2,000 felons, a move lawmakers 
estimated would have saved up to 

nearly $50 million. 
Ofticials are still developing how 

to implement the change in home 
incarcerations, including '-'·ho would 
be eligible and what kind of technol­
ogy is needed Justice Secretary J. 
Michael Brown said in a statement. 
There are currently 170 people in the 
state's home incarceration program, 
and another 95 on electromc monitor­
ing. 

"I don't view this as a mechanized 
or automated system. Reviews will 
be on a case by ca<;e analysis of indi­
viduals." Brov.n said in the state­
ment. "The security of the common­
wealth demands a cenain amount of 
human review - not only to deter­
mine who to relea-;e, but the condi­
tions of that release." 

Still, prosecutors warned that 
releasing convicted felon could be 
dangerous. 

Union County Attorney Brucie 
Moore said the stale . hould spend 
more money educating people at an 
early age to keep them otf of drugs 
and out of prison. 

"Everyone wants to ec the prison 
population reduced," Moore, who is 

also president of the Kentucky 
County Attorneys Association, :-aid. 
"But just opening the doors and let­
ting the people out is not soh ing your 
problem." 

Warren Coumy Commonwealth's 
attorney Christopher Cohron said he 
hoped that local prosecutors would 
be involved deciding which inmates 
are eligible. Cohron said many Class 
C felons have committed crimes 
ranging from founh degree DUI to 
. econd degree robbery and drug traf­
ficking. 

"Many times these drug traffick· 
ers, where do they deal drugs from? 
They deal them out of their resi­
dences," Cohron said. "You're talking 
about putting them back to the scene 
of the crime, essentially." 

But Webb said the state was 
preparing some "innovative solu­
tions" to help inmates through treat­
ment or work programs. Webb . aid 
the budget included money for drug 
treatment programs and local jails. 

"These aren't only co.st -saving 
measures," Webb sat d. "They're the 
beginning of re-entry programs 
aimed at cutting recidivism, getting 

these people mto treatment because 
they're not really getting the treat­
ment 1hcy need in an institutional -.et­
ting." 

Rep. Jim Wayne, D-Louisville, 
said he thought the program could be 
helprul m keeping people from wind­
ing up back in pri~on. 

''ll's a toxic environment psycho­
logically in prison and that's because 
we're such vindi<.:tive people and we 
want to make it as mean and cruel as 
po:-.siblc," Wayne sa1d. "''m not say­
ing we want it to be a picnic, but we 
want to make It a disc1plined environ­
ment for them." 

Linda Tally Smith, a common~ 
wealth's attorney Ill Boone and 
Gallatin counties, said the program 
should be limited to a smaller scale 
on a test basis and only invo]ve Class 
D felons, she said. 

"I think if the legislators stop and I 
ask their conMilUents abopt their feel­
ings on this and gave them the hone t 
facts. they would be opposed," Smith 
said. "But, unfortunately, it's being 
sold as people who conunitted very. 
very low level offenses."
