Prestonsburg 
ftre rating 
in jeopardy

PRESTONSBURG 
The city's fiscal woes con­
tinued Monday when Fire 
Chief Bobby Carpenter 
announced to the city coun­
cil that the city's fire insur­
ance rating is in danger if 
one of the engines is not 
either repaired or replaced. 

According to Carpenter. 
the aerial ladder fire engine 
failed its mo t recent 
inspection and was 
declared unsafe for use. 

"Essentially what that 
meaps. presently the city or 
Prestonsburg does not have 
an aerial truck. The truck is 

out of service," said 
Carpenter. "As far as fu:e­
fi'ghting ability, for all prl(<> 
tical purposes, we are with­
out a ladder truck'" 

Carpenter said the lack 
of that truck limits the fire 
department's ability to fight 
a fire in any building over 
two stories tall. 

"The timing of this thing 
couldn't have been at a 
worst time." said Carpenter, 
holding up the package for 
the annual ISO rating whiCh 
he reportedly received on 
Monday. 

Carpenter said that with­
out the truck, the city's ISO

out of our wallets. 
'that may seem like a "big city'' problem, but there is a very 

r~ impact in rural areas as well, and the economic effect is 
cQdlpounded by the fact that incomes are generally lower in 
nlra.J areas than in urban ones, and that there is little if any 
access to public transportation. 

Every time a school or other government building is placed 
in <en out-of-the-way location, away from population centers, 
that places an additional strain on the public. 

~ ~onsider the new post offices buHt in Prestonsburg and 
Paintsville in the last 10 years. In each instance, centrally 
ldc~ted, downtown facilities were replaced by new buildings 
o~ the outskirts of town, in locations accessible only by car. 

J1low, instead of downtown residents being able to walk a 
blptk or two to get their mail, they are forced to drive two or 
thra:e miles to get to the post office and back. That might not 
seem like a lot, until you consider that over the course of a 
year. a daily trip to the post office turns into 600 or 900 miles 
a y¢ar, or roughly the equivalent of two or three tanks of gas. 
With the price of a fill-up now between $50 and $75 in most 
cars; that is money that could be better used elsewhere. 

The same can be said for school locations. In recent years, 
Floyd County has built Prestonsburg Elementary and South 
FlOyd High School away from population centers, virtually 
eliminating the time-honored tradition of walking to school 
for all but maybe a dozen students. Instead, students must now 
be-~aken by their parents- taking extra money away from 
their families - or ride the bus - requiring Lhe school sys­
tem to spend more on transportation and leaving less for 
instruction. 

Far more sensible is the .. neighborhood'' approach to urban 
planning that is common in European cities - and was also 
common in the United States until the last 50 years. In such 
an approach. residents are able live, work, shop, play and go 
to school all within a few blocks' radius, making it possible 
for people to ditch their cars in favor of bicycles, scooters or 
even old-fashioned foot power. 

Instead, the trend in the U.S. since the 1950s has been to 
segregate our cities so that people live on one side of town, 
work on another and s'hop on yet another. This type of devel­
opment has made each of us slaves to the automobile, placing 
additional demand- and subsequently additional cost- for 
oil. 

Unfortunately, this is a problem that is at least 50 years in 
the making and which will probably require even longer to 
solve. However~ the solution will never arrive until govem­
ment leaders first recognize the problem and resolve to allevi­
ate it in future construction projects. 
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The greatest offaults. 
I should say. is to be 
conscious of none.

Af(ordable access to medical care 
is at the heart of a continmng national 
debate about the future of healthcare. 
Nowhere is this issue more clear than 
in eastern Kentucky. 

Many healthcare providers in 
Appalachia have made it a part of 
their mission to provide medical care 
to people who cannot afford it. 
Working through state programs like 
Disproportionate Share Hospital 
(DSH) coverage and the Medicaid 
program. ho.,..pitals and clinics in 
Central Appalachia can help patients 
in need get beaHhcare services. This is 
an essential pan of our not-for-profit 
mission at Appalachian Regional 
Healthcare (ARH) as it is in many of 
the hospitals and clinics throughout 
Kenrucky.

Many people who haven't grown 
up with regular doctor visits and 
health screening don't realize the e 
visits can save lives. The Councr­

cervical cancer. it points to a larger 
overall problem - the lack of obtain­
ing timely heallhcare. According to 
the article, the reasons behind the 
h1gher incidence and deaths at cervi­
cal cancer are poverty and lack of 
health insurance combined with doc­
tor shortage , transportation problems 
and a cultural tendency for women to 
care for others while neglecting their 
own h~alth. 

Cost of care was an issue for each 
of the women featured in the article. 
.. You etther buy your child something 
lo eat or go to the doctor. A lot of 
times. you don't go to the doctor," one 
woman was quoted as saying.

ARB employees. including myself.

using them. The next day I heard tale 
that this goes on aJ l Lhe time at l~ 
Expo Center when it is raining. People 
having lost £heir umbrellas before 
were invited to return to try and tinu 
them later.

Traditionally. because its 
primary falls late in the cycle. 
Kentucky has fa] len to the back 
of the pack when it comes to 
the national presidential scene.

Obama hafi opened campaign 
offices in Kentucky, and pre­
smnetl Republican nomjnee 
John McCain visited Kentucky 
last week. 

Jennifer Moore, chair­
woman of the Kentucky 
Democratic party and a 
superdelegate, predicted U1ere 
would be a higher turnout than 
usual in this year's primary. 
Anti, more people Kentucky 
seem to be getting enlhusiastic 
about the presidential race, 
Moore said. 

"We're one of the last pri­
maries and that is going to 
have a significant factor in who 
b~comcs the DemocraLic nom­
inee." Moore said. "And 
Kentuckians have the opportu­
nity to make their voices heard 
loud and clear on May 20."' 

Secretary of State Trey 
Grayson, the state's chief elec­

In Kentucky, political cam­
paigns typically go into high 
gear only after tbe derby win­
ner is decided. Republican 
National Committee Chairman 
Mike Duncan, a former lnez 
banker, calls the Derby "the 
demarcation" tbat signals the 
start of primary campaigns in 
the state. 

"In any election, the focus 
comes toward the end,., 
Duncan said. "You start run­
ning your ads on a more 
intense basis during that time, 
and it's p1ore on people's 
minds." 

Joe Gershtenson, director of 
the Center for Kentucky 

History and Politics at Eastern 
Kentucky University, said he is 
concerned that the excitement 
could wane before voters go to 
the polls. 

"It's clear that neither of 
these candidates can wrap this 
thing up," he said. "There's a 
feeling that, gosh. no matter 
what happens in Kentucky and 
some of these other states, that 
it's not going to be decided 
until the convention anyway." 

But Jonathan Hurst, state 
director for C1inton 's cam­
paign in Kentucky, said the 
race here is being taken "very 
seriously." The campaign was 
opening headquarters through­
out the state. and the senator is 
expected to make moTe visits 
Lo the state in the coming 
weeks, Hurst said. 

"Kentuckians by and large 
are very excited that they are 
going to be major players in 
the presidential race," Hurst 
said. "They're one of the few 
states remaining in a very 
closely fought primary.

Whether it's Hillary Rodham 
Clinton or Barack Obama. 

"It's going to be about the 
~1ext six years; who can do the 

ost for Kentucky," 
cConnell told The 
ssociatcd Press in an inter-

' ·ew Friday afternoon at his 
Campaign office. 

"And also whether 
Kentuckians are comfortable 
with either Clinton or Obama 
and the direcl ion they want to 
take the nation. Because my 
opponent will be inevitably 
linked to that agenda.'' 

In a wide-ranging inter­
v1ew, McConnell said condi­
tions have improved in war­
tQrn Iraq but wouldn't esttmate 
110w long U.S. troops will 
remain. McConnell has been a 
key supporter of President 
Bush's Iraq policy. 

McConnell also tried to put 
l the blame t1n Democrats for 
sky-high gasoline prices, say­
ing they have resisted efforts 
to increase domestic oil pro­
duction. 

And he expressed disap­
pointment that the current 
Congress has failed to tackle 
any overarching issues such as 

•shoring up Social Security or 
revamping immigration law. 
.. fn terms of big issues con-

1 tfonting the next generation, 
no, I think it's been unproduc­
tive on that front," McConnell 
said. 

McConnell conceded that 
Republicans' chances of 
reg:pning control of the Senate 
are "pretty slim" tllis fall, not­
ing that the GOP has numer­
ous more seats to defend than 
Democrats. 

"I do think we have a very 
good chance of staying rough­
ly where we are," he said. 

As tor his race, McConnell 
wouldn't predict which 
Democrat wi !I challenge llim 
in the fall. 

The pack of Democratic 
candidates includes two 
wealthy Louisville business­
man - Bruce Lunsford and 
Greg Fischer - as well as 
Michael Cassaro, a Louisville­
area pain doctor; David Wylie 
of Harrodsburg; David L. 
Williams of Glasgow; James 
Rice of Campbellsville; and 
Kenneth Stepp of Manchester. 

McConnell has one chal­
lenger in the GOP primary 
truck driver Daniel Essek of 
Whitley County. 

McConnell, who has 
tapped his massive campaign 
treasury Lo run TV ads since 
late last year, .said he thinks 
he's become more of a nation­
al target because of his Senate 
leadership post. 

.. It sort of goes with the 
rurf," he said. 

Last year. McConnell was 
targeted in a series of commer­
cials by outside interest 
groups. Some ads blasted him 
for supporting the Iraq war 
while others hil hi'm on domes­
tic issues. 

McConnell's Democratic 
challengers in Kenrucky have 
linked him with Bush, who 
carried the Bluegrass state 
twice but whose national 
approval ratings have sunk as 
the war drags on and the econ­
omy sours. 

Bush headlined a fundraiser 
for McConnell in Louisville 
early last year. Asked if he'd 
like the president to campaign 
for him close to the election, 
McConnell said, ''I really 
haven't given any thought to 
that." 

As for the Democratic strat­
egy to tie him to Bush, 
McConnell said: 

"Elections are about the 
future, not the past. 1f they 
want to mn about the past they 
can. My campaign is going to 
be about what my opponent 
stands for, what he could pos­
sibly do for Kenrucky in the 
ne.xt ix yt:ar~ and what the 
agenda for America's future 
is.'' 

If re-elected, McConnell 
said he remain aggressive in 
landing federal money for 
Kentucky. Another priority 
would be the destruction of 
chemical weapons stockpiles

Editor's note: The follu'rl·­
ing is the third installment in a 
series of stories concerning 
environment momh. 

Historically, waterways are 
recipients of some of man's 
most toxic wastes. Here in 

1 Kentucky, for instance, wastes 
from mining & mountain top 
removal empty directly into 
rivers and streams. It wasn't 
tQO long ago, either. when 
stGaaght pipes took sewage 

1 from our bathrooms right into 
the backyard creek. All such 
industrial & domestic waste, 
fanning pesticides, fertilizers 
& animal dung, medical waste, 
etc .... seem to just 'magically' 
diSappear into the currents of 
our waterways. But, where 
<toes it all really go? 

The answer: into our 
oceans. All world water sys­
tems are in some way connect­
ed to them. They have become 
mankind's biggest dump ... 
from sea to shining sea. 
Considering that oceans cover 
two-thirds of Earth's surface, 
that's a heck of a big dump! 
And three-quarters of the pol­
lution insult is from human 
activities. 

Today, all major bays and 
estuaries of the world have 
'dead zones' from pollution 
r:unoff, landfills & develop­
ment. Nearly a quarter of the 
si~t and sand dredged from 
rivers, canals, and harbors is 
dumped into oceans, and I 0 

:,Percent of it contains toxic 
heavy metals, hydrocarbons 
ftom heavy oils. organochlo­
ri s from pesticides, and 

utrients like phosphorus and 

nitrogen. All arc deadly to 
marine life in one way or 
other. Among the many lethal 
consequences that fisheries 
suffer from silt build up is 
unsuccessful spawning of cer­
tain marine animals. -;uch a" 
herring and lobster. 

Then there is waste dump­
ing by cruise ships, tankards, 
military aircraft carriers and 
submarines. Radioactive 
wastes, chieily from nuclear 
power processes. as well as the 
res-earch. medical and industri­
al use of radioisotopes, are a 
big problem. too. Even if they 
are dumped in\o the oceans in 
concrete drums (sometimes 
they're not), they remain 
radioactive for decades. Who 
knows what happens to those 
drums in the meanwhile? The 
long term effects of nuclear 
dumping aren't really known. 

We personally feel the 
impact of sea contamination 
by toxic materials (mercury, 
lead, cadmium, etc.) at the 
grocery store when we go to 

buy seafood. There's less vari­
ety available. and the prices 
are extremely high. lrnagine 
how it must be for consumers 
in other parts of the world 
whose staple foods come from 
the marine environment. 

There is also a consequence 
of marine coastal pollution for 
human recreation. In the U.S. 
alone, 12,000 beaches have 
been quarantined and deemed 
unsafe for swimming because 
of pollution. Over 60% of 
world populations live and 
play in coastal areas, so when 
toxic waste, especially raw 
sewage, is dumped near the 
coast, as it often is, it's very

t medical insurance is cur­
refitly I 5.6 percent, with 11.7 

cent being children. This 
includes just over 50,000 chil­
uren who are eligible for 
~cntucky Children's Health 
)nsurance Program (KCHIP). 
but arc not participating. 

More than 21 percent of 
those living in the areas ARH 
serves in Eastern Kentucky 
and southern West Virginia. do 
not have medical insurance -

and for these oftentimes. 
working families, that means 
they also do not receive pre­
ventive healthcare services or 
medical attention for common 
ailments that could eventually 
lead to serious illnesses. 

ARH has been trying to 
change that through its com­
munity-based programs. As 
one or the region·~ primary 
healthcare providers, ARH hal' 
brought together local 
resources to help uninsured 
patients improve their living 
environment and overall 
health- a small but critical step 
in finding a comprehensive 
solution to an urgent national 
problem.

Protocol for regulating ocean 
dumping in general. Offshore 
gas and oil exploration 
drilling. which used to leak 
very high levels of toxin~ into 
oceans, has been abandoned. 
and in 2000 the Oceans Act 
was implemented to protect 
marine resources. although it 
still needs work, especially 
regarding legal enforcement. 

Possible alternatives to 

ocean dumping being clts­
t:Us!-icd hut c;till given ton little 
altentinn arc recycling or n:­
using more materials. produc­
ing less wasteful products. 
savmg energy, convening dan­
gerous materials into harmless 
waste. n.:ducing and regulating 
coa,tal ckvclopment, requiring 
double hulls for ·oil tankers. 
and creating separate sewage 
and storm lines. 

Our 'oUl of stgh!. out of 
mind' rnemality prevent~ us 
from understanding the mag­
nitude of the problem, and 
that, vast as they are, oceans 
have a limit as a universal toi­
let. The most important 
change to bt! made. therefore, 
is in our attitude and habits. 
Both the environment and we 
would benefit. 

Rachel Carson once said. 
"Man is part of nature and his 
war against nature 1s 
inevitably a war against him­
self. We are challenged as 

mankind has never heen chal­
lenged before to prove our 
maturity and our mastery. not 
of nature. but of ourselve,,'' 

In (llher words, if we don't 
choose now to live su~tain­
ably. we will be forced to do so 
in the future.

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Gov. Beshear vetoes 
transportation funding bill

FRANKFORT - Gov. 
Steve Beshear vetoed a two­
year, $3.8 billion transporta­
lion plan on Monday, saying 
rhe legislation would have 
hampered his administration's 
ability to adequately manage 
road projects in the state. 

Beshear, a Democrat, said 
his administration would con­
tinue with an alternate trans­
portation plan that would be 
compiled withtn the coming 
months. It would include pro­
jects authorized by the General 
Assembly and more, and 
would give his administration 

ore flexibility, Beshear said. 
"This legislation would 

have severely limited the 
Transportation Cabinet in its 
abtlity to deal with project cost 
overruns and any potential 

mergencies," Beshear said. 
Without this veto, some criti­
al projects may have to sit 
lle because the actual cost 

ninsured 

1anage their conditions more 
ffectively on their own.

Kentucky lawmakers earli­
er this month approved a two­
year, $19 billion state spend­
ing plan but authorized the 
state's transportation construc­
tion plan 111 separate legisla­
tion. Beshear vetoed that mea­
sure in its entirety on Monday. 

The plan authomed federal 
and state transportation con­
struction projects. including 
hundreds of road and bridge 
plans throughout the state. 
Beshear noted the plan listed 
more project than the state 
could pay for. 

Transportation Cabinet 
Secretary Joe Prather sa1d the 
state would have up to about 
$150 mi Ilion available to 
spend on road projects during 
the next two years. 
Meanwhile, the federal gov­
ernment would have about 
$1.3 billion available during 
that period, Prather said. 

The move sparked a debate 
over whether Beshear, a

"I believe that he (Beshear) 
has put at serious risk the

Williams said th~.: deadline 
for Bcshcar·to wto lhe legisla­
tion ended on Saturday. 
Bcshear said h1. la-;t day to 
veto the bill was Monday. 

Left to stand a-, law. the 
admini),tration would not have 
a way to handle projech thai 
cosl more than expected. 
Beshear said. 

House Speaker Jody 
Richurds. D-Bowling Green. 
said he supported Beshear's 
veto and felt 11 came within the 
consti !UIIonal limtts. 

"It's the right thing to do 
upon reflection. because the 
way the bill was written. there 
was no provbion for critical 
needs or emergency si tua­
tions." Richards said. "There's 
so little money this time that 
the governor should have, in 
my opinion, the fJexibility to 
apply it where it's needed 
mosl."

It 
was won under caution when a 
12-car accident brought out the 
yellow flag on the tinal lap, 
freezing the field and allowing 
Busch to slowly make his way 
across the finish line - a rare 
completion considering his his­
tory at the track. 

In six previous Cup races, 
Busch failed to finish four 
times and wrecked out of both 
events last season. His accident 
in last spring's Cup race was so 
hard, he cracked his head-and­
neck rest:nUnt while finishing 
37th. And his wreck in the fall 
officially ended his champi­
onship hopes. 

But this year, he can't seem 
to do anything wrong. His vic­
tory was his second Sprint Cup 
win of the year, seventh span­
ning all three of NASCAR's 
top series, and gave him wins 
four weekends in a row dating 
to a Nationwide Series victory 
in Texas earlier this month.

So Joe Gibbs Racing 
snatched him up. and the team 
couldn't be more thrilled with 
its lind. Busch. who turns 23 
next week. has given the orga­
nization assurance it has a 
strong future even if two-time 
NASCAR champion Tony 
Stewart opts to leave the team 
when his contract expires. 

Although this hot start has 
solidified the decision to sign 
him, team president J.D. Gibbs 
:;aid the team knew it had a 
superstar on its hands after 
watching him puce last 
October's test at Atlanta in his 
very first time working with 
JGR and crew chief Steve 
Addington. 

"The first time we got a 
glimpse of it was that test at 
Atlanta in the fall, we reali7.ed 
we had something very spe­
cial," Gibbs said.

There is even a dan­
ger of severe oral burns if 
ingested in a high enough con­
centration. Also. be aware that 
some laundry detergents can 
produce similar signs in pets, 
and cats. especially, can be 
particu larJy sensitive to certain 
ingredients, s~ch as phenols. 

Additionally, in regard to 
dogs, kirry liner products can 
pose potential hazards. Most 
kitty litter products are made 
out of organic materials s·uch 
as bentonite clay or silica. 
These substances are consid­
ered to be chemically and bio­
Logically inert, and do not pose 
a toxic concern for pets. Cats 
may ingest small amounts of 
litter when grooming them­
selves after using the litter 
box, and these amounts pass 
through the digestive tract eas· 
ily without problems. 
However, if an animal ingests 
a very large amount of litter 
(as can happen when a dog 
"cleans out" the litter box), 
gastrointestinal upset. consti· 
pation, or in rare cases, intesti­
nal obstruction could poten­
tially occU:r. Try to keep kitty's 
toilet positioned in an area that 
your canine pets do not have 
easy access to.

bowl, as well. Bacterial-relat­
ed gastrointestinal problems 
can occur from drinking stag­
nant toilet water, so it's a good 
idea to discourage your dog 
from seeking refreshment 
there. For those who use drop­
in toilet bowl cleaning tablets: 
If you follow label directions, 
most toilet bowl cleaning 
tablets would not be expected 
to cause problems beyond 
minor stomach upset, should 
your pet take a drink of the 
diluted water in the bowl. To 
be on the safe side, however, 
advtse all family members to 
put the lid down after using so 
us not to tempt the family dog. 

Warm weather also brings 
sunbathing, pool parties. bar­
becues and such. ASPCA 
experts offer the following tips 
to keep pets safe when the 
mercury rises: Keep citronella 
candles, insect coils, and oil 
products out of reach of pets. 
If ingested, these products can 
produce stomach irritation in 
pets, and possibly even centraJ 
nervous system depression.

your pet unless specifically 
labeled for use on animals. 
The ingestion of sunscreen 
products can result in drool­
ing, vomiting, diarrhea, exces­
sive thirst and lethargy in pets.

of pets. Certain types of 
matches conta.i n c hlorates. 
which if swallowed could • 
result in difficulty breathing. 
or kidney d1sease in severe 
cases. • 

•Never leave aJcoholia~ 
drinks unattended where pets 
can reach them. A1cobo1ic 
beve1·ages can be poisonous to 
pets and, if ingested, the ani· 
mal could become extremely 
weak, severely depressed, or 
go into a coma. 

•Cats react very differently 
than dogs to some insecticide~ 1 
because of this, some flea-cot!"- ' 
trol products that are safely 
used on dogs, particularly 
those containing permethrin, 
can be deadly to cats. even in 
small amounts.
