PRESTONSBURG- The mood in 
the Floyd County Detention Center on 
Thursday was one of both celebration 
and reflection, as 21 current and for­
mer inmates graduated from the jail's 
drug educatiOn programs. 

The graduates included 20 from the 
12-week Lifeline of Eastern Kentucky 
program, and one from WestCare, a 
program that lasts for six months. 

Many of the graduates from the 
faith-based Lifeline program will enter 
the longer WestCare program. 

Thursday's graduating class is the 
third group to complete at least one of 
the programs. 

"We have a good success rate,'' said 
Roger Webb, jailer. "It'~ really been a 
positive program for the jail." 

Webb told the graduates that having 

an addictiOn was not a crime. and relat­
ed some personal stories about friends 
and family dealing with alcoholism. 

"Being addicted to drugs or alcohol 
isn't a crime,'' Webb said. "It's a dis­
ease, and it needs to be treated." 

Some of the graduates gave speech­
es, while O\hers received their certifi­
cates with a handshake and a brief nod. 
but all appeared to be genuinely appre­
ciative for the help and guidance they 
received during the programs. 

"We want to make the path that you

''Both of these projects 
appear to have various advan­
tages in terms of quality and 
proximity to market that could 
make them very attractive ven­
tures," Blankenslup said. 

Any expansion into new 
region~ would be atop a tlurry 
or new mines and other pro­
jects Massey is undertaking to 
increase annual production 
from 40 million tons to 50 mil­
lion. Those plans are on track, 
Blankenship said. 

The Richmond, Va.-based 
coal company is trying to take 
advantage of the booming 
international coal market. 

Prices for eastern U.S. coal 
have more than doubled over 
the past year on tight world 
supplies. strong demand, the 
weak dollar and other factors. 
Market factors such as short 
supplies at U.S. elecnicity 

plants and a recent trip to 
lndia, Ukraine and other far­
flung destinations have con­
vinced him tight international 
supplies and strong demand 
will continue, Blankenship 
said. 

Massey capitalized on the 
situation in the second quarter. 

Excluding a $245.3 million 
charge related to a contract 
lawsuit, the company earned 
$92 million, or $1.15 per 
share, easily beating the 76 
cents per share expected by 
analysts polled by Thomson 
Financial. 

Including the charge, 
Massey lost $93.3 million, or 
$1.16 per share, in the period, 
compared with earnings of 
$34.9 million, or 43 cents per 
share, in second-quarter 2007. 

Massey has increased pric­
ing expectations to $84 to $92

McConnell: 
Failing to lead 

Mitch McConnell's first ad in this year's Senate cam­
paign in Kentucky is so silly and pointless that it seems like 
a spoof from a political satirist. 

lf only it were. Then maybe there would be hope that the 
minority leader of the United States Senate was going to 
talk about real issues, instead of probing the political depths 
to determine how many voters can be fooled one more time. 

The ad claims Sen. McConnell's Democratic rival, Bruce 
Lunsford, lobbied for "automatic gas tax increases" almost 
30 years ago. That refers to the successful effort by Gov. 
John Y. Brown Jr. during the 1980 General Assembly to 
convert the state's gasoline tax from 9 cents a gallon to 9 
percent of the price of gas. Mr. Lunsford was Mr. Brown's 
chief legislative liaison. 

The bill, actually, was a good one. It responded, without 
imposing a significant burden on motorists, to drastic short­
falls in the state's Road Fund that would have prevented 
essential highway maintenance and construction. 

The new tax formula collected additional revenue when 
gasoline rose above $1 a gallon, and it lowered taxes at 
times in the ·8os when prices dropped below that level. The 
tax has increased to the current level of 21.1 cents per gal­
lon in the years since, but that is less than the 1980 rate of 9 
cents a gallon would be if indexed for inflation. (It would be 
24 cents now.) 

And a rate that had truly been frozen at 9 cents a gallon 
since 1980, as Sen. McConnell knows, would have led to 
untenable deterioration of state roads. 

In any case, Sen. McConnell's criticism is simply irrele­
vant. This is a Senate race, and most individual senators 
cannot int1uence fuel costs. 

An exception would be Sen. McConnell himself as the 
Senate muscle of the Bush administration's party. But Sen. 
McConnell has been President Bush's enabler- declining 
to demand a coherent national energy policy, failing to push 
for effective alternative energy sources and clinging to the 
fiction that drilling for more oil in Alaska and offshore will 
produce meaningful relief. 

A leader would tell the truth about oil. Kentucky, and 
America, will need someone other than Sen. McConnell to 
fill that role.

Shoppers buying more store brands

CINCINNATi - After 
watching the prke of her 
favorite bread rising too quick­
ly, Michele Shores decided it 
was time for a l"resh approach. 

She hcgan picking up store­
brand breads, Kroger Co.'s 
namesake brand or Wal-Mart 
Stores Inc.'s Great Value, 
when her usual bread went 
from $2 to $3 a loaf. Less than 
half the price, and not hall" had 

"My husband takes his 
lunch to work and we all ent a 
lot of sandwiches here," said 
the 30-year-old mother or two 
from Atlanta. "So that"s a lot 
of money for us." 

As b~dgcts get tighter and 
food gets more expensive, 
American shoppers are 
im.~·easingly switching to store 
brands - even upper-income 
consumers who may not have 
been inclined to give them a 
try before. 

The nation's biggest gro­
cery-sellers, Wai-Mart, 
Kroger, Supervalu Inc. and 
Sareway Inc., all report that 
sales ot therr own brands arc 
jumpipg, as customer<> can't 
stop regularly buying food and 
household item~ but need to 
reduce spending. 

"There arc things we can do 
to dnve less, but how do you 
cat less? You don't,'' said Erin 
Frehner, a Brigham Young 
University senior. 

more willing to buy store 
brands, which have tradition 
ally been ~een as appealing 
most to people on limited bud­
gets. 

That shift comes as the 
chains are offeting more store· 
brand products of better quali­
ty. 

Gone, for the most pan, are 
the gray, no frills cans with 
nondescript labels such as 
"peas," packaging that evoked 
cheap, bland taste. Many now 
~;port colorful lahels with 
names like Kroger's "Private 
Selection" and '·Naturally 
Preferred"' that don't shout 
"store brand!'' 

The stores have been push 
ing their own brands in areas 
such as dairy products. meats 
and breads where prices have 
risen especially fast, and arc 
also tapping into increased 
demand for organics and nat­
ural foods. 

"Store brands have come a 
long way," said Tod Marks, a 
-;enior editor at Consumer 
Reports, which has tested store 
brand~ against national brnnds 
for quality and customer 
response. "Over the years, 
etailcrs realized that store 

brands were not just :,orne­
thing to be noated out dunng 
hard times ... 'This is a signa­
ture product of ours. We want 
to be known for this.· " 

co'>ting about 30 to 40 percent 
less, but sticks with Procter & 
Gamble Co.'s Pamper<> for use 
at night because they're more 
nbsorbent. She tried store­
brand spaghetti sauce, then 
went back to Prego. a 
Campbell Soup Co. product 
she says is thicker and veg­
etable-rich. But she doesn't 
taste much difference iw the 
slore versions of canned veg­
etables and many other weekly 
grocery items. 

"For oatmeal, there's 
almost a $2 price difference," 
she said. "TI1at adds up." 

Surveys have shown that 
most people were highly satis­
fied w1th most store brands. 
Marks said, and testing round 
many of them held their own 
against tl]e national brands. Tn 
some cases, be said, con­
sumers must decide whether 
"good enough·' at a lower 
price is better than buying a 
national brand. 

''Some stores 'do it better 
than others," said Sonya 
Redwine, 35, of Knoxville, 
Tenn., who usually steers her 
shopping cart toward store 
brands. 

She docs prefer Pampers 
diapers for her daughter and 
nlso P&G's Gain detergent for 
her heavy laundry loads, so 
she watches for sales and 
coupons and stocks up on 
those items. But she's happy 
with Kroger nnd Target Corp. 
store products for most gro-
ceries.

Wal-Mart, which say:'; sales 
of some privatc-lahcl cate­
gories are up 40 percent this 
year, is rolling out new "All 
Natural" ice cream featuring 
such new tlavors as hluchcrry 
pomegranate.

FRANKFORT - Bass 
tournaments are an exciting 
and popular activity on 
Kentucky's lakes. 
However, tourna­
ments held during 
the heat of summer 
place a great deal of 
stress on fish. 

"We don't pro­
mote summertime 
tournaments 
because of the 
potential for 
increases in mortal­
ity of fish," said 
Gerry Buynak, 
assistant director of 
the Kentucky 
Department of Fish 
and Wildlife 
Resources' fisheries 
division. "We rec­
ommend that tour­
naments not be held 
when water temper­
atures are over 80 
degrees." 

Higher temperatures 
mean less oxygen in the 
water and more stress to 
fish held in a boat's 
livewell. If anglers don 't 
take measures to cool the 
water, maximize aeration, 
maintain a healthy salt bal­
ance and flush ammonia 
from the livewell, fish can 
die either during the tourna­
ment or after they are 
released. 

"If anglers cannot move 
their tournaments to cooler 
time periods, they need to 
learn the best techniques for 
taking care of fish in warm 
water," said Buynak. "If 
you are going to have a 
summertime tournament, 

maintain aeration and use 
ice and salt in the livewell." 

Anglers should first fill 
their Iivewells in the morn­
ing when the lake water is 
cooler. Switch the livewell 
to recirculate so it is not 

taking on warm lake water, 
and keep it running contin­
ually throughout the tour­
nament day. Add two 112-
gallon frozen bottles of 
water to the livewell and 
about 1/3 cup of untreated 
salt for every 5 gallons of 
livewell water. 

"After about a three­
hour period in the livewell, 
the ice will be 

melted, bass waste will 
be building up and you 
could have an ammonia 
problem," said Buynak. 
"The recommendation is to 
change half the water in the 
livewell after three hours, 
then add ite and salt again.'' 

Taking care of fish in the 
livewell is only one part of 

keeping bass alive during 
summer tournaments. 

"You've got to have the 
full r.ange of resources to 
keep them alive," said Dave 
Dreves, fisheries research 
biologist for Kentucky Fish 

and Wildlife. ·'Proper set­
up at the weigh-in is also 
very important." 

Tournament organizers 
can reduce stress on fish by 
lowering the creel limit, 
staggering weigh-in times 
and keeping weigh-in lines 
short and efficient. Summer 
tournaments can be held at 
night or shortened to four 
hours to reduce stress on 
fish. For full eight-hour 
tournaments, a weigh-in 
and release can be held 
halfway through the day to 
shorten the amount of time 
fish spend in the livewell. 

'The big thing is, the 
less time in the boat, the 
better," said Buynak. 

"At the weigh-in. have 

an iced, aerated trough for 
fish. The water 

should be salted and 
cooled 5 to 10 degrees 
below the lake temperature. 

When releasing fish, 
take them out further from 

the bank where there is 
deeper, cooler water." 

Fish survival is not 
only good for the 
resource, but it puts a 
positive face on the tour­
nament fishing sport. 
Tournaments can encour­
age good fish handling 
even more by penalizing 
anglers whose fish die. 

·'A lot of tournaments 
have penalties for bring­
ing in dead fish," said 
Dreves. "That's one rea­
son anglers want to keep 
their fish alive. But the 
reason these rules were 
instituted was to promote 
good care of the fish dur­
ing their time in the 
livewell." 

Buynak recommends 
anglers and tournament 
organizers review the 
B.A.S.S. sponsored manual 
"Keeping Bass Alive," 
which outlines in complete 
detail the best methods for 
handling bass during tour­
naments. Basic guidelines 
and information on how to 
get a copy of the manual are 
available at fw.ky.gov/bass­
guidelines.asp.

INDIANAPOLIS Joe 
Gtbbs probably won't field a 
fourth team next season 
because he ·s mnning out of 
time to put a proper expansion 
package together. 

··You wouldn't say never. 
bul it doesn't look right now 
that it will happen for us next 
year:· Gibbs told The 
A-.sociatcd Press before the 
start of Sunday's race at 
Indianapolis Motor Speedway. 

Gibbs has been intent on 
pushing his program to lour 
teams. but doesn't want to rush 
into it and said he's closing in 
on a deadline that would make 
2009 impossible.

James made them on both 
ends of the lloor. 

The NBA's leading scorer 
was 8-of-9 from the field and 
finished with six rebounds, 
five steals and four assists in 
23 minutes, silling out the 
fomth quarter. 

"T think he played excel­
lently:· center Dwight 
Howard said. "He passed the 
hall well, played great 
defense, ran the lanes. He 
played like LeBron James.'' 

Bryant was only 1 of-5 for 
seven points hut had seven 
assists with his tive steals. 
Orten considered the NBA"s 
greatest player, he wasn't the 
dominant player on the lloor 
this time. 

"The best was LeBron 
James. who made a big differ­
ence," Turkey coach Bogdan 
Tanje\iC said. 

Carmelo Anthony added 

17 points and Howard had 
some powerful dunks while 
finishing with 14 for the 
Americans, who shot 69.5 
percent ( 41-of-59) from the 
field.

acquired Griffey from the 
Cincinnati Reds on Thursday. 
hoping the 38-year-old out­
fielder can help them hold onto 
their slim lead in the AL 
CentraL 

' The Reds sent GriiTey and 
cash to Chicago for reliever 
Nick Masset and Triple-A sec­
ond baseman Danny Richru·. 
The deal was announceu a 
' half-hour before the 4 p.m. 
EDT deadline to make trades 
without waivers 

• Griffey, who hit his 600th 
home run lhis season, agreed to 
the trade earlier in the day. 
Because of the cHsh transaction 
involved. rhe deal did nor 
become official until the cum­
missioner's office approved iL 
·, Whire Sox general manager 
~enny Williams coveted 
Griffey for several years. Once 
one or paseball's premier play­
ers, Griffey has never reached 
'Lhe World Series and has not 
even been in the playoffs since 
1997 with Seattle. 

"One of lhe thine:s that fac-
• tored into this was ~ guy who 

has hnd a great career but has 
.not won a championship and 
how motivated he's going to be 
to get on that s.tagc," Williams 
said. "That is a factor and will 
alwuys he a fuclor for me." 

Now older. ifs uncertain 
how much Gnffey has left in 
his oft-injured body - it' s 
been a long while since he was 
voted to the All-Century team. 

Gnffcy played right tield 
the last two seasons, bul will 
return to center when he joins 
Lhe White Sox on Friday for 
the start of a series in Kansas 
City. Manager Ozzie Guillen 
and the White Sox led 
Minnesota by 1112 games when 
the Lrade was made. 

.. When I talked to Junior, he 
was very honest," Williams 
said. "He said, 'Well, I've got 
to tell you, T don't know that 
you· rc going to sec the guy 
from Seattle.' I said, 'We're not 
looking for that guy from 
Seattle. What we're looking 
for is for you to use your 
instincts."' 

Griffey takes over for Nick 
Swisher, who moves to first 
base in place of the slumping 
Paul Konerko. Swisher also 
will give up his No. 30 to 
Gnffey, who wore it during his 
earliest years in Cincinnati. 

"T just think there's a lot of 
added things he can bring," 
Swisher said. "T mean, T had 
posters of that guy on my wall 
growing up. So T think irs 
going to he an awesome thing 
for all of us." 

Reds general manager Walt 
Jockctty was <:urprised when 
the White Sox approached him 
on Wednesday. Griffey also 
was caught off-guard. 

"T think he was just a little 
bit surprised. maybe, but I 
think he thought about it and 
said he wanted to talk to his 
family about il," Jocketly said. 
··1 think he agreed it's a very 
good opportunity for him, and 
the club obviously wanted him 
and pmsued him and came 
after him. That's gol to be a 
good feeling tor him, I guess." 

The trade ended a bitter­
sweet slay wilh his hometown 
team - a lot of injmies, a few 
benchmark homers. no playplT 
appearances. 

Notably, his last hit with the 
Reds was a homer. 

Griffey was on pace to 
break Hank Aaron's home run 
record when he came to 
Cincinnati in a trade with 
Seattle before the 2000 sea~on. 
A series of severe injuries 
dropped him wcl1 off the pace. 
He finally hit No. 600 this sea­
son - only the sixth player to 
reach the mark - but strug­
gled mightily at the plate. 

That short, sweet swing has 
slowed down this year. 

Griffey hit a three-run 
homer in a 9-5 win al Houston 
on Wednesday that left him 
with 15 home runs, 53 RBis 
and a .245 batting average 
despite playing in one of base­
ball's most homer-friendly 
ballparks. His 608th homer left 
him one behind Sammy Sosa 
for fifth place on the career list. 

Now, Griffey can catch up 
with Sosa on the south side of 
Chicago. 

His speed and range have 
diminished since he was the 
game's best center fielder in 
the 1990s. Guillen said Griffey 
will play center and will be a 
designated hiller at times. 
Gtiftey batted third with the 
Reds, but will drop to sixth or 
seventh with Chicago. 

"We're going to start there," 
Guillen said. "1 don't know if 
we were going to move him up 
or down, but we'll strut there." 

The Reds agreed to pay 
some of Lhe money lefl on 
Griffey1s contract to get the 

deal done. He makes $12.5 
million this season, and has an 
option for 2009 at a $16.5 mil­
lion salary. If the While Sox 
don't want to pick up next 
year's option. Griffey will be 
owed a $4 million buyout. 

The Reds were interested in 
dealing Griffey because of the 
size of his contract and their 
plummet after the All-Star 
break, which dropped them 
back to near the bouom or'the 
NL Central, 13 1!2 games out of 
first place. The Reds haven't 
had a winning season since 
2000. 

The trade that united 
Griffey with the Reds in 2000 
was hailed as a major break­
through for the franchise. but 
turned out to be far Jess than 
expected. After the 2002 sea­
son, former general manager 
Jim Bowden tried to trade 
Griffey to San Diego for Phil 
Nevin. who used his no-trade 
clause to block the deal. 

Bowden was trying to work 
out a deal with the Yankees in 
2003 before Griffey got hurt. 
The White Sox also showed 
previous interest in Griffey, but 
Reds ownership was reluctant 
to trade it<; most prominent 
player as he closed in on 600 
homers.

Newman: NASCAR bears 
'ultimate responsibility'

PITTSFORD. NY 
NASCAR's apology went only 
so far with driver Ryan 
Newman, who held the gov­
erning body responsible for 
the tire fia'ico that ruined the 
race at indianapolis Motor 
Speedway last weekend. 

"NASCAR has the ultimate 
responsibility," Newman said 
Wednesday, during a visit to 
Buffalo Bills training camp in 
suburban Rochester. "They are 
the Barnum and Bailey. They. 
know what's going on in Lhe 
center ring. And if they put a 
tiger out there that's going to 
bite somebody. then that's 
their responsibility." 
. He was careful to say he 
wasn't referring to NASCAR 
as being a circus in voicing his 
fmstrations over a stop-and-go 
race in which the longest run 
under green was 13 laps. What 
troubled Newman, who is 
from Indiana, is that the prob­
lems occurred at Indianapolis. 

·'Let's just say, there·~ 100 
years of automobile racing 
there. And T bel going back to 
19-0-whatever they didn't 
have tire problems," Newman 
said. 

The trouble was blamed on 
a durability issue involving the 
compound of the tires 
Goodyear selected not being 
strong enough when combined 
wilh NASCAR's current car. 

NASCAR vice president of 
competition Robin Pemberton 
issued an apology Tuesday. 
saying: ·'1 can't say how sorry 
we are and it's our responsibil­
ity being NASCAR that we 
don't go through this situation 
again." 

Newman, however, sa1d the 
apology was no consolation to 
fans. 

"No, because you've got 
250,000 people that spent lime 
there, their money and took 
their families to see a great 
race. And all they saw was a 
12-lap window max I think of 
racing," said this year's 
Daytona 500 champion. who 
rinished 13th last weekend. 
"And that's not the way racing 
in NASCAR is supposed to 
be." 

Newman did say "it was 
big" of NASCAR to apolo­
gize. but then critici~ed the 
governing bodY,. Goodyear and 
track officials for failing to 
communicate. 

Newman, who has been 
critical or NASCAR in the 
past regarding safety issues, 
noted that he watched Juan 
Montoya blow a tire that flew 
higher than the protective 
fence. ''TI's c.:ra;y," he '>aid. 

His vtsit to Rochester was 
part or a swmg through the 
region to promote the 
Centurion Boals at The Glen 
race taking place at nearby 
Watkins Glen International on 
Aug. 10.
