CHARLESTON, W.Va. -Global 
demand for coal has hown some signs 
of slack, leaving investors to wonder 
what's next for U.S. producer· who've 
seen price~ at times triple over the past 
year. 

Ocean freighl rates. the U.S. dollm 
and other factor:. behind the big jump 
have begun to ease. Meanwhile, ana­
lysts arc qucstiontng whether a global 

slowdown has begun to hurt the steel 
industry, which uses high-priced metal­
lurgical coal to fire blast furnaces. 

Investment bank Goldman Sachs 
downgraded the entire .S. steel indus­
try Thursday, citing risks such as the 
trengthcning dollar and concerns 

about demand from China. 
Shares rn one of the biggest coal 

producer .. Massey Energy Co. tumbled 
more than 9 percent, or $5.15, to

, Coal producers say new 
regulations cutting production

CHARLESTON, W.Va.­
Following a string of high pro­
file mine accidents that left 
dozens dead in recent years. 
coal operators say the federal 
Mine SafeLy and Heallh 
Administration ha~ become 
extremely heavy-handed in an 
attempt ro counteract accusa­
tions of lax oversight. 

During lhe first 10 monlhs 
of fiscal 2008, MSHA says it 
has slapped mine operators 
with $97.4 million in fines­
a 141 percent increase over 
last year's total. Cirations and 
orders for various infractions 
arc up nearly 8 percent a~ well. 

Producers say the spike in 
enforcement actions have sti­
fled productivity, increased 
costs and prevented mine 
operators from ca<;hing in on 
soaring international demand. 

Prices, particularly for mct­
allurgJ.caJ-grade coal for pow 
cting steel blac;t furnaces, have 
tripled over the past year in 
response to the weak U.S. dol­
lar, foreign shipping bottle­
necks, ocean freight rates and 
orher factors. Mer coal has 
fetched $250 a Lon at times, 
while spot prices for coal for 
electric utilities have tripled in 
Appalachia and the lllinois 
Bao;in. 

Still, signs that Massey 
Energy Co., Arch Coal lne., 
Alpha Natur.al Resources and 
other top U.S. producers were 
chafing under the oversight 
began about a year ago, just as 
MSHA was drawing renewed 
criticism from Congress and 
organized lahor over enforce­
ment. Critics blasted the 
agency for failing to perform 
mandatory inspections at 
underground coal mines 
despite high-profile fatal acci­
dents including Lhe Sago Mine 
explosion in 2006 that killed 
12 and lhe Crandall Canyon 
mine collapse and rescue 
attempt that killed nine. 

"Some of these citations or 
violations are extremely petty 
and probably in no way con­
tribute to safer condition ·," 
said National Mining 

, A~sociation spokesman Luke 

Popovich. 
MSHA director Richard 

Stickler dismisses the notion 
thal stricter enforcement isn't 
improving safety. 

··certainly when you tind 
an un. afc condition and you 
require the operator to corred 
thai condition. thal has Ill be 
making the mine akr,'' 
Stickler said. "We're making 
more inspections, we're writ­
ing more violations, and we're 
assessing higher penalties. 

''That\ our job. One of the 
tools we have is enforcement.'' 

MSHA's own statistil.:s 
show the agency began upping 
the pressure beginmng in 
2007. 

Citations and orders issued 
for various infractions jumped 
2 percent to 7R.687 between 
tistal2006 and 2007. Through 
the first I 0 months of fi~cal 
2008, MSHA says citations 
and orders were up 7.7 percent 
to 8+.744. 

Fines doubled to $40.4 mil­
lion from fiscal 2006 to 2007 
bel'ore this year's big increase. 

Stickler said lhe agency 
was able to hire 170 inspectors 
and also cited federal legisla­
tion allowing increased tines 
aero. s the hoard lor beLLer reg­
ulatiOn. 

Forcmg a coal orerator to 
stop mining even briefly is at 
the heart of the wmplaints. 
MSHA in pectors have the 
authority to order evacuations. 

When a mme shu~!> down. 
costs per ton of coal rcmoYcd 
spikes because miners are still 
paid. That cuts into company 
protits bet.;aw .. e most U.S. coal 
is sold at a set price under a 
long-term contract. 

U.S. Department or Energy 
numbers show eastern coal 
production was do~ n 0.6 per­
cent through mid-August from 
a year earlier. We tem coal 
production was up 0.9 pcrcem 
over tbe same period. 

Patriot Coal recently told 
Wall Street analy t that 
MSHA enforcement has 
incrcac;cd cost~ a~ much as 
$1.2.."i per ton. In the sct.'Ond 
quarter. for instance, Patriot's 
per ton costs jlunped more 
than 8.6 percent.

Not this time 
Nation was ready 
for Gustav 

.Hurricane~ Llfe such a powerful force of nature that these 
days one moderate-sized storm can wipe out- or at the least 
badly disrupt a national political convention 1,200 mjJes 
awa~ . 

That was the case Monday with HWTicane Gustav, which 
skirted past New Orleans but not before sucking most of the 
energy out of the opening day of the Republican National 
Convention in Minneapolis-St. Paul. 

Given the echoes of Hurricane Katrina, which pounded 
New Orleans and humiliated the Bush administration three 
years ago, Republicans had little choice but to tum their con­
vention hall into a giant phone bank. with prime-time appeals 
for donations to hurricane relief. Sen. John McCain, the 
, oon-to-be Republican nominee, made the right calls in scal­
ing back the convention's early events, visiting threatened 
areas a day before the storm hit, and staying o~t of the qpot­
light Monday. Democratic nominee Barack Obama also set 
aside normal campaigning to ask supporters to help hurncane 
victim~. 

The message of the day Monday was to pi ace the nation ·s 
need'\ first and to put a pause on politics. Perhaps both sides 
should adopt aspects of that approach not just for the rest of 
this week but also for the next two months. Let's, by all 
means, have a robust debate over essential issues. the candi­
dates' visions for the nation, and their qualification for the 
job. But let's set aside the personal attacks and the off-issue 
jibes thaL ha\'e dominated recent presidential campaigns, 
including this one until now. 

As for Gustav. it shouldn't be left to fade away. before not­
ing how dramatically different state, local and federal leaders 
respo!1ded this time than in 2005. Katrina was a national dis­
grace. but the debacle started with the utter failure of state 
and local governments to prepare for and respond to the 
storm. 'lbis time, by almo ·t all accounts, government on all 
levels was ready. 

Yes, this storm was weaker than Katrina and New Orleans 
was spared a direct hit. but the massive evacuation of resi­
dent~ and the ma:,sing of relief workers that took place over 
the weekend showed how well the lessons of Katrina have 
been learned. 

State. federal and local governments worked well together 
and with private organization such as the Red Cross and the 
Salvation Army. 

Katrina is a lasting example of the suffering that is inflict­
ed when government fails to meet its obligations. Gustav, 
although a Jesser storm, illustrates the good that can occur 
when leaders aL all levels live up to rheir responsibilities. . .

Study: Workers to pay 
more for health care.

NbW YORK - Get ready 
for another hike in copays and 
deductibles. 

A survey being released 
Thursday by the Mercer con 
suiting lirm found 59 percent 
of companies intend 10 keep 
down nsmg health care costs 
in 2009 hy raising workers· 
dedm.:tibles. copays or out-of 
pocket spending limits. 

On average. health care 
costs will go up by an el>timat­
ed 5.7 percent next year for 
both workers and their 
employers, rhc study found 
That repeats thb year· 5.7 
percent hike and a 6. 1 percent 
jump in 2007. 

The growth of health care 
costs has hovered at around 6 
percent since 2005, according 
to Mercer. Wlult: that\ down 
from the double-digit growth 
in previous years. i!'s srill 
moving at a faster clip than 
inflation or workers wages. 

"It"s not something to cheer 

about. especially since CO!>LS 

arc getting passed on to 
employees." sa1d Blaine Bos. 
author of the survey. 

The results were prelimi­
nary findings. with about half 
of the 3.000 large companies 
surveyed reporting. 
Preliminary findings for the 
annual survey have historical 
ly been in line with final 
results. 

Bet ween 2003 and 2007. 
the average deductible for an 
individual grew from $250 to 
$400. For a family, it rose 
from $1.000 to $1.500. 
according to Mercer. 

Deductibles are the amount 
worl.ers pay fllr medical care 
out of pocket. Once workers 
spend that amount, they begin 
shanng costs wJth employer">. 
with the company covering an 
average of 80 percent. 

I Iealth plan-. are trymg to 
rein in costs by offering choic­
es such as disease manage­
ment plans and incentive~ lor 
::,rreater use ot prescnption 
drugs. said Robert Zirkelbach. 

a spokesman for America's 
Health Insurance Plans, a trade 
a~sociation representing nearly 
1.300 insurers. 

··But there's certainly still 
more work to be done," 
Zirkelbach said. 

He said AHIP has proposed 
a number of policies and mea 
sures to further curb costs. 

The Mercer sun ey also 
found 4 7 percent of compunies 
are encouraging enrollment in 
plans with lower premiums 
and higher deductihles. 

Additionally. the survey 
found 19 percent of employers 
will start offering a consumer­
directed health plan. These are 
hi l!h-deductible plans "ith 
employee-controlled ~pending 
accounts. They encourag~ 

employees to cons1der costs 
when b} letting them sa~e 
account money they don ·r 
sp~::nd for future needs. 

Last year. 12 pcrccat of all 
employers said they were 
.. ,•ery likely' ' to implement 
such a plan by 2009.

These chemicaL will hind them­
selves to lead. as well as to certain 
other metals. including iron, mercury, 
copper and zinc. Once Lhls binding 
has taken place. the chemh:als anJ 

the metal~ can he excreted f'rnm the 
hoJy through the kidneys and stools. 
Another legitimate u~e of chelation 
lhcrapy is to treat people who have a 
disorder called hemochromatol>iS that 
can lead to an unsafe huildup of iron 
in their bodic ·. 

Two chemical~ have been 
approved by the U.S. Food and Drug 
Administration (FD. \) !'or t·helation 
of lead and mercury poisoning. 111cy 
are dimercnpt(lsucdnk nc1d (DMSA) 
and cthylcncdiaminctetraacctic acid 
(EDTA). There are also other drugs 
- some nf "hich can he taken orally 
- that have been used as chelating 
agenL.;. 

Anecdotally. ·orne people who 
have received chclallon rrcatmcnls 
for lead poisoning said the} felt much 
beller 0\ Crall ai'Ler the pro~edure. 
There huve also been reports that 
chelation therapy might imprt)\ e cir­
culation. as well. Bur. lhc claims 
don' I slop there.

Howe' er, the high level of 
interest - and the anecdotal infor­
matton I mennoned earlier - have 
Jed the National institutes of Health 
(NIH) to launch a large scale investi 
gation ol chelation therapy for the 
treatment of coronary artery disease. 
Their goal is to enroll over 30.000

The 6th Circuit Courl of Appeal 
on Wednesday also rejected the EPA's 
approval of five other water rollution 
regulations. It included a rule dealing 
with how much pollution from a con­
centrated animal feeding operation is 
acceptable to discharge into some 
lakes, streams and tivers. 

The court is requiring the EPA to 
reconsider Kentucky's exemption for 
coal-mining di ·charges. The exemp· 
lion allows coal mines to dump in 

U.S. District Judge Thomas 
Russell upheld the regulations in 
2006. 

The court found that the EPA, in 
approving the exemptions. failed to 
explain why the effect of them would 
be insignificant. 

The appeals court did uphold the

But his Hendrick Motorsport~ 
Chevrolet bounced off the wall 
on a late re Lart and Eamhardt 
wound up a disappointing 
23rd. 

"Yeah, I can dnvc 'em. 
man, they're just hard to drive 
like that all day," he said, 
laughing. '1 nw fifth all day 
and maybe beuer than Lhal at 
some parts of the race, and I'm 
a good enough driver. T should 
have finished somewhere 
around there with that car." 

Earnhardt, who has only 
that one wm this season, hac; 
been consistent and is still 
fourth in the season poims 
despite huling to contend for 
wins most of the year. Sunday 
was typical. with Earnhardt 
leading early in the race, then 
trying to keep the other leaders 
m sight as he dealt with a very 
loose race car. 

"It's been the same old 
story," he srud. "We show up 
fast, but we can't put u whole 
race together. So we've got to 
do some homework. We've 
got to science it out and figure 
out what the heck is going on, 
because we are sure fast when 
that race start~. 

"But I've been like that my 
whole career."

Natural gas IS lighter than a1r, non-tox1c and conta1ns no poisonous ingredtents. Breathing natural gas is not harmful as long as 
there is adequate a1r to breath along w1th 11. Natural gas wtll not burn by itself. CombustiOn can occur only when there is a mix­
ture of gas and a1r conta1n1ng between 5 percent and 15 percent natural gas and between 95 percent and 85 percent air. 
Because of its untque qualittes of being lighter than air w1th a narrow band of combustion. natural gas is one of the safest ener­
gy sources available It is also one of the most economical sources. Understanding and following safety procedures will make 
natural gas an even safer cho•ce. 

THE POTENTIAL HAZARDS OF NATURAL GAS 
Gas accidents can be avoided if you understand the potential hazards. 

(1) FIRE 
Natural gas can be a fire hazard, if you let tt. Don't let 1t. A very hot stove. open flame or pilot light can ignite any combustible 
materials that happen to be near. Keep paper. curtains, paints. solvents.,etc .. away from gas appliances. 

(2) EXPLOSION 
Natural gas can be 1gn1ted by open flames or sparks. That's why un-burned natural gas should never be allowed to escape into 
a room. A spark, flame, lit match or c1garertte, even the flick of a light switch may be enough to cause an explosion. 

(3) CARBON MONOXIDE POISONING 
Even though natural gas itself isn't po1sonous. gas burners that aren't adjusted properly can produce deadly carbon monoxide. 
You can't see or smell carbon monox1de, but it's a killer. To avoid rts dangers, always make sure thai any natural gas appliances 
1n your home are properly adjusted and vented to the outside .. so they'll burn safely and efficiently. 

(4) SUFFOCATION 
Natural gas can cause suffocation if it replaces air containing oxygen. (Only air that has oxygen can sustain life.) This is anoth­
er reason why natural gas should never be allowed to leak from appliances or build up in an enclosed area or room. 
FOLLOW THESE COMMON SENSE SAFETY RULES ... IT'S UP TO YOU TO USE SAFE GAS APPLIANCES AND TO USE 
GAS APPLIANCES SAFELY!!! 

(I) KEEP COMBUSTIBLES such as papers, fluids. parnts. curtains and rags away from furnaces, water heaters and gas ranges 
and dryers. 
(2) TEACH CHILDREN never to light or play with the controls of any gas appliances. , 
(3) KEEP PILOT LIGHTS of your gas range lit. If you put them out to save energy, a dangerous gas build-up can occur if some­
one accidentally turns on the range. 
(4) KEEP GAS RANGE.CLEAN- make sure burner bowls are free of used matches, grease, paper, etc. 
(5) AND, NEVER USE YOUR GAS RANGE to heat your home or apartment. This practice creates a serious fire hazard and 
puts you and your family at risk from dangerous carbon monoxide fumes. 
(6) MAKE SURE APPLIANCES ARE VENTED- Natural gas needs air containing oxygen to bum safely and eff1c1ently. W1thout 
enough air, dangerous carbon monoxide 1s produced. For this reason, always make sure that your gas furnace and water heater 
are vented to the outside of the building. If you re not sure your appliances are vented properly, have them checked by a qual­
Ified heating contractor or plumber. 
(7) KEEP FLUES AND CHIMNEYS CLEAR - Have your flueptpe and chimney checked to make sure they're not blocked with 
debris such as nests, branches, or ivy. (Your heating contractor can inspect and clean fluepipes for you.) 
(8) SIGNS OF POOR FLUE VENTILATION -Indoor wetr;1ess (condensatton); unusual smell in your home that doesn't go away; 
sick houseplants; yellow or wavering appliance flames; soot in your home; pilot light that keeps going out. . 
CERTAIN OLDER GAS CONNECTORS MAY BE DANGEROUS' 

Gas connectors are corrugated metal tubes used to connect gas appliances in your home to fuel gas supply pipes. Some older 
brass connectors have come apart causmg f1res and explostons resulting tn deaths and injuries. 
These older brass connectors have a senous flaw in the process used to join their tubing to the•r end pieces. Over lime, the end 
pieces can separate from the tubing, and cause a senous gas leak, explos1on, or fire. To our knowledge, these dangerous 
uncoated brass connectors have not been maoe for more than 20 years, but many of them are still in use. The older these con­
nectors get. the greater the possibility of failure. 
Although not all uncoated connectors have this flaw. it IS very difficult to tell which ones do. Therefore, any uncoated brass con­
nector should be replaced immediately with either a new plastic- coated brass or a new stainless steel connector. Connectors 
can wear out from too much moving, bending, or corrosion. Connectors should always be replaced whenever the appliance is 
replaced or moved from its location. 

WARNING: Only a qualified profess1onal should check your connector and replace it tf needed. Don't try to do this yourself! 
Moving the appliance, even slightly, whether to clean behind it or to tnspect 1ts gas connector, can cause the complete failure of 
one of these older weakened connectors, posstbly resulttng 10 a deadly fire or explosion. · 

DO NOT MOVE YOUR APPLIANCE TO CHECK THE CONNECTOR! 

HOW DO I KNOW IF A GAS HAZARD EXISTS???- YOUR SENSE OF SMELL SHOULD TELL YOU 

(1) A GAS LEAK IS POTENTIALLY VERY DANGEROUS!- Gas may leak from faulty appliances, broken pipes or broken 
mains. Make sure all members of your family know what to do if they smell gas. 

(A) IF THE ODOR IS STRONG: 
1) Do not light matches. 
2) Do not turn lights on or off. 
3) Do not operate any controls or pull any plugs from outlets. 
4) Do not use the telephone. 
5) Notify everyone m the building or house to leave immediately, and leave the door open. 
6) If possible, ventilate the building by opening doors and windows, starting where the odor is strongest. Do not re-enter the 
building for this purpose. 
7) Call the utility company or fire department from a nearby building or house. Do not use the telephone in your house. 
8) Do not re-enter your home until the utility company or fire department has released you to do so. 
9) Never take chances! If your safety is threatened, get out ql,lickly.

3) Dirt being blown or thrown into the a1r. 
4) Water bubbling or being blown into the air at a pond. 
5) Fire coming from the ground or burnmg above the ground.
