PRESTONSBURG - Floyd County Circuit Judge 
John David Caudill has declined to rule on a motion 
that would see a pecial judge pre ide over an evi­
dentiary hearing in Floyd County. 

The Kentucky Supreme Court ha called for an 
evidentiary hearing focu ed on Caudill from a 1994 
murder ca e against Perry County re ident Donald 
Herb Johnson. 

Johnson pleaded guilty in 1994 to charges of first­
degree murder, fir t-degree burglary and two counts 
of first-degree sexual abu e. 

The case, which was first presented in Perry 
County coun in Hazard, wa heard by Caudill after 
being moved from that county. 

The Supreme Court ruled against appeals from 
John.on challenging the deci ion in his case, which 
saw him convicted and given the death penalty, in 
every aspect except that Johnson had been induced 
into pleading guilty in clo ed doors meetings to 
avoid the death penalty for a life sentence in return. 

Caudill has refused to rule on the motion that he 
be replaced with a special judge for the hearing, say­
ing that since he is now a witness in the case, he feels 
he can't be involved in the process from this point 
forward. 

Caudill has had added this is the sole reason for 
hi teadfast position on the reque t and understands 
why there is the desire for a special judge to be

after 16 miners died in our mines in 
2006. 

ln 2007. you will recall the 
Kentucky General A . emhly passed 
House Bill 207, a btll that proved to 
gricvmg families of those fallen min­
er that tate lawmakers could and 
would do more tn protect their loved 
ones. HB 207 has greatly improved 
mine safely hy requiring mine ga-; 
detectors for those underground, 
three addiuonal yearly undergruund 
mine inspections (including two elec­
trical inspections) and trained medics 
at mmc sites. Background checks for 
m pcctor-•. the hinng of a full time 
:-;al'cty liaison 10 work with mmc fam­
ilies and cerlification of mine seal · to 
en ·ure that they can properly contain 
explosive underground gase-.;, Hlsn 
part of the Ia-,... have also improved 
life in the mines. 

Other Improvements made by 
state lawmaker. the previous year set 
the -;tage for the m<~jor reforms o1 
2007. One law pa~sed in 2006 
requires wircline telephon~: and other 
two-way commumcalion equipment 
in mines and requires m1nc operators 

to unplemenl emergency plans und 
rel!ular eval:uation traintng. , ew 
drug and alcohol resting require­
ments were aho passed that } ear. 
along with incentives for mining · 
~.:ompanies to de' elop and en l'orce 
drug-free workplaces. 

The passage of these laws. or the 
attention l11cy brought ro mmc safety, 
made an immediate differ):!nce. 2007 
was a banner year . .,ince it was the 
.tt.rst tune ince 1890 that no under­
ground coal mine !utalilles were 
reported in the state and only two sur­
Jace mine fatalities were reported. 
That·s quite an improvement over 
much earlier mining decades like 
llJ20 to 1929, when there was an 
average of 161 annual coal mine 
fatalities in the Commonwealth. 

1 wish l could report that we have 
gotten through moq of 2008 without 
an) fatal ities but that is not the ca-;e. 
In fact. surface mine fata1ities are 
dlluble what they wen~ in 2007 and 
one underground mine totality has 
occurred. 

Having zero fatalitic. might be an 
unreasonable goal con ·ideri.ng that 
coal mining involve~ serious til'.ks. 
but the indu,try .·ay · that 1 · irs intent. 
The way to achieve that goal, the 
industry says, is for Kentucky to 
rocus more em training nnd education 
and forego Y-hat it says is duplication 
or federal government mme ~arety 
enfmccmcnt. 

Indu ·try officials cite statisllcs 
that . how mine fatalities have 

decreased b} 8~ percent smce 1970. 
statistk the} say show coal mining 
j, "one ot the safest workplace · in 
America." Add to that induwy ~tats 
that show miners have a lower rate of 
tnjunes and 11lne'" than tho. e worl.:­
mg tn other major tmdcs and, well. ll 
would seem like more mine satety 
regulation at rhc . tate lc\'cl cmtld be 
unnece sary. 

The unli.)rtunale reality. however. 
ts that Kentuck) can't force the fed 
era! government to do rh JOb. We can 
only police · our own law~. which 
make increased tate nune afety 
enforcement a good thmg for those 
working in mines thar fly under !.he 
fed's radar. 

That docs not mean thai I don't 
agree \\ ith the industry · that more 
need. to he done \Vi.th rraining and 
education. Some of that was 
addre sed in the legi~lation we 
pa · ed l!l 2007 and 2006. and more 
could be done. And I agree lhul dupli­
cating efforts is not always helpful. 
What is helpful? l·or everyone 
im·olvcd in the mining industry­
ti·mn tale and federal government 
officials to the mine companies and 
operators w the nuner- them ·elve · 
lo lUke more respon,ibilit) for ensur­
ing no one dies needles ·Jy in a mine 
an.:idenl. 

Once we accomplish that, then we 
all ~:an sa~ wtlh confidence that coal 
miner.., mdced work tn the safest 
environment pos ·tble for their trade.

1 
was seeing a patient in inten­
sive care, when a patient in an 
adjacent room suffered a heart 
attack. Code Blue wa. called. 
The team responded, but the 
patient pas ·ed away. I remem 
ber '1vidly experiencing that 
C<.Xie tn a way I had never done 
before. Today was similar. 

When you work in any set­
ting, you can become accus­
tomed to the surroundings. 
Whether you are a coal miner, 
lion tamer, soldier, eptic 
cleaner, mother of small chi! 
dren <.1r race car driver, with 
time you adapt to your envi­
ronment and are able to block 
out the fear:), dh;comforls, 
smells and other stimuli to 
focu~ on lhe task at hand. 

This happens with health 
care workers, too. ll doe:) not 
take long to adapt your emo­
tional sensilivtty in a way that 
enables you to tone down your 
emotional responses so that 
you t:an a.:complish the task of 
caring for a patient 

Today, a.s I encountered 
each of the patients, I wasn' t 
there as a therapist. l was tllere 
a<; a friend. and in that role. my 
cmouonal sensitivity was dif­
ferent. As T was leaving the 
floor,. l recall feeling some­
what ovctwhelmed hy the suf­
fering. rear and grief being 
experienced by others. 

However, I think it was not

As far as how this applies to 
your health and wellness ... I 
guess that's really up to you. 
What 1 take from it all is this. 
Tt. would appear to me, that 
people, on the whole, have 
become desensitized to ·o. 
much. One cause of this is that 
there is a wealth of pain, fear 
and hopelessnes that sur­
rounds us today. If you were to 
spend 10 minutes worrying 
about eat·h ~>ad story around 
you, you would accomplish 
nothing each day, and be an 
emotional wreck. Ba<;cd upon 
today·s experiences, there are

2 112 cups Swa,son Chicken Broth (Regular, Natural Goodness 

or Certified Organic) 
2 stalks celery, coarsely chopped (about 1 cup) 
1 large onion, coarsely chopped (about 1 cup) 
1 package (16 ounces) Pepperidge Farm Herb Seasoned Stuffing 

1. Heat broth. celery and onion in 3-quart saucepan over medium-high 
heat to a boil. Reduce heat to low. Cover and cook for 5 minutes or 
until vegetables are tender.

lf2 of a tis ounce canister Peppen'dge Farm Chocolate 
Hazelnut Creme-filled Pirouettes (about 18) 

1. Thaw cake according to package direction . Place on a serving 
dish. 

2. Cut cookies into 2 l/2-inch-long pieces. Place cookies upright, 
side-by-side, all around edge of cake, pre ing gently into the 
frosting. Place any remaining cookies on top of cake. Serve 
immediately. 

Tip: Thi cake can be prepared up to 2 days ahead and tored in 
the refrigerator. 

2. Place turkey, breast side-up, on a rack in shallow roasting pan. 
Brush turkey with stock. Insert meat thermometer into thickest 
part of the meat, making sure thennometer is not touching bone. 

3. Roast at 325°F for 3 to 3 1'2 hours or until thermometer reads 
180°F and drumstick moves easily, basting occasionally with 
stock. Begin checking for donenes after 2 l/2 hours of cooking 
time. Let stand for 10 minutes. 

4. Remove turkey from roasting pan. Pour off any fat. Stir stock 
and flour in a small bowl until mixture is smooth. Stir stock 
mixture in pan. Cook and stir o'er medium heat until mixture 
boils and thickens Season to ta te. Serve with the turkey.
