Former attorney general carries 79 percent 
~of vote to return to House of Representative

PRESTONSBURG- Greg Stumbo will return 
to Frankfort as Representative of the 95th House 
District after a landslide victory in Tuesday's Floyd 
County special election which filled the seat vacat­
ed by former Rep. Jarne Brandon Spencer in 
December. 

"It's so hurtibling to have the opportunity to 
have repre en ted the people of Floyd county for 24 
years, and then to have them vote me back in like 
this," said Stumbo Tuesday night. 'T m just as 
excited as I was when I fir t got elected." 

In an election that aw 4,521 votes cast - a 
mere 15 percent turnout- Stumbo claimed almost 
80 percent of the vote with 3,591. 

Stumbo said he expects the state Board of 
Elections to certify his election by Monday. 

"We will be ready to hit the ground running," 
Stumbo said. 

Stumbo, who e term a attorney general ended 
Jan. 7, said his primary focus will be to finish the 
Route 680 connector between Minnie and Harold. 

"Of all the project J worked on while I worked 
in the Hou e. that was the one that I never got fin­
ished," Stumbo aid. 

• Stumbo said be expect a lot of debate about 
retirement fund and casino gaming. 

"1 plan to devote full-time to the po ition," aid 
Stumbo before adding, "I al. o plan to follow-up on 
Spencer's work. He proposed two very good pieces 
of legi lation. including a death benefit for familie 
of coal miners paid out of the severance tax." 

Stumbo's Republican opponent was upbeat 
when a ked about the result of the election. 'T m 
disappoimed by the re ult," Brown said. "But the 
numbers are encouraging." 

A distant. yet urpri ing, econd-place showing 
was put forth by Republican Larry D. Browns who 
claimed 80 I vote . Eddie "Moses" Meade. father of 

former repre entative and May primary candidate 
Charles "Chuck" Meade, received 97 write-in 
votes. 

Brown, who said this was his first time in the 
political spotlight, had very little time or money 
with which to campaign and still managed almost 
20 percent of the vote. 

"We know now where we need to focu our 
attention," aid Brown. "I just really want to thank 
everyone who voted for me." 

Brown added that he "had called Greg to con­
gratulate him." 

Stumbo, a longtime political figure in Eastern 
Kentucky, had previou ly served for 24 year in the 
Kentucky General Assembly prior to his departure 
after being elected attorney general in 2003. Many 
of his years in the assembly were pent a majority 
floor leader. 

In May, Stumbo pursued an un ucce ful bid for 
Heutenant governor alongside running mate Bruce 
Lun ford. 

Stumbo had previously commissioned an 
exploratory committee to weigh a potential run 
against longtime Republican incumbent Mitch 
McConnell for the U.S. Senate. Lun ·ford recently 
filed paper to challenge for McConnell's eat. 

The 95th House District eat became available 
in December. when James Brandon Spencer vacat­
ed the seat, citing "family re ponsibilities." 
Spencer immediately backed Stumbo for the eat. 

In a written statement Spencer said in 
December, "It i no ecret that I have been and still 
remain a close political ally of our Attorney 
General Greg Stumbo. He had assured me that if I 
vacated the office be would seek this position and 
move forward as representative in pursuing legisla­
tion that be t serve Floyd County." 

"No fair minded citizen could deny that Floyd 
County reaped many benefits in the past from 
Greg's representation. e pecially a he erved in a 
leadership po ition," Spencer aid. "If it were not 

-- - - -

for his willingne s to eek to regain a leadership 
role in the House of Representatives, I would not 
make this decision." 

County Attorney Keith Bartley had said at the 
time, "Not to take anything away from Spencer or 
Meade, but we could have really used Greg in the 
legislature during the last four years," adding that 
Floyd County felt Stumbo's absence from the leg­
islature as well as his work as attorney general dur­
ing the Fletcher admini tration, 

In the final year of Ernie Fletcher's administra­
tion, the Floyd County fiscal court received nothing 
in road money. Judge Executive R.D. "Doc" 
Marshall said that the county budgets under the 
assumption of receiving near half a million dollars 
each year from the tate. 

The Kentucky General Assembly began on Jan. 
8. Thi is the second time in the last four years that 
the 95th Di trict has been without a repre entative 
at the start of the General Assembly. Stumbo did 
not vacate his seat in 2004 until he became attorney 
general. 

Chuck Meade, who filed in December to run in 
the 2008 election aid that he remain committed to 
run as planned m the May primary. 

Meade served a 95th District representative 
from 2004 to 2006, but lost in a narrow defeat to 
Spencer. 

After flling as a write-in candidate, "Steady" 
Eddie Meade said that he would run in the May pri­
mary if he won, though as of the deadline, Meade's 
name was absent from the roster of candidates pro­
vided by the Secretary of State. 

Meade later aid he had decided to pursue only 
the "unexpired term." and had no intentions of 
being a career politictan. 

With the win Tue day. Stumbo, as incumbent, 
will face Meade in the Democratic Primary in May. 
Brown has no oppo ition within the Republican 
Party, and will await the winner of the primary in 
November's general election.

State Rep. David 
Watkins, D-Henderson, 
said the measure would 
generate needed state 
r nue and discourage 
people from smoking. 

He is proposing that 
the cigarette tax be 
increased from 30 cents 
to $1 a pack. 

The Legislative 
Research Commission 
estimates that the mea­
sure could generate an 
additional $205 million 
in tax revenues. The 
state currently receives 
$165 million a year from 
cigarette sales. 

Lawmakers have 
been eyeing the tax 
increase as a way to 
help offset a budget 
shortfall of nearly $900 
miUion over the next two 
years.

Not too expensive; 
never too expensive 

So let' get this straight: Kentucky can't afford $6 million for a 
possible but unlikely extra election once every four year., but it 
can afford $6 million for a guaranteed extra election once every 
four years? 

That would seem to be the rationale behind a bill that passed the 
state Senate last week and i now under con ideration by the 
Hou e of Representative . 

Senate Bill 3 would eliminate Kentucky's never-used runoff 
elections for gubernatorial race , but commit the state to participat­
ing in future "Super Tuesday" pre. identlal primaries. 

Regardless of whether you fall on the side of democracy or fru­
gality, this bil1 is just imply incon ·btent in its logic. 

Sure, the state is facing Jean time right now, and for that mat­
ter, so is Floyd County, which like aJl counties would be responsi­
ble for a portion of the co t of an additional election. But if saving 
money is the issue, how doe it make sen e to commit the tate to 
an additional election during the presidencial election? 

On the'other hand, we fall on the other side of this issue and 
maintain that the will of the people is far more valuable than any 
potential cost saving .. 

Currently, state law requires a runoff election in the governor' 
race if no candidate in a party achieves more than 40 percent of the 
vote in that party's primary. The way it would work is that if no 
candidate reaches 40 percent of the vote in May, the top two vote­
getters would square off again in June for the right to represent 
their party in November. 

Since the runoff provision has been enacted, it has never been 
used because candidates have always surpassed the 40 percent 
mark. But the reason for it i sound. Suppose a candidate wins a 

ulti-way primary with 30 percent of the vote, then goes on to win 
e general election in November. In that scenario, the state would 

ben be led by a candidate who was originally opposed by more 
tban two-thirds or his or her own party. 

Having a runoff system in place i a sound way of ensuring that 
the people of Kentucky have their true choices honored in the vot­
ing booth, rather than forci ng the majmity of them tQ choose 
between the lesser of two evil . 

As for participating in Super Tue day, we believe that will also 
benefit the state by giving Kentuckians more 'ay in national 
affairs. As il stands now, the presidential primaries are u ually 
already over by the time Kentucky goes to the polls, meaning most 
presidential candidates never hear the wants and needs of our vot­
ers until November - and then only if the race is clo e enough 
that the state's eight electoral votes will make a difference. 

Those who argue that $6 million is too much to pay to hold an 
additional election miss the point. Democracy is not a luxury that 
is only worthwhile when there is money in the bank; it is the very 
foundation of government. {tis not an option that can be conve­
niently abandoned when times get tough; it i the neces. ary 
lifeblood of our country and grows in its value precisely when 
times are tough. 

The right of every American to vote, to have his or her voice 
l heard, to directly shape the future of our country, has been pur-

chased with the blood of countless patriot , from the Battle of 
Lexington and Concord, to the street of Baghdad today. In com­
parison, $6 million is a pittance. 

The provision for runoff elections should remain, and Kentucky 
should participate in Super Tuesday. But if some legislators are 
uneasy over the pro pect of spending $6 million to $12 million 

very four years to give Kentucky voter more say in government, 
lien we suggest they look to cut expense,. We ·n even offer them a 
uggestion: 

Our state representative and senators can pay the fu ll bill for 
-these two additional elections by foregoing their salarie for four 

ears - because, while participating in the democratic process is a 
.God-given right, getting fat off the public trough is not.

Senate week 

in review

29TH SENATE D ISTRICT 

In his ·tate budget address this 
week. Gov. teve Beshear delivered a 
stark. but pot surpri ing mes age. The 
Commonwealth of Kentucky has 
$580 million less for the next fi cal 
year than anticipated, which means 
making painful decision a we draft a 
budget for the next two years. The 
governor's plan largely spares K-12 
education and preserves spending on 
Medicaid af\d prisons. Agencies and 
programs across state government 
face seriou belt-tightening. 

The governor's proposal is only the 
beginning f the process. Currently, 
the House i working on the budget, 
and once it gets approval there, it will 
move to the Senate. The tinal step will 
be approval by the House and Senate 
Conference Committee. But even with 
the budget in the House, the Senate 
has already tarted it work. and 
through legi lation, i looking at ways 
to improve the financial stress. 

Prison pending is one of the 
faste t-growing segment of our bud­
get. In 1970, Kentucky had 2.838 pri -
oners. Just last week. the s tate's 
inmate population was 22,442 and. by 
the end of the bietmium. that number 
is expected to top 23.000. Kentucky' 
correction budget has swelled to near­
ly $398 million in general funds. The 
governor plans to appoint a criminal 

justice task. force to undertake a com­
prehenslve review of Kentucky's 
penal code, sentencing guidelines and 
related issues. 

There is no doubt that the pri on 
population hm; exploded in recent 
years, and the clear reason 1s drug . 
More than 80 percent of all state pri:,­
oners are behind bars because of 
drug.s and drug-related oJTeoses. The 
Senate. for the third traight year. 
approved legislation to help felony 
drug offenders break the cycle of 
addiction. 

Under our current system. a drug 
addict can be arrested on a non-vJO­
lenl felony charge. then get out on 
bail. Still hooked on drug~, he com­
mits another felony to feed his addic­
tion. ow he is looking aL a much 
longer sentence as a repeat offender. 
and we have done nothing to help him 
get clean and become a productive 
member of society. 

Senate Bill 72 would fundamental­
ly change how we deal with drug 
offenders. Under the proposed legisla­
tion, we would provide drug addicts 
with treatment when it should do the 
most good - bctorc they go to jail. All 
Class C and D felony offender would 
be screened for addiction before their 
arraignment, and judges could make 
pre-trial drug treatment a condition of 
bail. If offenders stick with the outpa­
tient program and ~tay clean. the 
offenders can stay out of prison and 
have the1r felony dismi sed. 

Of cour e, some addict~ need more 
intensive treatment than others. !·or 
those who can't succeed in an outpa­
tient program, Senate Bill 72 creates a

200-bed program in a prison-like et­
ting. Volunteers would receive ar 
even more 1igorous treatment, along 
with skills training. to help provid 
them with a fresh start. While the out­
patient treatment program would last 
two or three w~ks, the inpatient o­
gram would last for three months in­
imUJu, and up to a year in some cases. 

Long-tenn monitoring v..ill be pro­
vided because follow-up is e5sentiaJ i1 
either of the ·e program i to uccced. 
Research show. that the average 
addict who gets treatment has an 8C 
percent chance of relapsing, but 1f he 
can tay clean for 18 months, he has 
an 80 percent chance of never Laking 
drugs again. The odds are in our fa\' OJ 

if we can keep drug abu er on the 
straight and narrow path for those l8 
months. 

We abo took steps thi week tc 
maintain an Important federal anti­
drug program in Eastern KenltJ ~Y· 
Operation ITE, created in 2003 tc 
fight drug abuse, has been a succes ·. 
Federal grant have upplied most oj 
it. money, but Washington funding 
has dried up. Senate Bill 97 devote< 
$450,000 in tate money to Operation 
UNITE. Meanwhile. we hope the fed­
eral government wilJ extend it back­
ing for this program. 

We have ju t finished the firs1 
quarter of Lhis ession and there arc 
till many i~sues to deal with in the 

coming weeks. I hope you will stay in

Plaxico Burress backed 
up his brazen prediction. 
catching the 13-yard touch­
down pass with 35 seconds 
left. 

And with that thunderbolt, 
the New York Giant became 
NFL champions Sunday night. 
With the crowd tanding and 
roaring for the entire fourth 
quarter, they startled the heav­
ily favored Patriot ·- and 
hemselves, a bi.t- with a 17-

14 victory. 
"Even when my pare,nts 

were telling me. 'You're 
going to win,' l don't know if 
I believed them." aid defen-
ive end Michael Strahan, 

who po tponed retirement in 
late Augu t to try for this tro­
phy. 

The previously unbeaten 
Pats? They ri nally felt the 
pressure. Not from their gaudy 
record. but from the kind 
applied by the Giants' relcnt­
les pass rush. 

"Tonight doesn't take away 
from anythmg we have done 
over the course of the season," 
New England quarterback 
11 m Brady aid. "We had a 
great year. It's just unfortunate 
that tonight turned out the way 
it did." 

The 1972 Miami Dolphins 
didn't .-eemto mind too much. 
They're protective of their 17-
0 mark that season and don't 
want anyone to match their 
unblemished record. 

"The Patriots had a great 
ea on, but it shows just how 

difficult it is to go undefeat­
ed," said then-coach Don 
Shula, who was in attendance. 
"Our players and our fans feel 
that much more proud of our 
accomplishment." 

Gone was the Patriots' 
chance to be the first team to 
finish 19-0. Also lo twa their 
chance to win their fourth title 
in seven seasons. Instead, they 
found another way to be 
marked. 

While many Super Bowl 
losers . imply are forgotten, a 
few are destined to be a part of 
NFL lore. Almost 40 years 
ago, the mighty Baltimore 
Colts fell victim to that other 
New York team and it pool­
side prognosticator, the Jets 
and Joe Namath. 

"We had an opportunity to

Burress saw the Giants' 
third Super Bowl title coming. 

Last week, he predicted 
New York would win 23-17. 
That guess drew Brady's 
attention.

GLENDALE, Ariz. - The 
New York Giants won the 

uper Bowl five weeks ago 
when they did what almost 
everyone aid they shouldn't 
do:

0. 

·The Giants lost 38-35 on 
that Saturday night, but they 
proved in the process they 
could play with a team that 
most folks thought was 
unbeatable. 

Despite injuries to three 
starters - just what those who 
thought they should re t for 
the playoffs had feared - that 
game propelled them to road 

wins in Dallas and Green Bay, 
against the teams that fini hed 
with by far the best records in 
the NFC. 

"When we lost that game to 
New E ngland, we played 
again t the best team in the 
league a well as anyone had 
played," said Michael Strahan, 
who fmally won a Super Bowl 
ring in his 15th season. "We 
felt that if we could play with 
them, we could play with any­
one."

Wins . National champi­
on hips. Tirades. Respect. 
Loathing. 

What Knight did while run-
ing a college basketball pro­

gram or a U.S. national team 
alway made headlines -
good and bad. 

How he interacted with oth­
ers. whether they played for 
him, worked for him, coached 
against him, officiated his 
games or tried to report on 
him, added to the complex per­
sona he developed over a life­
time of basketball. 

The one thing he made sure 
everybody knew right away 
was' that he really didn 't care 
what you thought of him. 

But if he respected you, you 
and others knew it. His loyalty 
to mentors such as Fred Taylor 
and Pete Newell never 
wavered. His long relation­
ships with former players uch 
a Steve Alford, Quinn 
Buckner and lsiah Thomas 
stayed -;trong well after their 
eligibility e nded. Even 
through feuds - real and 
imagined - Knight always 
poke highly of those he let in 

his inner circle. 
Whenever Knight makes 

headline. there's a package of 
"deo highlights ready to roll 

- the chair he . ent Hying 
acros the court and his con­
toned face after being asked a 
question before a NCAA tour­
nament game that contained 
the phra e ''game face." 

The list of public transgres­
sions goes on as long as the list 
of his coaching accompli h­
ments. 

Does a LOssed chair negate a 
national championship? Doe 
the tape of a practke when he 
allegedly grabbed a player by 
the throat wipe out the most 

wins in Division 1 hi tory? 
Does a confrontation with a 
police officer in Puerto Rico 
offset an Olympic gold medal? 

That will be the debate 
about Knight long after 
Monday's decision to resign as 
the coach at Texas Tech. When 
do wins and titles outweigh 
boorishness and bullying? 

But being Bob Knight 
means you can throw a wrench 
into that discussion. 

There have been everal 
time during my two decades 
covering college basketball 
where Knight 's other side has 
been on display. 

Knight used to hold court 
for his contemporaries every 
year at the Final Four's open 
practices when hi. teams 
weren't involved. Up in the 
tand. , Knight wa urrounded 

by a cadre of coaches, who 
always seemed to be leaning 
forward to make sure they did­
n't miss a word. 

After his Indiana team 
played'an early round game at 
the Maui Invitational, Knight 
srood in a breezeway at the 
Lahaina Civic Center for at 
lea t 30 minute , covering 
topics including deep ca. fish­
ing, an emotional visit to the 
Pearl Harbor memorial and 
what needed to be done to 
make college ba ketball bet­
ter. 

History wa one subject 
you could always approach 
Knight about, and there was 
always hunting and fishing. lt 
wasn't often either would lead 
to where the questioner want­
ed to head, but you could see 
there was plenty of passion 
for things other than basket­
ball. 

For every player who 
transferred from Knight's pro­
grams1 the re was one whom 
he helped tremendously with­
out le tting anybody know. 
The stories of how he helped 
former Indiana player Landon 
Turner, who was paralyzed in 

an automobile accident, show 
a side of Knight he didn't 
want us to see. 

VVhen he coached the 
United States to the Olympic 
gold medal in Los Angeles in 
l984 with one of the greatest 
amateur teams ever a em­
bled, Knight made sure 
Newell was around the- team 
from the start to give them a 
perspective diffe rent from his. 
Knight made ure the player 
lifted Newell to their shoul­
ders after the gold medal 
game to show their apprecia­
tion and respect. 

Can this be the same man 
who once had a donkey with a 
Purdue hat as a guest on his 
television show? Can this be 
the same man who was fired 
after 27 years at Indiana 
because he couldn't follow a 
zero-tolerance policy regard­
ing his behaviOr? 

Yes. 
The numbers and facts of 

Knight's coaching career are 
easy to spew: 902 wins; three 
national championships. 
including the last team to win 
it all and go unbeaten; 29 en­
sons of 20 or more wins; 28 
NCAA tournament appear­
ances; an Olympic gold 
medal. 

So are the negative , some 
of which occurred in his s ix­
plus seasons at Texas Tech, 
the program he turned around 
after being fired at Indiana. 

Have we heard the Ia t of 
the 67-year-old Knight'! 
Probably not. You can be sure 
he' ll still provide an opinion 
on how he disagrees with col­
lege players being allowed to 
leave for the NBA after one 
season in school. 

If there i somethmg going 
on that Knight feel i. hurting 
the game he is leaving to hi s 
son, Pat, and other coaches, 
he wi II let the world know 
ab ut it.
