1.000 as a re ul t. 
Adam and Sarah Little, of Prestonsburg, were 

found guilty of criminal Jittering Wednesday by 
Floyd Count) District Judge Eric Hall after fail­
ing to make an appearance at a hearing. Judge 
Hall sentenced each to 6 months in jail, probat­
ed, and a $500 fine plus \:ourt cost . 

The case came about when Code Enforcement 
Officer Randy B•)'ant, \\.hile investigating an 
illegal dump itc at Big Branch of Bull Creek. 
discovered . everal articles bearing the name and 
address of the Littles among the garbage. 

"I visited Mr. Little at his residence and 
advised him that he was bel1eved by me to be in 
violation of the criminallitteling statute,·· Bryant 
said. "I advised him that if he would like to clean 
at this site for eight hours, I wou]d not enforce 
further fines or penalties" 

Bryant sa1d the complaint could have been 
resolved without court enforcement if the Littles 
had cooperated. Bryant said that Linle declined 
the community service offer, saying "he would 
rather talk. to the judge." 

Marshall made the enforcement of antidump­
ing mea ures a priority early on in his adminis­
tration by having motion activated hidden cam­
eras installed at known dump sttcs after a former 
Auxier dump ite required one million dollars in 
clean up. 

"We don't want that to happen again." . aid 
Marshall. 

According to Bryant. 75 illegal dumping 
cases have been cnlcd without court involve­
ment through the compliance ot violators to 
work off their timt.: cleaning up dump sites. 

Although the Littles did not take the county up 
on an offer to avoid criminal charges by clean­
Ing the dump, other suspects who were given 
a similar chance took advantage of the offer, 
resulting in the look of the area today.

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There are several ways to consider the bizarre spectacle 
of a House committee gn!ling superstar pitcher Roger 
Clemens and his former trainer. Brian McNamee, over alle­
gations Clemens used steroids and human growth hormone. 
One is to wonder why Congress is trifling with a. ports 
scandaL Another i. to note thal for all the hoopla. 1ittle new 
information came to light. 

But one can hold both tho e di~missive views and till 
come to a more far-reaching conclusion about the import of 
the hearing: It diminished everyone. It dimirushed Clemens, 
whose bluster wm; baf11ing, given what he was expecting 
lawmakers to swallow: the contention that he had never 
heard of HGH, despite allegations by both McNamee and 
Clemens· close friend and teammate, Andy Pettitte, that he 
wa. a u cr - and de. pite his own wife's admission of HGH 
use. lt diminished McNamee, who wa lambasted for holes 
in his own testimony and for ·ccming to plan to betray 
Clemens for year· by . toring bloody syringes and gauze 
pad\) as evidence of his drug use. 

It diminished Congress, with lawmakers showboating in 
lidiculous fashion - one telling Clemens he was sure to get 
into heaven, if not the Ba. eball Hall of Fame; another 
screaming at McNamee for undermining a ''titan" like 
Clemen. ; still others asking the legendary pitcher idolatrous 
fan-club questions. 

But most of all. the spectacle diminished Major League 
Ba · ebaU. The sport absolutely had it coming. 

Past decades in baseball are remembered for their singu­
lar moments on the tield - Boston's Carlton Fisk trying to 
will a home run ball to stay fair with body language in the 
1975 \Vorld Series. Toronto's Joe Carter's joyou. romp 
around the bases after his hit clinched the 1993 World 
Series: etc. 

The modern era will be remembered for off-field farces 
-uch as Clemens declaring Pcttittc had a habit of ''rnisre­
membering" things and slugger Mark McGwire's evasive 
·T m not hear to talk about the past" declaration at a 2005 
congressional hearing on steroid use. 

It didn't have to be this way. The explosion of home run. 
in the mid-to late-1990 - and the sudden profusion of hulk­
ing players with the physiques of NFL linebackers­
demanded explanation. Former Sen. George Mitchell' 
recent report demolished the argument that coaches, team 
owners and Commissioner Bud Selig just didn't know what 
was going on. Instead, the signs were everywhere. Syringes 
in players' lockers. Packages from mail-order phannacies 
being delivered to clubhouses. Unusual injuries related to 
rapid muscle growth. 

But from Selig on down, no one did anything- because 
home rune' especially the riveting 1998 record chase involv­
ing McGwire and fellow steroid suspect Sarruny Sosa, 
helped win back fans embittered by the cancellation of the 
1994 season due to a labor dispute. 

The result of this blithe indifference to mass cheating is 
that a stench hangs over the national pastime. It is a stench 
that Will take a long, long time to fade.

though it has the countenance 
of the four-legged vari~ty- H's 
a creepy visual that is well ren­
dered by choice FX work. 

The other cool angle here is 
the star - Thor. He' an excel ­
lent dog actor and handles a 
third of the film's running time 
with his canine antic . It's no 
surprise that the film features 
him so much, as it was based 
on a book wherem the entire 
tale wa told from hi per pee­
live. If you can get a copy of 
"Thor," by Wayne Smith, then 
you're in for a treat (especially 
if you' re an animal lover who 
also digs horror novels). 

Lastly you have to credit 
writer/director Eric Red 
("Body Parts"). He fashions 
some great scares here and 
doesn't kimp on the gore 
either.

Sorting out struts 
Dear Tom and Ray: 
My '91 Buick LeSabre 

Custom needs replacement 
truts, and I am stumped. I 

went to the mechanic the other 
day, and be asked me what 
type of struts I wanted. I had 
no idea what he meant. So he 
asked me if I wanted gas­
charged struts, quick struts, or 
the Monroe Matics or Monroe 
Sensa-Trac. My question: 
What is the difference between 
these. and which are better'?­
Gregory 

RAY: Good question, 
Gregory. On a 1991 Buick, 
you could probably put a jello 
mold at each corner of the car 
and not notice any difference 
in handling. But our liability 
lawyers won't let us recom­
mend that 

TOM: The term "strut'' 
and" hock absorber·· often are 
used mterchangeably. But 
technically, a McPher on Strut 
is a shock absorber that's sur­
rounded by a coil spring. 

RAY: And a ··quick strut" is 
the whole package. It includes 
a shock ab~orber. a coil spring 
and the strut mount, which 
houses the bcanng. That's a 
complete McPherson strut, 
and it gets bolted right in and 
replaces everything all at once. 

TOM: A quick strut is 
expensive. You'd pay around 
$400 each for them on thi car. 
just for the parts. So. you don't 
want that unless you need it­
if, for example, your prings 
are also shot, or one of your 
spring!> i broken. 

RAY: Since your mechanic 
dido 't tell you that you need 
springs, let's eliminate the 

quick strut. 
TOM: So then it's a ques­

tion of whether you want gas 
shocks or not. The Monroe 
Sensa-Tracs are gas-filled, the 
Monroe Matics arc not. 

RAY: All hocks use oil to 
dampen the bouncing motion 
of your prings. Gas shocks 
normally fill the ·'air pace,'' 
where the oil expands mto, 
with mtrogen Why? 
Manufacturers claim that 
nitrogen reduces foaming and 
bubbling of the oil during 
harder driving. and therefore 
leads to better overall damping 
and handling. 

TOM: Is it true? We don't 
know. But it sound good! 

RAY: And since the differ­
ence between the ga shocks 
and the non-gas shocks i 
about I 0 buck in your case 
($120 versus $130), we'd sug­
gest that you opt for the gas 
shock. _ The nitrogen indu try 
will thank you. Good luck, 
Gregory.

The e changes allow for enforce­
ment of both foul when the 
opponent of the scoring team 
commits a foul on both a touch­
down-scoring play and the subse­
quent try. 

An addition to Rule 3-3-4 clar­
ifie i sue at the end of the half if 
there is a foul by either team and 
the penalty i accepted for 
un portsmanlike fouls, non-play­
er foul , fouL that specify a loss 
of down and fouls that are 
nforced on the ub equent kick­

off a in Rule 8-2-2. 
Changes to Rule 8-2-2 stipu­

late that fouls by the opponents of 
the coring team on the last timed 
down of the first haJf can carry 
over to the second-half kickoff;

timed down of the second half 
cannot carry over to overtime 
play.

Growing elk herd 
benefits Eastern 
Kentucky

FRANKFORT- Attention elk 
hunters 

The Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlife Commi sion allotted 
400 elk hunting permits at its 
December meeting for the 2008 
elk season, and it's time to get 
your applications in. The dead­
line to apply is April 30. three 
months sooner than in previous 
years. 

Four hundred elk huntmg 
opportunities in Kentucky? It's 
been only a decade ince even 
wild elk from Kansas leapt from 
a truck onto a reclaimed Perry 
County strip mining operation 
and signaled the tart of one of 
the nation· large t wildlife 
restoration efforts. Larger truck 
loads followed a month later, 
giving Kentucky its first free­
ranging elk herd since before the 
Civil War. 

In the next few year . the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resource , with 
partners the RocJ..y Mountain Elk 
Foundation, National Wild 
Turkey Federation, and a number 
of volunteer , trapped about 
1.500 wild elk from western 
herds and trucked them to ever­
a! release sites in outhea~t 

Kentucky. 
They became the nucleus of a 

herd nearing 7,300 animal today 
and are well on the wa) to a tar­
get of 10,000. Department Big 
Game Program Coordinator Dr. 
Tina Brunjes is looking forward 
to some tremendous elk hunting 
in the not-to-distant future. 

"I predict we'll be i suing 
many more permits someday 
soon," said Brunjes. "Our herd i 
growing quiclc.ly and it's a high 
quality herd too. We have a 
good number of record book 
quality elk here now." 

While hunter clearly benefit, 
as they hould since they paid 
million through their licen e 
purch e and up port of con, er­
vation orgamzation involved in 
the restoration. o.ther have bene­
fited as welL 

Wildlife watcher flock to the 
elk zone year-round to see and 
hear the majesric animals, pend­
ing their tounsm dollars at hotels 
and re taurants m a part of the 
state almost barren of watchable 
wildlife only a few generation 
ago. 

Busine e offering elk tours 
capitalize on their magnetism. 

But de pite their tremendous 
popularity and the attention 
focu ed on Kentucky's elk z.one 
by enthusiast. from aero the 
country. elk . ometime get into 
trouble. They're attracted to lush 
golf cour e fairways. backyard 
garden and land. caping, well· 
kept yards and family cemeter­
ie . Their size and weight can 
leave deep hoof prints, de troy 
fence • golf course green and 
grave stone . 

Kentucky Fish and Wildlife 
biologists, technicians and con-
ervation officer will help mini ­

mize their impact . They employ 
hazing device and other meth­
ods to deter offending animal . 

"The po itive impact elk have 
had 'on the communities of east 
Kentuck} ex.cceded our predic­
tions.'' said Dr. Jon Gassett, com­
mi sion r of the department.

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Fletcher takes on new role 
as hospital consultant

FRANKFORT - Former 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher has added 
another title to an already long 
resume. 

The former fighter pilot, 
preacher, physician and poliLi" 
cian i now a consultant to 
Pikeville Medical Center, 
according to an announcement 
the small-town hospital di trib­
uted to reporters on Thur day. 

"l'm not particularly trying 
to make a big deal of it," said 
Chief Executive Officer 
Walter May in a telephone 
interview. "You can't ignore 
the fact that he' a former gov­
ernor." 

Fletcher, a former family 
practice physician who once 
headed the Saint Joseph 
Medical FoLJndation in 
Lexington, Left the governor's 
office in December after los­
ing a bid for re-election. 

''I'm very interested in 
improving the health and well­
being of the people of eastern 
Kentucky." Fletcher said in a 
written statement. He said he 
is "grateful for the opportuni­
ty" to use hi medical experi­
ence to do that. 

According to the announce­
ment, Fletcher will review the 
hospital's physician residency 

program and its employee 
wellness program. May 
declined to say how much 
Fletcher is being paid. May 
said Fletcher will remain at the 
hospital until his review are 
complete, but he didn't know 
how long that would take. 

At the Pikeville ho pital, 
Fletcher is among friends. 
Employees there contributed 
$19,750 to his failed re-elec­
tion campaign. While he was 
governor, Fletcher reappointed 
May's wife, Pamela May, to 
the University of Kentucky 
Board of Trustees. 

Fletcher became mired in a 
troublesome political scandal 
during his final two year as 
governor. He wa indicted in 
2006 on charge that he ille­
gally rewarded political sup­
porters with protected state 
job after he took office in 
2003. The indictment was dis­
missed in a deal with prosecu­
tor , but the fallout weakened 
him politically. 

In his campaigns, Fletcher 
talked nostalgically about his 
youthful ambition to become 
an astronaut, a desire that was 
kindled when he, as a wide­
eyed teenager, saw Neil 
Armstrong make man's first 
footprint on the moon in 1969. 
He graduated from the 
University of Kentucky with a 

mechanical engineering 
degree in l 974 in what he 
hoped would be a step toward 
the space program. He then 
joined the Air Force, intercept­
ing Soviet jets that tested U.S. 
defen e during the Cold War. 

Amid military cutbacks 
during the Carter administra­
tion, Fletcher left the Air 
Force, returned to Lexington, 
enrolled in the University of 
Kentucky medical school, 
graduated in 1984, and went 
into family practice. 

Fletcher wa ordained and 
served as a pastor at a 
Primitive Baptist church in 
Lexington from 1989 to 1994. 
He has been active in Pro­
Family Kentucky, a political 
action committee, and the con­
servative religious group 
Concerned Christians in 
Kentucky. He remains a mem­
ber of the Kentucky Right to 
Life Association, an anti-abor­
tion group. 

He won a seat in the tate 
legislature in 1994, but was 
gerrymandered out. He then 
ran for Congress, winning on 
his second try. At that point, he 
gave up his job as president 
and chief executive officer of 
the St. Joseph Medical 
FoLJndation in Lexington and 
headed for the nation's 
Capitol. .
