The most moving perfor­

mance of the night was 
when Gayle, Lynn and a 
third singing sister, Peggy 
Sue, brought the crowd of 
hundreds to their feet with a 
jazzed-up rendition of "Coal 
Miner's Daughter," the song 
that helped make Lynn a 
country superstar. 

The song, about the fam­
ily's humble lifestyle in 
Paintsville, was heralded by 
Gayle as her favorite coun­
try song ever because of the 
memories it sparked. 

'We didn't know we did­
n't have much, but we had 
that love," Gayle said. 

Gayle, wearing a black 
and white gown with her sig­
nature long black hair 
s1retching to her legs, also 
performed her smash hit, 
uoon't It Make My Brown 
Eyes Blue." The song not 
only was No. 1 on the coun­
try charts but reached No. 2 
on the pop charts. 

Lynn, who was part of 
the maugural hall of fame 
class in 2002, at first kidded

Highlands a powerful 
engine in Floyd economy

PRESTONSBt;RG- A recent study into the 
economic impact of Kentucky hosp1tah shows 
Highland· Regional Medtcal Center 1 a major 
contributor to the local economy. 

In a study prepared by Paul Coomes, Ph.D., a 
profe sor. from the ni\ cr.,ity of Louis\ ille. n wa~ 
shown that HRMC employs a taff of 375 and 
spends approximately 17.5 nullion in wages and 
salaries. 

The KH study . hows that Highlands estimat­
ed hospital purchase.;; from local comparues is just 
over $8 million annuall) . 

Chris Hoffman. chief operating ufficcr with 
HRMC, sa}s that is just the lip of the iceberg. 

"What the hospital has to invest in keeping 
medical staff in the region," Hoffman said. ''that' 
expensive to do.'' 

Hoffman says the nur. es who graduate from 
one of the I al programs or a D.O. from Pikeville 
Medical School, 'The} can go an) where, and 
Highlands works hard to compete to keep those 
people here." 

Hoffman also pointed to the amoullt of charity 
and indigem care the hospital provides to local 
residenL~~ who can't afford care. According to the 
KHA stud), "In 2006. the unrcimburscd co. r to 
Highlands Regional Medical Center just for treat­
ing people without insurance whose mcome was 
below the fl:dcral po"en} !evel topped $3. 2 mil­
lion, and these patient!> are not billed.'' 

That figure does not include chanty care pro­
vided to the uninsured. those -with bad debt or the 
cost of caring for Medicare and Medicaid patienb. 

Hoffman said that I IR~IC is current!) working 
to pro\'Jde a report to local citi1ens annually 
detailing the hospital's donatiOns to local groups. 
:~:holarships provided to nur~ing students and 
chanty care. 

But '"'hile the hospital generate· roughly 3.2 
million in revenue for the state of Kentucky 
through employee and provider taxes. because of 
its location outside the city limits <md its not-for­
prolit .taru . the hospital is exempt from paying 
local taxes. 

According to Steve Miller. 'it:e pre idem of 
finance with the Kentucky Hospital . sociation. 
Highland~ ' case is "very common" throughout the 
state as it relates to not-for-profit hospitals. though 
the examples he used were all located within 
cities. and contributed to the local coffer. through 
the occupational tax. 

In defense of the hospital , Miller pointed to 
other economic factor . 

"What we find in many ca es is that hospital 
in ntral locations,Me the major employer in their 
area,'' Miller said. 

In the case of Highland , the repon shows the 
hospital pays $17.6 million in annual wage . 
\\hich amounts of 4.5 percent of al l \\·ages and 
salaries in the county. 

Miller o;ays that the le\ el of primary care in a 
region i:-. dtrectly related to its abiht) to bring in 
new busmes .. 

"If the hospital wasn·t there, the ability to 
attract new intlll!-.U} would be e\crely impacted." 
Miller aid.

According to PPA, 
patients will al o be afford­
ed the opportunity to learn 
about recent development 
in medicine designed to 
fight chronic di ea es such 
a asthma, diabetes, heart 
di ease and cancer. 

"With the number of 
people affected by chronic 
disea e increa ing every 
year, the PPA and it mes­
sage of hope is now more 
relevant than ever," said 
Billy Tauzin, pre ident and 
CEO of the Pharmaceutical 
Re earch and Manufactures 
of America (PhRMA). 

According to reports by 
the Milken Institute and the 
Partnership to Fight 
Chronic Di ease there are 
more than 2. 7 million cases 
of common chronic illness 
in the state, including can­
cer, diabetes, hypertension, 
stroke, mental disorders 
and pulmonary conditions. 
Seven of every 10 deaths in 
the United States are a a 
result of one of the e dis­
eases. 

"The PPA i meant to 
help people who are unin­
sured and financially trug­
gling," added Tauzin, "but 
for patients in Kentucky 
uffering from chronic dis­

ea e, it is especially impor­
tant for them to know that

Cybersafety bill passes House

FRANKFORT 
Legislation aimed at protect 
ing children from online exu­
al predaron; and creating lhe 
crime of "cyberstalking" in 
Kemuck.y passed Lhe House 
Friday by a vote of 94-0. 

House Bill 367, ponsored 
hy Rep. Johnny Bell, D­
Glasgow. is a coordinated 
effort between Bell and lhe 
Office of Attorney General 
Jack Conway. The legislation 
would: 

• Make it a Class D felony 
to solicit a child for sexual 
purpo es via the Imernet or 
other electronic means. 

• Create the crime of 
cyberslalking--or continuously 
annoying, intimidating and 
harassing someone online--by 
using communication devices 
like the Internet, cameras, tele­
phones, scanners, copiers or 
any transmitting device. 

• Make it a crime to send a 
sexually explicit image to a 
child via a webcam. 

• Make it a Class A misde­
meanor for registered sex 
offenders from intentionally 
using social networking web­
sites like My pace, instant 
messaging software or chat 
room programs that allow 
access to persons under age 
18. 

• Require registered sex 
offenders to register changed 
or new Internet identities-­
such as email addressc.'! and 
instant messaging names--with 
their local probation and 

parole office, and require the 
Kentucky State Police to pro­
vide a public search engine for 
those online identities on its 
Sex Offender Registry web­
site. 

• Allow cars and cornput­
cn; of those who commit 
online sexual offenses against 
children to be seited and for­
feited to the state. Permanent 
residences or sex offenders 
would not be subject to the 
forfeiture provisions. 

• Allow non-sworn per­
sonnel to act as decoy to 
catch child sexual predator<;. 

A provision to extend the 5 
year statute or limitation. for 
bringing a civil action against 

a perpetrator of child sexual 
abuse to 12 years was added to 
the bill by !he House through 
an amendment 

ln 2006 and 2007, the srate 
Anorney General's Office net­
ted 29 arrests of child sexual 
predators through three 
Internet sting operations, said 
Rep. Greg Stumbo, who 
served as Attorney General at 
the time. tumbo, D­
Prestonsburg, said HB 367 
w1ll improve the . afeLy orchil­
dren who arc potential victims 
of other Internet predators. 

"The Internet is a wonder­
ful tool, but 1t has a very dark 
Side, and !his IS part 01' that 
dark side," Stumbo said.

Tree bills 
make sense 

Those who steal trees from people's private property are 
doing so at an alarming rate and we believe those who do so 
hould be punished to the fullest extent of the law. 

Tree thieves have been blamed for stealing timber all 
across the country, often taking advantage of the elderly and 
ab entee landowners. When some of them are confronted, 
they ometimes ay they didn't realize that they had crossed 
property lines. 

We believe this is a pretty lame excuse since legitimate 
loggers will be clear on property boundaries before they get 
underway. 

Lawmaker · are considering two bills in the General 
Assembly that would make sawing down someone else's 
tree a felony, punishable by one to five years to prison. 

State Rep. Leslie Combs, D-Pikevil1e, is sponsoring legi.­
lation that also would require landowners, under penalty of 
prosecution, to ma11 written notification to adjacent property 
owners if loggers are going to be cutting n·ees. This could 
provide quicker detection in the event of theft. 

The legislation would require that logs be marked or 
branded to show which company cut them, in case a dispute 
arises. Rangers from the state Divi ion of Forestry would be 
given additional re pon ·ibility to inve tigate complaints. 

Thi i. ound legislation that will provide some clarity to 
the issue and al. o hold rho. e accountable who steal timber 
from private landowners. 

One really good example of why this legislation needs to 
be passed is the story of Letcher County resident Mitchum 
Whitaker. 

He recently saw what logger had dbne to his property. 
taking down tree so that all that was left were stumps. 

ln all the 12 trees were worth $5,000. but it wasn't a mat­
ter of money to Whitaker because of the fine memories he 
had of tho. e tree .. 

Under one of the destroyed tree he had spent countless 
hours sitting with his grandfather and later his son. They 
even had their initial carved in that tree. 

Let's help people like Mr. Whitaker and urge lawmakers 
to pa-;s this legislation so trees that hold memories like his 
aren't destroyed and to ensure that those who take advan­
tage of people like him are held accountable.

Don't be fooled hy the cover art on 
this DVD, which makes it look like a 
rehash of "Reservoir Dogs," because 
this smart thriller i. more of a modern 
film noir thar relie · more on character 
and plot development than shootoms 
to raise your blood pressure. 

The lilm opens with a typical day 
in the life of mild mannered bank 
clerk Miles Cullen. He is glimp ed at 
his banking job handling the money 
or vaned mer­
chants who share 
space in a trendy 
Toronto shopping 
malL He comes 
off as a bit of a 
schmuck who can 
be counted upon 
to keep his bo s's 
mi lres~ company 
until he can tear 
himself away 1111 DltJ 
from his .family. Times COI1811st 
Miles is also seen 
aL home, where he 
Jives modestly all alone with his 
aquarium stocked with tropical fish. 

Miles is· no dummy however and 
he instanLly picks up on the fact that a 
department store Santa is acrually a 
thief casing !be bank. Cullen antici­
pates the robbery and cleverly stows 
away all of the money in his drawer 
on Lhe day or the hurglary and allows 
the Santa to flee with a bag full of 
nothing while Cul len pockets $48,350 
lhat the bank reports as swlen. 

Cullen actually profits from the 
crime in an unexpected way. First he 
become~ a temporary celebrity on lhc 
nightly new .. He then becomes more 
daring and begins to live his life to the 
hilt. Soon he is romcuH:ing the bus 's 
lady friend while managing to visit 
his father at a nem·by nursing home 
and scopmg oul a new trop1cal lish for 
hi · collection.

Garden. 

They settled on cabcrnct 
sauvignon, merlot and san­
giovesc varieties, which they 
hope to plant in spring 2009. 

The 2-acre vineyard is part 
of Wl effort to lure tourists off 
the famed Slaten T land terry 
and onto the much-maligned 
island. The borough presi­
dent's office has comrru.ttcd $2 
million to the project.

yard." said Henry Salmon.

profit Ycnrurc, which will 
explore winemaking from the 
vine to the botlle. "We expect 
to bring adults and duldren to 
show how grapei are grown 
and how wine is made." 

Even lhough more than a 
third of its residents arc of 
Italian de cent, Staten I land 
bears little resemb.lancc to the 
rolling hills of Tuscany. The 
island, located off the outllern 
tip of Manhattan, is the least 
populated or the city's five 
boroughs. 

Tt will take about four year 
before the . oil is prepared for 
the vines and grape · can be 
transformed i.nto wine. 

But organizers believe it'· 
worth the wail.
