Horse track represen­
tatives said Wednesday 
they're not certain 
exactly where the casi­
nos will be located if 
voters approve the 
amendment. 
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The largest one--day event of the year at the Mountain Arts Center is the Winterfest Cheer and 
Dance Competition.

FRANKFORT - Gov. 
Ste\e Beshear unveiled an 
elhics reform package on 
Thursday aimed at re~toring 

the public's confidence in state 
government. 

Beshear's plan included 
changes to a <.tate ethrcs panel. 
stiffer penaltie for people 
caught kining ethics laws and 
bringing more people under 
the scope <lf Kentucky's ethics 
laws. Voters want more 
accountability among polttit:al 
leaders, prompting the pro-

posed legi lation, Beshear 
said. 

"'It is critical to set the tone 
for how thl admwistration 
will conduct the people'' busi­
ne s," Beshear aid dunng a 
Capitol press conference. 
'These changes will strength­
en the integrity of tate gov­
ernment. from 1he governor's 
office all the w a} do\\' n to the 
newe t volunteer working on 
our behalf." 

Kentucky's new governor 
campaigned on a promi~;e to 
nrn an ethical administration. 
He took office last month fol­
lowing two consecutive scan-

dal-ridden administrattons. 
Hi1> predecessor. former 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher wa~ 
indicted on misdemeanor 
charges <;lemming from an 
inve~tigation into his adminis­
tration's hiring practices. 
Pro ecutor eventually 
dropped the charges as part of 
a negotiated deal, after 
Betcher pardoned his ent1re 
admini;;tration for any possi­
ble charges that could stem 
from the probe. 

Fonner Gov. Paul Patton's 
admiuistration al ·o had irs 
share of problems; shortly 
before leaving office he par-

doned his chief of staff and 
three others of charges they 
colluded to help his !995 cam­
paign skirt spending limits. 

Beshear said his ethics pro­
posal was intended to bring 
more opennes to state go\'­
ernment and promote ethtcal 
and moral behavior. 

Beshear's plan cults for 
ethics traimng for executive 
branch employees and the 
implementation of n new par­
don poltcy, Beshear sard he is 
al o pu hing for a constitu­
tional amendment that would 
limit the governor' power to 
pardon. evertheles~. Beshear 

pledged that a' governor he 
would not pardon anyone who 
l1ad not been com icted of a 
crime. 

"In other words. l will let 
the legal process run its 
cour e," Beshcar said.

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Conner asks court to reinstate lawsuit against Patton

FRA KFORT - A lawyer for a 
woman who had an affair with former 
Gov. Paul Patton has asked the 
Kentucky Court of Appeals to rever~e a 
dismtssal of her Jaw uit against Patton. 

Tina Conner. whose allegations 
against Patton effectively ended hi 
politic..:al career. first ucd him in 
September 2002, alleging sexual 
Qatassment, outrage and 'iolations of 
Kentucky's Ci\ il Rights Act. Part of 

the lawsuit was dismissed within 
months and the rest in 2006. 

A few months later, she filed a ec­
ond lawsuit, claiming misconduct by a 
public official and government oppres­
sion. But a Franklin County Circuit 
Court judge dismi1>sed the second Jaw­
suit. saying Conner \.Ht<o trying to sue 
on the amc issues as the first case. 

Lexington lawyer William Jacobs 
told a three-judge panel of the appeals 
court on Tuesday that ~he claim in the 
second ca e arc uiffen:nt. 

Patton lawyer Sheryl Snyder of 
Louisville said Conner's second la\\­
uit is identical to claims she tried to 

add to her first ca e again. t his client. 
enior Judge William Knopf said 

the appeals court hopes to have a ruling 
within three weeks. 

The appenh court in September 
upheld the dismissal of Conner's fir~l 
lawsuit. 

Conner operated a nursing home in 
the western Kentucky city of Clinton. 
She claimed that after she ended her 

two-year affair with Patton in 2002, he 
retaliated by causing tate regulator.; to 
ruin her busines'\.

From the White House to Capitol Hill, cries are rising for an eco­
nomic ''slimulu package' - a hurst of pending, tax-culling or 
both, designed lo prime the economic pump. Unfortunately it ould 
also throw the country deeper into debt, which is why it ·hottldo 'L be 
tried unles it 's absolutely necessary. 

Pre.-.idem George W. Bush is C(m idering proposing a stimulu 
plan in his State of lhc Union speech Jan. 28; the betting i. that he 
will recommend tax cuts and refunds. Democrats, meanwhile, are 
pondering a mi" or Lax cut and spending increases. 

All side. should slow down. Despite la~t month's gloomy joh. 
report. it' not certain that the e<.:onomy is headed into a serious 
downturn. And the Federal Reserve is on the case, busily lowering 
interest rates. That alone could be enough Lo 11oal Lhe economy pa')t 
the rocks. 

Support for stimulus is coming from financial graybeards on both 
sides or the polilical divide, economist! as diverse a Laurence 
Summers. treasury secretary under President Bill Clinton, and 
Martin Feldstein, chairman of the Council of Economic Ad vi. crs 
under Pre ·idcnt Ronald Reugan. 

Feldslem has the be. t sugge. lion: Pass a stimulus plan, bul hold 
iL in reserve until employmem declines over three . tra:ight months­
a convincing sign that a rece ·sioo actually is here. The automatic 
lrigger would make sure the· ffi\)ney i n't spent unless il' needed. 
Meanwhile, lhe fact Lhat Lhe plan is in place could help revive con­
fidence. 

The economy is weakening under the housing price ·lide and a 
flood or foreclosures. L~1sses on . ubprime mortgages are forcing 
hanks inlo red ink. ln rc. ponRc. they arc boarding ca.<;h instead of 
lending ir. ow the joh market seems to have taken sick The unem­
ployment rate jumped from 4.7 to 5 percent in December as the 
nation created t)n!y 18.000 new jobs. 

Once a rccc. sion gets rolling. it feed.~ on itself. Worried about 
their jobs. consumers cut ba~k spending. That slow· factories and 
slores. leading to more joh losses. Round and round it goes. 

Stimulus i meant to break that cycle by putting money in con­
sumer ·pocket so that they'll sLart spending again and business wi11 
recover. But there arc smart way. and dumh ways to stimulate the 
economy. Tax cuts are among the dumber choices. 

Tax cuts are stimulus in slow motion. The effect is spread over a 
whole year, adding just a few extra dollars to each paycheck. so 
there's no sudden pickup in spending. Tax cuts for the wealthy arc 
an even worse idea, because the wealthy tend to save their extra cash 
rather than spend it. Expan ion incentives for business also have 
long lag times before they kick in. 

The best way to stimulate the economy is to give large chunks of 
ca. h, quick 1~. lo people most likely to spend it - the poor and mid­
dle clas .. As Summers wrote in The Financial Times tllis month, 
"Fiscal stimulus only works if it is spen t, so it must be targeted." 

He uggested a package of between $50 billion and $75 billion, 
enough to add I percent to nalional economic output. That money 
would he piled atop the federal deficit, which L why it shouldn't be 
spent unles needed. 

Stimulus should he temporary, noLan entitlement running up the 

national deht year after year, as did Bush's 2001 lax cut . Tho e cut 
helped lead to rna. sivc deficits for the next six years, and they' rc 
still with us. A one-time splurge designed to lift the nation out of the 
doldnJm. is one thing. PemlanenL proll igacy is anolher.

Kuy-Tee Kba w of the 
Univcr!>ity of Cambridge 
and colleagues calculated 
that people who adopted 
these four healthy hahits 
lived an average of 14 year · 
longer than rl1ose who didn't.

AIR RAID: Lone Oak's record-setting 
Robinson chosen Mr. Football

There's a drill Ll1ne Oak 
coach Jack Haskins devised a 
few year· ago. an innovative 
way to test hi. team's 
endurance. 

Haskins call:. it 
"N A SCAR." in which tbe 
Purple Flash run the 2-minule 
offense over and over and 
over again. On a good day, the 
drill require. the quartcrhack 
to throw the ball up to 50 
times in 10 minute .. 

"We ju ·t go up and down 
the field," Haskin;: said. 
"You've got to be Ul great 
phy<>ical shape to do it and it 
makes you a little hit tougher.'' 

There were rew players 
tougher this season than Lone 
Oak quarterback Corey 
Robinson, selected as 
Kentucky's Mr. Football after 
a record-hreaking . eason in 
which be led the Pucplt! Fla~h 
to a 14-1 record and a berth in 
the Cla.c;s 4A state title game. 
Robinson lhrew ror a late­
record 5,872 yards and a 
national~rceord 91 touch­
downs for the Purple Flash 
this season. shredding defens­
es in the modified run-and­
shoot offense Haskins put 
togerher. 

No! bad ror a player who 
only wanted to be a w1de 
recetver until a Lone Oak 
assistant saw him playing 
catch with the team\ quarter­
backs during his <;ophomorc 
year. 

Rohin. on at fir. t resisted 
the move ro quarterback untll 
he realized just how much fun 
it could be throwmg the ball 
around the 101 in Ha~kim>' 
five-wide receiver sets. 

"We knew that he had a 
good arm, but a lot of kids 
have a good arm," Haslam; 
said. "But once we found out 
he could put it on the pads and 
that he was so accurate, we 
just kind of took off.'' 

Did they ever. 
Lone. Oak averaged 53.2 

points per game before being 
shut down by Lexington 
Catholic in tbe state tHle 
game, confounding defenses 
with their intricate route 
scheme and Robinson's 
uncmxny ability ro read the 
field. 

As impressive as the 
yardage and touchdown~ are, 
perhaps the mosr startling 
thing about Robinson's year i · 

the lack of nu.stakes. He com 
pleted nearly 74 percent of his 
pa~~es and threw ju ·t four 
imerceptions in 520 pas 
attempts, none of them m the 
team'. llnal 10 games. 

Robinson attrihurcd his 
accuracy to preci ·e route-run­
ning by his reeeivcr . 

"They JUSt ran hard routes 
and never quit hustling,'' 
Robinson saitl . "We"ve got 
five receners going un every 
play, and lhey tried to find 
open space .... Tt makes il a lot 
ca<>icr on you when you know 
where everybody ts going lt1 

he." 
Still, even Robmson didn' 1 

expect to rewrite the state 
record books. But after throw· 
ing for . even louchdtJwns in 
tbe sea/ion-opener against 
Union Ct)unty, Haskins joked 
to the assistant coaches "let's 
see if we can do this e\ery 
week.'' 

They nearly did, even with 
Robinson sitting out the fourth 
qum1er of most games after 
the Purple Fla-.h LOOk a com­
manding lead. He was even 
better in the playotls. helping 
Lone Oak rally by Warren 
East 38-35 to advance to the 

· state title game for the lirst 
time in school history. 

"We got behind a couple of 
time~; in the playoffs and 
Corey's abwiry to make sure 
we didn"t ger rattled really 
helped,''llaskmo; said. "I think 
we thre\\ ror more yardage in 
the playoffl> than people dur­
ing the whole season.' 

Suddenly. Robmson's 
mailbox liturled gelling run 
wilh letters from some high­
profile colleges impressed by 
the 6-fool-1, !95-poundcr's 
right arm and athleticism. 
Robinson wus also the team's 
leading ,rusher and played in 
the econdary on defense 

Robinson still has a momh 
lo decide where he'll play 
next fall. hut he's not pid.:y so 
long as he gets an opporfuniry 
to play. 

"It doesn't mutter to me," 
he said. "T just want to go to a 
school that throws the ball. 
Wherever 1 go. T'm going to 
try and win."

Joe Gibbs resigns as coach of Washington Redskins

ASHBURN, Va. - After 
tbe loughe ·t season of his 
Hall of Fame career, Joe 
Gibbs knew he needed to 
walk away from his 
Washington Redskins family 
LObe closer lo his wife. chil­
dren and grandchildren. 

He resigned as 0oacb and 
team president of the 
Redskms on Tut'!sday, three 
day'> after a playoiT lo ' 
ended an inspirational latc-
eason run that followed the 

death of safety Scan Taylor. 
The 67-yeo.r-old Gibb. 

said Rcd~kins owner Dan 
nyder tried to per uade him 

to . tay on during a convcr. a­
tion that lasted until about 
2:30a.m. Tue::;day. 

"My family situation 
being what it is right now, J 
told him 1 couldn't make the 
kind of commitment T need­
ed to make,'' Gibbs .;aid dur­
ing a news conference at the 
Rcdskins' practice facility, 
standing a few feet from tbe 
three silver Super Bowl tro­
phles he won during !lis first 
tenure with the team. 

Speaking about his fami­
ly. Gibbs added· ''1 felt like 
Lhe) needed me." 

Gibbs did ool go into 
specific~,. But one of hi 
grand. ons, Taylor, was diag­
nose(] with leukemia a year 
ago at age 2. Gibbl> frequent­
ly talks Jovingly about hi · 
"grandbahies.'' and he made 
an overnight trip to North 
Carolina on Sunday to be 
with !11s family. interrupting 
the postseason routine uf 
meeting that usually follow 
rbe final game of the season. 

''I had real good visits 
with everybody, and at that 
point when T started back to 
D.C. and got on the plane 
lhal afternoon. 1 kind of had 
a real strong feeling in my 
heart nf what T fell like I 

shoulc.l do," Gibbs said. 
He had one season left on 

the live-year, $27.5 million 
deal that Jured him out of his 
first NFL retirement and 
away from bis second career 
as a NASCAR owner. 

Now, instead of coaching, 
Gibbs will shift into a role as 
an adviser to Snyder, saying: 
"I feel like this is my home, 
a1so ." 

"l tried very, very hard to 
try to convince Joe nol lo 
rcrirc," the owner said. "This 
i::; somettring none of us 
wanted to sec happen. Bur all 
of us respect it and under­
stand iL" 

Gibbs went 31-36. includ 
ing 1-2 in Lhe playoff:· , in his 
. ccond stint with the 
Red kins, always maintain­
ing he intended to fulfill the 
contract. 

"1 hate lO leave something 
unfinished. I made an origi­
nal commitment of rive 
years. I feit bad about that,'' 
Gibb ::;aid, hi voice occa­
sionally choking with emo­
tion. 

"l\'s one of the few times 
in life I felt like I walked 
away from Sl1mething. Bul T 
also felt like ... 'Hey, 1 need 
to be in a different Situa­
tion."' 

The news startled players, 
who left Sunday's final Learn 
meeting certain Gibbs would 
relurn for lhe final year or 
his conrract. 

"That'!> part or this bu. i­
ness it's full of surprises," 
safety Pier ·on Prioleau said.

Gibbs called thi his bard­
e 1 season, making reference 
to Taylor's shooting in 
November, but pointed to his 
fam1ly as the chief reason for 
hi res1gnation.
