The Kentucky 
Office of Employment 
and Training reported 
Wednesday that job· 
less rates rose in 74 
counties between 
December 2006 and 
December 2007. The 
rates fell in 33 coun­
ties and remained the 
same in 13 others. 

Fayette and 
Woodford counties 
had the lowest unem­
ployment at 3.7 per­
cent each. Jackson 
County had the high­
est jobless rate at 
1 0.1 percent. 
Magoffin County fol­
lowed closely at 1 0 
percent.

PRbSTONSBURG - It wus 
announced this week that the 
Pre tonsburg fire chief will retire 
in February for health reasons after 
13 years of distingui, hed service. 

Fire Crucf Gary Dotson. 49, 
was told by doctor Ia t May that 
because of an aneurysm on his 
aorta. he should retire from active 

firefighting duty. 
"I kinda laughed when 1 saw 

WYMT's report saymg doctors 
lcfl me no choice .. . I have a 
choice." said Dotson. ''1' ve 
always been a hard charger." 

Dot on began tlrefighting as a 
Yolunteer while still in high 
school - "back in the day. when 
you could do that." 

Dotson left Prestonsburg for 
Eastern Kentucky University. 

where he received a bachelor's 
degree in police administration. 
Commissioned a. an officer in 
the Army through the ROTC pro­
gram, Dotson served II years as 
an infantry officer, and in mili­
tary police. 

"l always \\anted to be a cop.

Middle. and that she believe, 
that families should be given a 

choice in the matter.

Stumbo . aid option are m 
place for tho e parents willing 
to tran~po11 their children, the 
prevailing opinion appeared to 
be that for purpo. e of the 
chool tran portation depart­

ment, ixth-grader from the 
McDowell and 0 borne area 
would be provided bu tran -
portation to South Floyd 
Middle only.

While aucnding 
Cwnberland as a full rime stu 
dent, Carpenter worked week­
ends at the Pmeville Fire 
Department. 

When he graduated. 
Carpenter rut in hi applicll­
tion to join the Lexington Fire 

Department. "1 was lOth on 
their lbt, and they were only 
hiring four, so I came back to 
Prestono.;burg," smd Carpenter. 
His return to Prestonshurg wa. 
brief. 

This was the first year that 
fu·efighters in the Lexington­
Fayeue Urban County govern· 
ment were cligihlc to retire. 
aid Carpenter. Due to the 

large number of retirees the 
D1vts10n of Fire and 
Emergency sen 1ccs ended up 
hiring 26 new flreflghters. 
Carp nter ~erved for se\'en 
year-. in Lexington <h a lire­
fighter. working on both the 
award~ & rev1ew ami safety 
comrmttecl\. 

Carpenter left Lexingtun in 
2002 and returned to 
Prestonsburg.

Bill would ease 

safety requirements 
for smallest 

surface mines 
FRANKFORT- The state's smallest coal 

companie would gel a reprieve from a year-old 
mine safety law under legislation pending in the 
General A.·sembly, 

The measure W(')uld relieve companic. that 
employ tewer than 10 miners from having to 
keep two cerlilied mine medics un duty during 
working hour. . I 

Ancel Smith. D Leburn, said the require­
ment adopted by the General Assembly Ia. t 
year <:reated ·orne unforeseen hardships. 

'Tm just trying to help some small people 
here who are trying to -;urvive" financially, 
Smith said. "Tt won't hinder the safety." 

Lawmakers, reacting to the deaths of 16 
miner m 2006, passed a law early Ia l year to 
provide additional safely protections. 

The Jaw requires state mine inspccwrs to 
double the number or visits they make to under­
ground operation<>, puts methane ga~ detector. 
in the hanili of all work crews and mandates 

. , that companic. keep a vehicle close to work 
1.:rews to haul injured miner· to the ·urtace in 
case of accident.. 

Among other provision , it also requires that 
ventilation fan slay on at all times, unless they 
are undergoing maintenance, to keep fresh air 
flowing into mines and to prevent the bmldup 
of methane. 

With the law in place, Kentucky had no 
underground coal mine l'aUlliLies in 2007. 

Smith's proposal to allow small coal opera­
tions to work with only one medic on duty faces 
opposition from mine . afcty advocates, incllld­
ing Lexington attorney Tony Oppegard, whose 
law lirm represents w1dows or coal miners 
killed on the joh. Oppegard. a former mine reg-

'> uJatory official at the state and federal levels, 
said lawmakers tlidn' arbitrarily choo!>e LO 

require two medics. It was done, he said, so that 
if one was injured, the olher could pro' ide treat­
ment. 

"To save a few bucks. they're pulling min­
ers' Jives at risk," Oppcgard said. "l mink it's 
detnmental ro mine atety. It' , unnecessary. and 
it's shortsighted." 

The architect of last year'· mine safety law, 
·tate Rep. Brent Yonts, D Greenville. said he 
isn't opposed to tweaking the law to aec~mmo­
date two-man t:rewJ> that use augers w dig coal 
oul of a mountainside. If . mith Is willing to 

amend Ius bill to pedfy that it pertains to two­
man augering operations, Yonts aid he could 
support it. 

Kentucky Coal AssociatiOn President Bill 
Caylor said easing the requirement on the 
smallest mining companies makes sense. 

"TL's not meant to dimini h ·afety," Caylor 
said. ·'lt\ jusltrying to cut back on the burdens 
of the small busincs ·man.'' 

House passes bill to help 
veterans get government 

jobs 

FRANKFORT - Military veterans would 
have a better chance of landing jobs in '>tate 
government under legislation that has cleared 
the House. 

The legislation requires state agencie · to 
give preference lo honorably discharged ol­
dicrs when filling jobs. The House approved the 
measure 97-0 on Wednesday. Tt now goes to the 
Senate for consideration. 

The htll is one of several introduced over the 
past three weeks intended lo reward veterans 
for their military scrvic~. Democratic state Rep. 
Mike Cherry of Princeton says the bill would 
add up to 1 0 "preference point<;" to test scores 
used to gauge an applicant's qualifi~o:ations and 
would require that state agencies grant inter­
view· to \'eterans for Jobs that don't require 
te.-;ls.

Counties statewide could have spent 
$5.4 trulhon Sl500 per voting 
preeHlCt - LO prepare for a runoff' 
had we needed one last year, a finan 
cia! bite few if any of them tould 
afford. Now that we·re far removed 
from the cwnpaign. we can hopefully 
pass this money-sa\ mg leg• lation 
without current political considera­
tion.., entering the dehate. 

Other measures arc also moving 
through the procc s. Among the btlll> 
now beading to the Senate floor is 
Senate BtU 2. wide-rang.tng legisla­
tion aimed at improving math and 
science education in Kentm:ky. 
Under the bill, schLJOb could receive 
grant money to develop midd~e- and 
high-;;chool programs to boost lhe 
nurnhcr ot students taking ngorou:-. 
math and ·cience classes. A ·imilar 
provi. ion would ~cck to expand ener­
gy technology career education 
acroo;s the Commonwealth. rr we 
want to ensure a better future for our

Blood or 
urine tests would be u ed lo deter­
mine whether the driver was 
impaired; prescription drug taken as 
directed would not he illegaL There 
i · currentl:y an overwhelming burden 
on our police officers if they want to 
charge ·omeone with dnviug while 
high, allowing lOO many dangerous 
drivers on our roads. Stiff DUJ laws 
have helped decrease the numbers of 
drunk dnver:; on our road , and we 
'hope that treating drug intoxication 
tn the ame stricl manner w1ll do im­
ilar good. At the same time, the hill 
~ould lessen the threshold to penal­
ize the most intoxicated of drivers. 
The ·e driver-. whose blood alcohol 
level is nearly twice the legal limit. 
are by far the most d!lllgerous. and 
gelling !hem orr the road. could dras­
tically reduce the numbc!r of a~:ci­
dents 10 Kenlucky. 

The legi. lative process will con­
tinue p1ding up momentum in the 
wcekc; to come.

To look at Kara, one wuuld never think that 
she hcgan life with a potentially crippling con­
genital hip dysplasia. In facl. he gets around 
better than many of her peers, attending a full 
day of classes on Monday" and Wednesdays at 
BSCTC's Pre tunsbure Camrus; working as a 
teller for Fmt Fmanctal Bank m Elkhorn City 
on Tuesdays, Thursdays. Fridays, and 
Saturdays; and still taking rime to rake care of 
her twenLy-momh old daughter. Kaileigh Failh, 
at home. Congenital hip dyspla. ia is a very 
serious <.hsease- une that could rule every 
aspect of a person 's life , hut Kara bas nor only 
surpas ed it. she has essentially made it mto a 
s trength. 

Kara practically grew up in the Shriner's 
ho. pita!. She spent the first six months of life 
in a cast and had to learn to crawl and walk in 
braces. She has undergone several major surg ­
eries tO correct her dyspla. ia and today walks 
just as well a· anyone e lse, but it has left it 
mark on her in more than jusr physical ways. 

Her father left before she wa:, one and ga\e 
up all parental righL because he could not han­
dle having a handicapped chtld. He has been 
little more than a ghost m her life. To support 
the two of them, Kara's mother, Ochorah. went 
back to school to become a nurse. Deborah 
eventually remarried. hut her sc~:ond hushand 
died of leukemia in 1997. 

Kara ha. persevered through 1r al l. She grad­
uated from the Barbizon modeling sehoul in 
2004 and gracluated rrom Pike Central High 
School with high honors. While she was in high

school, the mo. t wonderful thing in her life 
happened she became pregnant. 

Like being able to walk. Kara should have 
never become ptegnant.

L nfortunate ly, her classmates and even some 
faculty and staff ridiculed her and hasically 
treated her us though her life would now be 
over. Thankfully. Kara did not listen to these 
voices. She had her daughter, finished high 
school while working 30 hours a week at Food 
Cit}. and eventually enrolled into Big Sandy 
Community and Technical College where she is 
striving to earn an associates degree 'in nursing. 
Eventually, Kara wants to become either an 
oncologist or an obstetdcian. 

Sounds like she ha . a pretty full plate , but, 

along with all this, she is also engaged - to 
Corey Chaney, Kaileigh • s father. 

But what make Kara truly remarkable­
beyond her amazing accomplishments-is the 
fac t that she has not let a potentially crippling, 
life-altering defect rule her life. Many times 
people with severe problem, allow those prob­
lems to define who they arc and what they can 
do. Kara has refused to fall into that trap. Her 
success wa. determined long before she entered 
Big Sandy Community and Technical College 
with her po itive anitude, her parkling intelli­
gence, and her strength of will.

Some people are at higher risk lor 
testicular cancer than others. White 
males of Scandinavillll descent have 
the highest overall incidence of testic­
ular cancer. A family history of te tic ­
ular cancer or a personal history or 
testicular cancer increases a man's 
risk. Men with an undescended tesll­
cle or men with a history of congeni­
tal problems in the genitourinary sys­
tem arc also at increased risk for the 
development of this disease. 

Generally when a le~ticular bwpsy 
is called for, this mean. the su~picion 
of cancer is 4u1te h.tgh. For th,i rea 
son. the entire testicle is often surgi­
cally removed. Not only does this 
help prevent the o;pread of the diseuse 
to the other testicle. it makes a second 
surgery unnecessar} if the lump is 
found to he cancerous.
