We've got to get 
smart about 

educating workers 
One of the more overu. ed nouns in the English language 

i the word .. crisis.'' It's slapped- by politicians, policy 
advocates and the news media- on almost every problem 
that comes along, seemingly nc matter how small-bore or 
distant. But the National Comm ·.sion on AduJt Literacy 
wasn't overreaching last week when it released a report 
with the title "Reach Higher, America: Overcoming crisi m 
the U.S. work force." 

Don't believe us? Consider these facts: 
The U.S. is the only nation, among 30 free-market coun­

tries that are members of the Organization for Economic 
Cooperation and Development. in which current young 
adults are less educated than their parents' generation. 
I More than 1.2 million teenager drop out of high school 
each year. In Indiana, nearly three out of 10 high school 
'students fail to graduate on time. 

More than half of the adult work force faces at least one 
educational hurdle, from lack of a high· school diploll)a to 
little or no college to poor literacy skills, that blocks mov­
ing into the best-paying jobs. Existing adult education pro­
grams reach only a fraction of worker who need training to 
compete in the modem marketplace. 

In Indiana, about one in three worker lacks the literacy 
J•.u~~J.cnee o 1and good · 
,..-....~~ not th the United . tat · n '-t pro~ cjn_g milliop 

we -e{lucated worker' eabh year. The natidn' · univer ity 
system r~mains the best in the world. But there i a grow­
ing gap between the highly educated and those who lack 
basic skills. The gap is developing at a time when, more 
than ever, education is vital to economic and ocial well­
being. In short, we are a nation headed in two directions 
when it comes to education. Failure to help those on the 
bottom climb to higher levels will carry a painful price for 
everyone. 

The Commission on Adult Literacy argues that "our fail­
ure to address America's adult education and work force 
skills is putting our country in great jeopardy and threaten­
ing our nation's standard of living and economic viability." 
Again, that's no exaggeration. 

To begin confronting these issues in Central Indiana, 
Indy Reads and The Star's Editorial Board brought together 
leaders of about 50 community organizations for a Literacy 
Summit this month. That effort will continue, through a 
variety of means, in the months ahead. 

On the political front, the education level of the work 
force needs to become a central i sue of thi year's state 
and federal races. The nation won't meet the economic 
challenges ahead unless it enlist& and trains a growing army 
of well-educated workers.

When Lyq(J11n Johnson m· o g~o w 
balance th"t: nationnJ budget in the 
midst of building the "Great Society." 
he made a public point of turning off 
lights around the White Hou<.;e. Cheap 
symbolism, maybe. but it ·ignaled 
concern for how tax money was spent. 

I've been thinking of Johnson and 
the White Hou e lights for the last 
couple weeks. as Senate President 
David Williams planned to feather the 
Senate's nest with a new kitchen and 
lounge, then scrapped the plan in the 
face of public outcry. 

Never mind the blueprmts drawn, 
contracts bid, agencies shuffled, files 
packed, furniture moved, space rent­
ed. and money spent. Caught in the 
midst of upgrading his own facilities 
while preaching the virtues of budget 
austerity, Williams cut his losses, 
despite sunk costs. 

I can under tand the political sense 
of Williams' deci. 100. I can't under­
stand the comment that Wmiams 

made when he was asked about the 
renovations in the face of such a bleak 
budget: "You're talking about people 
who you couldn't print enough money 
for. I don't accept the premise that 
they're cutting anything to the bone." 

These comments are derogatory 
nd show a lack of empathy and 

r ~. y wife wor,ked in a cornmu­
niJY m ntal health center for eight 
·cars. The tenter raced perpetual belt­

tightening. forced by consistently 
inadequate state investments in men­
tal health . The lack of proper funding 
cau ed hardships for my wife and her 
coworkers. She carried a caseload of 
200, hadn't received a raise in over 
two years (despite earning a higher 
credential in her field). The coun­
selors had to supply their own tissue 
-this is mental health counseling. peo­
ple cry - all because the funding was­
n't there for them. 

Two days after the~ state budget 
cuts went into effect, my wife was 
told to pack up her office, in the name 
of agency cost-cutting. She her co­
w rkers. and their clients are among 
th people for whom "you couldn't 
pri l enough money." Many of her 
clients are now not only confronting 
th If mental illness. but also the 
ab ence of the counselor they had 
grown to know and depend on.

In Williams' hometown of 
Burkesville, almost a quarter of the 'i1 
families, including more than a third 
of children, live below the poverty 
line. In nearby Albany, about 30 per­
cent of families and 50 percent of chil­
dren are living in poverty, according 
to the Census Bureau. So. in who e 
interests is Williams acting on Yfhe,n 
he cuts health and family ery~ce '? 
How. many of these families will be 
pushed funher back as after- chool 
programs are cut, class si?es swell, 
community health ervices are shut 
dov.n. and tuition hike make college 
even more remote? 

What kind of vision for Kentucky 
is thi '? 

Responsible politicians lead by 
sending signals that offer constituents 
a clear vision for the future. Perhaps 
hard working state legislator deserve 
to have a kitchen. a lounge, and a flat­
screen TV. But not now, when every 
Kentucky community is try1ng to 
stave off the most devastating conse­
quences of budget cuts that have long 
crippled the Commonwealth.

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Public defenders go to court to reduce case loads

The Department of Public 
Advocacy and Louisv:ille and 
Jeffer ·on County Public 
Defender Corp. filed a lawsuit 
Monday seeking permission to 

decline additional indigent 
clients when reprc enung 
them would create excessive 
case load . 

Department of Public 
Advocacy director Ernie 
Lewis said the General 
Assembly failed to provide 
sufficient funding this year to 
pay for pubhc defenders. He 
said the jobs of up to 60 trial 
attorney:; will be cut a. a 
result. 

The lawsuit also calls for 

judges to appoint alternative 
attorneys who would be paid 
by the state when caseload 
force public defenders to turn 
away clients. 

The law ·uit namt:;. Gov. 
Steve Beshear's finance secn!­
tary, Jonathan Miller, and state 
Treasurer Todd Hollcnbat:h as 
defendants. along with two 
legislative leaders. Hollenbach 
said he hasn't yet een the law· 
suit. Miller didn't immediately 
return a call seeking comment. 

Lewis said the legal action 
wa-. necessary, though disap· 
pointing. 

"Our professional and ethi· 
cal responsibilities mandate 
that we represent defendants 
with competence and dili · 
gencc." Lewis said . 'This can 
only be at:hieved when we 
attam ethical caseloads." 

Dan Goyette, chief public 
defender in Louisville. said a 
caseload crisis ha' been huild­
ing for more than I 0 years. 

"Not only are the lives and 
hbcrty of some of our most 
vulnerable citi.-:ens at risk, but 
the fairness, reliability and 
credibility of the criminal jus· 
tice proce ·s arc rightly in 
question." Goyette ·aid. "We 
can ill-afford a loss of public 
confidence in our adversary 
legal system and with it 
re pcct for the rule of law." 

Private defense aaorney 
Frank Mascagni, another 
plaintiff in the lawsuit, called 

it unconsciOnable that indigent 
defendants facing years in 
prison have to choose between 
overworked public defenders 
or private attorneys willing to 
work for free. 

Mascagni said the state 
should provide funding to pay 
for qualified lawyers who can 
devote the time necessary to 
defend poor client~. 

Lawmakers, facing a $900 
million budget shortfall. cut 
funding for the Department of 
Public Advocacy by $2.3 mil­
lion for the next two years.
